WHEREAS, May has been nationally designated as Jewish American Heritage Month, 
celebrating nearly four centuries of Jewish contributions to America's history, society, and 
culture; and 

WHEREAS, The first American Jewish community in the nation began in 1654 when 
23 Jewish passengers arrived in New Amsterdam (now New York City) after fleeing 
antisemitism and persecution in Portuguese-controlled Brazil; and 

WHEREAS, Jewish residents began arriving in Chicago in the 1830s, and in the many 
years that followed, Jewish Americans have contributed significantly to the cultural, social, 
and economic fabric of our great city, enriching the lives of all Chicagoans; and 

WHEREAS, The Jewish population of Metropolitan Chicago has grown significantly over 
the years, reaching more than 300,000 Jewish men, women, and children as of 2020; and 

WHEREAS, Jewish American Heritage Month was first established in 2006 by 
President George W. Bush to honor the long history of Jewish Americans and the many 
contributions of Jewish people to American culture, history, military, science, government, 
education, and all areas of American life; and 

WHEREAS, May 2024 is a significant month to Jewish Americans with several important 
commemorations, including Yorn HaShoah on May 6 and Yorn Ha'atzmaut on May 14; and 

WHEREAS, On May 6, 2024, corresponding to the 27th day of Nisan on the Hebrew 
calendar, the Jewish community commemorated Yorn Hashoah, which marks the beginning 
of the 1943 Warsaw Ghetto Uprising and mourns the murder of six million Jews by the Nazis; 
and 

WHEREAS, The Jewish American experience has been affected dramatically by the 
Holocaust, with many local Jewish residents being descendants of a Holocaust survivor, 
victim, or refugee and the Chicagoland area houses the Illinois Holocaust Museum -- a 
world-renowned educational center dedicated to preserving the legacy of the Holocaust; 
and 

WHEREAS, The proud heritage of Jewish Americans is a reminder of our nation's 
constitutional commitment to religious freedom and the importance of a dedication to 
community and history; and 

WHEREAS, Antisemitic activity is sharply on the rise, with hate and violence against 
Jewish people reaching record levels across the United States and in Chicago, including a 
shocking 360 percent increase nationwide in anti-Jewish hate incidents between 
October 7, 2023 and January 7, 2024; and 
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WHEREAS, Raising awareness of the inextricable link between the Jewish American 
experience and the broader American history and culture is a powerful tool towards 
combating the rising threat of antisemitism in the United States; now, therefore, 

Be It Resolved, That we, the Mayor and the members of the City Council of the City of 
Chicago, assembled this 22nd day of May 2024, do hereby designate May 2024 as Jewish 
American Heritage Month, and express appreciation for the significant contributions made 
by Jewish Americans to the diverse communities that comprise the City of Chicago, the 
State of Illinois, and the United States of America.

At this point in the proceedings, Mayor Johnson recognized and asked leave of the body to 
grant the privilege of the floor to allow Holocaust survivor Lin Novitsky to address the City 
Council. Hearing no objections, the privilege of the floor was granted. 

Speaking from the commissioners' gallery, Mrs. Novitsky reflected on her childhood and 
recalled how her life changed on June 22, 1941 when the Germans invaded the Soviet Union 
and bombed her home in the capital city of Ukraine and how shortly thereafter members of 
her own family were brutally murdered as German special units began to advance troop 
movements and killed more than 22,771 Jews outside the city of Kiev. Men, women, children 
and the elderly were abducted and killed in one of the first and largest mass killing at a single 
location during World War II, Mrs. Novitsky stated, and described how she and her family were 
crowded onto a cattle train with no food or water bound for the interior of the Soviet Union 
where they were held captive under inhumane conditions. Mrs. Novitsky then spoke of the 
hateful and antisemitic treatment her family received after the war and their decision in 1979 
to leave the Soviet Union and move to America in search of a better life. Arriving as political 
refugees and unable to have equitable rights to practice their religion, Mrs. Novitsky recalled 
the many challenges and discrimination her family faced as Jewish immigrants in their newly 
adopted new homeland. Mrs. Novitsky then expressed how her moral obligation to share her 
experiences and wisdom led her to speak today and the warning that we must never forget 
the horrors and atrocities of the Holocaust and forever remain vigilant and speak out so that 
a tragedy like the Holocaust will never happen again. Our memories of the victims and their 
courage and bravery are their "tombs and monuments", Mrs. Novitsky observed, and 
expressed the importance of remembering the past and what happens when hatred, bigoty 
and antisemitism are left unchallenged and to understand that for this generation and for future 
generations, we must work together for a better world . 
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The Honorable Brandon Johnson, Mayor, then joined the members of the City Council in 
commemorating Jewish American Heritage Month stating that from our earliest days, the 
Jewish community has made indelible contributions and achievements to our culture, society, 
history, and economy and our Jewish American community has overcome many obstacles 
including hatred, violence, and antisemitism but through it all they have truly shown 
their resilience, strength, and courage to persevere. Declaring his pride to stand together 
to celebrate the resilience, leadership, accomplishments, and enduring impact of our 
Jewish American community, Mayor Johnson urged that each of us continue to learn from 
one another, celebrate our Jewish American community, foster community engagement and 
advocacy, and embrace our shared history that defines the soul of Chicago.

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. Chapter 11-12 of the Municipal Code of Chicago is hereby amended by 
adding a new Section 11-12-470, as follows: 

11-12-470 Leak Relief Pilot Program. 

(a) Title. This section shall be known and cited as the Leak Relief Pilot Program. 

(b) Purpose. The Leak Relief Pilot Program is intended to address unexpected City 
water and sewer bills for customers whose properties experience underground water 
leaks on their metered water service line. 

(c) Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following definitions shall apply: 

"Basis period" means either the 12-month period before the leak started or the 
6-month period after the leak was repaired. If these time periods are not representative 
of the average amount of water supplied to the property for which relief is sought, then 
the basis period will be timeframe determined by the Department of Finance after 
review of the account and any relevant documentation. 

"Comptroller" means the Comptroller of the City of Chicago, or the Comptroller's 
designee. 

"Eligible leak" means a leak on a property owner's water service line where: 

( 1) the water service line is controlled by a meter located outside of the property; 
and 

(2) the leak is located on the water service line underground between the meter 
and the property; and 

(3) the leak impacted the property owner's utility bill; and 

(4) the Department of Water Management has confirmed the location of the leak; 
and 

(5) the leak was repaired on or after January 1, 2023. 

"Eligible leak period" means the period when the Eligible Leak impacted the property 
owner's utility bill as determined by the Department of Finance. 
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"LRP" means the Leak Relief Pilot Program created by this section . 

"Participant" means a participant in the LRP.

"Property owner" means the owner of a single family, two-unit, or three-unit 
residence, or a commercial property with a water service line of 1 inch in size or less, 
located in the City of Chicago. 

(d) Eligibility. A property owner may become a participant in the LRP if: 

(1) the property owner applies to the Comptroller to become a participant; and 

(2) the water service line serving the property has experienced an eligible leak; and 

(3) a property owner has never been granted relief under the LRP for the property in 
question. 

The Comptroller may require the property owner to provide all documents which may be 
reasonably needed to support a property owner's eligibility for the LRP as a part of the 
application for relief. 

(e) Determination Of Relief. After acceptance and enrollment in the LRP, the 
Department of Finance shall: 

(1) review the billing history of the participant; 

(2) review the history of water passing through the meter at the participant's property, 
and any other relevant information, to determine which service periods were likely 
impacted by the eligible leak; 

(3) calculate the average amount of water passing through the meter during the basis 
period; 

(4) provide a credit adjustment to reduce the amount of the charges for service 
during the eligible leak period to an estimated amount based on the average amount 
of water passing through the meter during the basis period . If the basis period average 
is higher than the eligible leak period average, then no adjustment shall be applied . 

(f) Rules. The Comptroller is authorized to adopt such rules as the Comptroller may 
deem necessary for the proper implementation, administration, and enforcement of this 
section . 
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(g) Property Interest. The LRP is created in the City's sole discretion, and participation 
in the program and any benefits that result from the program are not intended to create 
a property interest in any participant or in any individual eligible for the program. 

(h) Expiration. This section shall expire and be repealed of its own accord, without 
further action by the City Council, on December 31 , 2026. 

SECTION 2. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect on January 1, 2025.

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City"), a home rule unit of government under 
Section 6(a), Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois, has heretofore found 
and does hereby find that there exists within the City a serious shortage of decent, safe and 
sanitary rental housing available for persons of low- and moderate-income; and 

WHEREAS, The City has determined that the continuance of a shortage of affordable 
rental housing is harmful to the health, prosperity, economic stability and general welfare of 
the City; and 

WHEREAS, The Ave SW LLC, an Illinois limited liability company (the "Borrower") of which 
the initial managing member is POAH Ave MM LLC, an Illinois limited liability company 
whose sole member is Preservation of Affordable Housing, Inc., an Illinois not-for-profit 
corporation ("POAH"), intends to acquire certain property located generally at 3601 and 
3613 -- 3625 West Chicago Avenue in the City (the "Property"); and 

WHEREAS, The Borrower and POAH have proposed a certain low-income housing 
development with commercial space on the Property consisting of the construction of one 
four-story residential building containing approximately 52 residential dwelling units and 
approximately 4,000 square feet of commercial space therein, along with associated 
common areas and parking (the construction and equipping of the real estate and the 
building and other improvements on the Property, including the residential dwelling units 
and associated areas in the building, shall be known as the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, The Borrower has requested that the City issue multi-family housing revenue 
bonds, notes or other indebtedness in an amount not to exceed $25,000,000 (the "Bonds") 
for the purpose of financing a portion of the Project costs, including the Eligible Project Costs 
(as defined herein); and 
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WHEREAS, It is intended that the interest on the Bonds will be excluded from gross 
income for federal income tax purposes; and 

WHEREAS, It is intended that this ordinance shall constitute a declaration of intent to 
reimburse certain eligible expenditures for the Project made prior to the issuance of the 
Bonds ("Eligible Project Costs") from the proceeds of the Bonds (if and when issued) within 
the meaning of Section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations promulgated under the 
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Treasury Regulations"); now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are expressly incorporated in and made a part of this 
ordinance as though fully set forth herein. 

SECTION 2. The City intends to issue the Bonds and lend all or a portion of the proceeds 
thereof ("Bond Proceeds") to the Borrower for the purpose of financing a portion of the 
Project costs, including costs incurred in connection with the issuance of the Bonds and 
funding certain reserves, if required, subject to the City and the Borrower agreeing to the 
terms and conditions necessary to issue the Bonds and further approval by the City Council 
of the City. The maximum principal amount of Bonds which the City intends to issue for the 
Project will not exceed $25,000,000. 

SECTION 3. Certain Eligible Project Costs will be incurred by the Borrower and/or its 
affiliates in connection with the Project prior to the issuance of the Bonds. The City 
reasonably expects to reimburse such Eligible Project Costs with Bond Proceeds. 

SECTION 4. The Eligible Project Costs to be reimbursed with Bond Proceeds will be paid 
initially from funds of the Borrower and/or its affiliates. 

SECTION 5. This ordinance is consistent with the budgetary and financial circumstances 
of the City. No funds from sources other than Bond Proceeds are, or are reasonably 
expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis or otherwise set aside by the City 
for the Project for costs to be paid from Bond Proceeds. 

SECTION 6. This ordinance constitutes a declaration of official intent under 
Section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations. 

SECTION 7. To the extent that any ordinance, resolution, rule, order or provision of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago, or any part thereof, is in conflict with the provisions of this 
ordinance, the provisions of this ordinance shall control.

WHEREAS, North Lawndale Initiative Support, Inc., an Illinois not-for-profit corporation 
(the "QALICB"), owns or intends to purchase real property located within the Roosevelt/ 
Cicero Area, which is generally located at 4100 West Fillmore Street, Chicago, Illinois 60624 
(the "Property"); and 

WHEREAS, The QALICB plans to lease the Property to North Lawndale Catalyst 
Initiative, Inc., an Illinois not-for-profit corporation ("Prime Tenant") for sublease to various 
sub-subtenants of the Project (as defined herein); and 

WHEREAS, The QALICB and Prime Tenant are together referred to herein as the 
"Developer"; and 
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WHEREAS, The Developer plans to commence and complete the rehabilitation of an 
approximately 168,000 square foot industrial building located on the Property, which will 
have approximately 120,000 square feet of gross leasable space (the "Project") ; and 

WHEREAS, The Developer proposes to undertake the Project in accordance with the 
Plan; and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Resolution 24-CDC-02 adopted by the Community Development 
Commission of the City of Chicago (the "Commission") on March 5, 2024, the Commission 
has recommended that the Developer be designated as the developer for the Project and 
that the Department of Planning and Development be authorized to negotiate, execute and 
deliver on behalf of the City a redevelopment agreement with the Developer for the Project; 
now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are incorporated herein and hereby made a part hereof. 

SECTION 2. The Developer is hereby designated as the developer for the Project 
pursuant to Section 5/11-7 4.4-4 of the Act. 

SECTION 3. The Commissioner of Planning and Development (the "Commissioner") or a 
designee are each hereby authorized, with the approval of the City's Corporation Counsel, 
to negotiate, execute and deliver a redevelopment agreement between the Developer and 
the City in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A and made a part hereof (the 
"Redevelopment Agreement"), and such other supporting documents as may be necessary 
to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Redevelopment Agreement, with such 
changes, deletions and insertions as shall be approved by the persons executing the 
Redevelopment Agreement. 

SECTION 4. To the extent that any ordinance, resolution , rule , order or provision of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago (the "Municipal Code"), or part thereof, is in conflict with the 
provisions of this ordinance, the provisions of this ordinance shall control. If any section , 
paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be held invalid, the invalidity of such 
section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the other provisions of this 
ordinance.

D. The Project: QALICB owns or intends to purchase certain property located within 
the Redevelopment Area at 4100 West Fillmore Street, Chicago, Illinois 60624 and legally 
described on Exhibit B (the "Property"), and, within the time frames set forth in Section 3.01, shall 
start and complete rehabilitation of an approximately 168,000 square foot industrial building (the 
"Facility"), which will have approximately 120,000 square feet of gross leasable space (the 
"Tenant Space") thereon. The "Project" means the Facility and related improvements, including 
but not limited to the TIF-Funded Improvements defined below and set forth on Exhibit C. QALICB 
will lease the Project to Prime Tenant for sublease to various subtenants of the Project. Fillmore 
Linen Service LLC, an Illinois limited liability company ("Fillmore Linens"), will lease an 
approximately 45,000 square foot portion of the Facility to operate a commercial laundry business 
(the "Laundry Facility"). The additional 75,000 square feet are to be used by other industrial and 
commercial tenants to be determined. The completion of the Project would not reasonably be 
anticipated without the financing contemplated in this Agreement. 

In addition to completing the Project, the Developer shall require Fillmore Linens to create 
at least 100 new Full-Time Equivalent Employees (or FTEs) at the Laundry Facility within the first 
two (2) years of operations. The Developer will aspire to create at least 300 FTEs in the Tenant 
Space. 

E. The City of Chicago Roosevelt/Cicero Tax Increment Financing Redevelopment 
Area Project and Plan (the "Original Redevelopment Plan") included in the Plan Adoption 
Ordinance has been amended by ordinances adopted on November 1, 2016 (the "First 
Amendment") , April 24, 2020 (the "Second Amendment") and October 26, 2022 (the "Third 
Amendment") . The Original Redevelopment Plan, as amended by the First Amendment, the 
Second Amendment, and Third Amendment, is herein referred to as the "Redevelopment Plan." 
Developer will carry out the Project in accordance with this Agreement and the Redevelopment 
Plan . 

F. City Financing: The City agrees to use, in the amounts set forth in Section 4.03 
hereof, Incremental Taxes (as defined below), to pay for or reimburse a Developer Party for the 
costs of TIF-Funded Improvements incurred by a Developer Party pursuant to the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement.

material economic benefit, in each case taking into account all direct economic effects under the 
Prime Lease of the amendment; or (b) shorten the initial term of the Prime Lease or grant 
additional early termination rights that, if exercised, would shorten the initial term of the Prime 
Lease. Notwithstanding the foregoing, an amendment made to comply with NMTC program 
requirements shall not constitute a "Material Amendment. " 

"MBE(s)" shall mean a business identified in the Directory of Certified Minority Business 
Enterprises published by the City's Department of Procurement Services, or otherwise certified 
by the City's Department of Procurement Services as a minority-owned business enterprise, 
related to the Procurement Program or the Construction Program, as applicable. 

"MBE/WBE Budget" shall mean the budget attached hereto as Exhibit E-2, as described 
in Section 10.03. 

"MBE/WBE Program" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 10.03 hereof. 

"Municipal Code" shall mean the Municipal Code of the City of Chicago, as amended from 
time to time. 

"Net NMTC Equity" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 4.01 hereof. 

"New Mortgage" shall have the meaning set forth in Article 16 hereof. 

"NMTC" shall mean the Federal New Markets Tax Credits. 

"NMTC Compliance Period" shall mean the earlier of (a) the seventh (7th) anniversary of 
the Investment Fund's last qualified equity investment in a NMTC Lender or (b) the termination or 
repayment of the NMTC Loan. 

"NMTC Investor'' shall mean [Dudley Ventures, LLC, a ___ _., or such other investor 
in NMTCs generated by the Project as may be engaged by Developer. 

"NMTC Lenders" shall mean, collectively, one or more community development entities or 
their respective subsidiaries that make NMTC Loans to QALICB for the Project. 

"NMTC Loan" shall mean those certain loans made by the NMTC Lenders to QALICB for 
the Project. 
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"Non-Governmental Charges" shall mean all non-governmental charges, liens, claims, or 
encumbrances relating to Developer, the Property or the Project. 

"Occupancy Covenant" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 8.06(a) hereof. 

"Other Regulated Material" means any Waste, Contaminant, material meeting 35 IAC Part 
742.305, or any other material, not otherwise specifically listed or designated as a Hazardous 
Substance, that (a) is or contains: petroleum, including crude oil or any fraction thereof, motor fuel , 
jet fuel , natural gas, natural gas liquids, liquefied natural gas, or synthetic gas usable for fuel or 
mixtures of natural gas and such synthetic gas, asbestos, radon, any polychlorinated biphenyl , 
urea, formaldehyde foam insulation, explosive or radioactive material, materials known to contain 
per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances, i.e. PFAS, or (b) is a hazard to the environment or to the 
health or safety of persons. 

"Permitted Liens" shall mean those liens and encumbrances against the Property and/or 
the Project set forth on Exhibit D hereto. 

"Permitted Mortgage" shall have the meaning set forth in Article 16 hereof. 

"Plans and Specifications" shall mean initial construction documents containing a site plan 
and working drawings and specifications for the Project, as submitted to the City as the basis for 
obtaining building permits for the Project. 

"Prime Lease" shall mean that certain lease from QALICB to the Prime Tenant. 

"Project" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Project Budget" shall mean the budget attached hereto as Exhibit E-1, showing the total 
cost of the Project by line item, furnished by Developer to DPD, in accordance with Section 3.03 
hereof. 

"Property" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Redevelopment Area" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Redevelopment Plan" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Redevelopment Project Costs" shall mean redevelopment project costs as defined in 
Section 5/11-7 4.4-3(q) of the Act that are included in the budget set forth in the Redevelopment 
Plan or otherwise referenced in the Redevelopment Plan. 

"Remediation Work" shall mean all investigation , sampling, monitoring , testing, removal , 
response, disposal , storage, remediation, treatment and other activities performed by Developer 
with respect to the Parcel. 

"Requisition Form" shall mean the document, in the form attached hereto as Exhibit F, to 
be delivered by Developer to DPD pursuant to Section 4.03(c) of this Agreement. 
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"Scope Drawings" shall mean preliminary construction documents containing a site plan 
and preliminary drawings and specifications for the Project. 

"Senior Lender" means, collectively, or individually, as the context may require, 

"Senior Loan" shall mean, collectively, [List all loans to Prime Tenant, including any bridge 
of TIF] . 

"Survey" shall mean a plat of survey in the most recently revised form of AL TA/NSPS land 
title survey of the Property, meeting the 2021 Minimum Standard Detail Requirements for 
AL TA/NSPS Land Title Surveys, effective February 23, 2021 , dated within 75 days prior to the 
Closing Date, acceptable in form and content to the City and the Title Company, prepared by a 
surveyor registered in the State of Illinois, certified to the City and the Title Company, and 
indicating whether the Property is in a flood hazard area as identified by the United States Federal 
Emergency Management Agency (and updates thereof to reflect improvements to the Property in 
connection with the construction of the Facility and related improvements as required by the City 
or lender(s) providing Lender Financing) . 

"Sustainable Development Policy" shall mean the Sustainable Development Policy of the 
City as in effect on the Closing Date. 

"Tenant Space" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Term of the Agreement" shall mean the period of time commencing on the Closing Date 
and ending on the last day of the Compliance Period. 

"TIF Adoption Ordinance" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"TIF District Administration Fee" shall mean the fee described in Section 4.05 hereof. 

"TIF-Eligible Costs" include land assembly, demolition, site preparation, environmental 
remediation , rehabil itation, and other eligible activities under the Act. 

"TIF Fund" shall mean the special tax allocation fund created by the City in connection 
with the Redevelopment Area into which the Incremental Taxes will be deposited. 

"TIF-Funded Improvements" shall mean those improvements of the Project which (i) 
qualify as Redevelopment Project Costs, (ii) are eligible costs under the Redevelopment Plan and 
(iii) the City has agreed to pay for out of the City Funds, subject to the terms of this Agreement. 
Exhibit C lists the TIF-Funded Improvements for the Project. 

"TIF Ordinances" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Title Company" shall mean _________ _ 

"Title Policy" shall mean a title insurance policy in the most recently revised AL TA or 
equivalent form , showing QAUCB as the insured, noting the recording of this Agreement as an 
encumbrance against the Property, and a subordination agreement in a form acceptable to the 
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Corporation Counsel in favor of the City with respect to previously recorded liens against the 
Property related to Lender Financing, if any, issued by the Title Company. 

"Waste" means those materials defined in the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415 
ILCS 5/1 et seq. as waste and identified subcategories thereof, including but not limited to, 
construction or demolition debris, garbage, household waste, industrial process waste , landfill 
waste, landscape waste, municipal waste, pollution control waste, potentially infectious medical 
waste, refuse , or special waste. 

"WARN Act" shall mean the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act (29 U.S.C. 
Section 2101 et seq.). 

"WBE(s)" shall mean a business identified in the Directory of Certified Women Business 
Enterprises published by the City's Department of Procurement Services, or otherwise certified 
by the City's Department of Procurement Services as a women-owned business enterprise, 
related to the Procurement Program or the Construction Program, as applicable. 

SECTION 3. THE PROJECT 

3.01 The Project. With respect to the Facility, Developer shall , pursuant to the Plans and 
Specifications and subject to the provisions of Section 18.17 hereof: (i) commence construction 
no later than 180 days after the Closing Date; and (ii) complete construction and conduct business 
operations therein no later than 24 months after the Closing Date. 

3.02 Scope Drawings and Plans and Specifications. Developer has delivered the Scope 
Drawings and Plans and Specifications to DPD and DPD has approved same. After such initial 
approval, subsequent proposed changes to the Scope Drawings or Plans and Specifications shall 
be submitted to DPD as a Change Order pursuant to Section 3.04 hereof. The Scope Drawings 
and Plans and Specifications shall at all times conform to the Redevelopment Plan and all 
applicable federal , state and local laws, ordinances and regulations. Developer shall submit all 
necessary documents to the City's Building Department, Department of Transportation and such 
other City departments or governmental authorities as may be necessary to acquire building 
permits and other required approvals for the Project. 

3.03 Project Budget. Developer has furnished to DPD, and DPD has approved, a Project 
Budget showing total costs for the Project in an amount not less than $39,500,000. Developer 
hereby certifies to the City that (a) the City Funds, together with Lender Financing, Equity, Net 
NMTC Equity and the Grant Funds (Private Philanthropy) as described in Section 4.01 hereof, 
shall be sufficient to complete the Project. Developer further certifies to the City that the Project 
Budget is true, correct and complete in all material respects. Developer shall promptly deliver to 
DPD certified copies of any Change Orders with respect to the Project Budget for approval 
pursuant to Section 3.04 hereof. 

3.04 Change Orders. Except as provided below in this Section 3.04, all Change Orders 
(and documentation substantiating the need and identifying the source of funding therefor) 
relating to changes to the Project must be submitted by Developer to DPD concurrently with the 
progress reports described in Section 3.07 hereof; provided, that any Change Order relating to 
any of the following must be submitted by Developer to DPD for DPD's prior written approval: (a)

a reduction in the gross or net square footage of the Project by five percent (5%) or more (either 
individually or cumulatively); (b) a change in the use of the Project to a use other than as described 
in Recital D to this Agreement; (c) a delay in the completion of the Project by six (6) months or 
more; or (d) Change Orders resulting in an aggregate increase to the Project Budget for the 
Project of ten percent ( 10%) or more. Developer shall not authorize or permit the performance of 
any work relating to any Change Order or the furnishing of materials in connection therewith prior 
to the receipt by Developer of DPD's written approval (to the extent said City prior approval is 
required pursuant to the terms of this Agreement) . The Construction Contract, and each contract 
between the General Contractor and any subcontractor, shall contain a provision to this effect. 
An approved Change Order shall not be deemed to imply any obligation on the part of the City to 
increase the amount of City Funds which the City has pledged pursuant to this Agreement or 
provide any other additional assistance to the Developer. Notwithstanding anything to the 
contrary in this Section 3.04, Change Orders other than those set forth above do not require 
DPD's prior written approval as set forth in this Section 3.04. but DPD shall be notified in writing 
of all such Change Orders within 10 business days after the execution of such Change Order and 
Developer, in connection with such notice, shall identify to DPD the source of funding therefor. 

3. 05 DPD Approval. Any approval granted by DPD of the Scope Drawings, Plans and 
Specifications and the Change Orders is for the purposes of this Agreement only and does not 
affect or constitute any approval required by any other City department or pursuant to any City 
ordinance, code, regulation or any other governmental approval, nor does any approval by DPD 
pursuant to this Agreement constitute approval of the quality, structural soundness or safety of 
the Property or the Project. 

3.06 Other Approvals. Any DPD approval under this Agreement shall have no effect 
upon, nor shall it operate as a waiver of, Developer's obligations to comply with the provisions of 
Section 5.03 (Other Governmental Approvals) hereof. Developer shall not commence 
construction of the Project until Developer has obtained all necessary permits and approvals 
(including but not limited to DP D's approval of the Scope Drawings and Plans and Specifications) 
and proof of the General Contractor's and each subcontractor's bonding as required hereunder. 

3.07 Progress Reports and Survey Updates. Developer shall provide DPD with written 
quarterly progress reports detailing the status of the Project, including a revised completion date, 
if necessary (with any change in completion date being considered a Change Order, requiring 
DPD's written approval pursuant to Section 3.04) . The Developer shall provide three (3) copies 
of an updated Survey to DPD upon the request of DPD or any lender providing Lender Financing, 
reflecting improvements made to the Property. 

3.08 Inspecting Agent or Architect. An independent agent or architect (other than 
Developer's architect) approved by DPD shall be selected to act as the inspecting agent or 
architect, at Developer's expense, for the Project. The inspecting agent or architect shall perform 
periodic inspections with respect to the Project, providing certifications with respect thereto to 
DPD, prior to requests for disbursement for costs related to the Project hereunder. The inspecting 
agent or architect may be the same one being used in such role by the NMTC Lender or the 
Senior Lender providing Lender financing, provided that such agent or architect (a) is not also 
Developer's agent or architect and (b) acknowledges in writing to the City that the City may rely 
on the findings of such agent or architect. 
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3.09 Barricades. Prior to commencing any construction requiring barricades, Developer 
shall install a construction barricade of a type and appearance satisfactory to the City and 
constructed in compliance with all applicable federal, state or City laws, ordinances and 
regulations. DPD retains the right to approve the maintenance, appearance, color scheme, 
painting, nature, type, content and design of all barricades. 

3.10 Signs and Public Relations. Developer shall erect a sign of size and style approved 
by the City in a conspicuous location on the Property during the Project, indicating that financing 
has been provided by the City. This sign may also name other financing sources. The City 
reserves the right to include the name, photograph, artistic rendering of the Project and other 
pertinent information regarding Developer, the Property and the Project in the City's promotional 
literature and communications. 

3.11 Utility Connections. Developer may connect all on-site water, sanitary, storm and 
sewer lines constructed on the Property to City utility lines existing on or near the perimeter of the 
Property, provided Developer first complies with all City requirements governing such 
connections, including the payment of customary fees and costs related thereto. 

3.12 Permit Fees. In connection with the Project, Developer shall be obligated to pay 
only those building, permit, engineering, tap on and inspection fees that are assessed on a 
uniform basis throughout the City of Chicago and are of general applicability to other property 
within the City of Chicago. • 

SECTION 4. FINANCING 

4.01 Total Project Cost and Sources of Funds. The cost of the Project is estimated to be 
$39,500,000 to be applied in the manner set forth in the Project Budget (the 'Total Project Cost"). 
Such costs shall be funded through a NMTC financing structure, including the NMTC Loan , in 
part, from the following sources: 

Equity (subject to Sections 4.03(b) and 4.06) 
City Funds (subject to Section 4.03) 
Net NMTC Equity (up to) 
Grant Funds (Private Philanthropy) 
Grant Funds (State & Federal)

The payment of City Funds, including the timing of payment, is subject to the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement, including but not limited to Section 4.03 and Section 5 hereof. 

4.02 Developer Funds. Equity, Lender Financing, and Net NMTC Equity, including bridge 
financing for any of the foregoing, and Grant Funds as set forth in Section 4.01 above, shall be 
used directly or indirectly through a NMTC financing structure to pay all Project costs, including 
but not limited to Redevelopment Project Costs and costs of TIF-Funded Improvements. 
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4.03 City Funds. 

(a) Uses of City Funds. City Funds may only be used to pay directly or reimburse a 
Developer Party for costs of TIF-Funded Improvements incurred by such Developer Party that 
constitute Redevelopment Project Costs. Exhibit C sets forth , by line item, the TIF-Funded 
Improvements for the Project, and the maximum amount of costs that may be paid by or 
reimbursed from City Funds for each line item therein (subject to Section 4.03(b)) , contingent 
upon receipt by the City of documentation satisfactory in form and substance to DPD evidencing 
such cost and its eligibility as a Redevelopment Project Cost. 

(b) Sources of City Funds. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, 
including but not limited to this Section 4.03 and Section 5 hereof, the City hereby agrees to 
provide City Funds from the sources and in the amounts described directly below (the "City 
Funds") to pay for or reimburse a Developer Party for the costs of the TIF-Funded Improvements 
incurred by such Developer Party:

provided, however, that the total amount of City Funds expended for TIF-Funded Improvements 
shall be an amount not to exceed the lesser of $10,000,000 or approximately 24.50% of the actual 
Total Project Costs ; and provided further, that the up to $10,000,000 to be derived from 
Incremental Taxes shall be available to pay costs related to TIF-Funded Improvements and 
allocated by the City for that purpose only so long as: 

(i) The amount of the Incremental Taxes deposited into the TIF Fund shall be 
sufficient to pay for such costs; and 

(ii) The City has been reimbursed from Incremental Taxes for the amount 
previously disbursed by the City to complete any TIF-Funded Improvements that are 
public works or improvements. 

The City Funds shall be paid to Prime Tenant in two payments pursuant to the time frames 
set forth herein and in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement. as follows: 

1. First payment in an amount up to $7,000,000 or up to 70% of City Funds, will be 
paid upon receipt of the Certificate. 

2. Second and final payment in an amount up to $3,000,000 or up to 30% of the 
City Funds, will be paid upon the first anniversary of the issuance of the Certificate (the 
"Second Payment"). 

The Second Payment is subject to reduction based on the amount of Grant Funds (State 
& Federal) , if any, secured by the Developer. Developer will diligently pursue Grant Funds (State 
& Federal) but will bridge these sources or fully cover funding in the event the Developer is 
unsuccessful. If the Developer is successful in securing Grant Funds (State & Federal), then the 
Second Payment shall be reduced by $300,000 for every $1 ,000,000 secured by the Developer, 
as follows :

The Second Payment is further subject to reduction if Developer fails to comply with 
Section 8.22, Sustainable Development Policy as set forth in Section 8.22. 

Developer acknowledges and agrees that the City's obligation to pay for TIF-Funded 
Improvements up to a maximum of $10,000,000 is contingent upon the fulfillment of the conditions 
set forth in parts (i) and (ii) above. In the event that such conditions are not fulfilled , the amount 
of Equity or Lender Financing, with the consent of the City in its sole discretion, to be contributed 
by Developer pursuant to Section 4.01 hereof shall increase proportionately. 

When the Developer makes a written request for the issuance of the Certificate and prior 
to the first anniversary of the issuance of the Certificate (or such other date as the parties may 
agree to) , Developer shall provide DPD with a Requisition Form as provided in Exhibit F, along 
with the documentation described therein . Developer shall meet with DPD at the request of DPD 
to discuss the Requisition Form(s) previously delivered. 

4.04 Allocation Among Line Items. Disbursements for expenditures related to TIF­
Funded Improvements may be allocated to and charged against the appropriate line only, with 
transfers of costs and expenses from one line item to another, without the prior written consent of 
DPD, being prohibited; provided, however, that such transfers among line items, in an amount 
not to exceed $25,000 or $100,000 in the aggregate, may be made without the prior written 
consent of DPD. 

4.05 TIF District Administration Fee. Annually , the City may allocate an amount (the "TIF 
District Administration Fee") not to exceed five percent (5%) of the Incremental Taxes for payment 
of costs incurred by the City for the administration and monitoring of the Redevelopment Area, 
including the Project. Such fee shall be in addition to and shall not be deducted from or 
considered a part of the City Funds, and the City shall have the right to receive such funds prior 
to any payment of City Funds hereunder. 

4.06 Cost Overruns. If the aggregate cost of the TIF-Funded Improvements exceeds City 
Funds available pursuant to Section 4.03 hereof, or if the cost of completing the Project exceeds 
the Project Budget, Developer shall be solely responsible for such excess cost, and shall hold the 
City harmless from any and all costs and expenses of completing the TIF-Funded Improvements 
in excess of City Funds and of completing the Project. 
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4.07 Preconditions of Disbursement. Prior to each disbursement of City Funds hereunder, 
Developer shall submit documentation regarding the applicable expenditures to DPD, which shall 
be satisfactory to DPD in its sole discretion. Delivery by Developer to DPD of any request for 
disbursement of City Funds hereunder shall , in addition to the items therein expressly set forth , 
constitute a certification to the City, as of the date of such request for disbursement that: 

(a) the total amount of the disbursement request represents the actual amount payable 
to (or paid to) the General Contractor and/or subcontractors who have performed work on the 
Project, and/or their payees; 

(b) all amounts shown as previous payments on the current disbursement request have 
been paid to the parties entitled to such payment; 

(c) Developer has approved all work and materials for the current disbursement request, 
and such work and materials conform to the Plans and Specifications; 

(d) the representations and warranties contained in this Redevelopment Agreement are 
true and correct and Developer is in compliance with all covenants contained herein; 

(e) Developer has received no notice and has no knowledge of any liens or claim of lien 
either filed or threatened against the Property except for the Permitted Liens; 

(f) no Event of Default or condition or event which , with the giving of notice or passage of 
time or both, would constitute an Event of Default exists or has occurred; and 

(g) the Project is In Balance. The Project shall be deemed to be in balance ("In Balance") 
only if the total of the Available Project Funds equals or exceeds the aggregate of the amount 
necessary to pay all unpaid Project costs incurred or to be incurred in the completion of the 
Project. "Available Project Funds" as used herein shall mean: (i) the undisbursed City Funds; (ii) 
the undisbursed Lender Financing, if any (including any Lender Financing advanced into and 
available in a controlled account pledged to NMTC Lenders); (iii) the undisbursed Equity 
(including any bridge financing for any of the foregoing) , (iv) the Net NMTC Equity, (v) the 
undisbursed Grant Funds (Private Philanthropy) set forth in Section 4.01 hereof, and (vi) any other 
amounts deposited by Developer pursuant to this Agreement. Developer hereby agrees that, if 
the Project is not In Balance, Developer shall , with in 10 days after a written request by the City, 
deposit with the escrow agent or NMTC Lenders (or an account controlled by NMTC Lenders) or 
will make available (in a manner acceptable to the City) , cash in an amount that will place the 
Project In Balance, which deposit shall first be exhausted before any further disbursement of the 
City Funds shall be made. 

The City shall have the right, in its discretion, to require Developer to submit further 
documentation as the City may require in order to verify that the matters certified to above are 
true and correct, and any disbursement by the City shall be subject to the City's review and 
approval of such documentation and its satisfaction that such certifications are true and correct; 
provided, however, that nothing in this sentence shall be deemed to prevent the City from relying 
on such certifications by Developer. In addition, Developer shall have satisfied all other 
preconditions of disbursement of City Funds for each disbursement, including but not limited to 
requirements set forth in the TIF Ordinances, th is Agreement and/or the Escrow Agreement. 
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4.08 Conditional Grant. The City Funds being provided hereunder are being granted on 
a conditional basis, subject to the Developer's compliance with the provisions of this Agreement. 
The City Funds are subject to being reimbursed as provided in Section 7 hereof. 

4.09 Return of City Funds Upon Refinance, Sale or Transfer. Except (1) in connection 
with the transfer of the Project from QALICB to an affiliate of Developer, (2) in connection with the 
financing related to the end of the NMTC Compliance Period of the Project, or (3) in connection 
with the transfer, in the sole discretion of the City, to a Community Benefits Trust or an entity that 
reasonably fulfills the same purpose of a Community Benefits Trust that may be created in the 
future , in the event of a refinance, sale or transfer of the Project or any part thereof (each 
happening being a "Capital Event"), from the Closing Date until the 10th anniversary of the 
issuance of the Certificate, the Prime Tenant agrees to pay and remit to the City an amount equal 
to 100% of the City Funds paid to date. The transfer to a Community Benefits Trust or an entity 
that reasonably fulfills the same purpose of a Community Benefits Trust shall only be allowed by 
the City if the transfer provides clear and defined benefits to the North Lawndale community. 
This covenant shall not run with the land but shall be personal to Developer. 

SECTION 5. CONDITIONS PRECEDENT 

The following conditions have been complied with to the City's satisfaction on or prior to 
the Closing Date: 

5.01 Project Budget. Developer has submitted to DPD, and DPD has approved, a Project 
Budget in accordance with the provisions of Section 3.03 hereof. 

5.02 Scope Drawings and Plans and Specifications. Developer has submitted to DPD, 
and DPD has approved, the Scope Drawings and Plans and Specifications accordance with the 
provisions of Section 3.02 hereof. 

5.03 Other Governmental Approvals. Developer has secured all other necessary 
approvals and permits required by any state, federal, or local statute, ordinance or regulation and 
has submitted evidence thereof to DPD. 

5.04 Financing. Developer has furnished proof reasonably acceptable to the City that 
Developer has Equity, Lender Financing, Net NMTC Equity (including any bridge financing for 
any of the foregoing) and the Grant Funds (Private Philanthropy) in the amounts set forth in 
Section 4.01 hereof to complete the Project and satisfy its obligations under this Agreement. If a 
portion of such funds consists of Lender Financing, Developer has furnished proof as of the 
Closing Date that the proceeds thereof are available to be drawn upon by Developer as needed 
and are sufficient (along with the Equity and other sources set forth in Section 4.01) to complete 
the Project. Developer has delivered to DPD a copy of the construction Escrow Agreement. Any 
liens against the Property in existence at the Closing Date, other than Permitted Liens , have been 
subordinated to certain encumbrances of the City set forth herein pursuant to a subordination 
agreement, in a form acceptable to the Corporation Counsel, executed on or prior to the Closing 
Date, which is to be recorded, at the expense of Developer, with the Office of the Clerk of Cook 
County. 

5.05 Acquisition and Title. On the Closing Date, Developer has furnished the City with a 
copy of the Title Policy for the Property, certified by the Title Company, showing QALICB as the 
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named insured. The Title Policy is dated as of the Closing Date and contains only those title 
exceptions listed as Permitted Liens on Exhibit D hereto and evidences the recording of this 
Agreement pursuant to the provisions of Section 8.18 hereof. The Title Policy also contains such 
endorsements as shall be required by Corporation Counsel, including but not limited to an owner's 
comprehensive endorsement and satisfactory endorsements regarding zoning (3.1 with parking) , 
contiguity, location, access and survey. Developer has provided to DPD, on or prior to the Closing 
Date, documentation related to QALICB's ownership of the Property and certified copies of all 
easements and encumbrances of record with respect to the Property not addressed, to DPD's 
satisfaction, by the Title Policy and any endorsements thereto. 

5.06 Evidence of Clean Title. Developer, at its own expense, has provided the City with 
searches as indicated in the chart below under Developer's name showing no liens against 
Developer, the Property or any fixtures now or hereafter affixed thereto, except for the Permitted 
Liens:

5.07 Surveys. Developer has furnished the City with three (3) copies of the Survey. 

5.08 Insurance. Developer, at its own expense, has insured the Property in accordance 
with Section 12 hereof, and has delivered certificates required pursuant to Section 12 hereof 
evidencing the required coverages to DPD. 

5.09 Opinion of Developer's Counsel. On the Closing Date, Developer has furnished the 
City with an opinion of counsel in a form acceptable to Corporation Counsel. If Developer has 
engaged special counsel in connection with the Project, and such special counsel is unwilling or 
unable to give some of the opinions required by the Corporation Counsel, such opinions must be 
obtained by Developer from its general corporate counsel or such other counsel acceptable to 
the Corporation Counsel. 

5.10 Intentionally omitted. 

5.11 Financial Statements. Developer will provide Financial Statements after the close of 
RDA and within six months of the close of the first year of operation and thereafter for the duration 
of the RDA compliance period . 

5.12 Documentation: Employment Plan. The Developer has provided documentation to 
DPD, satisfactory in form and substance to DPD, with respect to current employment matters in

connection with the construction or rehabilitation work on the Project, including the reports 
described in Section 8.07. 

5.13 Environmental. Developer has provided DPD with copies of that certain phase I 
environmental audit completed with respect to the Property and any phase 11 environmental audit 
with respect to the Property required by the City. Developer has provided DPD with copies of that 
certain Hazardous Building Materials Survey completed with respect to the Property buildings. 
Developer has provided the City with a letter from the environmental engineer(s) who completed 
such audit(s), authorizing the City to rely on such audits. 

5.14 Corporate Documents: Economic Disclosure Statement. Each entity comprising 
Developer has provided a copy of its Articles or Certificate of Incorporation containing the original 
certification of the Secretary of State of its state of incorporation; certificates of good standing 
from the Secretary of State of its state of incorporation and all other states in which such entity is 
qualified to do business; a secretary's certificate in such form and substance as the Corporation 
Counsel may require; by-laws or operating agreement of such entity; and such other corporate 
documentation as the City has requested. 

Developer has provided to the City an EDS, dated as of the Closing Date, which is 
incorporated by reference, and Developer further will provide any other affidavits or certifications 
as may be required by federal, state or local law in the award of public contracts, all of which 
affidavits or certifications are incorporated by reference. Notwithstanding acceptance by the City 
of the EDS, failure of the EDS to include all information required under the Municipal Code renders 
this Agreement voidable at the option of the City. Developer and any other parties required by 
this Section 5.14 to complete an EDS must promptly update their EDS(s) on file with the City 
whenever any information or response provided in the EDS(s) is no longer complete and accurate, 
including changes in ownership and changes in disclosures and information pertaining to 
ineligibility to do business with the City under Chapter 1-23 of the Municipal Code, as such is 
required under Sec. 2-154-020, and failure to promptly provide the updated EDS(s) to the City 
will constitute an Event of Default under this Agreement. 

5.15 Litigation. Developer has provided to Corporation Counsel and DPD, a description 
of all pending or threatened litigation or administrative proceedings involving Developer, 
specifying, in each case, the amount of each claim , an estimate of probable liability, the amount 
of any reserves taken in connection therewith and whether (and to what extent) such potential 
liability is covered by insurance. 

5.16 Leases. Developer has provided DPD with copies of the Prime Lease and any 
subleases or letters of intent by and between the Prime Tenant and the Project subtenants in 
effect as of the Closing Date. 

SECTION 6. AGREEMENTS WITH CONTRACTORS 

6 01 [Intentionally omitted.] 

6.02 Construction Contract. Developer shall deliver to DPD a copy of the Construction 
Contract with the General Contractor selected to handle the Project 
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6.03 Performance and Payment Bonds. In lieu of payment and performance bonds, the 
Developer has provided the City with evidence of a guaranty of construction completion 
acceptable to the City. 

6.04 Employment Opportunity. Developer shall contractually obligate and cause the 
General Contractor and each subcontractor to agree to the provisions of Section 10 hereof. 

6.05 Other Provisions. In addition to the requirements of this Section 6, the Construction 
Contract and each contract with any subcontractor shall contain provisions required pursuant to 
Section 3.04 (Change Orders), Section 8.09 (Prevailing Wage), Section 10.01(e) (Employment 
Opportunity), Section 10.02 (City Resident Employment Requirement) Section 10.03 (MBE/WBE 
Requirements, as applicable) , Section 12 (Insurance) and Section 14.01 (Books and Records) 
hereof. Photocopies of all contracts or subcontracts entered or to be entered into in connection 
with the TIF-Funded Improvements shall be provided to DPD within five (5) business days of the 
execution thereof. 

SECTION 7. COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION OR REHABILITATION 

7.01 Certificate of Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation. Upon completion of the 
rehabilitation and construction of the Project in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, and 
upon Developer's written request, DPD shall issue to Developer a Certificate in recordable form 
certifying that Developer has fulfilled its obligation to complete the Project in accordance with the 
terms of this Agreement. No Certificate shall be issued unless DPD is satisfied that the Developer 
has fulfilled all of the following obligations DPD shall respond to Developer's written request for 
a Certificate within forty-five (45) days by issuing either a Certificate or a written statement 
detailing the ways in which the Project does not conform to this Agreement or has not been 
satisfactorily completed, and the measures which must be taken by Developer in order to obtain 
the Certificate. The Developer may resubmit a written request for a Certificate upon completion 
of such measures. 

The Developer acknowledges and understands that the City will not issue the Certificate 
and pay out City Funds in connection with the Project, until the following conditions have been 
met: 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD that the Total Project Cost is equal to, or in excess of, 
$39,500,000. If the final cost is less than the Total Project Cost , City Funds will be 
reduced on a dollar-for-dollar basis. 

• Evidence that Developer has incurred TIF-Eligible costs in an amount equal to, or greater 
than, the total maximum amount of City Funds. 

• Receipt of a Certificate of Occupancy for the Project or other evidence acceptable to DPD 
that the Developer has complied with building permit requirements for the Project. 

• Closeout letter from Construction Compliance showing compliance with MBE/WBE, 
prevailing wage, and City residency requirements . 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD that the Laundry Facility is operational and that no less than 
25% of the Tenant Space is occupied by operational businesses. 

7.02 Effect of Issuance of Certificate: Continuing Obligations. The Certificate relates only 
to the rehabilitation and construction of the Project, and upon its issuance, the City will certify that 
the terms of the Agreement specifically related to Developer's obligation to complete such 
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activities have been satisfied. After the issuance of a Certificate, however, all executory terms 
and conditions of this Agreement and all representations and covenants contained herein will 
continue to remain in full force and effect throughout the Term of the Agreement as to the parties 
described in the following paragraph, and the issuance of the Certificate shall not be construed 
as a waiver by the City of any of its rights and remedies pursuant to such executory terms. 

Those covenants specifically described at Sections 8.02 (Covenant to Redevelop) , 
Sections 8.05 ( Ground Prime Lease Representations, Warranties and Covenants), 8. 19 (Real 
Estate Provisions) , and 8.20 (Annual Compliance Report) as covenants that run with the land are 
the only covenants in this Agreement intended to be binding upon any transferee of the Property 
(including an assignee as described in the following sentence) throughout the Term of the 
Agreement notwithstanding the issuance of a Certificate; provided, that upon the issuance of a 
Certificate, the covenants set forth in Section 8.02 shall be deemed to have been fulfilled . The 
other executory terms of this Agreement that remain after the issuance of a Certificate shall be 
binding only upon Developer or a permitted assignee of Developer who, pursuant to Section 18.15 
of this Agreement, has contracted to take an assignment of Developer's rights under this 
Agreement and assume Developer's liabilities hereunder. 

7.03 Failure to Complete. If Develop~r fails to complete the Project in accordance with 
the terms of this Agreement, then the City has, but shall not be limited to, any of the following 
rights and remedies: 

(a) the right to terminate this Agreement and cease all disbursement of City Funds not yet 
disbursed pursuant hereto; 

(b) the right (but not the obligation) to complete those TIF-Funded Improvements that are 
public improvements and to pay for the costs of TIF-Funded Improvements (including interest 
costs) out of City Funds or other City monies. In the event that the aggregate cost of completing 
the TIF-Funded Improvements exceeds the amount of City Funds available pursuant to Section 
4.01, Developer (excluding the QALICB) shall reimburse the City for all reasonable costs and 
expenses incurred by the City in completing such TIF-Funded Improvements in excess of the 
available City Funds; and 

(c) the right to seek reimbursement of the City Funds from Developer (excluding the 
QALICB). 

7.04 Notice of Expiration of Term of Agreement. Upon the expiration of the Term of the 
Agreement, DPD shall provide Developer, at Developer's written request, with a written notice in 
recordable form stating that the Term of the Agreement has expired. 

SECTION 8. COVENANTS/REPRESENTATIONS/WARRANTIES OF DEVELOPER. 

8.01 General. The representations and warranties provided by Developer under this 
Agreement are material conditions precedent to the City's obligations under this Agreement. 
Developer represents, warrants and covenants, as of the date of this Agreement and as of the 
date of each disbursement of City Funds hereunder and throughout the Compliance Period, that: 

(a) Each entity comprising Developer is an Illinois not-for-profit corporation duly organized, 
validly existing and qualified to do business in Illinois, and licensed to do business in any other 
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state where, due to the nature of its activities or properties, such qualification or license is 
required; 

(b) Developer has the right, power and authority to enter into, execute, deliver and perform 
this Agreement; 

(c) the execution, delivery and performance by each entity comprising Developer of this 
Agreement has been duly authorized by all necessary corporate action, and does not and will not 
violate its Articles of Incorporation or by-laws as amended and supplemented, any applicable 
provision of law, or constitute a breach of, default under or require any consent under any 
agreement, instrument or document to which such entity is now a party or by which such entity is 
now or may become bound; 

(d) unless otherwise permitted or not prohibited pursuant to or under the terms of this 
Agreement, QALICB shall maintain good, indefeasible and merchantable fee simple title to the 
Property (and all improvements thereon) free and clear of all liens (except for the Permitted Liens, 
Lender Financing as disclosed in the Project Budget and non-governmental charges that 
Developer is contesting in good faith pursuant to Section 8.15 hereof) 

(e) Developer is now and for the Term of the Agreement shall remain solvent and able to 
pay its debts as they mature; 

(f) there are no actions or proceedings by or before any court, governmental commission, 
board, bureau or any other administrative agency pending, threatened or affecting Developer 
which would impair its ability to perform under this Agreement; 

(g) Developer has and shall maintain all government permits, certificates and consents 
(including, without limitation, appropriate environmental approvals) necessary to conduct its 
business and to construct, complete and operate the Project; 

(h) Developer is not in default with respect to any indenture, loan agreement, mortgage, 
deed, note or any other agreement or instrument related to the borrowing of money to which 
Developer is a party or by which Developer is bound; 

(i) the Financial Statements are, and when hereafter required to be submitted will be, 
complete, correct in all material respects and accurately present the assets, liabilities, results of 
operations and financial condition of Developer, and there has been no material adverse change 
in the assets, liabilities, results of operations or financial condition of Developer since the date of 
Developer's most recent Financial Statements; 

U) prior to the issuance of a Certificate, Developer shall not do any of the following without 
the prior written consent of DPD: (1) be a party to any merger, liquidation or consolidation ; (2) 
sell , transfer, convey, lease or otherwise dispose of all or substantially all of its assets or any 
portion of the Property (including but not limited to any fixtures or equipment now or hereafter 
attached thereto) except for the Prime Lease and the subleases from the Prime Ten ant to Project 
subtenants; (3) enter into any transaction outside the ordinary course of Developer's business; 
(4) assume, guarantee, endorse, or otherwise become liable in connection with the obligations of 
any other person or entity except in connection with receiving the NMTCs, Lender Financing or 
other financing needed to complete the Project, provided that the City expressly consents to the 
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guarantees and indemnities entered into by Developer in conjunction with the NMTC Loan, the 
Senior Loan and/or the other Lender Financing, including, without limitation, (i) a guaranty by 
Developer of the NMTC Loan and construction completion obligations with respect to the Project, 
(ii) Developer agreeing to indemnify an indirect equity holder in the Investment Fund on account 
of a recapture or disallowance of the NMTC expected to be claimed by such party) , (iii) an 
environmental indemnity by Developer for the benefit of the NMTC Lenders and affiliates thereof, 
and (iv) guarantees and obligations of and under the Lender Financing; or (5) enter into any 
transaction that would cause a material and detrimental change to Developer's financial condition; 

(k) Developer has not incurred, and, prior to the issuance of the Certificate, shall not, 
without the prior written consent of the Commissioner of DPD, allow the existence of any liens 
against the Property (or improvements thereon) other than the Permitted Liens; or incur any 
indebtedness, secured or to be secured by the Property (or improvements thereon) or any fixtures 
now or hereafter attached thereto, except NMTC Loan, Lender Financing, and other financing 
disclosed in the Project Budget; 

(I) Developer has not made or caused to be made, directly or indirectly, any payment, 
gratuity or offer of employment in connection with the Agreement or any contract paid from the 
City treasury or pursuant to City ordinance, for services to any City agency ("City Contract") as an 
inducement for the City to enter into the Agreement or any City Contract with Developer in 
violation of Chapter 2-156-120 of the Municipal Code; 

(m) neither Developer nor any affiliate of Developer is listed on any of the following lists 
maintained by the Office of Foreign Assets Control of the U.S. Department of the Treasury, the 
Bureau of Industry and Security of the U.S. Department of Commerce or their successors, or on 
any other list of persons or entities with which the City may not do business under any applicable 
law, rule , regulation, order or judgment: the Specially Designated Nationals List, the Denied 
Persons List, the Unverified List, the Entity List and the Debarred List. For purposes of this 
subparagraph (m) only, the term affiliate," when used to indicate a relationship with a specified 
person or entity, means a person or entity that, directly or indirectly, through one or more 
intermediaries, controls, is controlled by or is under common control with such specified person 
or entity , and a person or entity shall be deemed to be controlled by another person or entity, if 
controlled in any manner whatsoever that results in control in fact by that other person or entity 
( or that other person or entity and any persons or entities with whom that other person or entity is 
acting jointly or in concert), whether directly or indirectly and whether through share ownership, a 
trust, a contract or otherwise; 

(n) Developer understands that (i) the City Funds are limited obligations of the City, 
payable solely from moneys on deposit in the Fillmore Center Project Account of the TIF Fund; 
(ii) the City Funds do not constitute indebtedness of the City within the meaning of any 
constitutional or statutory provision or limitation; (iii) Developer will have no right to compel the 
exercise of any taxing power of the City for payment of the City Funds; and (iv) the City Funds do 
not and will not represent or constitute a general obligation or a pledge of the faith and credit of 
the City, the State of Illinois or any political subdivision thereof; 

(o) Developer has sufficient knowledge and experience in financial and business matters, 
including municipal projects and revenues of the kind represented by the City Funds, and has 
been supplied with access to information to be able to evaluate the risks associated with the 
receipt of City Funds; 
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(p) Developer understands it may not sell, assign, pledge or otherwise transfer its interest 
in this Agreement or City Funds in whole or in part (except in connection with the Lender 
Financing, the enforcement thereof, or in accordance with the terms of Section 16 hereof) and, to 
the fullest extent permitted by law, agrees to indemnify the City for any losses, claims, damages 
or expenses relating to or based upon any sale, assignment, pledge or transfer of City Funds in 
violation of this Agreement; and 

(q) The covenants listed in this Section 8 pertaining to transfers, shall not apply to a 
transfer of ownership interest from QALICB to one of Developer's subsidiaries or affiliates through 
a quitclaim deed or to a Community Benefits Trust in accordance with Section 4.09 of this 
Agreement. 

8.02 Covenant to Redevelop. Upon DPD's approval of the Project Budget, the Scope 
Drawings and Plans and Specifications as provided in Sections 3.02 and 3.03 hereof, and 
Developer's receipt of all required building permits and governmental approvals, Developer shall 
redevelop the Property in accordance with this Agreement and all Exhibits attached hereto, the 
TIF Ordinances, the Scope Drawings, Plans and Specifications, Project Budget and all 
amendments thereto, and all federal, state and local laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, 
executive orders and codes applicable to the Project, the Property and/or Developer. The 
covenants set forth in this Section 8.02 shall run with the land and be binding upon any transferee 
but shall be deemed satisfied upon issuance by the City of a Certificate with respect thereto. 

8.03 Redevelopment Plan. Developer represents that the Project is and shall be in 
compliance with all of the terms of the Redevelopment Plan, which is hereby incorporated by 
reference into this Agreement. 

8.04 Use of City Funds. City Funds disbursed to a Developer Party shall be used by such 
Developer Party solely to pay for (or to reimburse such Developer Party for its payment for) the 
TIF-Funded Improvements as provided in this Agreement. 

8.05 Prime Lease Representations. Warranties and Covenants. The Developer 
represents, warrants and covenants as follows: 

(a) as of the date hereof, each of the Prime Lease is valid and binding as to QALICB 
and Prime Tenant, is in full force and effect, and is either unmodified or modified only by approved 
Material Amendments and/or amendments that do not constitute Material Amendments; 

(b) as of the date hereof, each of the QALICB and Prime Tenant has performed all of 
its current obligations under each of the Prime Lease; 

(c) Throughout the Term of the Agreement, each of QALICB and Prime Tenant (i) 
shall deliver to DPD a copy of written notice of any change in circumstances of which Developer 
has knowledge that makes the representations and warranties in this Section 8.05 inaccurate; 
and (ii) shall comply with its obligations under the Prime Lease; 

(d) Throughout the Term of the Agreement, neither QALICB nor Prime Tenant shall 
(i) execute or consent to a Material Amendment or (ii) sell , sublease, release, assign or otherwise 
transfer its interest in either the Prime Lease, except as contemplated by the Prime Lease or the 
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sub-leases from Prime Tenant to subtenants and as consistent with the Occupancy Covenant 
without the prior written consent of DPD, which consent shall be in DPD's sole discretion; 

The covenants set forth in this Section 8.05 shall run with the land and the leasehold 
interest and be binding upon any transferee for the Term of the Agreement. 

8.06 Jobs Creation and Occupancy Covenants. 

(a) Occupancy Covenant. The Developer will be required to maintain no less than 75% 
of the Ten ant Space occupied by operational businesses throughout the Compliance Period after 
twenty-four (24) months after commencing operations. 

(b) Jobs Creation Covenant. The Developer shall ensure that Fillmore Linens hires no 
less that one hundred (100) FTEs associated with the Laundry Facility within the first two (2) years 
of operations and maintain one hundred FTEs throughout the Compliance Period. 

8.07 Employment Opportunity: Progress Reports. Developer covenants and agrees to 
abide by, and contractually obligate and use reasonable efforts to cause the General Contractor 
and each subcontractor to abide by the terms set forth in Section 10 hereof. Developer shall 
deliver to the City monthly written progress reports detailing compliance with the requirements of 
Sections 8.09, 10.02 and 10.03 of this Agreement. If any such reports indicate a shortfall in 
compliance, Developer shall also deliver a plan to DPD which shall outline, to DPD's satisfaction , 
the manner in which Developer shall correct any shortfall. 

8.08 Employment Profile. Developer shall submit, and contractually obligate and cause 
the General Contractor or any subcontractor to submit, to DPD, from time to time, statements of 
its employment profile upon DPD's request. 

8.09 Prevailing Wage. Developer covenants and agrees to pay, and to contractually 
obligate and cause the General Contractor and each subcontractor to pay, the prevailing wage 
rate as ascertained by the Illinois Department of Labor (the "Department"), to all Project 
employees. All such contracts shall list the specified rates to be paid to all laborers, workers and 
mechanics for each craft or type of worker or mechanic employed pursuant to such contract. If 
the Department revises such prevailing wage rates, the revised rates shall apply to all such 
contracts. Upon the City's request, Developer shall provide the City with copies of all such 
contracts entered into by Developer or the General Contractor to evidence compliance with this 
Section 8.09. 

8.1 O Arms-Length Transactions. Unless DPD has given its prior written consent with 
respect thereto, no Affiliate of Developer may receive any portion of City Funds, directly or 
indirectly, in payment for work done, services provided or materials supplied in connection with 
any TIF-Funded Improvement. Developer shall provide information with respect to any entity to 
receive City Funds directly or indirectly (whether through payment to the Affiliate by Developer 
and reimbursement to Developer for such costs using City Funds, or otherwise), upon DPD's 
request, prior to any such disbursement. 

8.11 Conflict of Interest. Pursuant to Section 5/11-74.4-4(n) of the Act, Developer 
represents, warrants and covenants that, to the best of its knowledge, no member, official, or 
employee of the City, or of any commission or committee exercising authority over the Project,

the Redevelopment Area or the Redevelopment Plan, or any consultant hired by the City or 
Developer with respect thereto, owns or controls, has owned or controlled or will own or control 
any interest, and no such person shall represent any person, as agent or otherwise, who owns or 
controls, has owned or controlled , or will own or control any interest, direct or indirect, in 
Developer's business, the Property or any other property in the Redevelopment Area. 

8.12 Disclosure of Interest. Developer's counsel has no direct or indirect financial 
ownership interest in Developer, the Property or any other aspect of the Project. 

8.13 Financial Statements. Developer shall obtain and provide to DPD Financial 
Statements for Developer's fiscal year ended 2023 and each year thereafter for the Term of the 
Agreement. In addition, Developer shall submit unaudited Financial Statements as soon as 
reasonably practical following the close of each fiscal year and for such other periods as DPD 
may request. 

8.14 Insurance. Developer, at its own expense, shall comply with all provisions of Section 
.1l hereof. 

8.15 Non-Governmental Charges. (a) Payment of Non-Governmental Charges. Except 
for the Permitted Liens, Developer agrees to pay or cause to be paid when due any Non­
Governmental Charge assessed or imposed upon the Project, the Property or any fixtures that 
are or may become attached thereto , which creates, may create, or appears to create a lien upon 
all or any portion of the Property or Project; provided however, that if such Non-Governmental 
Charge may be paid in installments, Developer may pay the same together with any accrued 
interest thereon in installments as they become due and before any fine, penalty, interest, or cost 
may be added thereto for nonpayment. Developer shall furnish to DPD, within thirty (30) days of 
DPD's request, official receipts from the appropriate entity, or other proof satisfactory to DPD, 
evidencing payment of the Non-Governmental Charge in question. 

(b) Right to Contest. Developer has the right, before any delinquency occurs: 

(i) to contest or object in good faith to the amount or validity of any Non­
Governmental Charge by appropriate legal proceedings properly and diligently instituted 
and prosecuted, in such manner as shall stay the collection of the contested Non­
Governmental Charge, prevent the imposition of a lien or remove such lien, or prevent 
the sale or forfeiture of the Property (so long as no such contest or objection shall be 
deemed or construed to relieve, modify or extend Developer's covenants to pay any such 
Non-Governmental Charge at the time and in the manner provided in this Section 8.15): 
or 

(ii) at DPD's sole option, to furnish a good and sufficient bond or other security 
satisfactory to DPD in such form and amounts as DPD shall require , or a good and 
sufficient undertaking as may be required or permitted by law to accomplish a stay of any 
such sale or forfeiture of the Property or any portion thereof or any fixtures that are or may 
be attached thereto, during the pendency of such contest, adequate to pay fully any such 
contested Non-Governmental Charge and all interest and penalties upon the adverse 
determination of such contest. 
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8.16 Developer's Liabilities. Developer shall not enter into any transaction that would 
materially and adversely affect its ability to perform its obligations hereunder or to repay any 
material liabilities or perform any material obligations of Developer to any other person or entity. 
Developer shall immediately notify DPD of any and all events or actions which may materially 
affect Developer's ability to carry on its business operations or perform its obligations under this 
Agreement or any other documents and agreements. 

8.17 Compliance with Laws. To the best of Developer's knowledge, after diligent inquiry, 
the Property and the Project are and shall be in compliance with all applicable federal , state and 
local laws, statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations, executive orders and codes pertaining to or 
affecting the Project and the Property. Upon the City's request, Developer shall provide evidence 
satisfactory to the City of such compliance. 

8.18 Recording and Filing. Developer shall cause this Agreement, certain exhibits (as 
specified by Corporation Counsel), all amendments and supplements hereto to be recorded and 
filed against the Property on the date hereof in the conveyance and real property records of the 
county in which the Project is located. This Agreement shall be recorded prior to any mortgage 
made in connection with Lender Financing. Developer shall pay all fees and charges incurred in 
connection with any such recording . Upon recording , Developer shall immediately transmit to the 
City an executed original of this Agreement showing the date and recording number of record . 

8. 19 Real Estate Provisions. 

(a) Governmental Charges. 

(i) Payment of Governmental Charges. Developer agrees to pay or cause to be 
paid when due all Governmental Charges (as defined below) which are assessed or 
imposed upon Developer, the Property or the Project, or become due and payable, and 
which create, may create, a lien upon Developer or all or any portion of the Property or 
the Project. Governmental Charge" shall mean all federal , State, county, the City, or other 
governmental (or any instrumentality, division, agency, body, or department thereof) 
taxes, levies, assessments, charges, liens, claims or encumbrances (except for those 
assessed by foreign nations, states other than the State of Illinois, counties of the State 
other than Cook County, and municipalities other than the City) relating to Developer, the 
Property or the Project including but not limited to real estate taxes. 

(ii) Right to Contest. Developer has the right before any delinquency occurs to 
contest or object in good faith to the amount or validity of any Governmental Charge by 
appropriate legal proceedings properly and diligently instituted and prosecuted in such 
manner as shall stay the collection of the contested Governmental Charge and prevent 
the imposition of a lien or the sale or forfeiture of the Property. No such contest or objection 
shall be deemed or construed in any way as relieving , modifying or extending Developer's 
covenants to pay any such Governmental Charge at the time and in the manner provided 
in this Agreement unless Developer has given prior written notice to DPD of Developer's 
intent to contest or object to a Governmental Charge and, unless, at DPD's sole option, 

Developer shall demonstrate to DPD's satisfaction that legal proceedings instituted 
by Developer contesting or objecting to a Governmental Charge shall conclusively operate 
to prevent or remove a lien against, or the sale or forfeiture of, all or any part of the Property 
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to satisfy such Governmental Charge prior to final determination of such proceedings; 
and/or 

Developer shall furnish a good and sufficient bond or other security satisfactory to 
DPD in such form and amounts as DPD shall require , or a good and sufficient undertaking 
as may be required or permitted by law to accomplish a stay of any such sale or forfeiture 
of the Property during the pendency of such contest, adequate to pay fully any such 
contested Governmental Charge and all interest and penalties upon the adverse 
determination of such contest. 

(b) Developer's Failure To Pay Or Discharge Lien. If Developer fails to pay any 
Governmental Charge or to obtain discharge of the same, Developer shall advise DPD thereof in 
writing, at which time DPD may, but shall not be obligated to, and without waiving or releasing 
any obligation or liability of Developer under this Agreement, in DPD's sole discretion, make such 
payment, or any part thereof, or obtain such discharge and take any other action with respect 
thereto which DPD deems advisable. All sums so paid by DPD, if any, and any expenses, if any, 
including reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs, expenses and other charges relating thereto, 
shall be promptly disbursed to DPD by Developer. Notwithstanding anything contained herein to 
the contrary, this paragraph shall not be construed to obligate the City to pay any such 
Governmental Charge. Additionally, if Developer fails to pay any Governmental Charge, the City, 
in its sole discretion, may require Developer to submit to the City audited Financial Statements at 
Developer's own expense. 

8.20 Annual Compliance Report(s}. Beginning with the issuance of the Certificate and 
continuing throughout the Term of the Agreement, Developer shall submit to DPD the Annual 
Compliance Report on each anniversary of the Closing Date after the end of the calendar year to 
which the Annual Compliance Report relates. 

8.21 Inspector General. It is the duty of Developer and the duty of any bidder, proposer, 
contractor, subcontractor, and every applicant for certification of eligibility for a City contract or 
program, and all of Developer's officers, directors, agents, partners, and employees and any such 
bidder, proposer, contractor, subcontractor or such applicant, to cooperate with the Inspector 
General in any investigation or hearing undertaken pursuant to Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal 
Code. Developer represents that it understands and will abide by all provisions of Chapter 2-56 
of the Municipal Code and that it will inform subcontractors of this provision and require their 
compliance. 

8.22 Sustainable Development Policy. The Developer shall provide evidence acceptable 
to the City that they have complied with the Sustainable Development Policy for the Project within 
one (1) year after the date of the Certificate. If a default occurs under this Section 8.22, the City 
shall have the right to reduce the City Funds by $250,000 as described in Section 15.02. 

8.23 . FOIA and Local Records Act Compliance. 

(a) FOIA. The Developer acknowledges that the City is subject to the Illinois Freedom 
of Information Act, 5 ILCS 140/1 et. seq. , as amended ("FOIA"). The FOIA requires the City to 
produce records (very broadly defined in FOIA) in response to a FOIA request in a very short 
period of time, unless the records requested are exempt under the FOIA. If the Developer 
receives a request from the City to produce records within the scope of FOIA, then the Developer 
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covenants to comply with such request within 48 hours of the date of such request. Failure by 
the Developer to timely comply with such request shall be an Event of Default. 

(b) Exempt Information. Documents that the Developer submits to the City under 
Section 8.21 , (Annual Compliance Report) or otherwise during the Term of the Agreement that 
contain trade secrets and commercial or financial information may be exempt if disclosure would 
result in competitive harm. However, for documents submitted by the Developer to be treated as 
a trade secret or information that would cause competitive harm, FOIA requires that Developer 
mark any such documents as "proprietary, privileged or confidential." If the Developer marks a 
document as "proprietary, privileged and confidential", then DPD will evaluate whether such 
document may be withheld under the FOIA. DPD, in its discretion, will determine whether a 
document will be exempted from disclosure, and that determination is subject to review by the 
Illinois Attorney General's Office and/or the courts. 

(c) Local Records Act. The Developer acknowledges that the City is subject to the 
Local Records Act, 50 ILCS 205/1 et. seq, as amended (the "Local Records Act") . The Local 
Records Act provides that public records may only be disposed of as provided in the Local 
Records Act. If requested by the City, the Developer covenants to use its best efforts consistently 
applied to assist the City in its compliance with the Local Records Act 

8.24 Survival of Covenants. All warranties , representations, covenants and agreements 
of Developer contained in this Section 8 and elsewhere in this Agreement shall be true, accurate 
and complete at the time of Developer's execution of this Agreement, and shall survive the 
execution, delivery and acceptance hereof by the parties hereto and (except as provided in 
Section 7 hereof upon the issuance of a Certificate) shall be in effect throughout the Term of the 
Agreement. 

SECTION 9. COVENANTS/REPRESENTATIONS/WARRANTIES OF CITY 

9.01 General Covenants. The City represents that it has the authority as a home rule unit 
of local government to execute and deliver this Agreement and to perform its obligations 
hereunder. 

9.02 Survival of Covenants. All warranties, representations, and covenants of the City 
contained in this Section 9 or elsewhere in this Agreement shall be true, accurate, and complete 
at the time of the City's execution of this Agreement, and shall survive the execution, delivery and 
acceptance hereof by the parties hereto and be in effect throughout the Term of the Agreement. 

SECTION 10. DEVELOPER'S EMPLOYMENT OBLIGATIONS 

10.01 Employment Opportunity. Developer, on behalf of itself and its successors and 
assigns, hereby agrees, and shall contractually obligate its or their various contractors, 
subcontractors or any Affiliate of Developer operating on the Property (collectively, with 
Developer, the "Employers" and individually an "Employer") to agree, that for the Term of this 
Agreement with respect to Developer and during the period of any other party's provision of 
services in connection with the construction of the Project or occupation of the Property: 

(a) No Employer shall discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment 
based upon race , religion, color, sex, national origin or ancestry, age, handicap or disability, 
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sexual orientation, military discharge status, marital status, parental status or source of income 
as defined in the City of Chicago Human Rights Ordinance, Chapter 2-160, Section 2-160-010 et 
seq., Municipal Code, except as otherwise provided by said ordinance and as amended from time 
to time (the "Human Rights Ordinance"). Each Employer shall take affirmative action to ensure 
that applicants are hired and employed without discrimination based upon race, religion , color, 
sex, national origin or ancestry , age, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, military discharge 
status, marital status, parental status or source of income and are treated in a non-discriminatory 
manner with regard to all job-related matters, including without limitation: employment, upgrading, 
demotion or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or 
other forms of compensation ; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. Each Employer 
agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, 
notices to be provided by the City setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause. In 
addition, the Employers, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees, shall state that all 
qualified applicants shall receive consideration for employment without discrimination based upon 
race, religion, color, sex, national origin or ancestry, age, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, 
military discharge status , marital status, parental status or source of income. 

(b) To the greatest extent feasible , each Employer is required to present opportunities for 
training and employment of low- and moderate-income residents of the City and preferably of the 
Redevelopment Area; and to provide that contracts for work in connection with the construction 
of the Project be awarded to business concerns that are located in , or owned in substantial part 
by persons residing in, the City and preferably in the Redevelopment Area. 

(c) Each Employer shall comply with all federal , state and local equal employment and 
affirmative action statutes, rules and regulations, including but not limited to the City's Human 
Rights Ordinance and the Illinois Human Rights Act, 775 ILCS 5/1 -101 et seq. (1993), and any 
subsequent amendments and regulations promulgated thereto. 

(d) Each Employer, in order to demonstrate compliance with the terms of this Section, 
shall cooperate with and promptly and accurately respond to inquiries by the City, which has the 
responsibility to observe and report compliance with equal employment opportunity regulations of 
federal , state and municipal agencies. 

(e) Each Employer shall include the foregoing provisions of subparagraphs (a) through 
(d) in every contract entered into in connection with the Project, and shall require inclusion of 
these provisions in every subcontract entered into by any subcontractors, and every agreement 
with any Affiliate operating on the Property, so that each such provision shall be binding upon 
each contractor, subcontractor or Affiliate, as the case may be. 

(f) Failure to comply with the employment obligations described in this Section 10.01 shall 
be a basis for the City to pursue remedies under the provisions of Section 15.02 hereof. 

10.02 City Resident Construction Worker Employment Requirement. Developer agrees 
for itself and its successors and assigns, and shall contractually obligate its General Contractor 
and shall cause the General Contractor to contractually obligate its subcontractors, as applicable , 
to agree, that during the construction of the Project they shall comply with the minimum 
percentage of total worker hours performed by actual residents of the City as specified in Section 
2-92-330 of the Municipal Code (at least 50 percent of the total worker hours worked by persons 
on the site of the Project shall be performed by actual residents of the City); provided, however, 
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that in addition to complying with this percentage, Developer, its General Contractor and each 
subcontractor shall be required to make good faith efforts to utilize qualified residents of the City 
in both unskilled and skilled labor positions. 

Developer may request a reduction or waiver of this minimum percentage level of 
Chicagoans as provided for in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code in accordance with 
standards and procedures developed by the Chief Procurement Officer of the City. 

"Actual residents of the City" shall mean persons domiciled within the City. The domicile 
is an individual's one and only true, fixed and permanent home and principal establishment. 

Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall provide for the 
maintenance of adequate employee residency records to show that actual Chicago residents are 
employed on the Project. Each Employer shall maintain copies of personal documents supportive 
of every Chicago employee's actual record of residence. 

Weekly certified payroll reports (U.S. Department of Labor Form WH-347 or equivalent) 
shall be submitted to the Commissioner of DPD in triplicate, which shall identify clearly the actual 
residence of every employee on each submitted certified payroll. The first time that an 
employee's name appears on a payroll , the date that the Employer hired the employee should be 
written in after the employee's name. 

Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall provide full access to 
their employment records to the Chief Procurement Officer, the Commissioner of DPD, the 
Superintendent of the Chicago Police Department, the Inspector General or any duly authorized 
representative of any of them. Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall 
maintain all relevant personnel data and records for a period of at least three (3) years after final 
acceptance of the work constituting the Project. 

At the direction of DPD, affidavits and other supporting documentation will be required of 
Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor to verify or clarify an employee's 
actual address when doubt or lack of clarity has arisen. 

Good faith efforts on the part of Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor 
to provide utilization of actual Chicago residents (but not sufficient for the granting of a waiver 
request as provided for in the standards and procedures developed by the Chief Procurement 
Officer) shall not suffice to replace the actual, verified achievement of the requirements of this 
Section concerning the worker hours performed by actual Chicago residents. 

When work at the Project is completed, in the event that the City has determined that 
Developer has failed to ensure the fulfillment of the requirement of this Section concerning the 
worker hours performed by actual Chicago residents or failed to report in the manner as indicated 
above, the City will thereby be damaged in the failure to provide the benefit of demonstrable 
employment to Chicagoans to the degree stipulated in this Section. Therefore, in such a case of 
non-compliance, it is agreed that 1/20 of 1 percent (0.0005) of the aggregate hard construction 
costs set forth in the Project budget (the product of .0005 x such aggregate hard construction 
costs) (as the same shall be evidenced by approved contract value for the actual contracts) shall 
be surrendered by Developer to the City in payment for each percentage of shortfall toward the 
stipulated residency requirement. Failure to report the residency of employees entirely and 
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correctly shall result in the surrender of the entire liquidated damages as if no Chicago residents 
were employed in either of the categories. The willful falsification of statements and the 
certification of payroll data may subject Developer, the General Contractor and/or the 
subcontractors to prosecution. Any retainage to cover contract performance that may become 
due to Developer pursuant to Section 2-92-250 of the Municipal Code may be withheld by the 
City pending the Chief Procurement Officer's determination as to whether Developer must 
surrender damages as provided in this paragraph. 

Nothing herein provided shall be construed to be a limitation upon the Notice of 
Requirements for Affirmative Action to Ensure Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive Order 
11246 " and Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive Order 11246," or other 
affirmative action required for equal opportunity under the provisions of this Agreement or related 
documents. 

Developer shall cause or require the provisions of this Section 10.02 to be included in the 
Construction Contract and subcontracts thereof related to the Project. 

10.03. MBE/WBE Commitment. Developer agrees for itself and its successors and 
assigns, and, if necessary to meet the requirements set forth herein, shall contractually obligate 
the General Contractor to agree that during the Project: 

(a) Consistent with the findings which support, as applicable, (i) the Minority-Owned and 
Women-Owned Business Enterprise Procurement Program, Section 2-92-420 et seq., Municipal 
Code (the "Procurement Program"), and (ii) the Minority- and Women-Owned Business Enterprise 
Construction Program, Section 2-92-650 et seq. , Municipal Code (the "Construction Program ," 
and collectively with the Procurement Program, the "MBE/WBE Program"), and in reliance upon 
the provisions of the MBE/WBE Program to the extent contained in, and as qualified by, the 
provisions of this Section 10.03, during the course of the Project, at least the following 
percentages of the MBE/WBE Budget (as set forth in Exhibit E-2 hereto) shall be expended for 
contract participation by MBEs and by WBEs: 

(1) At least 26 percent by MBEs. 
(2) At least six percent by WBEs. 

(b) For purposes of this Section 10.03 only , Developer (and any party to whom a contract 
is let by Developer in connection with the Project) shall be deemed a "contractor" and this 
Agreement (and any contract let by Developer in connection with the Project) shall be deemed a 
"contract" or a "construction contract" as such terms are defined in Sections 2-92-420 and 2-92-
670, Municipal Code, as applicable. 

(c) Consistent with Sections 2-92-440 and 2-92-720, Municipal Code, Developer's 
MBE/WBE commitment may be achieved in part by Developer's status as an MBE or WBE (but 
only to the extent of any actual work performed on the Project by Developer) or by a joint venture 
with one or more MBEs or WBEs (but only to the extent of the lesser of (i) the MBE or WBE 
participation in such joint venture or (ii) the amount of any actual work performed on the Project 
by the MBE or WBE) , by Developer utilizing a MBE or a WBE as the General Contractor (but only 
to the extent of any actual work performed on the Project by the General Contractor) , by 
subcontracting or causing the General Contractor to subcontract a portion of the Project to one 
or more MBEs or WBEs, or by the purchase of materials or services used in the Project from one 
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or more MBEs or WBEs, or by any combination of the foregoing. Those entities which constitute 
both a MBE and a WBE shall not be credited more than once with regard to Developer's 
MBE/WBE commitment as described in this Section 10.03. In accordance with Section 2-92-730, 
Municipal Code, Developer shall not substitute any MBE or WBE General Contractor or 
subcontractor without the prior written approval of DPD. 

(d) Developer shall deliver quarterly reports to the City's monitoring staff during the Project 
describing its efforts to achieve compliance with this MBE/WBE commitment. Such reports shall 
include, inter alia, the name and business address of each MBE and WBE solicited by Developer 
or the General Contractor to work on the Project, and the responses received from such 
solicitation, the name and business address of each MBE or WBE actually involved in the Project, 
a description of the work performed or products or services supplied, the date and amount of such 
work, product or service, and such other information as may assist the City's monitoring staff in 
determining Developer's compliance with this MBE/WBE commitment. Developer shall maintain 
records of all relevant data with respect to the utilization of MBEs and WBEs in connection with 
the Project for at least five (5) years after completion of the Project, and the City's monitoring staff 
shall have access to all such records maintained by Developer, on five Business Days' notice, to 
allow the City to review Developer's compliance with its commitment to MBE/WBE participation 
and the status of any MBE or WBE performing any portion of the Project. 

(e) Upon the disqualification of any MBE or WBE General Contractor or subcontractor, if 
such status was misrepresented by the disqualified party, Developer shall be obligated to 
discharge or cause to be discharged the disqualified General Contractor or subcontractor, and, if 
possible, identify and engage a qualified MBE or WBE as a replacement. For purposes of this 
subsection (e), the disqualification procedures are further described in Sections 2-92-540 and 2-
92-730, Municipal Code, as applicable. 

(f) Any reduction or waiver of Developer's MBE/WBE commitment as described in this 
Section 10.03 shall be undertaken in accordance with Sections 2-92-450 and 2-92-730, Municipal 
Code, as applicable. 

(g) During the Project, Developer shall submit the documentation required by this Section 
10.03 to the City's monitoring staff, including the following : (i) subcontractor's activity report; (ii) 
contractor's certification concerning labor standards and prevailing wage requirements; (i ii) 
contractor letter of understanding; (iv) monthly utilization report; (v) authorization for payroll agent; 
(vi) certified payroll ; (vii) evidence that MBE/WBE contractor associations have been informed of 
the Project via written notice and hearings; and (viii) evidence of compliance with job creation/job 
retention requirements. Failure to submit such documentation on a timely basis, or a 
determination by the City's monitoring staff, upon analysis of the documentation, that Developer 
is not complying with its obligations under this Section 10.03, shall , upon the delivery of written 
notice to Developer, be deemed an Event of Default. Upon the occurrence of any such Event of 
Default, in addition to any other remedies provided in this Agreement, the City may: (1) issue a 
written demand to Developer to halt the Project, (2) withhold any further payment of any City 
Funds to Prime Tenant or the General Contractor, or (3) seek any other remedies against 
Developer available at law or in equity. 
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SECTION 11 . ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS 

Developer hereby represents and warrants to the City that Developer has conducted 
environmental studies sufficient to conclude that the Project may be constructed , completed and 
operated in accordance with all Environmental Laws and this Agreement and all Exhibits attached 
hereto, the Scope Drawings , Plans and Specifications and all amendments thereto, and the 
Redevelopment Plan . 

Without limiting any other provisions hereof, Developer agrees to indemnify , defend and 
hold the City harmless from and against any and all losses , liabilities, damages, injuries, costs , 
expenses or claims of any kind whatsoever including , withqut limitation , any losses , liabilities, 
damages , injuries, costs , expenses or claims asserted or arising under any Environmental Laws 
incurred , suffered by or asserted against the City as a direct or indirect result of any of the 
following , regardless of whether or not caused by , or within the control of Developer (i) the 
presence of any Hazardous Material on or under, or the escape, seepage , leakage, spillage , 
emission , discharge or release of any Hazardous Material from (A) all or any portion of the 
Property or (B) any other real property in wh ich Developer, or any person directly or indirectly 
controlling , controlled by or under common control with Developer, holds any estate or interest 
whatsoever (including , without limitation , any property owned by a land trust in which the 
beneficia l interest is owned , in whole or in part, by Developer) , or (1 i) any liens against the Property 
permitted or imposed by any Environmental Laws , or any actual or asserted liability or obligation 
of the City or Developer or any of its Affiliates under any Environmental Laws relating to the 
Property 

Any Hazardous Building Materials identified in the Hazardous Building Materials Survey 
provided by the Developer, that will be impacted by renovation or demolition activities, or are in 
poor or unstable condition, must be properly abated. A report documenting the abatement plan 
shall be submitted to the City fo r review prior to beginning any renovation, demolition, or 
abatement work. Please note that abatement does not necessarily require removal and di sposal of 
materials Alternative methods to stabilize or prevent access to materials may be utilized if 
appropriate . 

The Developer will incorporate the results of the Hazardous Building Material Survey into 
its Project documents and perfoITTl abatement work as part of the Project in accordance with all 
Environmental Laws. A report documenting the completion of the abatement work shall be 
submitted to the City prior to approval of the Property for occupancy. If abatement work activities 
are not deemed sufficient by the City, the Developer shall continue work at their own expense until 
approved . 

SECTION 12. INSURANCE 

Developer must provide and maintain , at Developer's own expense , or cause to be provided and 
maintained during the term of this Agreement, the insurance coverage and requirements specified 
below. insuring all operations related to the Agreement. 
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(a) Prior to execution and delivery of this Agreement 

(i) Workers Compensation and Employers Liability 

Workers Compensation Insurance, as prescribed by applicable law covering all 
employees who are to provide work under this Agreement and Employers Liability 
coverage with limits of not less than $100 .000 each accident, illness or disease. 

(ii) Commercial General Liabil ity (Primary and Umbrella) 

Commercial General Liability Insurance or equivalent with limits of not less than 
$1 ,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage liability . 
Coverages must include the following All premises and operations , products/completed 
operations independent contractors, separation of insureds, defense, and contractual 
liability (with no limitation endorsement) The City of Chicago is to be named as an 
additional insured on a primary, non-contributory basis for any liability arising directly or 
indirectly from the work 

(iii) All Risk Property 

All Risk Property Insurance at replacement value of the property to protect against loss of, 
damage to , or destruction of the building/faci lity . 

(b) Construction . Prior to the construction of any portion of the Project, Developer will 
cause its architects, contractors , subcontractors, project managers and other parties construct ing 
the Project to procure and maintain the fol lowing kinds and amounts of insurance 

(i) Workers Compensation and Employers Liability 

Workers Compensation Insurance, as prescribed by applicable law covering all 
employees who are to provide work under this Agreement and Employers Liability 
coverage with limits of not less than $500 .000 each accident, illness or disease. 

(ii) Commercial General Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 

Commercial General liability Insurance or equivalent with limits of not less than 
$2 ,000 .000 per occurrence for bod ily inJury . personal injury , and property damage liability . 
Coverages must include the following All premises and operations , products/completed 
operations (for a min imum of two (2) years following project completion), explosion , 
collapse, underground, separation of insureds, defense , and contractua l liability (with no 
limitation endorsement) The City of Chicago is to be named as an additional insured on 
a primary , non-contributory basis for any liability arising directly or indirectly from the work. 

(iii) Automobile Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 

When any motor vehicles (owned , non-owned and hired) are used in connection with work 
to be performed , the Automobile Liability Insurance with limits of not less than $2.000 .000 
per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage . The City of Chicago is to be named 
as an addit ional insured on a primary , non-contributory basis . 
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(iv) Ra il road Protective Liability 

When any work is to be done adjacent to or on railroad or transit property, Developer must 
provide cause to be provided with respect to the operations that Contractors perform , 
Railroad Protective Liability Insurance in the name of railroad or transit entity The policy 
must have limits of not less than $2.000.000 per occurrence and $6 .000.000 in the 
aggregate for losses arising out of injuries to or death of all persons , and for damage to or 
destruction of property , including the loss of use thereof. 

(v) All Risk /Builders Risk 

When Developer undertakes any construction , including improvements, betterments , 
and/or repairs . Developer must provide or cause to .be provided All Risk Builders Risk 
Insurance at replacement cost for materials , supplies, equipment. machinery and fixtures 
that are or will be part of the project. 

(vi ) Professional Liability 

When any architects, eng ineers. construction managers or other professional consultants 
perform work in connection with this Agreement, Professional Liability Insurance covering 
acts . errors , or omissions must be maintained with limits of not less than $1 .000.000 
Coverage must include contractual liabi lity . When policies are renewed or replaced , the 
pol icy retroactive date must coincide with , or precede. start of work on the Contract. A 
claims-made policy which is not renewed or replaced must have an extended reporting 
period of two (2) years . 

(vii) Valuable Papers 

When any plans , designs , drawings , specifications and documents are produced or used 
under this Agreement, Valuable Papers Insurance must be maintained in an amount to 
insure against any loss whatsoever, and must have limits sufficient to pay for the re­
creat ion and reconstruction of such records 

(viii ) Contractors Pol lution Liability 

When any Remediation Work is performed which may cause a pollution exposure. 
Developer must cause remediation contractor to prov ide Contractor Pollution Liability 
covering bodily injury, property damage and other losses caused by pollution conditions 
that arise from the contract scope of work with limits of not less than $1 000 .000 per 
occurrence. Coverage must include completed operations . contractual liability , defense, 
excavation , environmental cleanup, remed iation and disposal When policies are 
renewed or replaced , the policy retroactive date must coincide with or precede , start of 
work on the Agreement. A cla ims-m ade policy which is not renewed or replaced must 
have an extended reporting period of two (2) years The City of Chicago is to be named 
as an additional insured 

(c) Post Construction 

(i) All Risk Property Insurance at replacement value of the property to protect 
against loss of, damage to . or destruction of the bui lding/facility

(d) Other Requirements: 

Developer must furnish the City of Chicago, Department of Planning and Development, 
City Hall , Room 1000, 121 North LaSalle Street, Chicago IL 60602, original Certificates of 
Insurance, or such similar evidence, to be in force on the date of this Agreement, and 
Renewal Certificates of Insurance, or such similar evidence, if the coverages have an 
expiration or renewal date occurring during the term of this Agreement. Developer must 
submit evidence of insurance on the City of Chicago Insurance Certificate Form (copy 
attached) or equivalent prior to closing . The receipt of any certificate does not constitute 
agreement by the City that the insurance requirements in the Agreement have been fully 
met or that the insurance policies indicated on the certificate are in compliance with all 
Agreement requirements. The failure of the City to obtain certificates or other insurance 
evidence from Developer is not a waiver by the City of any requirements for Developer to 
obtain and maintain the specified coverages. Developer shall advise all insurers of the 
Agreement provisions regarding insurance. Non-conforming insurance does not relieve 
Developer of the obligation to provide insurance as specified herein. Nonfulfillment of the 
insurance conditions may constitute a violation of the Agreement, and the City retains the 
right to stop work and/or terminate agreement until proper evidence of insurance is 
provided. 

The insurance must provide for 60 days prior written notice to be given to the City in the 
event coverage is substantially changed , canceled, or non-renewed. 

Any deductibles or self insured retentions on referenced insurance coverages must be 
borne by Developer and Contractors. 

Developer hereby waives and agrees to require their insurers to waive their rights of 
subrogation against the City of Chicago, its employees, elected officials, agents , or 
representatives. 

The coverages and limits furnished by Developer in no way limit Developer's liabilities and 
responsibilities specified within the Agreement or by law. 

Any insurance or self insurance programs maintained by the City of Chicago do not 
contribute with insurance provided by Developer under the Agreement. 

The required insurance to be carried is not limited by any limitations expressed in the 
indemnification language in this Agreement or any limitation placed on the indemnity in 
this Agreement given as a matter of law. 

If Developer is a joint venture or limited liability company, the insurance policies must 
name the joint venture or limited liability company as a named insured. 

Developer must require Contractor and subcontractors to provide the insurance required 
herein , or Developer may provide the coverages for Contractor and subcontractors. All 
Contractors and subcontractors are subject to the same insurance requirements of 
Developer unless otherwise specified in this Agreement. 
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If Developer, any Contractor or subcontractor desires additional coverages, the party 
desiring the additional coverages is responsible for the acquisition and cost. 

The City of Chicago Risk Management Department maintains the right to modify, delete, 
alter or change these requirements. 

SECTION 13. INDEMNIFICATION 

13.01 General Indemnity. Developer agrees to indemnify, pay, defend and hold the City, 
and its elected and appointed officials, employees, agents and affiliates (individually an 
lndemnitee," and collectively the "lndemnitees") harmless from and against, any and all liabilities, 
obligations, losses, damages, penalties, actions, judgments, suits, claims, costs, expenses and 
disbursements of any kind or nature whatsoever (and including without limitation, the reasonable 
fees and disbursements of counsel for such lndemnitees in connection with any investigative, 
administrative or judicial proceeding commenced or threatened, whether or not such lndemnitees 
shall be designated a party thereto), that may be imposed on, suffered, incurred by or asserted 
against the lndemnitees in any manner relating or arising out of: 

(i) Developer's failure to comply with any of the terms, covenants and conditions 
contained within this Agreement, including, but not limited to, Section 8.24; or 

(ii) Developer's or any contractor's failure to pay General Contractors, 
subcontractors or materialmen in connection with the TIF-Funded Improvements or any 
other Project improvement; or 

(iii) the existence of any material misrepresentation or omission in this Agreement, 
any official statement, limited offering memorandum or private placement memorandum 
or the Redevelopment Plan or any other document related to this Agreement that is the 
result of information supplied or omitted by Developer or any Affiliate Developer or any 
agents, employees, contractors or persons acting under the control or at the request of 
Developer or any Affiliate of Developer; or 

(iv) Developer's failure to cure any misrepresentation in this Agreement or any 
other agreement relating hereto; 

provided, however, that Developer shall have no obligation to an lndemnitee arising from the 
wanton or willful misconduct of that lndemnitee. To the extent that the preceding sentence may 
be unenforceable because it is violative of any law or public policy, Developer shall contribute 
the maximum portion that it is permitted to pay and satisfy under the applicable law, to the 
payment and satisfaction of all indemnified liabilities incurred by the lndemnitees or any of them. 
The provisions of the undertakings and indemnification set out in this Section 13.01 shall survive 
the termination of this Agreement. 
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SECTION 14. MAINTAINING RECORDS/RIGHT TO INSPECT 

14.01 Books and Records. Developer shall keep and maintain separate, complete, 
accurate and detailed books and records necessary to reflect and fully disclose the total actual 
cost of the Project and the disposition of all funds from whatsoever source allocated thereto, and 
to monitor the Project. All such books, records and other documents, including but not limited to 
Developer's loan statements, if any, General Contractors' and contractors' sworn statements, 
general contracts, subcontracts, purchase orders, waivers of lien, paid receipts and invoices, shall 
be available at Developer's offices for inspection, copying, audit and examination by an authorized 
representative of the City, at Developer's expense. Developer shall incorporate this right to 
inspect, copy, audit and examine all books and records into all contracts entered into by Developer 
with respect to the Project. 

14.02 Inspection Rights. Upon three (3) business days' notice, any authorized 
representative of the City has access to all portions of the Project and the Property during normal 
business hours for the Term of the Agreement. 

SECTION 15. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES 

15.01 Events of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events, 
subject to the provisions of Section 15.03, shall constitute an "Event of Default" by Developer 
hereunder: 

(a) the failure of Developer to perform, keep or observe any of the covenants, conditions, 
promises, agreements or obligations of Developer under this Agreement or any related 
agreement; 

(b) the failure of Developer to perform, keep or observe any of the covenants , conditions, 
promises, agreements or obligations of Developer under any other agreement with any person or 
entity if such failure may have a material adverse effect on Developer's business, property, assets, 
operations or condition, financial or otherwise; 

(c) the making or furnishing by Developer to the City of any representation, warranty, 
certificate, schedule, report or other communication within or in connection with this Agreement 
or any related agreement which is untrue or misleading in any material respect; 

(d) except as otherwise permitted hereunder, the creation (whether voluntary or 
involuntary) of, or any attempt to create, any lien or other encumbrance upon the Property, 
including any fixtures now or hereafter attached thereto, other than the Permitted Liens, or the 
making or any attempt to make any levy, seizure or attachment thereof; 

(e) the commencement of any proceedings in bankruptcy by or against Developer or for 
the liquidation or reorganization of Developer, or alleging that Developer is insolvent or unable to 
pay its debts as they mature, or for the readjustment or arrangement of Developer's debts, 
whether under the United States Bankruptcy Code or under any other state or federal law, now 
or hereafter existing for the relief of debtors, or the commencement of any analogous statutory or 
non-statutory proceedings involving Developer: provided, however, that if such commencement 
of proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an Event of Default unless such 
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proceedings are not dismissed within sixty (60) days after the commencement of such 
proceedings; 

(f) the appointment of a receiver or trustee for Developer, for any substantial part of 
Developer's assets or the institution of any proceedings for the dissolution, or the full or partial 
liquidation, or the merger or consolidation, of Developer; provided, however, that if such 
appointment or commencement of proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an 
Event of Default unless such appointment is not revoked or such proceedings are not dismissed 
within sixty (60) days after the commencement thereof; 

(g) the entry of any judgment or order against Developer which remains unsatisfied or 
undischarged and in effect for sixty (60) days after such entry without a stay of enforcement or 
execution; 

(h) the occurrence of an event of default under the Lender Financing, which default is not 
cured within any applicable cure period; 

(i) the dissolution of Developer or the death of any natural person who owns a material 
interest in Developer; 

U) the institution in any court of a criminal proceeding (other than a misdemeanor) against 
Developer or any natural person who owns a material interest in Developer, which is not 
dismissed within thirty (30) days, or the indictment of Developer or any natural person who owns 
a material interest in Developer, for any crime (other than a misdemeanor); 

(k) prior to the end of the Term of the Agreement, the sale or transfer of the ownership 
interests of Developer without the prior written consent of the City, any sale, transfer, conveyance, 
lease or other disposition of all ; or substantially all of Developer's assets or any portion of the 
Property (including but not limited to any fixtures or equipment now or hereafter attached thereto) 
except in the ordinary course of business or as otherwise expressly permitted by this Agreement; 

(I) The failure of Developer, or the failure by any party that is a Controlling Person (defined 
in Section 1-23-010 of the Municipal Code) with respect to Developer, to maintain eligibility to do 
business with the City in violation of Section 1-23-030 of the Municipal Code; such failure shall 
render this Agreement voidable or subject to termination , at the option of the Chief Procurement 
Officer; 

(m) the failure of Developer to obtain the Certificate prior to the second anniversary of the 
Closing Date, or 

(n) failure of the Developer to submit the Annual Compliance Report to the City within 60 
days after each anniversary of the Closing Date during the Compliance Period as provided in 
Section 8.20. 

For purposes of Sections 15.01 (i) and 15.01 (j) hereof, a person with a material interest in 
Developer shall be one owning in excess of ten (10%) of Developer's membership interests. 

15.02 Remedies. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, the City may terminate 
this Agreement and any other agreements to which the City and Developer are or shall be parties, 
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suspend disbursement of City Funds, and/or seek reimbursement of any City Funds from Prime 
Tenant that have been paid. The City may, in any court of competent jurisdiction by any action 
or proceeding at law or in equity, pursue and secure any available remedy, including but not 
limited to damages from Prime Tenant, injunctive relief or the specific performance of the 
agreements contained herein . 

Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default under Section 15.01 (n) , Prime Tenant shall 
be obligated to pay to the City the amount of $10,000 as liquidated damages, and not as a penalty, 
which such payment shall be required no more often than once per calendar year. Any payment 
of liquidated damages by Developer shall not relieve Developer of its obligation under Section 
8.20. 

Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default under Section 15.01 (n) where the City intends 
to exercise the remedy to terminate this Agreement, suspend disbursement of City Funds, or 
reduce any payments under this Agreement, the City shall provide notice and an opportunity to 
cure as provided in Sections 15.03 and 15.04(b). 

Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default because of failure to comply with Section 8.22, 
Sustainable Development Policy, the City's remedy shall be the right to reduce the amount of City 
Funds by $250,000. 

15.03 Curative Period. In the event Developer shall fa il to perform a monetary covenant 
which Developer is required to perform under this Agreement, notwithstanding any other provision 
of this Agreement to the contrary, an Event of Default shall not be deemed to have occurred 
unless Developer has failed to perform such monetary covenant within ten (10) days of its receipt 
of a written notice from the City specifying that it has failed to perform such monetary covenant. 
In the event Developer shall fail to perform a non-monetary covenant which Developer is required 
to perform under this Agreement, notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the 
contrary, an Event of Default shall not be deemed to have occurred unless Developer has failed 
to cure such default within thirty (30) days of its receipt of a written notice from the City specifying 
the nature of the default; provided, however, with respect to those non-monetary defaults which 
are not capable of being cured within such thirty (30) day period, Developer shall not be deemed 
to have committed an Event of Default under this Agreement if it has commenced to cure the 
alleged default within such thirty (30) day period and thereafter diligently and continuously 
prosecutes the cure of such default until the same has been cured . 

15.04 Lender Notice and Cure Right. If Lender Financing is derived from a tax credit 
investment, including but not limited to the New Markets Tax Credit, then if an Event of Default 
occurs under this Agreement, and if, as a result thereof, the City intends to exercise any right or 
remedy available to it that could result in the termination of this Agreement or the cancellation , 
suspension , or reduction of any payment due from the City under this Agreement, the City shall 
send notice of such intended exercise to each of the lenders providing Lender Financing at the 
addresses in Section 17, and each of such lenders shall have the right (but not the obligation) to 
cure such an Event of Default under the following conditions: 

(a) if the Event of Default is a monetary default, any party entitled to cure such default 
may cure it within 30 days after the expiration of the cure period , if any, granted to Developer with 
respect to such monetary default; 
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(b) if the Event of Default is of a non-monetary nature, any party entitled to cure such 
default shall have the right to cure it within 30 days after the expiration of the cure period , if any, 
granted to Developer with respect to such non-monetary default; provided, however, that if such 
non-monetary default is not reasonably capable of being cured by any lender providing Lender 
Financing within such 30-day period, such period shall be extended for such reasonable period 
of time agreed to by the City as may be necessary to cure such default, provided that the party 
seeking such cure must diligently and continuously prosecute the cure of such default until the 
same has been cured and, if possession of the Project is necessary to effect such cure, the party 
seeking such cure must have instituted appropriate legal proceedings to obtain possession to the 
extent such party has the right to do so; and 

(c) If and to the extent that an Event of Default was caused by a default under Lender 
Financing, and either the Senior Lender or NMTC Lender or their successors, assigns or 
designees, as applicable (each, a "Foreclosing Party"} (i) institutes appropriate legal proceedings 
to obtain possession of the Property, and (ii) delivers written notice to the City that the Foreclosing 
Party, shall , upon taking possession of the Property, accept the obligations and liabilities of 
"Developer" under this Agreement as set forth in Section 16, then the period for curing such 
default shall be extended for such reasonable period of time agreed to by the City as is necessary 
for the Foreclosing Party to obtain possession of the Property; provided that such Event of Default 
shall be deemed cured when the Foreclosing Party (i) obtains possession of the Property and (ii) 
agrees to accept the obligations and liabilities of "Developer" under this Agreement, as set forth 
in Section 16. 

SECTION 16. MORTGAGING OF THE PROJECT 

All mortgages or deeds of trust in place as of the date hereof with respect to the Property 
or any portion thereof are listed on Exhibit D hereto (including but not limited to mortgages made 
prior to or on the date hereof in connection with Lender Financing, including, but not limited to the 
NMTC Loan and the Senior Loan) and are referred to herein as the "Existing Mortgages." Any 
mortgage or deed of trust that Developer may hereafter elect to execute and record or permit to 
be recorded against the Property or any portion thereof is referred to herein as a "New Mortgage." 
Any New Mortgage that Developer may hereafter elect to execute and record or permit to be 
recorded against the Property or any portion thereof with the prior written consent of the City is 
referred to herein as a "Permitted Mortgage." It is hereby agreed by and between the City and 
Developer as follows: 

(a) In the event that a mortgagee or any other party shall succeed to Developer's 
interest in the Property or any portion thereof pursuant to the exercise of rights and remedies 
under a New Mortgage (other than a Permitted Mortgage), whether by foreclosure or deed in lieu 
of foreclosure, and in conjunction therewith accepts an assignment of Developer's interest 
hereunder in accordance with Section 18.15 hereof, the City may, but shall not be obligated to, 
attorn to and recognize such party as the successor in interest to Developer for all purposes under 
this Agreement and, unless so recognized by the City as the successor in interest, such party 
shall be entitled to no rights or benefits under this Agreement, but such party shall be bound by 
those provisions of this Agreement that are covenants expressly running with the land. 

(b) In the event that any mortgagee or Senior Lender, or designee thereof or foreclosure 
purchaser, shall succeed to Developer's interest in the Property or any portion thereof or 
otherwise succeed to Developer's interest in the collateral provided for such loan, pursuant to the 
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exercise of rights and remedies under an Existing Mortgage or a Permitted Mortgage, or otherwise 
succeeds to the Developer's interest in this Agreement, whether by foreclosure or deed in lieu of 
foreclosure or otherwise, and in conjunction therewith accepts an assignment of Developer's 
interest hereunder in accordance with Section 18.15 hereof, the City hereby agrees to attorn to 
and recognize such party as the successor in interest to Developer for all purposes under this 
Agreement so long as such party accepts all of the obligations and liabilities of "Developer"; 
provided, however, that, notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the contrary, it 
is understood and agreed that if such party accepts an assignment of Developer's interest under 
this Agreement, such party has no liability under this Agreement for any Event of Default of 
Developer which accrued prior to the time such party succeeded to the interest of Developer 
under this Agreement, in which case Developer shall be solely responsible . However, if Senior 
Lender or such mortgagee under a Permitted Mortgage or an Existing Mortgage or designee 
thereof or foreclosure purchaser does not expressly accept an assignment of Developer's interest 
hereunder, such party shall be entitled to no rights and benefits under this Agreement, and such 
party shall be bound only by those provisions of this Agreement, if any, which are covenants 
expressly running with the land. 

(c) Prior to the issuance by the City to Developer of a Certificate pursuant to Section 
I hereof, no New Mortgage shall be executed with respect to the Property or any portion thereof 
without the prior written consent of the Commissioner of DPD. 

SECTION 17. NOTICE 

Unless otherwise specified, any notice, demand or request required hereunder shall be 
given in writing at the addresses set forth below, by any of the following means: (a) personal 
service; (b) telecopy or facsimile; (c) overnight courier, or (d) registered or certified mail, return 
receipt requested.

SECTlON 18. MISCELLANEOUS 

18.01 Amendment. This Agreement and the Exhibits attached hereto may not be 
amended or modified without the prior written consent of the parties hereto; provided, hcwever, 
that the City, in its sole discretion, may amend, modify or supplement the Redevelopment Plan 
without the consent of any party hereto. It is agreed that no material amendment or change to 
this Agreement shall be made or be effective unless ratified or authorized by an ordinance duly 
adopted by the City Council. The term "material" for the purpose of this Section 18.01 shall be 
defined as any deviation from the terms of the Agreement which operates to cancel or otherwise 
reduce any developmental, construction or job-creating obligations of Developer (including those 
set forth in Sections 10.02 and 10.03 hereof) by more than five percent (5%) or materially changes 
the Project site or character of the Project or any activities undertaken by Developer affecting the 
Project site, the Project, or both, or increases any time agreed for performance by Developer by 
more than ninety (90) days. 

18.02 Entjre Agreement, This Agreement (including each Exhibit attached hereto, which 
is hereby incorporated herein by reference) constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties 
hereto and it supersedes all prior agreements, negotiations and discussions between the parties 
relative to the subject matter hereof. 

18.03 Limjtatjon of Liability No member, official or employee of the City shall be 
personally liable to Developer or any successor in interest in the event of any default or breach 
by the City or for any amount which may become due to Developer from the City or any successor 
in interest or on any obligation under the terms of this Agreement. 

18.04 Further Assurances Developer agrees to take such adions, including the 
execution and delivery of such documents, instruments, petitions and certifications as may 
become necessary or appropriate to carry out the terms, provisions and intent of this Agreement. 

18.05 Waiver. Waiver by the City or Developer with respect to any breach of this 
Agreement shall not be considered or treated as a waiver of the rights of the respective party with 
resped to any other default or with respect to any particular default, except to the extent 
specifically waived by the City or Developer in writing. No delay or omission on the part of a party 
in exercising any right shall operate as a waiver of such right or any other right unless pursuant 
to the specific terms hereof. A waiver by a party of a provision of this Agreement shall not prejudice 
or constitute a waiver of such party's right otherwise to demand strict compliance with that 
provision or any other provision of this Agreement. No prior waiver by a party, nor any course of 
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dealing between the parties hereto, shall constitute a waiver of any such parties' rights or of any 
obligations of any other party hereto as to any future transactions. 

18.06 Remedies Cumulative. The remedies of a party hereunder are cumulative and the 
exercise of any one or more of the remedies provided for herein shall not be construed as a waiver 
of any other remedies of such party unless specifically so provided herein. 

18.07 Disclaimer. Nothing contained in this Agreement, nor any act of the City shall be 
deemed or construed by any of the parties, or by any third person, to create or imply any 
relationship of third-party beneficiary, principal or agent, limited or general partnership or joint 
venture, or to create or imply any association or relationship involving the City. 

18.08 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of 
which shall be deemed an original and all of which shall constitute one and the same agreement. 

18.09 Severability. If any provision in this Agreement, or any paragraph, sentence, 
clause, phrase, word or the application thereof, in any circumstance, is held invalid , this 
Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid part were never included herein and the remainder 
of this Agreement shall be and remain valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law. 

18.10 Conflict. In the event of a conflict between any provisions of this Agreement and/or 
the provisions of the TIF Ordinances, such ordinance(s) shall prevail and control. 

18.11 Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the internal laws of the State of Illinois, without regard to its conflicts of law 
principles. 

18.12 Form of Documents. All documents required by this Agreement to be submitted, 
delivered or furnished to the City shall be in form and content satisfactory to the City. 

18.13 Approval. Wherever this Agreement provides for the approval or consent of the 
City, DPD or the Commissioner, or any matter is to be to the City's, DPD's or the Commissioner's 
satisfaction, unless specifically stated to the contrary, such approval , consent or satisfaction shall 
be made, given or determined by the City, DPD or the Commissioner in writing and in the 
reasonable discretion thereof. The Commissioner or other person designated by the Mayor of 
the City shall act for the City or DPD in making all approvals, consents and determinations of 
satisfaction, granting the Certificate or otherwise administering this Agreement for the City. 

18.14 Assignment. Developer may not sell , assign or otherwise transfer its interest in this 
Agreement in whole or in part without the written consent of the City. The City hereby consents 
to the execution and delivery of a Collateral Assignment in favor of any lender holding Lender 
Financing. Any successor in interest to Developer under this Agreement shall certify in writing to 
the City its agreement to abide by all remaining executory terms of this Agreement, including but 
not limited to Sections 8.19 Real Estate Provisions and 8.24 (Survival of Covenants) hereof, for 
the Term of the Agreement. Developer consents to the City's sale, transfer, assignment or other 
disposal of this Agreement at any time in whole or in part. 

18.15 Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon Developer, the City and their 
respective successors and permitted assigns (as provided herein) and shall inure to the benefit 
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of Developer, the City and their respective successors and permitted assigns (as provided herein). 
Except as otherwise provided herein, this Agreement shall not run to the benefit of, or be 
enforceable by, any person or entity other than a party to this Agreement and its successors and 
permitted assigns. This Agreement should not be deemed to confer upon third parties any 
remedy, claim , right of reimbursement or other right. 

18.16 Force Majeure. Neither the City nor Developer nor any successor in interest to 
either of them shall be considered in breach of or in default of its obligations under this Agreement 
in the event of any delay caused by damage or destruction by fire or other casualty, strike, 
shortage of material, unusually adverse weather conditions such as, by way of illustration and not 
limitation, severe rain storms or below freezing temperatures of abnormal degree or for an 
abnormal duration, tornadoes or cyclones, and other events or conditions beyond the reasonable 
control of the party affected which in fact interferes with the ability of such party to discharge its 
obligations hereunder. The individual or entity relying on this section with respect to any such 
delay shall , upon the occurrence of the event causing such delay, immediately give written notice 
to the other parties to this Agreement. The individual or entity relying on this section with respect 
to any such delay may rely on this section only to the extent of the actual number of days of delay 
effected by any such events described above. 

18.17 Business Economic Support Act. Pursuant to the Business Economic Support Act 
(30 ILCS 760/1 et seq.}, if Developer is required to provide notice under the WARN Act, Developer 
shall , in addition to the notice required under the WARN Act, provide at the same time a copy of 
the WARN Act notice to the Governor of the State, the Speaker and Minority Leader of the House 
of Representatives of the State, the President and minority Leader of the Senate of State, and 
the Mayor of each municipality where Developer has locations in the State. Failure by Developer 
to provide such notice as described above may result in the term ination of all or a part of the 
payment or reimbursement obligations of the City set forth herein. 

18.18 Venue and Consent to Jurisdiction . If there is a lawsuit under this Agreement, each 
party may hereto agrees to submit to the jurisdiction of the courts of Cook County, the State of 
Illinois and the United States District Court for the Northern District of Illinois. 

18.19 Costs and Expenses. In addition to and not in limitation of the other provisions of 
this Agreement, Developer agrees to pay upon demand the City's out-of-pocket expenses, 
including attorney's fees , incurred in connection with the enforcement of the provisions of this 
Agreement. This includes, subject to any limits under applicable law, attorney's fees and legal 
expenses, whether or not there is a lawsuit, including attorney's fees for bankruptcy proceedings 
(including efforts to modify or vacate any automatic stay or injunction), appeals and any 
anticipated post-judgment collection services. Developer also will pay any court costs, in addition 
to all other sums provided by law. 

18.20 Business Relationships. Developer acknowledges (A) receipt of a copy of Section 
2-156-030 (b) of the Municipal Code, (8) that Developer has read such provision and understands 
that pursuant to such Section 2-156-030 (b), it is illegal for any elected official of the City, or any 
person acting at the direction of such official , to contact, either orally or in writing , any other City 
official or employee with respect to any matter involving any person with whom the elected City 
official or employee has a business relationship that creates a "Financial Interest" (as defined in 
Section 2-156-010 of the Municipal Code)(a "Financial Interest"), or to participate in any 
discussion in any City Council committee hearing or in any City Council meeting or to vote on any 
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matter involving any person with whom the elected City official or employee has a business 
relationship that creates a Financial Interest, or to participate in any discussion in any City Council 
committee hearing or in any City Council meeting or to vote on any matter involving the person 
with whom an elected official has a business relationship that creates a Financial Interest, and 
(C) that a violation of Section 2-156-030 (b) by an elected official, or any person acting at the 
direction of such official , with respect to any transaction contemplated by this Agreement shall be 
grounds for termination of this Agreement and the transactions contemplated hereby. Developer 
hereby represents and warrants that, to the best of its knowledge after due inquiry, no violation of 
Section 2-156-030 (b) has occurred with respect to this Agreement or the transactions 
contemplated hereby.

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City"), is a home rule unit of government under 
Article VII , Section 6(a) of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois and, as such, may 
exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The Chicago Park District (the "Park District"), is an Illinois municipal 
corporation and a unit of local government under Article VI I, Section 1 of the 1970 
Constitution of the State of Illinois and, as such, is authorized to exercise control 
over and supervise the operation of all parks within the corporate limits of the City; and 

WHEREAS, The City is authorized under the provisions of the Tax Increment Allocation 
Redevelopment Act, 65 ILCS 5/11-7 4.4-1, et seq., as amended from time to time (the "Act"), 
to finance projects that eradicate blight conditions and conservation factors that could lead 
to blight through the use of tax increment allocation financing for redevelopment projects; 
and 

WHEREAS, In accordance with the provisions of the Act, and pursuant to ordinances 
adopted on June 30, 1997, and published in the Journal of the Proceedings of the 
City Council of the City of Chicago (the "Journaf') of the City Council of the City (the 
"City Council"), for said date, and as subsequently amended, the City Council: (i) approved 
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and adopted a redevelopment plan and project for a portion of the City known as the 
"Near North Redevelopment Project Area" (the "Area"); (ii) designated the Area as a 
"redevelopment project area"; and (iii) adopted tax increment allocation financing for the 
Area; as amended on April 24, 2020 and October 14, 2021; and 

WHEREAS, Under 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-3(q)(7), such incremental ad valorem taxes which 
pursuant to the Act have been collected and are allocated to pay redevelopment project 
costs and obligations incurred in the payment thereof ("Increment") may be used to pay all 
or a portion of a taxing district's capital costs resulting from a redevelopment project 
necessarily incurred or to be incurred in furtherance of the objectives of the redevelopment 
plan and project, to the extent the municipality by written agreement accepts and approves 
such costs (Increment collected from the Area shall be known as the "Near North 
Increment"); and 

WHEREAS, In an ordinance adopted on April 10, 2019 and published at pages 
98051 -- 98073 of the Journal for that date, the City Council authorized the Department of 
Planning and Development of the City ("DPD") to use a portion of the Near North Increment 
in an amount not to exceed $3,150,000 for the purpose of constructing improvements to 
Near North Park (Park 598), which is generally located at 1514 North Larrabee Street, 
Chicago, Illinois (the "Project") in the Area, and authorized the making of an 
intergovernmental agreement; and 

WHEREAS, On February 19, 2020, the City and the Park District entered into an 
Intergovernmental Agreement (the "Agreement") whereby the City agreed to pay for or 
reimburse the Park District for the Project; and 

WHEREAS, DPD desires to reallocate to the Park District an additional $1,250,000 from 
the Near North Increment in order to cover additional costs of the Project; and 

WHEREAS, The City and the Park District desire to enter into an amendment to the 
Agreement in substantially the form attached as Exhibit A (the "First Amendment") whereby 
the City shall increase the amount of assistance by $1,250,000 for a total of $4,400,000 to 
cover the Project costs; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are expressly incorporated in and made a part of this 
ordinance as though fully set forth herein. 

SECTION 2. The Commissioner of Planning and Development (the "Commissioner") and 
a designee are each hereby authorized, subject to the approval of the Corporation Counsel, 
to negotiate, execute and deliver the First Amendment in substantially the form attached 
hereto as Exhibit A and made a part hereof and such other documents as may be necessary 
to carry out and comply with the provisions of the First Amendment, with such changes, 
deletions and insertions as shall be approved by the persons executing the First Amendment 
on behalf of the City. 
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SECTION 3. To the extent that any ordinance, resolution , rule , order or provision of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago, or part thereof, is in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance, 
the provisions of this ordinance shall control. If any section, paragraph, clause or provision 
of this ordinance shall be held invalid, the invalidity of such section, paragraph, clause or 
provision shall not affect any other provisions of this ordinance. 

SECTION 4. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.

Whereas, An ordinance approved by the City Council of the City (the "City Council") on 
April 10, 2019, and published at pages 98051 -- 98073 of the Journal of the Proceedings 
of the City Council of the City of Chicago (the "Journaf') of that date, authorized the 
Commissioner of DPD to execute an intergovernmental agreement with the Park District, to 
undertake renovations at Near North Park (Park 598) (the "Project"), generally located at 
1514 North Larrabee Street in Chicago, Illinois (the "Property"), as legally described in 
Exhibit A of the Agreement; and 

Whereas, The City is authorized under the provisions of the Tax Increment Allocation 
Redevelopment Act, 65 I LCS 5/11-7 4.4-1 , et seq., as amended from time to time (the "Act") , 
to finance projects that eradicate blighted conditions and conservation area factors through 
the use of tax increment allocation financing for redevelopment projects; and 
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Whereas, In accordance with the provisions of the Act, and pursuant to ordinances 
adopted on June 30, 1997, and published in the Journal for said date at pages 
49207 -- 49374, the City Council: (i) approved and adopted a Tax Increment Redevelopment 
Project and Plan (the "Plan") for a portion of the City known as the "Near North 
Redevelopment Project Area" (the "Near North Redevelopment Area"); (ii) designated the 
Near North Redevelopment Area as a "redevelopment project area" and a Tax Increment 
Financing District; and (iii) adopted tax increment allocation financing for the Near North 
Redevelopment Area, and the foregoing Plan being subsequently amended on 
April 24, 2020 and October 14, 2021; and 

Whereas, Under 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-3(q)(7), such incremental ad valorem taxes which 
pursuant to the Act have been collected and are allocated to pay redevelopment project 
costs and obligations incurred in the payment thereof ("Increment") may be used to pay all 
or a portion of a taxing district's capital costs resulting from a redevelopment project 
necessarily incurred or to be incurred in furtherance of the objectives of the redevelopment 
plan and project, to the extent the municipality by written agreement accepts and approves 
such costs (Increment collected from the Near North Redevelopment Area shall be known 
as the "City Increment"); and 

Whereas, Pursuant to the Agreement and in accordance with the Act, DPD agreed to 
provide to the Park District a portion of the City Increment in an amount not to exceed 
$3,150,000 for the purpose of funding certain Project costs to the extent and in the manner 
provided in the Agreement; and 

Whereas, DPD and the Park District have determined that it is in the best interests of both 
parties to provide additional funding for the construction of the TIF-funded improvements at 
Near North Park ("Additional Improvements") on the Property; and 

Whereas, The Additional Improvements will include development of a new park with 
amenities that include an entry plaza, walking paths, outdoor fitness station, playground, 
ornamental fencing, open lawn and landscaping; and 

Whereas, The City wishes to make available to the Park District an additional portion of 
the City Increment in an amount not to exceed $1,250,000 for the purpose of paying for or

Within the Facility, 
Developer and Approved Purchasers will, and will require their tenants at the Facility to, 
meet various Jobs Goals (as defined in the Original Redevelopment Agreement) 
(collectively referred to herein as the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, Within the Property, Developer shall also commence and complete 
construction of new streets to serve the Facility (including each component thereof) and 
Project, and will complete the dedication of those new streets as public rights of way known 
as "South Burley Avenue" and "East 122nd Street" (the "Streets Project"), as described more 
fully in the Original Redevelopment Agreement; and 
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WHEREAS, Since the effective date of the Original Redevelopment Agreement, the 
Developer, the Illinois Commerce Commission and the railroads adjoining the 
Streets Project have negotiated a construction timetable for the Streets Project that is more 
prolonged than the deadline set in the Original Redevelopment Agreement, which delay 
requires an amended Streets Project timetable for completion; and 

WHEREAS, The parties desire to amend the Original Redevelopment Agreement in an 
Amending Agreement (as defined below) to, among other things, set a longer construction 
timetable for the completion of the Streets Project; and 

WHEREAS, The Amending Agreement will not increase the amount of TIF assistance to 
the Developer; and 

WHEREAS, The City contemplates making no changes to the total amount of TIF 
assistance; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are incorporated herein and made a part hereof. 

SECTION 2. The Commissioner of DPD (the "Commissioner") or a designee of the

property located within the 116th/Avenue O Redevelopment Area (as defined in the RA) west 
and south of the intersection of I 16th Street and Avenue 0, Chicago, and legally described on 
Exhibit A hereto (the "Property"), as a master developer, whereby, on its own or in conjunction 
with one or more Approved Purchasers that have entered into Partial Assumption Agreements 
(as those terms are defined in the RA), Developer shall commence and complete construction of, 
and will commence business operations or lease to others for the purpose of their business 
operations, a certain Facility {as defined in the RA), consisting of not fewer than one fully 
enclosed building, which will be constructed in phases. Within the Facility, Developer and 
Approved Purchasers will, and will require their tenants at the Facility to, meet various Jobs 
Goals (as defined in the RA) (collectively referred to herein as 'the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, within the Property, Developer shall also commence and complete

Burley A venue" and "East I 22nd Street" (the "Streets Project"); and

SECTION 1. RECITALS 

The foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated into this agreement by reference. 

SECTION 2. REAFFIRMATION OF 
REPRESENT A TIO NS, WARRANTIES AND COVENANTS 

The Developer reaffinns each and every representation, warranty and covenant made in 
the RA, as amended by this Amending Agreement. The Developer reaffirms that it has 
ins_urance in force that conforms to the requirements of Section 12 of the RA. 

SECTION 3. AMENDING TEXT 

The parties agree that various definitions and sections of the RA are hereby amended, as 
follows: 

Recital F is deleted and replaced with: 
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F. Transfer Rights: Pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/l 1-74.4-4(q) of the Act, the City may use 
Lake Calumet Industrial Incremental Taxes (as defined below) from the Lake Calumet 
Industrial TIF Fund to pay for eligible redevelopment project costs incurred in the 
I 16th/ A venue O Redevelopment Area because the Lake Calumet Industrial 
Redevelopment Area is either contiguous to, or is separated only by a public right of way 
from, the I 16th/Avenue O Redevelopment Area (the "Transfer Rights"). To the extent 
required by the City to pay its City Funds obligation (as such term is defined herein) to 
Developer for the City Funds Direct Payment (as defined below) under this Agreement 
from time to time, the City, as more particularly hereinafter provided, shall exercise its 
Transfer Rights pursuant to the Act and transfer Lake Calumet Industrial Incremental 
Taxes from the Lake Calumet Industrial Redevelopment Area (prior to the expiration of 
said Area) into the I 16th/Avenue O TIF Fund (as defined herein). 

Section 3.01, The Project, subsections (c) and (d), are deleted and replaced with: 

(c) Withdrawal of Parcels From the Project. In lieu of constructing a Subsequent Phase 
as Optional Construction, the Developer may withdraw one or more parcels from the 
Property and Project before construction commences on them. Any such withdrawal (a 
"Withdrawal") must first be proposed to the City by Developer in a writing specifying (i) 
the particulars of the parcel(s) to be withdrawn from the Project and Property, (ii) the 
reasons the Developer seeks the Withdrawal, (iii) the effect of the proposed Withdrawal 
on the Streets Project, (iv) the effect of the proposed Withdrawal on the adjoining parcels 
within the Property, (v) an affirmation that no construction has begun on the parcel(s), 
and (vi) a request that the City approve the Withdrawal. Once such writing is received, 
the City may request additional information about the proposed Withdrawal. The City 
will evaluate the proposed Withdrawal solely for adverse effects of the Withdrawal on 
the Project. If the City determines in its sole discretion that there will be no adverse 
effects, the City will approve the Withdrawal in a writing provided to Developer and will 
thereafter consider said parcel permanently removed from the Project. 

(d) Declaration of Project Completion. On the Outside Start Date, and also on the 
Outside Completion Date, the City will take into account all issued Completion 
Certificates and all issued Phase Commencement Letters and may declare which issued 
or pending Completion Certificate will be deemed the Final Completion Certificate. 

(e) Streets Project. With respect to the Streets Project, the Developer shall, pursuant to 
the Plans and Specifications and subject to the provisions of Section 18.16 hereof, 
construct portions of the Streets Project, each portion in a manner and sufficiently timely 
to allow the timely commencement of business operations for each Phase as required and 
set forth in Section 3.0l(a) or (b) above. 

Only that portion of construction by Developer that (i) is intended to be ~edicated as 
public right of way and (ii) is completed prior to December 31, 2026 qualifies as a part of 
the Streets Project. Any construction that is intended to be dedicated as public right of 
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way but has not been completed prior to December 31, 2026 shall not be deemed a part of 
the Streets Project and shall not be subject to reimbursement from City Funds. 

Section 4.04, Requisition Form; Payments, is deleted and replaced with: 

After the Closing Date and throughout the earlier of (i) the Term of the Agreement or (ii) 
the date that Developer has been reimbursed in full pursuant to the ,terms and conditions 
of this Agreement, Developer shall provide DPD with Requisition Forms, along with the 
documentation described therein, in order to request payments of City Funds for the 
Project and the Streets Project. 

Each Requisition Form tendered is restricted to either Project costs or Streets Project 
costs, but not both on one form. 

Requisition Forms for Project costs may be tendered not earlier than June 1st of any 
given year or as otherwise permitted by DPD, and not more often than once per year. 

Requisition Forms for Streets Project costs may be tendered not more often than once 
per year or as otherwise permitted by DPD. 

Developer shall meet with DPD at the request of DPD to discuss any Requisition Form(s) 
previously delivered. 

Payments of City Funds for Project costs shall be made pursuant to the box set forth in 
Section 4.03(b) above, and only to Developer as set forth in proviso (v) thereof. 

Payments of City Funds for Streets Project costs shall be made pursuant to the box set 
forth in Section 4.03(b) above, and only to Developer as set forth in proviso (v) thereof, 
and also subject to these additional conditions: 

•Such payments will be available to reimburse Developer for costs incurred for Streets 
Construction between January 1, 2019 and December 31, 2026. The first allocation of 
payments of City Funds for the Streets Project will be available in 2020. 

•Developer will perform Streets Construction in the sequence and segments as reasonably 
determined by Developer, and reasonably approved by COOT, such approval not to be 
unreasonably withheld or delayed. 

•Payments to Developer for this work may not exceed $3.3 million in any calendar year 
unless additional ~ds are available from the previous year. For example, the City 
would not pay more than $3 .3 million in funding in 2020, even if the Developer had 
incurred $4.0 million in expense for the Streets Project. The remaining $700,000 would 
be held for disbursement in 2021. Conversely, iftbe Developer was due only $3.0 
million in 2020, then $3.6 million would be available in 2021. 
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•COOT will provide approval for the work prior to each payment, and payment will be 
made as soon as possible thereafter, subject to the limitations herein. 

•Any funds that remain undisbursed after payment to Developer for expenses incurred or 
requisitioned prior to 12/31/2026 will be forfeited. 

•Developer is not under any obligation to perform the Streets Project, nor is the City 
obligated to make any payments of City Funds f(!r the Streets Project, until those sections 
of the Streets Project are accepted as public right-of-way by CDOT. 

•Payments to Developer for the Streets Project will be pro-rated based on the percentage 
that has been completed of all Streets Project work for any given year as determined by 
COOT. 

SECTION 4. NO OTHER AMENDMENTS TO AGREEMENT 

Except as set forth herein, and except as modified by this Amending Agreement, the RA 
is not amended. 

SECTION 5. OBLIGATIONS TO RECORD AND TO PROVIDE DOCUMENTS 

The Developer shall execute and deliver to the City such documents as may be required 
by the Corporation Counsel of the City, including, but not limited to, the City's current form of 
Economic Disclosure Statement and an opinion of counsel in substantially the form set forth in 
Exhibit B hereto. 

The Developer shall cause this Amending Agreement to be recorded and filed against the 
Property on the date hereof in the conveyance and real property records of the Office of the Cook 
County Clerk. This Amending Agreement shall be recorded prior to any mortgage made in 
connection with lender financing involving the Property or, if one or more such mortgages exist, 
then a Subordination Agreement as set forth in the RA shall be executed and recorded. The 
Developer shall pay all fees and charges incurred in connection with any such recordings. Upon 
making the recordings, the Developer shall immediately transmit to the City executed originals 
of this Amending Agreement and the Subordination Agreement showing the dates and recording 
numbers of record.

WHEREAS, The City Council desires to authorize the Department of Planning and 
Development ("DPD") to allocate additional funding to 19 redevelopment project areas that 
are already reached under the SBIF Ordinance, with the amounts of Funding Authorized by 
this Ordinance, Funding Authorized by Previous Ordinances, and Total Funding Authorized 
by this Ordinance and Previous Ordinances for each such redevelopment project area set 
forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein; and 

WHEREAS, DPD also desires to amend the program rules for the Program 
("Program Rules") and other terms of the Program to improve the operation and 
effectiveness of the Program; and 

WHEREAS, The City Council, under the SBIF Ordinance, authorized DPD to enter into an 
agreement with SomerCor 504, Inc., an Illinois not-for-profit corporation ("SomerCor''), and 
DPD entered into such agreement on March 12, 2001, which agreement continues in full 
force and effect, as amended from time to time, pursuant to which SomerCor performs 
certain administrative services for the Program, and DPD now desires to further amend 
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that agreement by entering into a Sixty-Fourth Amending Agreement (the "Sixty-Fourth 
Amending Agreement") with SomerCor to: (a) increase the amount of grant funds available 
in various redevelopment project areas, as provided by this ordinance; (b) amend the 
Program Rules and other terms of the Program; and (c) authorize SomerCor to continue 
providing the same administrative services for the Program, which Sixty-Fourth Amending 
Agreement is set forth in more detail on Exhibit C, attached hereto and incorporated herein; 
and 

WHEREAS, The City's obligation to provide funds under the Sixty-Fourth Amending 
Agreement may be met through (i) incremental taxes from redevelopment project areas 
identified in this ordinance, as applicable; and/or (ii) any other funds legally available to the 
City for this purpose; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are expressly incorporated in and made a part of this 
ordinance as though fully set forth herein. 

SECTION 2. The Program Rules for the Program shall be amended and restated in the 
form attached hereto as Exhibit B and made a part hereof. 

SECTION 3. SomerCor is hereby authorized to continue to administer the Program, 
subject to the supervision of DPD. 

SECTION 4. The Commissioner of Planning and Development or a designee are each 
hereby authorized, with the approval of the City's Corporation Counsel as to legal form, to 
negotiate, execute and deliver the Sixty-Fourth Amending Agreement between SomerCor 
and the City substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit C and made a part hereof, 
and such other supporting documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with 
the provisions of the Sixty-Fourth Amending Agreement, with such changes, deletions and 
insertions as shall be approved by the persons executing the Sixty-Fourth Amending 
Agreement. 

SECTION 5. To the extent that any ordinance, resolution, rule, order or provision of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago, or part thereof, is in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance, 
the provisions of this ordinance shall control. All sections of the SBIF Ordinance in conflict 
with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. If any section, 
paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be held invalid, the invalidity of such 
section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the other provisions of this 
ordinance. 

SECTION 6. This ordinance shall be effective as of the date of its passage and approval.

City Of Chicago 
Department Of Planning And Development 
Small Business Improvement Fund (SBIF) 

Program Rules. 

11711 

The City of Chicago's Small Business Improvement Fund is a TIF program which will 
reimburse building owners or tenants, as applicable, for eligible investments which preserve 
building stock, improve neighborhood appearance or economic value, and enable businesses 
to stay in the neighborhood, remain competitive, or even expand within the TIF District. 

Funding. 

Grants only, in the form of reimbursement, to the person or legal entity who incurred 
the costs of the eligible improvements. 

Each Property shall be eligible to receive the Maximum Program Assistance no more 
than every three years. "Property" shall mean: (1) a building regardless of whether it 
has multiple addresses or permanent index numbers ("PINs"); and/or (2) contiguous 
parcels under Common Ownership, regardless of whether they have multiple 
addresses or PINs. A building or multiple parcels under Common Ownership shall 
mean having an ownership interest by the same person or legal entity of 7.5 percent 
or more. 

Appl icants whose eligibility is established by being Industrial businesses currently 
employing a maximum of two hundred (200) full-time equivalent employees under 
the Eligible Applicant requirements are entitled to funding up to 50 percent of eligible 
costs. 

Applicants whose eligibility is established by the Net Worth Requirements under the 
Eligible Applicant requirements are entitled to funding in the following manner: 

a. up to ninety percent (90%) of eligible costs if the Applicant demonstrates a 
net worth less than $3,000,000. 

b. up to sixty percent (60%) of eligible costs if the Applicant demonstrates a net 
worth equal to or greater than $3,000,000, but less than $6,000,000. 

c. up to thirty percent (30%) of eligible costs if the Applicant demonstrates a net 
worth equal to or greater than $6,000,000, but less than $9,000,000. 
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Applicants whose eligibility is established by the Annual Sales Requirement under 
the Eligible Applicant requirements are entitled to funding in the following manner: 

a. up to ninety percent (90%) of eligible costs if the Applicant demonstrates 
annual sales totaling less than $3,000,000. 

b. up to sixty percent (60%) of eligible costs if the Applicant demonstrates 
annual sales totaling equal to or greater than $3,000,000, but less than 
$6,000,000. 

c. up to thirty percent (30%) of eligible costs if the Applicant demonstrates 
annual sales totaling equal to or greater than $6,000,000, but less than 
$9,000,000. 

The Maximum Program Assistance shall be: (i) less than Two Hundred and 
Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) maximum assistance per industrial Property; 
(ii) less than Two Hundred and Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) maximum 
assistance per industrial Property occupied by multiple owners or tenants, 
provided that no individual Applicant shall receive assistance greater than 
One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000); (iii) less than One Hundred and Fifty 
Thousand Dollars ($150,000) maximum assistance per commercial Property 
occupied by a single owner or tenant; or (iv) less than Two Hundred and 
Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) maximum assistance per commercial Property 
occupied by multiple owners or tenants, provided that no individual Applicant shall 
receive assistance greater than Seventy-five Thousand Dollars ($75,000). 
Applicants may receive one or more grants up to the Maximum Program Assistance. 
Once an Applicant has received the Maximum Program Assistance, the Applicant 
shall not be eligible to reapply for another Program grant for the same Property until 
three years from the date on which it receives final payment for the preceding 
Program grant(s), provided it has met DPD's guidelines and procedures regarding 
re-application. Applicants who have received a Program grant for one Property shall 
not be excluded from applying for Program grants for another Property. 

Applicants selected by lottery; a waiting-list will be created, if needed. Any 
waiting-list created on or after April 24, 2012 shall expire two (2) years after the date 
of its creation. Any applicants placed on the waiting-list shall remain on the list until 
the waiting-list expires, they receive a grant, withdraw from the waiting-list, or are 
otherwise determined to no longer be eligible under the Program to receive a grant. 
Applicants for a Property located in an "INVEST South/West Corridor" shall be given 
priority for funding and the lottery, unless the City's INVEST South/West program 
has been terminated . Applicants for a Property located in a "Target Corridor" shall 
be second in priority for funding and the lottery. The remaining Applicants shall be 
provided funding, if available, and placed on the waitlist, if applicable, after 
Applicants in the INVEST South/West Corridors and the Target Corridors.

The maximum grant any Property would be eligible to receive under the Program 
shall be reduced dollar for dollar by (i) any Direct City Financial Assistance from any 
other program for the Property within three (3) years before the date of the 
application, (ii) any Direct City Financial Assistance currently being received for such 
Property, or (iii) any Direct City Financial Assistance that the City has agreed to 
provide to such Property at any time in the future pursuant to a written contract 
(except for "gap" financing for the Project that is disclosed at the time the Application 
is first filed) . "Direct City Financial Assistance" shall mean financial assistance 
directly provided by the City, but shall not include any funds received pursuant to a 
contract for goods and services, a Delegate Agency Grant Agreement, or the 
"TIF Works" Program. 

All applicants for commercial properties who are approved for a grant of $25,000 or 
greater shall be required to make at least one exterior improvement using at least 
ten percent ( 10%) of the maximum amount of their approved grant, including but not 
limited to, facade repair, windows and doors, and other exterior improvements 
eligible under the Program subject to DPD approval ; provided that, at DPD's sole 
discretion such requirement may be waived if the applicant can demonstrate to 
DPD's satisfaction that no exterior improvements are needed because 
improvements have been recently completed or the exterior features of the building 
have been well-maintained and are consistent with DPD's Design Guidelines. 

SBIF applications and SBIF grants are non-transferrable between Applicants and/or 
Properties. Potential Applicants who wish to apply for SBIF funds for more than one 
Property must submit separate applications for each Property. 

Eligible Applicants. 

Property owners that have an ownership interest in a commercial business, located 
on the property to be improved, with a maximum average annual sales of 
Nine Million Dollars ($9,000,000) for the past three (3) years, or a business plan for 
a new business showing the same level of projected maximum average annual sales 
for three (3) years (the "Annual Sales Requirement"). Property owners that would 
otherwise be evaluated for eligibility under the Annual Sales Requirement but lease 
any part of the property to one or more entities in which they do not have an 
ownership interest are to be evaluated for eligibility under the Net Worth 
Requirement (defined herein) . 

Industrial businesses currently employing a maximum of two hundred (200) full-time 
equivalent employees. Property owners of industrial businesses currently employing 
a maximum of two hundred (200) full-time employees. Property owners that would 
otherwise be evaluated for eligibility under this paragraph, but lease more than 
50 percent of the property to one or more entities in which they do not have 
an ownership interest are to be evaluated for eligibility under the Net Worth 
Requirement (defined herein). 
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Property owners who conform to maximum net worth and liquidity requirements (total 
net worth of no more than Nine Million Dollars ($9,000,000) , and total liquidity of no 
more than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000)) per individual owner or 
entity, and who lease space to eligible commercial or industrial tenants. 

Tenants that meet the Annual Sales Requirement, have a leasehold interest in the 
property they would like to improve pursuant to a lease agreement with the property 
owner and have express prior property owner approval to make specific 
improvements. The property owner's eligibility will not be a requirement for the 
Tenant's eligibility. 

Qualified building owners who seek to attract eligible new commercial or industrial 
tenants to vacant space. 

Businesses which are Not eligible include, but may not be limited to: national chain 
businesses and franchise businesses (as defined by DPD); branch banks; day labor 
employment agencies; currency exchanges; pay day or title secured loan stores; 
pawn shops; fortune telling services; liquor stores, taverns, bars, (except pursuant 
to the rules stated below); hotels or motels; adult uses; private clubs; not-for-profit 
social clubs; not-for-profit organizations that have a national affiliation; start-up 
banquet halls (i .e., been in business for less than one calendar year) ; track wagering 
facilities ; K-12 schools; gas stations; firearms dealers; firearms ranges; places of 
worship; smoke shops/cigar lounges; tobacco dealers, including sales of tobacco, 
nicotine, or similar products and accessories; residential storage warehouses; 
trailer-storage yards; and junk yards, or any uses similar to those listed. 

Not-for-profit organizations that are not of the types listed above as not being eligible 
for SBIF funding may apply for grants. Eligibility criteria and rules are the same for 
not-for-profit organizations and for-profit organizations, except for the documents 
required to determine eligibility. For not-for-profit organizations, revenues will be 
reviewed using tax returns and income statements. Net worth and liquidity will be 
reviewed using the organization 's balance and bank statements. Restricted grants 
and income unrelated to the Property will be considered to determine the 
organization 's net worth and liquidity including, but not limited to, residential rents , 
memberships, donations, grants, and ticket sales. In place of business or 
Property owners, checks will be performed on the members of the board of directors 
of not-for-profit applicants to ensure that they are not indebted to the City and that 
they are in compliance with child support laws. DPD reserves the right, in its 
discretion, to ask for additional or different documentation than listed above to 
determine the eligibility of a not-for-profit organization. 

Religious organizations that operate an industrial or commercial business may be 
eligible for a Program grant provided that an authorized officer signs an affidavit 
stating that: (a) the room or space that the SBIF funds will be used to acquire, 
improve or rehabilitate is not its primary place of worship; (b) SBIF funds will be used 
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only for those portions of the acquisition, improvement or rehabilitation of the 
premises that are attributable to business activities described in its application; and 
(c) if in the future it uses the premise for inherently religious activities it will reimburse 
the City for the present value of the improvements, in an amount not to exceed the 
grant of SBIF funds. 

DPD, in its sole discretion, may deny new applications on the basis of past 
experience with the Applicant or Property involving misrepresentation, 
noncompliance with the requirements of the Program, or similar issues. Additionally, 
in the event of a major change to a project, such as a change in construction plans, 
unforeseen damage to the building, or, for start-up businesses, a change in the 
business plan, DPD may remove the project from the Program in its sole discretion. 

Rules for Taverns and Bars: Taverns and bars shall be defined as those businesses 
holding a "Tavern License" as defined by Chapter 4-60 of the Municipal Code of 
Chicago. An Applicant that is a bar or tavern at the time its Application is submitted 
and has held a valid license as such and been in business under said license for a 
minimum of two calendar years, may be approved by DPD to receive a grant under 
the Program. An Applicant, at the time its Application is submitted, that has not held 
a tavern license and been in business as a tavern/bar for at least two calendar years 
shall not be eligible for funding under the Program, including any Applicant that has 
purchased a Tavern License. As part of its application, each Applicant shall list its 
full and complete legal business name and any "OBA" names, its operating address, 
and beginning date of business or tavern license ownership. DPD will provide each 
Application to the City's Department of Business Affairs and Consumer Protection 
("BACP") to vet each Applicant in regard to pending license discipline cases and 
community meetings for public nuisance issues. After such vetting, DPD, in 
consultation with BACP, will determine whether each Applicant is designated as 
eligible for funding under the Program. DPD's determination shall be made in its sole 
discretion and shall be final. 

Property owned or leased by any local, state or federal government entity including, 
but not limited to, the City of Chicago, the Chicago Housing Authority, the Chicago 
Public Schools, the Chicago Park District, etc., and any tenants of such property, is 
not eligible to receive SBIF funding. 

City of Chicago employees and elected officials, if otherwise eligible to receive 
SBIF funding under the SBIF Ordinance, may not receive more than $1,000 per 
calendar year from the SBIF Program unless either the Commissioner of 
Planning and Development or Commissioner of Housing designate such employees 
or officials as "eligible", or the City Council adopts an ordinance exempting 
City employees and officials from this restriction . 

No owner or tenant of a Property shall be eligible to apply to the SBIF Program or 
receive a Program grant if there are Lis Pendens, pending litigation, or a code 
enforcement action affecting the title to the Property or the viability of the proposed 
project, or if there are current injunctions, foreclosure actions, or liens, including but 
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not limited to mechanic's liens, tax liens or judgment liens, recorded against the 
Property. For any application received on or after October 16, 2022, DPD may 
determine such Property eligible in its sole discretion for any foreclosures or 
delinquent payments. DPD's determination shall be final. 

Vacant Property. 

Funding for vacant properties will require one hundred percent (100%) lease-up of ground 
floor, the portion of the property subject to the SBIF grant with a qualified tenant, and a 
minimum sixty percent (60%) by square footage lease-up of the portion of the property 
subject to the SBIF grant, prior to funding. 

Eligible Costs. 

Any TIF-eligible improvement which permits a building owner to attract new commercial 
or industrial tenants, allows an eligible business owner to maintain or expand operations, or 
contributes to the improved appearance and viability of a property may be funded by the 
Program. This includes, at DPD's discretion, funding for the rehabilitation , remodeling or 
renovation of improvements including, but not limited to, the following : 

roof and facade; 

components of signs or awnings which are permanently affixed to the building; 

alterations or structures needed for ADA compliance (e.g ., railings or ramps) ; 

HVAC and other mechanical systems; 

plumbing and electrical work; 

certain project-related architectural and construction management fees related to the 
project; 

the purchase of adjacent land parcels for purposes of expansion or parking; 

solar panels 

the cost of an energy audit that recommends measures to improve the energy 
efficiency of a building may be included as a rehabilitation cost to the extent that: 

(a) the building renovations undertaken pursuant to such recommendation 
promote energy efficiency and resource conservation (e.g., the installation of 
low-flow plumbing fixtures or energy-efficient HVAC systems, the use of 
building materials made with a high degree of recycled content or renewable 
or non-toxic substances, installation of energy efficient lighting systems); and 
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(b) the cost of the energy audit does not exceed 10 percent of the project budget; 

permanent interior renovations, including fixtures; and 

environmental remediation inside, under, or directly adjacent to a building 
undergoing a SB IF-funded renovation project if the remediation is directly related to 
the renovation project. 

The following items are not eligible for reimbursement, and therefore will not be counted 
toward total project cost (this is not an exhaustive list) : 

new construction; 

minor repairs or improvements such as painting or cleaning; 

equipment-related expenses; 

planters surrounding or affixed to buildings; 

outdoor dining or drinking areas including roof decks, beer gardens, outdoor patios, 
balconies, awnings, porches, and decks; 

fencing including pergolas, trellises, arbors, privacy screens, and similar structures; 

parking lot construction or repair; 

landscaping; 

work on the interior of residential units; and 

work, in DPD's sole determination, that is not consistent with the goals of this 
Program or the redevelopment priorities of the relevant TIF area, including, 
projects that do not conform with the uses and goals defined in the governing 
Redevelopment Plan for the relevant TIF area. 

Energy Efficiency Requirement. 

All industrial applicants shall be required to purchase products that earn the Energy Star 
and meet the Energy Star specifications for energy efficiency. The applicant is encouraged 
to visit energystar.gov for complete product specifications and updated lists of qualifying 
products. 
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Design Requirements. 

In order to receive funding, projects must conform to design requirements including 
meeting DPD's Design Guidelines, when applicable. Projects shall also comply with any 
applicable design guidelines and additional neighborhood requirements as described in 
guidelines, style guides, community plans and other planning documents associated with 
the TIF area and neighborhood in which the Property is located. Applicants are strongly 
advised to consult with SomerCor and design professionals on design requirements and 
guidelines before drawing up plans for work. Work which is potentially damaging to the 
building, such as use of incorrect tuckpointing materials, will not be reimbursed. Plans must 
be submitted to SomerCor for design approval prior to beginning construction, or the project 
will be automatically disqualified. DPD will work with applicants on mutually-agreeable 
design changes and/or enhancements to their projects. 

Compliance. 

Checks will be performed on all applicants prior to project approval to ensure that 
they are not indebted to the City and that they are in compliance with child support 
laws. Any Applicant who enters into a payment plan with the City for its debts shall 
be in compliance with its plan in order to receive any reimbursements, including 
when the Project is completed . 

Applicants must obtain all permits required for project completion prior to 
commencing construction and must provide proof of permits or permit applications 
to SomerCor within 120 days of being approved for a SBIF grant. 

In cases where no person or legal entity has ownership of 7.5 percent or more of the 
business or property, all owners/entities must provide personal financial information 
to SomerCor to ensure that they are not indebted to the City and that they are in 
compliance with child support laws. 

Commercial landlords must have 100 percent of the ground floor subject to the 
SBIF grant and a minimum of 60 percent of the building square footage subject to 
the SBIF grant leased before reimbursement may be made, subject to DPD's 
discretion. 

Each applicant will sign an Economic Disclosure Affidavit. 

Grantees will be required to sign an affidavit certifying that they will maintain an 
active licensed business in the Property and will not relocate , sell the Property (if 
applicable), or sell the business or Property ownership entity (as applicable) within 
a three (3) year period following disbursement of funds under the Program. In 
the event of vacancy, relocation, or sale of the property or business during the 
three (3) year compliance period, the Grantee shall reimburse the City of Chicago 
for the full amount of the SBIF grant. This will be monitored.

In cases of SBIF reimbursement for land purchase, proof of land ownership will be 
required before reimbursement may be made. 

Time Limits. 

Each stage of the program has a time limit by which Applicants must complete the 
requirements. Each stage must be completed before the application may move to the next 
stage. Unless SomerCor or DPD has granted an extension of time, Applicants who do not 
complete each stage by the stated deadline will be disqualified. 

Stage 1 -- Applicant Eligibility Review -- Applicant responds to request to determine 
eligibility and supplies any missing information to complete their application: 
twenty (20) days. Applicants must provide proof of site control for the project 
property, including a deed or executed lease agreement, by the deadline to complete 
Stage 1 of the application, subject to DPD's discretion. 

Stage 2 -- Project Eligibility Review -- Plans, bids, and specs, are obtained, debts 
are cured: one hundred twenty (120) days. 

Stage 3 -- Project Approval and Construction -- Construction is completed or land is 
purchased: ten (10) months. 

Stage 3.4 -- Proof of Financing and proof of permit or permit application (concurrent 
with 10-month construction phase). Applicant provides evidence to the satisfaction 
of DPD within one hundred twenty ( 120) days following the date of the commitment 
letter that it has sufficient funds and a permit or permit application to complete the 
approved project. Evidence of financing may include, but is not limited to, proof of 
commitment from a financial institution for a loan or line of credit or financial 
statements that demonstrate that the applicant currently has sufficient equity to 
complete the project, at least 50 percent of the funds needed to cover total project 
costs. Evidence of permits includes proof of permits or permit applications. 

A maximum of two (2) extensions may be granted with DPD approval in the case of 
unavoidable delay due to extraordinary circumstances. DPD (not SomerCor) also may on a 
case-by-case basis grant a Grant-Eligible Application an additional amount of time to 
complete any Program requirement. In such case, DPD shall have discretion to determine 
the appropriate length of the extension. 

Technical Assistance. 

Grantees will have access to technical assistance to aid them in selecting 
contractors, obtaining bids, and drawing up proper work contracts. 

Grantees are not permitted to act as their own General Contractor. 
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Minority/Women-Owned Businesses (M/WBE). 

A directory of City of Chicago certified M/WBE contractors will be provided to all eligible 
applicants to encourage the hiring of such contractors under the Program. 

Effective Date Of Program Rules. 

These Program Rules shall be applicable to all projects that apply for funding on or after 
~------' 2024][Date of adoption of 64th Amending Ordinance] . Applications 
received prior to this date shall be governed by the version of the Program Rules applicable 
on the date the application was submitted for such project.

Sixty-Fourth Amending Agreement To Administrative Services Agreement. 

This Sixty-Fourth Amending Agreement to Administrative Services Agreement (the 
"Agreement") is made this __ day of _______ , 2024, by and between the City 
of Chicago, a municipal corporation and home rule unit of local government existing under 
the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois (the "City"), acting through its Department of 
Planning and Development ("DPD"), and SomerCor 504, Inc. , an Illinois not-for-profit 
corporation ("SomerCor") whose office address is 601 South LaSalle Street, Suite 510, 
Chicago, Illinois 60605. 

Whereas, The City is authorized under the provisions of the Tax Increment Allocation 
Redevelopment Act, 65 I LCS 5/11-7 4.4-1, et seq., as amended from time to time (the "Act"), 
to finance projects that eradicate blighted conditions and conservation area factors through 
the use of tax increment allocation financing for redevelopment projects; and 

Whereas, By ordinances adopted by the City Council of the City on July 21 , 1999 and on 
November 8, 2000, and published in the Journal of the Proceedings of the City Council 
of the City of Chicago for said dates at pages 8307 to 8344, inclusive, and 
pages 43877 -- 43930, inclusive, respectively (the "SBIF Ordinances"), the City 
implemented and amended a redevelopment program known as the Small Business 
Improvement Fund program (the "SBIF Program") to provide financing assistance pursuant 
to the Act for the improvement of commercial and industrial facilities of small businesses in 
certain redevelopment project areas ("TIF Areas") in the City; and 

Whereas, The City Council, under the SBIF Ordinances, authorized DPD to enter into 
agreements with SomerCor, and DPD and SomerCor entered into one agreement on 
September 22, 1999 ("First SomerCor Agreement") and another agreement on 
March 12, 2001 ("Second SomerCor Agreement"), to administer the SBIF Programs on 
behalf of the City; and 
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Whereas, In multiple ordinances adopted by the City Council , the most recent of which 
was adopted on _______ , 2024 and published in the Journal of the Proceedings 
of the City Council of the City of Chicago for said date at pages ___ through __ _ 
inclusive (the "Sixty-Fourth Amending Ordinance"), the City Council authorized DPD to enter 
into agreements amending the First SomerCor Agreement and the Second SomerCor 
Agreement with SomerCor to make various changes to the administration of the 
SBIF Program; and 

Whereas, The Sixty-Fourth Amending Ordinance authorized DPD to enter into an 
agreement with SomerCor to allocate additional funding to 19 existing areas, and amend 
some of the rules and requirements of the SBIF Program, and DPD and SomerCor now 
desire to enter into such an agreement, which will amend the Second SomerCor Agreement 
(the "Sixty-Fourth Amending Agreement"); 

Now, Therefore, In consideration of the mutual promises and covenants set forth below, 
the parties hereto agree as follows: 

Article I. 

Incorporation And Recitals. 

The recitals set forth above are incorporated by reference as if fully set forth herein. 

Article II. 

Reaffirmation Of Representations, Warranties And Covenants. 

SomerCor reaffirms each and every representation, warranty and covenant made in 
Article Ill of the Second SomerCor Agreement. SomerCor reaffirms that it has insurance in 
force that conforms to the requirements of Section 4.8 of the Second SomerCor Agreement. 

Article Ill. 

Amendments To Second SomerCor Agreement. 

1. The Second SomerCor Agreement, as amended, is further amended, as follows: 

(a) Substitute the entire text of Exhibit 1 regarding Program Rules with the text contained 
in Exhibit B attached to the Sixty-Fourth Amending Ordinance. 
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(b) Section 4.11 of the Agreement is amended by inserting the text underscored, and 
by deleting the text struck through, as follows: 

"Section 4.11. Special Rules Applicable to the LaSalle/Central Area. 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement or the Program Rules, the 
parties agree that the following rules shall apply to the implementation of the Program 
in the LaSalle/Central Area ("Special LaSalle/Central Rules"): 

(a) In order to be eligible for Grant Funds, a Property must be located within 
the LaSalle Street -- Court Place to Van Buren Target Corridor, as shown on 
(Sub)Exhibit 8.13 to Exhibit 8 (Target Corridors) of this Agreement. 

(b) The Maximum Program Assistance shall be no greater than $250,000 per 
Project and no greater than $1,000,000 per Property. 

(c) The Maximum Program Assistance may be increased by $50,000 for an 
Applicant that is expanding from a "Qualifying Low- or Moderate-Income 
Neighborhood" identified in Exhibit 9 of this Agreement. 

(d) An Applicant is eligible for reimbursement of up to 90 percent of 
Eligible Costs incurred for the Project, in an amount not to exceed the Maximum 
Program Assistance. 

(e) There shall be no limits on the Net Worth, Liquidity or Annual Sales for 
Applicants . 

(f) Only improvements (interior or exterior) on the ground floor or in the great hall 
(if applicable) of a building will be eligible for reimbursement. 

(g) Projects that expand above or below from the ground floor or great hall may be 
considered for funding in DPD's sole discretion -- for example, a second level dining 
room or basement level restrooms of a restaurant on the ground floor may be 
considered for funding under these rules. 

W Taverns, bars and any other businesses holding a "Tavern License" as defined 
by Chapter 4 60 of the Municipal Code of Chicago shall not be eligible for Grant Funds. 

~ {h). For an Applicant that is the Property owner to be eligible for reimbursement, 
100 percent of the ground floor of the Project must be leased. 

ffi ill No Property is eligible to receive Grant Funds under the Program if the 
Property has received (i) any Direct City Financial Assistance (as defined in the 
Program Rules) from the City for the Property within three (3) years before the date of 
an application, (ii) any Direct City Financial Assistance currently being provided to 
such Property, or (iii) any Direct City Financial Assistance that the City has agreed to 
provide to such Property at any time in the future pursuant to a written contract. 

Will All other rules and requirements of the Program not in conflict with these 
Special LaSalle/Central Rules shall apply to all applications received for Grant Funds 
in the LaSalle/Central Area." 
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(c) Amend the text in Exhibit 5 thereof increasing the maximum funds available for the 
TIF Areas included in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and incorporated herein, which maximum 
includes previously-allocated funds and additional funding authorized by the Sixty-Fourth 
Amending Ordinance. 

(d) Substitute the following for each occurrence of "Two Hundred Eighty-two Million 
Five Hundred and Thirty-five Thousand Dollars ($282,535,000)" in Section 4.2 thereof: 

"Two Hundred Ninety-nine Million and Thirty-five Thousand Dollars ($299,035,000)" 

Except as set forth herein, the Agreement is not amended. 

Article IV. 

Obligation To Provide Documents. 

SomerCor shall execute and deliver to DPD such documents as may be required by the 
Corporation Counsel of the City to evidence SomerCor's participation in the Program, 
including, but not limited to, an opinion of counsel in substantially the form of (Sub)Exhibit 1 
attached hereto and incorporated herein, and the City's current form of Economic Disclosure 
Statement.

We have acted as counsel for SomerCor 504, Inc., an Illinois not-for-profit corporation 
("SomerCor"), in connection with the execution and delivery of the Agreement by and 
between SomerCor and the City of Chicago, acting by and through its Department of 
Planning and Development (the "City"). SomerCor has requested that this opinion be 
furnished to the City.

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WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City") is a home rule unit of government under 
Section 6(a), Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois authorized to exercise 
any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The Cook County Board of Commissioners has enacted the Cook County 
Tax Incentive Ordinance, Classification System for Assessment, as amended from time to 
time (the "County Ordinance"), which provides for, among other things, real estate tax 
incentives to property owners who build, rehabilitate, enhance, and occupy property which 
is located within Cook County, Illinois, and which is used primarily for industrial purposes; 
and 

WHEREAS, The City, consistent with the County Ordinance, wishes to induce industry to 
locate and expand in the City by supporting financial incentives in the form of property tax 
relief; and 

WHEREAS, 272 North California LLC, an Illinois limited liability company (the "Applicant"), 
owns certain real estate located generally at 272 North California Avenue, Chicago, Illinois 
60612, as further described on Exhibit A hereto (the "Subject Property"); and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant will lease certain space within the Subject Property to Direction 
Promo, Inc., doing business as Direction Tour Marketing and Chicago Printworks, a print 
shop, and to Thomas Livings LLC, doing business as Studio inHaus, a 3D rendering studio 
(collectively, the "Tenants"); and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant intends to substantially rehabilitate an approximately 
5, 700-square-foot industrial facility located on the Subject Property; and 

WHEREAS, The redevelopment objective of the City in connection with the Subject 
Property is to enhance the character of real estate in the City and Cook County; contribute 
to the long-term growth in the level of economic activity and employment opportunities in 
the City and Cook County; contribute to the long-term growth of Cook County's tax base; 
and to provide greater tax revenues to the City and Cook County by increasing economic 
activity at the Subject Property; and 

WHEREAS, It is intended that the Tenants will use the Subject Property for office and 
industrial purposes; and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant has filed an eligibility application for a Class 6(b) tax incentive 
under the County Ordinance with the Office of the Assessor of Cook County (the 
"Assessor''); and 

WHEREAS, The Subject Property is located within: (i) the Chicago Empowerment Zone 
( created pursuant to Title XI 11 of the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1993 (Public Law 
103-66)); (ii) City of Chicago Enterprise Zone Number 4 (created pursuant to the 
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Illinois Enterprise Zone Act, 20 ILCS 665/1, et seq., as amended, and pursuant to an 
ordinance enacted by the City Council of the City, as amended) ; and (iii) the Kinzie Industrial 
ConseNation Area Redevelopment Project Area (created pursuant to the Illinois Tax 
Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-1, et seq., as amended, and 
pursuant to an ordinance enacted by the City Council of the City), and the purposes of the 
Chicago Empowerment Zone, Enterprise Zones and Redevelopment Project Areas are also 
to provide certain incentives in order to stimulate economic activity and to revitalize 
depressed areas; and 

WHEREAS, It is the responsibility of the Assessor to determine that an application for a 
Class 6(b) classification or renewal of a Class 6(b) classification is eligible pursuant to the 
County Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, The County Ordinance requires that, in connection with the filing of a 
Class 6(b) eligibility application with the Assessor, the applicant must obtain from the 
municipality in which such real estate that is proposed for Class 6(b) classification is located 
an ordinance expressly stating, among other things, that the municipality has determined 
that the incentive provided by the Class 6(b) classification is necessary for development to 
occur on such real estate and that the municipality supports and consents to the Class 6(b) 
classification by the Assessor; and 

WHEREAS, The intended use of the Subject Property will provide significant present and 
future employment; and 

WHEREAS, Notwithstanding the Class 6(b) classification of the Subject Property, the 
redevelopment and utilization thereof will generate significant new revenues to the City in 
the form of additional real estate taxes and other tax revenues; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are hereby expressly incorporated as if fully set forth 
herein. 

SECTION 2. The City hereby determines that the incentive provided by the Class 6(b) 
classification is necessary for the development to occur on the Subject Property. 

SECTION 3. The City supports and consents to the Class 6(b) classification by the 
Assessor with respect to the Subject Property. 

SECTION 4. The Economic Disclosure Statement, as defined in the County Ordinance, 
has been received and filed by the City. 
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SECTION 5. The Clerk of the City of Chicago is authorized to and shall send a certified 
copy of this ordinance to the Assessor, and a certified copy of this ordinance may be 
included with the Class 6(b) eligibility application filed with the Assessor by the Applicant, 
as applicant, in accordance with the County Ordinance. 

SECTION 6. The Commissioner of the City's Department of Planning and Development 
(the "Commissioner") or a designee of the Commissioner are each hereby authorized, with 
the approval of the City's Corporation Counsel, to negotiate, execute and deliver a 
redevelopment agreement between the Applicant and the City substantially in the form 
attached hereto as Exhibit B and made a part hereof (the "Redevelopment Agreement"), 
and such other supporting documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with 
the provisions of the Redevelopment Agreement, with such changes, deletions and 
insertions as shall be approved by the persons executing the Redevelopment Agreement. 

SECTION 7. This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.

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SECTION 1. RECITALS 

A. Constitutional Authority. As a home rule unit of government under Section 6(a), Article· 

VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois (the "State"), the City has the power to regulate for the 
protection of the public health, safety, morals and welfare of its inhabitants, and pursuant thereto, has 
the power to encourage private development in order to enhance the local tax base, create employment 
opportunities and to enter into contractual agreements with private parties in order to achi~ve these 
goals. 

B. Cook County Authority. The Cook County Board of Commissioners has enacted under 
Chapter 74, Article II of the Cook County Code of Ordinances, the Cook County Tax Incentive Ordinance, 
Classification System for Assessment, as amended from time to time (the 11County Tax Incentive 
Ordinance"), which provides for, among other things, real estate tax incentives to property owners who 
build, rehabilitate, enhance and occupy property which is located within Cook County, Illinois and which 
is used primarily for industrial purposes. 

C. Municipal Code Requirements. The City is required under Section 2-45-160 of the 

Municipal Code of the City of Chicago, as amended from time to time (the "Municipal Code"), to enter 
into a redevelopment agreement with each applicant seeking City approval of a tax incentive classification 
filed on or after November 1, 2020. The City may seek revocation of certain Cook County tax incentives 
under Section 2-45-165 of the Municipal Code for various reasons~ includ;ng the failure of an applicant to 
comply with the requirements of a redevelopment agreement. 

D. City Council Authority. On the Ordinance Date, the City Council of the City (the .. City 

Council") adopted an ordinance consenting to the Developer's application for a Tax Incentive (as defined 
herein) and autl:lorized the Commissioner of DPD to enter into this Agreement (the "City Ordinance''). 

Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, and 
for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, 
the parties hereto agree as follows: 

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS 

For purposes of this Agreement, in addition to the terms defined in the table headed "Project 

Information", the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below: 

"Affiliate" shall mean any person or entity directly or indirectly controlling, controlled by or under 
common control with the Developer. 

"Annual Compliance Report" shall mean a signed report from Developer to the City in substantially 
the form attached as Exhibit D to this•Agreement. 

"Application" shall mean that certain application that Developer submitted to the City s~eking the 

City's consent to the Tax Incentive. 
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"Certificate" shall mean the Certificate of Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation. 

"City Council" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Closing Date" shall mean the date of execution and delivery of this Agreement by all parties 
hereto, which shall be deemed to be the date appearing in the first paragraph of this Agreement. 

"Compliance Period" shall mean that period beginning on the Closing Date and ending upon the 
expiration of the Term of the Agreement. 

"Corporation Counsel" shall mean the City's Department of Law. 

"EDS" shall mean the City's Economic Disclosure Statement and Affidavit, on the City's then­
current form. 

"Environmental Laws" shall mean any and all federal, state or local statutes, laws, regulations, 
ordinances, codes, rules, orders, licenses, judgments, decrees or requirements relating to public health 
and safety and the environment now or hereafter in force, as amended and hereafter amended, including 
but not limited to (i) the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (42 

U.S.C. Section 9601 et seq.); (ii) any so-called "Superfund" or "Superlien" law; (iii) the Hazardous Materials 
Transportation Act (49 U.S.C. Section 1802 et seq.); (iv) the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act {42 
U.S.C. Section 6902 et seq.); (v) the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. Section 7401 et seq.); (vi) the Clean Water Act 
(33 U.S.C. Section 1251 et seq.); (vii) the Toxic Substances Control Act (15 U.S.C. Section 2601 et seq.);

"MBE/WBE Program'' shall have the meaning set forth in Exhibit E hereof. 

"Municipal Code" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals. 

"Non-Governmental Charges" shall mean all non-governmental charges, liens, claims, or 
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:enclJn,brances relating to Developer, the Property or the Project. 

"Occupancy Covenant" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 6.04 hereof.

"Title Policy" shall mean a title insurance policy in the mqst recently revised A~TA or equivalent 
form showing the Developer as the insured, and noting the· recording of. this _Agreement as an 
encumbrance against the Property issued by a title company. 

"WARN Act" shall mean the Worker Adjustmentand Retraining Notificatiqn Act (29 U.S.C. Section 
2101 et seq:). 

"WBE{s)" shall mean a business, identified in the Director,y of Certified Women Business 
Enterprises published by the Cityis Department of Procurement' Services, or otherwise certified by the 
City's Department of Procurement Services as a women-owned ·business enterprise, related to the 
Procurement Program or the Construction Program, as applicable. 

SECTION 3. THE PROJECT 

3.01 Project Completion·. With respect to the rehabilitation and construction of the Project, 
Developer shall: (i) commence construction no later than th~ Commen~ement Date, and {ii) complete 
construction and conduct operations therein no later than the Completion Date. 

3;02 Project Budget. Developer ·has Jurnished to DPD as. part of the Application, and DPD has 
approved, the Project Budget showing total cos.ts for the Projectin an amount not less than ~he Minimum 
'Project Investment. 

3.03' Other Approvals. Developer shall not commence. construction of the 'Project until 
Developer has obtained·all necessary permits and approvals. 

3.04 Change Orders'. Exc~pt as provided below in this Section .3.04, all Change Orders (and 
documentation substantiating the .need and identifying the source offunding therefor) relating to.changes 
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to the Project must be submitted by Developer to DPD as necessary; provided, that any Change Order 
relating to any of the following must be submitted by Developer to DPD for DP D's prior written approval: 
(a) a reduction in the gross or net square footage of the Facility by five percent (5%) or more; {b) a change 
in the use of the Property or Facility to a use other than the Project; (c) a delay in the completion of the 
Project by more than one hundred and eighty (180) days; (d) any reduction in the Minimum Project 
Investment; or (e) any reduction in the MBE/WBE Budget. Developer shall not authorize or permit the 
performance of any work relating ~o any Change Order or the furnishing of rna_terials in connection 
therewith prior to the receipt by Developer of DPD's written approval (to the extent said City prior 
approval is required pursuant to the terms of this Agreement). 

3.05 Signs and Public Relations. At the request of DPD, Developer shall erect a sign of size and 
style approved by the City in a conspicuous location on the Property during the Prqject, indicating the 

City's consent to the Tax Incentive. The City reserves the right to include the name, photograph, artistic 
rendering 9f the Project and other pertinent information regarding Developer, the Property and the 
Project in the City's promotional literature and communications. 

SECTION 4. CONDITIONS PRECEDENT 

The Developer must satisfy the following conditions before the City will execute and deliver this 
Agreement, unless such conditions are waived in writing by the City: 

4.01 Project Budget. DPD must have approved the Project Budget, including the Minimum 
Project Investment, and the MBE/WBE Budget. 

4.02 Lease. If applicable, the Developer must have provided the City with a copy of a lease 
with Tenant evidencing that Tenant has leased the Property for a minimum term extending through the 
end of the Compliance Period. 

4.03 Economic Disclosure Statement. Developer shall provide to the City an EDS, dated as of 
the Closing Date, which is incorporated by reference, and Developer further will provide any other 
affidavits or certifications as may be required by federal, state or local law in the award of public contracts, 
all of which affidavits or certifications are incorporated by reference. 

4.04 Construction Compliance Informational Conference. Developer shall provide to the City 

a copy of the informational conference letter signed by DPD's construction and compliance division. 

SECTION 5. COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION OR REHABILITATION 

5.01 Certificate of Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation. Upon completion of the 
Project in accordance with the terms of this Agreement (and any requirements contained in the City 
Ordinance) and upon the Developer's written request, DPD shall issue to the Developer a Certificate of 
Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation (the "Certificate") in recordable form certifying that the 
Developer has fulfilled its obligation to complete the Project in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement. If the Developer has not fulfilled its obligation, DPD will issue a written statement detailing 
the measures which must be taken in order to obtain them. 
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DP.D may require a single inspection by an inspecting architect hired at the Developer's expense 
to confirm the completion of the Project. DPD shall make its best efforts to respond to Developer's written 
request for the Certificate within forty-five (45) days by issuing the Certificate or a written statement 
detailing the ways in which the Project does not conform to this Agreement or has not been satisfactorily 
completed, and the measures which must be taken by Developer in order to obtain the Certificate. 
Developer may resubmit a written request for the Certificate upon completion of such measures. 

The Developer acknowledges and understands that the City will not issue the Certificate, until the 
following conditions have been met: 

• Evidence certified to and acceptable to DPD of the Final Project Cost demonstrating that the 
Developer has completed the Project in accordance with this Agreement and the Application and 
that it has made the Minimum Project Investment; 

• Receipt of a Certificate of Occupancy or other evidence acceptable to DPD that the developer has 
complied with building permit requirements for Project; 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD that the Project is in compliance with the Operations Covenant and 
the Occupancy Covenant; 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD that the Developer, at its own expense, insured the Property in 
accordance with Exhibit C hereto, including Accord Form 27 certificates evidencing the required 
coverages; and 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD in the form of a closeout letter from DPD's Compliance and 
Monitoring division stating that the Developer is in complete compliance with all City 
Requirements (MBE/WBE, City Residency, and Prevailing Wage), as defined in Exhibit E. 

5.02 Continuing Obligations. The Certificate relates only to the respective performance of the 
work associated with the Project improvements. After the_ issuance of the Certificate, however, all 
executory terms and conditions of this Agreement and all representations and covenants contained herein 
unrelated to such work will remain in effect throughout the Term of the Agreement as to the parties 
described in the following paragraph, and the issuance of the Certificate shall not be construed as a waiver 
by the City of any of its rights and remedies pursuant to such executory terms. 

Those covenants specifically described at Sections 6.02, 6.03, 6.04, 6.05 and 6.06 as covenants 
..that run with the land will bind any transferee of the Property throughout the Term of the Agre~ment or 
such shorter period as may be explicitly provided for therein. The other executory terms of this 
Agreement shall be binding only upon the Developer or a per.mitted .assignee of this Agreement. 

5.03 Failure to Complete. If the Developer fails to complete the Project in accordance with the 

terms of this Agreement, and/or if the Developer has not received the Certificate by the 'certificate 
Deadline, the Certificate will not be issued, and the City will have the right to pursue any available legal' 
remedies. 

5.04 Notice of Expiration of Term of Agreement. Upon the expiration of the Term of the 
Agreement, DPD shall provide the Developer, at the Developer's written request, with a written notice in 
recordable form stating that the Term of the Agreement has expired. 
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SECTION 6. COVENANTS/REPRESENTATIONS/WARRANTIES OF DEVELOPER 

6.01 .General. Developer represents, warrants and covenants, as of the date-of this Agreement 
hereundenhat: 

(a) Developer is a corporation or limited liability company ,duly jncorporated or organized, 
validly existjng, qualified to do business in Illinois, and licensed to do busine_ss in ci"ny other state where, 
due to the nature of its activities or properties, such qualification·or license is .required; 

(b) Developer has the right, power and authority to ·enter into, execute, deliver and perform 
this Agreement; 

(c) the execution, delivery and performance by Developer of this Agreement has been duly 
authorized by all necessary action, and does not and will not violate its certificate or articles of 
incorporation or organization, bylaws or operating· agreement as amended and supplemented, any 
applicable provision of law, or constitute a breach of, default under .or require any consent under any 
agreement, instrument or d(?cume·nt to which Developer is now a party or ·by which. Developer i~ now or 
may become bound; 

(d) except as otherwise provided herein, including without limitation as set forth in Section 
·6.01 (i), during the Term pf the Agreement, the Developer will continue to own gooq, indefeasible and 
merchantable· fee simple title to the Property (and all improvements_ thereon), or a leasehold interest 
therein; 

(e) Developer is now and for .the Term of the Agreementshafl remain:solvent and able to pay 
its,debts as tliey mature; 

(f) there are no actions or proceedings by or before any court, governmenfal commission, 
board, bureau or any other administra_tive ·agency _pending, threatened or affecting Developer Which 
would impair its ab.ilityto perform under this Agreem_ent; 

(g) Developer has and shall. maintain all government permits, certificates and consents 
necess_ary to conduct its business and to construct, complete. and operate the Project; 

(h) Developer is not in default with respect to any indenture, loan- agreement, mortgage, 
deed, note or any other agreement.or instrument -related to the ·borrowing of moAey to which Developer 
is a party or by which Developer is bound; 

(i) Developer· shall not, except in the ordinary course of business, do any of'.the following 
without the prior written consent of DPD for the Term of the. Agreement: (1) be .a party to c:my merger, 
liquidation :or consolidation; {2·) s~II, transfer, convey, lease or other.wise dispose of all or substantially all 
of its assets or aAy port(on of the Property (including but not limited to any 'fixtures or equipment now or 
hereafter attached thereto) except in the ordinary course of business; (3) enter into any transaction 
outside the ordinary course of Developer's business; (4) assume, guarantee, endorse, or otherwise 
become iiable in connection with the obligations of any other person or entity; or (5) -enter into any 
transaction that would cause a material and detrimental change to Developer's financial ·condition; 
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(j) has not made or caused to be made, directly or indirectly, any payment, gratuity or offer 
of employment in connection with the Agreement or any contract paid from the City treasury or pursuant 

to City ordinance, for services to any City agency ("City Contract") as an inducement for the City to enter 
into the Agreement or any City Contract with Developer in violation of Chapter 2-156-120 of the Municipal 
Code; 

6.02 Covenant to Redevelop. Developer shall redevelop the Property in accordance with this 
Agreement and all Exhibits attached hereto and all federal, state and local laws, ordinances (including the 
City Ordinance), rules, regulations, executive orders and codes applicable to the Project, the Property 
and/or Developer. The covenants set forth in this Section shall run with the land and be binding upon any 
transferee but shall be deemed satisfied upon issuance by the City of a Certificate with respect thereto. 

6.03 Operations Covenant. The Developer hereby covenants and agrees, throughout the Term 
of the Agreement, to operate the Project at the Facility, or to cause any Tenant to operate the Project at 
the Facility, in a manner consistent with the Tax Incentive requirements (the "Operations Covenant"). The 
covenants set forth in this Section shall run with the land and be binding upon any transferee. 

6.04 Occupancy Covenant. The Developer hereby covenants and agrees, throughout the Term 
of the Agreement, to maintain or to cause the Tenant to maintain, that not less than fifty percent (50%) 

of the Project shall remain open, occupied, and otherwise open for business (the "Occupancy Covenant''). 
The covenants set forth in this Section shall run with the land and be binding upon any transferee. 

6.05 Jobs Covenant. Not less than S full-~ime equivalent (minimum of 35 hours per week), 
construction jobs shall be created by Developer within six (6) months of the Commencement Date; and 
not less than 5 ,additional full-time equivalent, permanent jobs shall be created by Developer or Tenant 
within two (2) years of completion of the Project, for a total of 5 full-time equivalent, permanent jobs to 
be retained or created by Developer or Tenant at the Facility through the Term of the Agreement. 

6.06 Annuai Compliance Report. Each year throughout the Term of the Agreement, the 

Developer shall submit to DPD by August 1st the Annual Compliance Report itemizing each of Developer's 
obligations under this Agreement during the preceding year. If the Annual Compliance Report is not 
received within this timeframe, the City will notify Developer in writing of such deficiency. Thereafter, 
Developer shall have ten (10) days to file the Annual Compliance Report with DPD. Developer's failure to 
timely submit the Annual Compliance Report will constitute an event of default. 

6.07 Conflict of Interest. Developer represents, warrants and covenants that, to the best of its 
knowledge, no member, official, or employee of the City, or of any commission or committee exercising 
authority over the Project or any consultant hired by the City or Developer with respect thereto, owns or 
controls, has owned or controlled or will own or control any interest, and no such person shall represent 
any person, as agent or otherwise, who owns or controls, has owned or controlled, or will own or control 
any interest, direct or indirect, in Developer's business, the Property or any other property in the 
applicable Redevelopment Area. 

6.08 Disclosure of Interest. Developer's counsel has no direct or indirect financial ownership 
interest in Developer, the Property or any other aspect of the Project. 
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6.09 Insurance. The Developer shall provide"and maintain during the Term of the Agreement, 
and cause other applicable parties to provide and maintain, the insurance coverages specified in. Exhibit 

~-
6.10 Compliance with Laws. To th~ bestof Developer'.s knowledge~ after diligent inquiry, the 

Property and the Project are and shall be in compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, 
statutes, or.dinances (including the City Ordinancet ,. rules, regulations, executive orders and code.s 
pertaining to or ·affecting the Project and the Property; Upon the City's request, Developer shall provide 
evidence satisfactory to the City of such compliance. 

6~11 Recording and . Filing. The Developer shall cause th.is Agreement, certain exhibits (as 
specified' by Corporation Counsel), all amendments and supplements _here~o to be recordea and. filed 

against the Property in the Recorder's Office of Cook County. 

· 6.12 Inspector General. It is the duty of Developer and the duty of. any bidder; proposer, 
contractor, subcontractor, and ·every applicantfor certification of eligibility for a City contract or program, 

arid afl of Developer's officers, directors, agents, partners, and employee$ and any ~uch bidder, proposer, 
contractor, suQcon.tractor or such applicant to cooperate with·the Inspector General in any investigation 
or ·hearing undertaken pursuant to Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal, Code. Develo_per represents that it 
understands an.d=will abide by all provisions of Chapter 2-5~,of the Municipal Code and that it will.inform 
subcontractors of this provision and require their compliance. 

6.B Non-Governmental Charges. The Developer agrees to pay or cause to be paid wh~n due 
any Non-Governmental Charges_. The Developer has the right, before any delinquency occurs, to contest 
any Non-Governmental Charge by appropriate legal proceedings properly and diligently prosecuted, so 
long as such proceedings serve t.o prevent any.sale or forfeiture of the Property. 

6.14 Governmental Charges. 

(a) Payment of Governmental Charges. Developer agrees to pay or cause to be paid when 
due all Governmenta·1 Charges (as defined below) which are assessed or imposed upon Developer, the 
Property or the Project, or become due and payable, and which create, may create, a lien upon Developer 
or all or any portio.n of the Property or the Project. "Governmental Charge" shall me.an all federal, State, 
county, the City, or other governmental (or any instrumentality, ·division, agency, body, or department 
thereof) taxes, levies, assessments, charges, liens, claims or encumbrances (except for those assessed' by 
foreign nations~ states other than the .State of Illinois, counties of the State pther than Cook County, and 
municipalities 'other than the· City} relating to Developer, the Property or the Project including but not 
limited to real estate taxes. 

(b) Right to Contest. Developer has the right before any delinquency occurs to· con.test or 
object in good faith to the amount or validity of any Govern.mental Charge by apprnpriate legal, 
proceedings properly and diligently instituted and prosecu~ed in suc;h mc1nner as shall s.tay the collection 
of the contested Governmental Charge and prevent the imposition ofa lien orthe sale or forfeiture of the 
Property. No such contest or·objectiol') shall be deemed or construed in-any way as relieving~ modifying 
or extending,Developer;s covenants to pay any such Governmental Charge at the time and in the manner 
provided in·this Agreement unless Developer has given prior written .notice to DPD qf Developer's i'ntent 
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to contest or object to a Governmental Charge and, u·nless, at DPD's sole. option: 

(°i) Developer shall demonstrate to DPD's satisfaction- that legal proceedings 
instituted by· Developer contesting or objecting to a Governmental Charge shall conclusively· 
operate to prevent or remove a lien against, or the sale or forfeiture of, all-or any part of the 
Property to satisfy such Governmental Charge prior to final determination of.such proceedings; 
and/or 

(ii) Developer shall furnish a g_ood -and sufficient bond or other security satisfactory 
to DPD in such form and amounts as DP_D shall re·quire, or a good a_nd sufficient undertaking as 
may .be -required or permitted by law to. accomplish a stay of any such sale or forfeiture ofthe 
Property during the pendency ·of such contest, adequate to pay fully any such contested 
Go~~rnmental Charge and all interest and penalties upon the adverse determination of such 
contest. 

6.15 Developer's Failure To Pay Or Discharge Lien. 'If Developer fails to pay any·Governmental 
Charge or to obtain discharge of the same, Deveioper shall, advise DPD thereof in-writing~ at which ·time 
DPD may, but sha·11 not be obligated -to, and without waiving or releasing any obligation or ltability of 
D_eveloper under this Agreement, in DPD's sole discretion, make such payment, or any part thereof, or· 
obtain such· discharge and' take any other action with respect thereto which DPD deems advisable. All 
sums so paid by DPD, if any, -and any expenses, if any, including reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs, 
expenses and other charges relating thereto, shall be ·promptly disbursed to DPD by Deveioper. 
Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary,_ this -paragraph shall not be construed to 
obligate the City to pay any such Governmental Charge. Additionally, if Developer fails .to pay any 
Governmental Charge, the City~ in its sole discretion, may require Deve'loper to submit to the City augited 
Financial Statements at Developer's own .expense. 

6.16 FOIA and Local Records Act Compliance. 

(a) FOIA. The Developer acknowledges that the City i:S subject to the Illinois Freedom of 

lnformationAct, 5 ILCS 140/1 et. seq., .as amended (''FOIA"). The FOIA requires the City to _produce records 
(very broadly defined in FOIA) in response to a FOIA request in a very short .period of time, unless the 
records requested are exempt under the FOIA. ,If the Developer receives a request from the City .to 
produce records withi'n th~ scope of FOIA, then the Develop~r covenants to comply with such request 
within 48 hours of the date of such request. Failure. by the Developer to timely comply with such request 
shall be an Event of Default. 

(b) Exempt ,lnfor:mation. :Documents that the Developer submits-to the City with the Annual 
Compliance Report or otherwise during the Term of the Agreement that contain trade secrets and 
·commercial or financial information may be exempt if disclosure would result in competitive harm. 
However, for documents submitted by the Develop~r to be treated. as a trade secret or information that 
would cause competitive ·harm, FOIA requires that Developer mark any s·uch d·ocuments as "proprietary, 

privileged or confidential." If the Developer marks· a document as "proprietary, privileged and 
confidential", then DPD will evaluate wheth~r such document may be withheld under the FOIA. DPD, in 
.its discretion, will determine whether a document will be exempted from · disclosure, and that 

determination is subject to review by the Illinois Attorney General's Office and/or the .courts. 
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(c) Local Records Act. The Developer acknowledges that the City is subject to the Local 

Records Act, SO ltCS 205/1 et. seq, ·as amend_ed (the "Local Records Act"). The Local Records Act provides 
that public records may only be disposed ofas pr.ovided in the Local.Records Act.- If requested by the-City, 
the Developer covenan~s to use its best .efforts consistently applied to assist the City in its compliance 
with the Local Records Act 

SECTfON 7. MAINTAINING RECORDS AND RIGHT TO INSPECT 

7 .01 Books and .Records. The Oeveloper, the general cont'ractor and each subcontractor sha·11 
keep and maintain books and records that fully disclose the total actual cost of the Project and the 
disposi_tion of all funds from wha'teVer source allocated theret9 and as oiherwise necessary to evidence 

the Developer's compliance with its obligations under this Agreement,, including, but not limited to, 
payroll records, general· contractor's and subcontractors' sworn statements,. general contra'cts, 
subcontracts, purchase orders,, waivers of lien, paid receipts and invoices and the like. Such books and 
records shall be available at the applicable party's offices for inspection,, copying! audit and examination 
by an aµthorized representative of the City, at the Developer's expense. 

7.02 Inspection Rights . . Updn three (3) business days' notice, any authori_zed represent,~tive of 
the City has access to all portions of the 'Project and the Property during normal business hours for the 
Term of th~ Agreemen_t. 

SECTION 8. ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS 

The Developer hereby represents and warrants to the City that it has conducted environmental 
studies sufficient to conclude that the Project may be constructed, completed and operated in accordance 
with the requirements ofall Environmental Laws.and this Agreement. the Developer agrees to indemnify, 
defend and .hold'the City harmless from and against any and all-losses, liabilities, damages, injuries, costs, 
e~penses or claims .-of any kind whatsoever including, without limitation, any losses, liabilities, damages, 
injuries, costs, expenses·ordaim~ asserted or arising-under any Environmental Laws incurred, suffered by 
or asserted against the C:ity and relating to the Project or the Property. 

SECTION 9 .. INDEMNIFICATION 

Developer agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the City, its .officers, offi<;:ials, members, agents 
and employees harmless from ang against any and all losses, costs, damages, liabilities, claims, suits, 
judgments, ·demands, actions, cause·s ofaction of every kind or nature .and expenses (including, without 
limitation, attorne,ys' fees and court costs) arising out of or incidental to the ,failure of Developer to 
perform its obligations und·er this Agreement. l)pon reasonable notice from the City of any claim which 
the City believes to be covered hereunder, Developer shall timely appeadn and defend all' suits brought 
µpon such claim and shall pay all co_sts and· expenses, incidental thereto, butthe City shall.have the right, 
at its option and at its own expense, to participate in the defense of any suit, without relieving. Developer 
_of any of its obligations hereundeL The obligations;set forth' in this section shall survive any termination 
or expiration of this Agreement. 
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SECTION 10. DEFAULT ANO REMEDIES 

10.01 Events of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events, subject to 
the provisions of Section 6 (Covenants, Representations, and Warranties of Developer), shall constitute 
an "Event of Default" by the Developer hereunder: 

(a) the failure of Developer to complete the Project in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement; 

(b) the failure of the Developer to comply with any covenant or obligation, or the breach by 
the Developer of any representation or warranty, under this Agreement or any related agreement; 

(c) the making or furnishing by Developer to the City of any representation, warranty, 
certificate, schedule, report or other communication within or in connection with this Agreement or any 
related agreement which is untrue or misleading in any material respect; 

(d) the commencement of any bankruptcy, insolvency, liquidation or reorganization 
proceedings under any applicable state or federal law, or the commencement of any analogous statutory 
or non-statutory proceedings involving the Developer; provided, however, that if such commencement of 
proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an Event of Default unless such proceedings 
are not dismissed within sixty (60} days after the commencement of such proceedings; 

(e) the appointment ofa receiver or trustee for the Developer, for any substantial part of the 
Developer's assets or the institution of any proceedings for the dissolution, or the full or partial liquidation, 
or the merger or consolidation, of the Developer; provided, however, that if such appointment or 
commencement of proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an Event of Default unless 
such appointment is not revoked or such proceedings are not dismissed within sixty (60) days after the 
commencement thereof; 

(f} the entry of any judgment or order against the Developer or the Property which remains 
unsatisfied or undischarged and in effect for sixty (60) days after such entry without a stay of enforcement 
or execution; or 

(g) the dissolution of the Developer or the death of any natural person who owns a 50% or 
more ownership interest in the Developer, unless, in the case of a death, the Developer establishes to the 
DPD's satisfaction that such death shall not impair the Developer's ability to perform its executory 
obligations under this Agreement. 

10.02 Remedies. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, the City may seek revocation of 
the Tax Incentive pursuant to the County Tax Incentive Ordinance, terminate this Agreement and all 
related agreements, and/or, in any court of competent jurisdiction by any action or proceeding at law or 
in equity, pursue and secure any other available remedy. 

10.03 Cure Period. (a) In the event Developer shall fail to perform a monetary covenant which 
Developer is required to perform under this Agreement; notwithstanding any other provision of this 
Agreement to the contrary,· an Event of Default.shall not be deemed to have occurred unless Developer 
has failed to perform such monetary covenant within ten (10) days of its receipt of a written notice from 
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the City specifying that it has failed to perform such monetary covenant. 

(b) Developer shall be entitled to one 18-month cure period, which can be extended an additional 
six (6) months in the reasonable discretion of the Commissioner of DPD (for a total of 24 months), 
commencing on the date of issuance of the Certificate for failure to perform under Section 6.04 
(Occupancy Covenant) and Section 6.05 (Jobs Covenant). Any cure period under this Section 10.03(b) shall 
not count toward the Compliance Period of this Agreement. lf one failure to. perform under•either Section 
6.04 or Section 6.05 has occurred and been cured as set forth in this Section 10.03(b), then any subsequent 
failure to perform under either Section 6.04 or Section 6.05 shall constitute an Event of Default. 

(c) In the event Developer shall fail to perform any other non-monetary covenant which Developer 
is required to perform under this Agreement, notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to 
the contrary, an Event of Default shall not be deemed to have occurred unless Developer has failed to 
cure such default within thirty (30) days of its receipt of a written notice from the City specifying the 
nature of the default; provided, however, with respect to those non-monetary defaults which are not 
capable of being cured within such thirty (30) day period, Developer shall not be deemed to have 
committed an Event of Default under this Agreement if it has commenced to cure the alleged default 
within such thirty (30) day period and thereafter diligently and continuously prosecutes the cure of such 
default until the same has been cured; provided, further, that there shall be no cure period under this 
Section 10.03 with respect to Developer's failure to comply with Section 6.03 (Operations Covenant). 

SECTION 11. MORTGAGING OF THE PROJECT 

No mortgagee shall have the right to succeed to the Developer's rights under this Agreement 
unless the sale, assignment, or transfer receives the sole written consent of the City. This consent shall 

be in the City's sole discretion and which, if granted, may be conditioned upon, among other things, the 

assignee's assumption of all of the Developer's obligations under this Agreement. 

SECTION 12. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

12.01 Amendment. This Agreement and the Exhibits attached hereto may not be amended or 
modified without the prior written consent of the parties hereto. It is agreed that no material amendment 
or change to this Agreement shall be made or be effective unless ratified or authorized by an ordinance 

duly adopted by the City Council. The term "material" for the purpose of this Section 12.01 shall be 
defined as any deviation from the terms of the Agreement which (i) operates to cancel or otherwise 
reduce any developmental or construction obligations of Developer by more than ten percent (10%); (ii) 
materially changes the Project site or character of the Project or any activities undertaken by Developer 
affecting the Project site, the Project, or both; (iii) increases any time agreed for performance by 
Developer by more than one-hundred and eighty (180) days; (iv) decreases the Minimum Project 
Investment by five percent (5%) or more; or (v) decreases the MBE/WBE Budget'by ten percent {10%) or 
more. 

12.02 Entire Agreement. This Agreement (including each Exhibit attached hereto, which is 
hereby incorporated herein by reference) constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties hereto 
and it supersedes all prior agreements, negotiations and discussions between the parties relative to the 
subject matter hereof. 
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12.03 Limitation of Liability. No member, official or employee of the City shall be personally 
liable to Developer or any successor in interest in the event of any default or breach by the City or for any 
amount which may become due to Developer from the City or any successor in interest or on any 
obligation under the terms of this Agreement. 

, 12.04 Further Assurances. The Developer agrees to take such actions, including the execution 
and delivery of such documents, instruments, petitions and certifications as may become necessary or 
appropriate to carry out the terms, provisions and intent of this Agreement. 

12.05 No Implied Waivers. No waiver by either party of any breach of any provision of this 
Agreement will be a waiver of any continuing or succeeding breach of the breached provision, a waiver of 
the breached provision itself, or a waiver of any right, power or remedy under this Agreement. No notice 
to, or demand on, either party in any case will, of itself, entitle that party to any further notice or demand 
in similar or other circumstances. 

12.06 Titles and Headings. Titles and headings to paragraphs contained in this Agreement are 
for convenience only and are not intended to limit, vary, define or expand the content of this Agreement. 

12.07 Remedies Cumulative. The remedies of a party hereunder are cumulative and the 
exercise of any one or more of the remedies provided for herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any 
other remedies of such party unless specifically so provided herein. 

12.08 Disclaimer. Nothing contained in this Agreement nor any act of the City shall be deemed 
or construed by any of the parties, or by any third person, to create or imply any relationship of third­
party beneficiary, principal or agent, limited or general partnership or joint venture, or to create or imply 
any association or relationship involving the City. 

12.09 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of which 
shall be deemed an original and all of which shall constitute one and the same agreement. 

12.10 Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement will be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the internal laws of the State of Illinois, without regard to the principles of conflicts of 
law thereof. If there is a lawsuit under this Agreement, each party hereto agrees to submit to the 
jurisdiction of the courts of Cook County, the State of Illinois. 

12.11 Approval. Wherever this Agreement provides for the approval or consent of the City, DPD 
or the Commissioner, or any matter is to be to the City1s, DPD's or the Commissioner's satisfaction, unless 
specifically stated to the contrary, such approval, consent or satisfaction shall be made, given or 
determined by the City, DPD or the Commissioner in writing and in the reasonable discretion thereof. The 
Commissioner or other person designated by the Mayor of the City shall act for the City or DPD in making 
all approvals, consents and determinations of satisfaction, granting the Certificate or othe_rwise 

administering this Agreement for the City. 

12.12 Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon Developer, the City and their 
respective successors and permitted assigns (as provided herein) and shall inure to the benefit of 
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Developer, the City and their respective successors and permitted assigns (as provided herein). Except as 
otherwise provided herein, this Agreement shall not run to the benefit of, or be enforceable by, any 
person or entity other than a party to this Agreement and its successors and permitted assigns. This 
Agreement should not be deemed to confer upon third parties any remedy, claim, right of reimbursement 
or other .right. 

12.13 Force Majeure. Neither the City nor the Developer nor any successo( in interest to either 
of them shall be considered in breach of or in default of its obligations under this Agreement in the event 
of any delay caused by damage or destruction by fire or other casualty, civil unrest which may render the 
Property or s~rrounding area unsafe, pandemic, strike, shortage of material, unusually adverse weather 
conditions such as, by way of illustration and not limitation, severe rain storms or below freezing 
temperatures of abnormal degree or for an abnormal duration, tornadoes or cyclones, and other events 
or conditions beyond the reasonable control of the party affected which in fact interferes with the ability 
of such party to discharge its obligations hereunder. The individual or entity relying on this section with 
respect to any such delay shall, upon the occurrence of the event causing such delay, immediately give 
written notice to the other parties to this Agreement. The individual or entity relying on this section with 
respect to any such delay may rely on this section only to the extent of the actual number of days of delay 
effected by any such events described above. 

12.14. Notices. Unless otherwise specified, any notice, demand or request required hereunder 
shall be given in writing at the Notice Address, by any of the following means: (a) personal service; (b) 
overnight courier, or (c) registered or certified mail, return receipt requested. 

12.15. Severability. If any: provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof, to any person, 
place or circumstance, shall be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unenforceable or 
void, the remainder of this Agreement and such provisions as applied to other persons, places and 
circumstances shall remain in full force and effect only if, after excluding the portion deemed to be 
unenforceable, the remaining terms shall provide for the consummation of the transactions contemplated 
hereby in substantially the same manner as originally set forth herein. 

12.16. Survival of Agreements. All warranties, representations, covenants and agreements of 
this Agreement shall be true, accurate and complete at the time of the execution of this Agreement, and 
shall survive the execution, delivery and acceptance hereof by the parties hereto and shall be in effect 
throughout the Term of the Agreement. 

12.17. Exhibits. All of the exhibits attached to this Agreement are incorporated into this 
Agreement by reference. 

12.18. Business Relationships. The Developer acknowledges (A) receipt of a copy of Section 2-
156-030 (b) of the Municipal Code, (B) that Developer has read such provision and understands that 
pursuant to such Section 2-156-030 (b), it is illegal for any elected official of the City, or any person acting 
at the direction of such official, to contact, either orally or in writing, any other City official or employee 
with respect to any matter involving any person with whom the elected City official or employee has a 

"Business Relationship" (as defined in Section 2-156-080 of the Municipal Code), or to participate in any 
discussion in any City Council committee hearing or in any City Council meeting or to vote on any matter 
involving any person with whom the elected City official or employee has a "Business Relationship" {as

Agreements With Contractors. 

1. Bid Requirement For General Contractor And Subcontractors. Prior to entering into an 
agreement with a General Contractor or any subcontractor for construction of the Project, 
Developer shall solicit, or shall cause the General Contractor to solicit, bids from qualified 
contractors eligible to do business with, and having an office located in, the City of Chicago, 
and shall submit all bids received to DPD, if requested, for its inspection and written 
approval. (i) Developer shall select the General Contractor (or shall cause the General 
Contractor to select the subcontractor) submitting the lowest responsible bid who can 
complete the Project in a timely manner. 

2. Construction Contract. Prior to the Closing Date, the Developer must provide DPD with 
a certified copy of the construction contract, together with any modifications, amendments, 
or supplements thereto, and upon DPD's request, a copy of any subcontracts. Photocopies 
of all contracts or subcontracts entered or to be entered into in connection with the Project 
shall be provided to DPD within five (5) business days of the execution thereof. 
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3. Performance And Payment Bonds. Prior to the commencement of any portion of the 
Project which includes work on the public way, the Developer must require the General 
Contractor to be bonded for its payment by sureties having an AA rating or better using a 
bond in a form acceptable to the City. The City shall be named as obligee or co-obligee on 
any such bonds. 

4. Employment Profile. Upon DPD's request, the Developer, the General Contractor, and 
all subcontractors must submit to DPD statements of their respective employment 
profiles. Developer shall contractually obligate and cause the General Contractor and each 
subcontractor to agree to the Construction Hiring Requirements. 

5. Other Provisions. In addition to the requirements of Agreements with Contractors, the 
Construction Contract and each contract with any subcontractor shall contain provisions 
required pursuant to Section 3.05 (Change Orders), (Sub)Exhibit E Construction Hiring 
Requirements, and Section 9.01 (Books and Records) of the RDA. 

Construction Hiring Requirements. 

1. Employment Opportunity. The Developer shall contractually obligate its or their various 
contractors, subcontractors or any Affiliate of the Developer operating on the Property 
(collectively, with the Developer, the "Employers" and individually an "Employer") to agree, 
that for the Term of this Agreement with respect to Developer and during the period of any 
other party's provision of services in connection with the construction of the Project or 
occupation of the Property: 

(a) No Employer shall discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment 
based upon race, religion, color, sex, national origin or ancestry, age, handicap or 
disability, sexual orientation, military discharge status, marital status, parental status or 
source of income as defined in the City of Chicago Human Rights Ordinance, 
Chapter 2-160, Section 2-160-010, et seq. , Municipal Code, except as otherwise provided 
by said ordinance and as amended from time to time (the "Human Rights Ordinance"). 
Each Employer shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are hired and 
employed without discrimination based upon race, religion , color, sex, national origin or 
ancestry, age, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, military discharge status, marital 
status, parental status or source of income and are treated in a non-discriminatory manner 
with regard to all job-related matters, including without limitation: employment, upgrading, 
demotion or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination ; rates of 
pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. 
Each Employer agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and 
applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the City setting forth the provisions 
of this nondiscrimination clause. In addition, the Employers, in all solicitations or 
advertisements for employees, shall state that all qualified applicants shall receive 
consideration for employment without discrimination based upon race, religion, color, sex, 
national origin or ancestry, age, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, military 
discharge status, marital status, parental status or source of income. 
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(b) To the greatest extent feasible , each Employer is required to present opportunities 
for training and employment of low- and moderate-income residents of the City and 
preferably of the Area; and to provide that contracts for work in connection with the 
construction of the Project be awarded to business concerns that are located in, or owned 
in substantial part by persons residing in, the City and preferably in the Area. 

(c) Each Employer shall comply with all federal, state, and local equal employment and 
affirmative action statutes, rules, and regulations, including but not limited to the 
City's Human Rights Ordinance and the Illinois Human Rights Act, 775 ILCS 5/1-101 , 
et seq. ( 1993), and any subsequent amendments and regulations promulgated thereto. 

(d) Each Employer, in order to demonstrate compliance with the terms of this 
paragraph, shall cooperate with and promptly and accurately respond to inquiries by the 
City, which has the responsibility to observe and report compliance with equal employment 
opportunity regulations of federal, state and municipal agencies. 

(e) Each Employer shall include the foregoing provisions of subparagraphs (a) through 
(d) in every contract entered into in connection with the Project and shall require inclusion 
of these provisions in every subcontract entered into by any subcontractors, and every 
agreement with any Affiliate operating on the Property, so that each such provision shall 
be binding upon each contractor, subcontractor or Affiliate, as the case may be. 

(f) Failure to comply with the employment obligations described in this paragraph shall 
be a basis for the City to pursue its remedies under the Redevelopment Agreement. 

2. Prevailing Wage. The Developer, the General Contractor and all subcontractors must 
pay the prevailing wage rate as ascertained by the Illinois Department of Labor (the 
"Department"), to all persons working on the Project. All such contracts shall list the specified 
rates to be paid to all laborers, workers and mechanics for each craft or type of worker or 
mechanic employed pursuant to such contract. If the Department revises such prevailing 
wage rates, the revised rates shall apply to all such contracts. Upon the City's request, the 
Developer shall provide the City with copies of all such contracts entered into by the 
Developer or the General Contractor to evidence compliance with this Prevailing Wage. 

3. City Resident Construction Worker Employment Requirement. The Developer agrees 
for itself and its successors and assigns, and shall contractually obligate its General 
Contractor and shall cause the General Contractor to contractually obligate its 
subcontractors, as applicable, to agree, that during the construction of the Project they shall 
comply with the minimum percentage of total worker hours performed by actual residents of 
the City as specified in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code of Chicago (at least 50 
percent of the total worker hours worked by persons on the site of the Project shall be 
performed by actual residents of the City); provided, however, that in addition to complying 
with this percentage, the Developer, its General Contractor and each subcontractor shall be 
required to make good faith efforts to utilize qualified residents of the City in both unskilled 
and skilled labor positions. 
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The Developer may request a reduction or waiver of this minimum percentage level of 
Chicagoans as provided for in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code of Chicago in 
accordance with standards and procedures developed by the Chief Procurement Officer of 
the City. 

"Actual residents of the City" shall mean persons domiciled within the City. The domicile 
is an individual's one and only true, fixed, and permanent home and principal establishment. 

The Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall provide for the 
maintenance of adequate employee residency records to show that actual Chicago 
residents are employed on the Project. Each Employer shall maintain copies of personal 
documents supportive of every Chicago employee's actual record of residence. 

Weekly certified payroll reports (U.S. Department of Labor Form WH-347 or equivalent) 
shall be submitted to the Commissioner of DPD in triplicate, which shall clearly identify the 
actual residence of every employee on each submitted certified payroll. The first time that 
an employee's name appears on a payroll , the date that the Employer hired the employee 
should be written in after the employee's name. 

The Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall provide full access 
to their employment records to the Chief Procurement Officer, the Commissioner of DPD, 
the Superintendent of the Chicago Police Department, the Inspector General or any duly 
authorized representative of any of them. The Developer, the General Contractor and each 
subcontractor shall maintain all relevant personnel data and records for a period of at least 
three (3) years after final acceptance of the work constituting the Project. 

At the direction of DPD, affidavits and other supporting documentation will be required of 
the Developer, the General Contractor, and each subcontractor to verify or clarify an 
employee's actual address when doubt or lack of clarity has arisen. 

Good faith efforts on the part of the Developer, the General Contractor, and each 
subcontractor to provide utilization of actual Chicago residents (but not sufficient for the 
granting of a waiver request as provided for in the standards and procedures developed by 
the Chief Procurement Officer) shall not suffice to replace the actual, verified achievement 
of the requirements of this paragraph concerning the worker hours performed by actual 
Chicago residents. 

When work at the Project is completed, in the event that the City has determined that the 
Developer has failed to ensure the fulfillment of the requirement of this paragraph 
concerning the worker hours performed by actual Chicago residents or failed to report in the 
manner as indicated above, the City will thereby be damaged in the failure to provide the 
benefit of demonstrable employment to Chicagoans to the degree stipulated in this 
paragraph. Therefore, in such a case of noncompliance, it is agreed that ½a of 1 percent 
(0.0005) of the aggregate hard construction costs set forth in the Project budget (the product 
of .0005 x such aggregate hard construction costs) (as the same shall be evidenced by 
approved contract value for the actual contracts) shall be surrendered by the Developer to 
the City in payment for each percentage of shortfall toward the stipulated residency 
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requirement. Failure to report the residency of employees entirely and correctly shall result 
in the surrender of the entire liquidated damages as if no Chicago residents were employed 
in either of the categories. The willful falsification of statements and the certification of payroll 
data may subject the Developer, the General Contractor and/or the subcontractors to 
prosecution. Any retainage to cover contract performance that may become due to the 
Developer pursuant to Section 2-92-250 of the Municipal Code of Chicago may be withheld 
by the City pending the Chief Procurement Officer's determination as to whether the 
Developer must surrender damages as provided in this paragraph. 

Nothing herein provided shall be construed to be a limitation upon the "Notice of 
Requirements for Affirmative Action to Ensure Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive 
Order 11246" and "Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive 
Order 11246", or other affirmative action required for equal opportunity under the provisions 
of this Agreement or related documents. 

The Developer shall cause or require the provisions of this paragraph to be included in all 
construction contracts and subcontracts related to the Project. 

4. MBE/WBE Commitment. The Developer agrees for itself and its successors and 
assigns, and, if necessary to meet the requirements set forth herein, shall contractually 
obligate the General Contractor to agree that, during the Project: 

(a) Consistent with the findings which support the Minority-Owned and Women-Owned 
Business Enterprise Procurement Program (the "MBE/WBE Program"), Section 2-92-420, 
et seq., Municipal Code of Chicago, and in reliance upon the provisions of the MBE/WBE 
Program to the extent contained in, and as qualified by, the provisions of this paragraph 
4, during the course of the Project, at least the following percentages of the MBE/WBE 
Budget attached hereto as (Sub)Exhibit B (as these budgeted amounts may be reduced 
to reflect decreased actual costs) shall be expended for contract participation by MBEs or 
WBEs: 

i. At least 26 percent by MBEs; and 

ii. At least 6 percent by WBEs. 

(b) For purposes of MBE/WBE Commitment only, the Developer (and any party to 
whom a contract is let by the Developer in connection with the Project) shall be deemed 
a "contractor'' and this Agreement (and any contract let by the Developer in connection 
with the Project) shall be deemed a "contract" as such terms are defined in Section 2-92-
420, Municipal Code of Chicago. 

(c) Consistent with Section 2-92-440, Municipal Code of Chicago, the Developer's 
MBE/WBE Commitment may be achieved in part by the Developer's status as an MBE or 
WBE (but only to the extent of any actual work performed on the Project by the Developer), 
or by a joint venture with one or more MBEs or WBEs (but only to the extent of the lesser 
of: (i) the MBE or WBE participation in such joint venture; or (ii) the amount of any actual 
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work performed on the Project by the MBE or WBE), by the Developer utilizing an MBE or 
a WBE as a General Contractor (but only to the extent of any actual work performed on 
the Project by the General Contractor), by subcontracting or causing the General 
Contractor to subcontract a portion of the Project to one or more MBEs or WBEs, or by 
the purchase of materials used in the Project from one or more MBEs or WBEs, or by any 
combination of the foregoing. Those entities which constitute both an MBE and a WBE 
shall not be credited more than once with regard to the Developer's MBE/WBE 
Commitment as described in this paragraph 4. The Developer or the General Contractor 
may meet all or part of this commitment through credits received pursuant to 
Section 2-92-530 of the Municipal Code of Chicago for the voluntary use of MBEs or WBEs 
in its activities and operations other than the Project. 

(d) Prior to the City's issuance of a Final Certificate, the Developer shall provide to DPD 
a final report describing its efforts to achieve compliance with this MBE/WBE Commitment. 
Such report shall include inter alia the name and business address of each MBE and WBE 
solicited by the Developer or the General Contractor to work on the Project, and the 
responses received from such solicitation, the name and business address of each MBE 
or WBE actually involved in the Project, a description of the work performed or products 
or services supplied, the date and amount of such work, product or service, and such other 
information as may assist DPD in determining the Developer's compliance with this 
MBE/WBE Commitment. DPD has access to the Developer's books and records, 
including, without limitation, payroll records, books of account and tax returns, and records 
and books of account in accordance with the Redevelopment Agreement, on five (5) 
business days' notice, to allow the City to review the Developer's compliance with its 
commitment to M BE/WBE participation and the status of any M BE or WBE performing any 
portion of the Project. 

(e) Upon the disqualification of any MBE or WBE General Contractor or subcontractor, 
if such status was misrepresented by the disqualified party, the Developer shall be 
obligated to discharge or cause to be discharged the disqualified General Contractor or 
subcontractor and, if possible, identify and engage a qualified MBE or WBE as a 
replacement. For purposes of this subsection (e), the disqualification procedures are 
further described in Section 2-92-540, Municipal Code of Chicago. 

(f) Any reduction or waiver of the Developer's MBE/WBE Commitment as described in 
this paragraph 4 shall be undertaken in accordance with Section 2-92-450, Municipal 
Code of Chicago. 

(g) Prior to the commencement of the Project, the Developer, the General Contractor, 
and all major subcontractors shall be required to meet with the monitoring staff of DPD 
with regard to the Developer's compliance with its obligations under this Agreement. 
During this meeting, the Developer shall demonstrate to DPD its plan to achieve its 
obligations under this Agreement, the sufficiency of which shall be approved by DPD.

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WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City") is a home rule unit of government under 
Section 6(a), Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois authorized to exercise 
any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The Cook County Board of Commissioners has enacted the Cook County 
Tax Incentive Ordinance, Classification System for Assessment, as amended from time to 
time (the "County Ordinance"), which provides for, among other things, real estate tax 
incentives to property owners who build, rehabilitate, enhance, and occupy property which 
is located within Cook County, Illinois, and which is used primarily for industrial purposes; 
and 

WHEREAS, The City, consistent with the County Ordinance, wishes to induce industry to 
locate and expand in the City by supporting financial incentives in the form of property tax 
relief; and 

WHEREAS, Pullman Industrial LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (the "Applicant"), 
whose sole owner is Ryan Companies US, Inc., a Minnesota corporation, intends to 
purchase from 103rd and Woodlawn LLC, an Illinois limited liability company (the "Current 
Owner"), certain real estate located generally at 10330 South Woodlawn Avenue, Chicago, 
Illinois 60628, as further described on Exhibit A hereto (the "Subject Property"); and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant intends to construct an approximately 169,520-square-foot 
industrial facility on the Subject Property; and 

WHEREAS, The redevelopment objective of the City in connection with the Subject 
Property is to create new jobs and increase the City's tax base through the construction and 
occupancy of a new industrial facility on the Subject Property; and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant intends to lease the Subject Property to future , to-be-named 
tenant(s) who will use the Subject Property for industrial and accessory purposes; and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant has filed an eligibility application for a Class 6(b) tax incentive 
under the County Ordinance with the Office of the Assessor of Cook County (the 
"Assessor''); and 

WHEREAS, The Subject Property is located within: (i) the City of Chicago Enterprise Zone 
Number 3 (created pursuant to the Illinois Enterprise Zone Act, 20 ILCS 665/1 , et seq., as 
amended, and pursuant to an ordinance enacted by the City Council of the City, as 
amended); and (ii) the North Pullman Redevelopment Project Area (created pursuant to the 
Illinois Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-1, et seq., as 
amended, and pursuant to an ordinance enacted by the City Council of the City), and the 
purposes of Enterprise Zones and Redevelopment Project Areas are also to provide certain 
incentives in order to stimulate economic activity and to revitalize depressed areas; and 

WHEREAS, It is the responsibility of the Assessor to determine that an application for a 
Class 6(b) classification or renewal of a Class 6(b) classification is eligible pursuant to the 
County Ordinance; and 
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WHEREAS, The County Ordinance requires that, in connection with the filing of a 
Class 6(b) eligibility application with the Assessor, the applicant must obtain from the 
municipality in which such real estate that is proposed for Class 6(b) classification is located 
an ordinance expressly stating, among other things, that the municipality has determined 
that the incentive provided by the Class 6(b) classification is necessary for development to 
occur on such real estate and that the municipality supports and consents to the Class 6(b) 
classification by the Assessor; and 

WHEREAS, The intended use of the Subject Property will provide significant present and 
future employment; and 

WHEREAS, Notwithstanding the Class 6(b) classification of the Subject Property, the 
redevelopment and utilization thereof will generate significant new revenues to the City in 
the form of additional real estate taxes and other tax revenues; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are hereby expressly incorporated as if fully set forth 
herein. 

SECTION 2. The City hereby determines that the incentive provided by the Class 6(b) 
classification is necessary for the development to occur on the Subject Property. 

SECTION 3. The City supports and consents to the Class 6(b) classification by the 
Assessor with respect to the Subject Property. 

SECTION 4. The Economic Disclosure Statement, as defined in the County Ordinance, 
has been received and filed by the City. 

SECTION 5. The Clerk of the City of Chicago is authorized to and shall send a certified 
copy of this ordinance to the Assessor, and a certified copy of this ordinance may be 
included with the Class 6(b) eligibility application filed with the Assessor by the Applicant, 
as applicant, in accordance with the County Ordinance. 

SECTION 6. The Commissioner of DPD (the "Commissioner") or a designee of the 
Commissioner are each hereby authorized, with the approval of the City's Corporation 
Counsel , to negotiate, execute and deliver a redevelopment agreement between the 
Applicant and the City substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B and made a 
part hereof (the "Redevelopment Agreement"), and such other supporting documents as 
may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Redevelopment 
Agreement, with such changes, deletions and insertions as shall be approved by the 
persons executing the Redevelopment Agreement. 

SECTION 7. This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.

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SECTION 1. RECITALS 

A. Constitutional Authority. As a home rule unit of government under Section 6(a), Article 
Vtl of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois (the "State"), the City has the powerto regulate for the 
protection of the public health, safety, morals and welfare of its inhabitants, and pursuant thereto, has 
the power to encourage private development in order to enhance the local tax base, create employment 
opportunities and to enter into contractual agreements with private parties in order to achieve these 
goals. 

B. Cook County Authority. The Cook County Board of Commissioners has enacted under 
Chapter 74, Article II of the Cook County Code of Ordinances, the Cook County Tax Incentive Ordinance, 
Classification System for Assessment, as amended from time to time (the "County Tax Incentive 
Ordinance"), which provides for, among other things, real estate tax incentives to property owners who 
build, rehabilitate, enhance and occupy property which is located within Cook County, Illinois and which 
is used primarily for industrial purposes .. 

C. Municipal Code Requirements. The City is required under Chapter 2-45-160 of the 
Municipal Code of the City of Chicago, as amended from time to time (the "Municipal Code"), to enter 
into a redevelopment agreement with each applicant seeking City approval of a tax incentive classification 
filed on or after November 1, 2020. The City may seek revocation of certain Cook County tax incentives 
under Section 2-45-165 of the Municipal Code for various reasons, including the failure of an applicant to 
comply with the requirements of a redevelopment agreement. 

D. City Council Authority. On the Ordinance Date, the City Council of the City (the "City 
Council") adopted an ordinance consenting to the Developer's application for a Tax Incentive (as defined 
herein) and authorized the Commissioner of DPD to enter into this Agreement (the "City Ordinance"). 

Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, and 
for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, 
the parties hereto agree as follows: 

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS 

For purposes of this Agreement, in addition to the terms defined in the table headed "Project 
Information", the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below: 

"Affiliate" shall mean any person or entity directly or indirectly controlling, controlled by or under 
common control with the Developer. 

"Annual Compliance Report'' shall mean a signed report from Developer to the City in substantially 
the form attached as Exhibit D to this Agreement. 

"Application" shall mean that certain application that Developer submitted to the City seeking the 
City's consent to the Tax Incentive. 

"Certificate" shall mean the Certificate of Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation. 
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"City Council" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals hereof. 

"Closing Date" shall mean the date of execution and delivery of this Agreement by all parties 
hereto, which shall be deemed to be the date appearing in the first paragraph of this Agreement. 

"Compliance Period" shall mean that period beginning on the Closing Date and ending upon the 
expiration of the Term of the Agreement. 

"Corporation Counsel" shall mean the City's Department of Law. 

"EDS" shall mean the City's Economic Disclosure Statement and Affidavit, on the City's then­
current form. 

"Environmental Laws" shall mean any and all federal, state or local statutes, laws, regulations, 
ordinances, codes, rules, orders, licenses, judgments, decrees or requirements relating to public health 
and safety and the environment now or hereafter in force, as amended and hereafter amended, including 
but not limited to (i) the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (42 
U.S.C. Section 9601 et seq.); (ii) any so-called "Superfund" or "Superlien" law; (iii) the Hazardous Materials 
Transportation Act (49 U.S.C. Section 1802 et seq .); (iv) the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (42 
U.S.C. Section 6902 et seq .); (v) the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. Section 7401 et.seq.); (vi) the Clean Water Act 
(33 U.S.C. Section 1251 et seq .}; (vii) the Toxic Substances Control Act (15 u:s.c. Section 2601 et seq.); 
(viii) the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act (7 U.S.C. Section 136 et seq .); (ix) the Illinois 
Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/1 et seq.); and (x) the Municipal Code. 

"Event of Default" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 10 hereof. 

"Final Project Cost" shall mean the total actual cost of the construction of the Project, as certified 
to and acceptable to DPD under Section 5.01 hereof. 

"Jobs Covenant" shall 'have the meaning set forth in Section 6.05 hereof. 

"MBE(sl" shall mean a business identified in the Directory of Certified Minority Business 
Enterprises published by the City's Department of Procurement Services, or otherwise certified by the 
City's Department of Procurement Services as a minority-owned business enterprise, related to the 
Procurement Program or the Construction Program, as applicable. 

"MBE/WBE Budget" shall mean the budget attached hereto as Exhibit B. 

"MBE/WBE Program" shall have the meaning set forth in Exhibit E hereof. 

"Municipal Code" shall have the meaning set forth in the Recitals. 

"Non-Governmental Charges" shall mean all non-governmental charges, liens, claims, or 
encumbrances relating to Developer, the Property. or the Project. 
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"Occupancy Covenant" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 6.04 hereof. 

"Operations Covenant" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 6.03 hereof. 

"Project Budget" shall mean the budget showing the total cost of the Project by line item, 
furnished by Developer to DPD as part of its Application. 

"Property" shall mean the real property described on Exhibit A. 

"Tenant" shall mean any third party approved in the sole discretion of the City, (with such approval 
not unreasonably withheld), that enters into a lease with the Developer for the Property after completion 
of the Project. 

"Term of the Agreement" shall mean the period of time commencing on the Closing Date and 
ending at the end of the lasttax year for which the Developer receives the Tax Incentive. 

"Title Policy" shall mean a title insurance policy in the most recently revised ALTA or equivalent 
form showing the Developer as the insured and noting the recording of this Agreement as an 
encumbrance against the Property issued by a title company. 

"WARN Act" shall mean the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act (29 U.S.C. Section 
2101et~). • 

"WBE(sl" shall mean a business identified in the Directory of Certified Women Business 
Enterprises published by the City's Department of Procurement Services, or otherwise certified by the 
City's Department of Procurement Services as a women-owned business enterprise, related to the 
Procurement Program or the Construction Program, as applicable. 

SECTION 3. THE PROJECT 

3.01 Project Completion. With respect to the rehabilitation and construction of the Project, 
Developer shall: (i) commence construction no later than the Commencement Date, and (ii) complete 
construction and conduct operations therein no later than the Completion Date. 

3.02 Project Budget. Developer has furnished to DPD as part of the Application, and DPD has 
approved, the Project Budget showing total costs for the Project in an amount not less than the Minimum 
Project Investment. 

3.03 Other Approvals. Developer shall not commence construction of the Project until 
Developer has obtained all necessary permits and approva Is. 

3.04 Change Orders. Except as provided below in this Section 3.04. all Change Orders (and 
documentation substantiating the need and identifying the source offunding therefor) relating to changes 
to the Proj~ct must be submitted by Developer to DPD as necessary; provided, that any Change Order 
relating to any of the following must be submitted by Developer to DPD for DPD's prior written approval: 
(a) a reduction in the gross or net square footage of the Facility by five percent (5%) or more; (b) a change 
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in the use of the Property or Facility to a use other than the Project; (c) a delay in the completion of the 
Project by more than one hundred and eighty (180) days; (d) any reduction in the Minimum Project 
Investment; or (e) any reduction in the MBE/WBE Budget. Developer shall not authorize or permit the 
performance of any work relating to any Change Order or the furnishing of materials in connection 
therewith prior to the receipt by Developer of DPD's written approval (to the extent said City prior 
approval is required pursuant to the terms of this Agreement). 

3.05 Signs and Public Relations. At the request of DPD, Developer shall erect a sign of size and 
style approved by the City in a conspicuous location on the Property during the Project, indicating the 
City's consent to the Tax Incentive. The City reserves the right to include the name, photograph, artistic 
rendering of the Project and other pertinent information regarding Developer, the Property and the 
Project in the City's promotional literature and communications. 

SECTION 4. CONDITIONS PRECEDENT 

The Developer must satisfy the following conditions before the City will execute and deliver this 
Agreement, unless such conditions are waived in writing by the City: 

4.01 Project Budget. DPD must have approved the Project Budget, including the Minimum 
Project Investment, and the MBE/WBE Budget. 

4.02 Lease. If applicable, the Developer must have provided the City with a copy of any existing 
lease with any Tenant evidencing that such Tenant has leased the Property. In addition, Developer agrees 
to provide any such leases.that are executed subsequent to the Agreement Date to the City within thirty 
days of its execution. 

4.03 Economic Disclosure Statement. Developer shall provide to the City an EDS, dated as of 
the Closing Date, which is incorporated by reference, and Developer further will provide any other 
affidavits or certifications as may be required by federal, state or local law in the award of public contracts, 
all of which affidavits or certifications are incorporated by reference. 

4.04 Construction Compliance Informational Conference. The Developer shall provide to the 
City a copy of the informational conference letter signed by DPD's construction and compliance division. 

SECTION 5. COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION OR REHABILITATION 

5.01 Certificate of Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation. Upon completion of the 
Project in accordance with the terms of this Agreement (and any requirements contained in the City 
Ordinance) and upon the Developer's written request, DPD shall issue to the Developer a Certificate of 
Completion of Construction or Rehabilitation (the "Certificate") in recordable form certifying that the 
Developer has fulfilled its obligation to complete the Project in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement. If the Developer has not fulfilled its obligation, DPD will issue a written statement detailing 
the measures which must be taken in order to obtain them. 

DPD may require a single inspection by an inspecting architect hired at the Developer's expense 
to confirm the completion of the Project. DPD shall make its best efforts to respond to Developer's written 
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request for the Certificate within forty-five (45) days by issuing the Certificate or a written statement 
detailing the ways in which the Project does not conform to this Agreement or has not been satisfactorily 
completed, and the measures which must be taken by Developer in order to obtain the Certificate. 
Developer may resubmit a written request for the Certificate upon completion of such measures. 

The Developer acknowledges and understands that the City will not issue the Certificate, until the 
following conditions have been met: 

• Evidence certified to and acceptable to DPD of the Final Project Cost demonstrating that the 
Developer has completed the Project in accordance with this Agreement and the Application and 
that it has made the Minimum Project Investment; 

• Receipt of a Certificate of Occupancy or other evidence acceptable to DPD that the developer has 
complied with building permit requirements for Project; 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD that the Project is in compliance with the Operations Covenant and 
the Occupancy Covenant; 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD that the Developer, at its own expense, insured the Property in 
accordance with Exhibit C hereto, including Accord Form 27 certificates evidencing the required 
coverages; and 

• Evidence acceptable to DPD in the form of a closeout letter from DPD's Compliance and 
Monitoring division stating that the Developer is in complete compliance with all City 
Requirements (MBE/WBE, City Residency, and Prevailing Wage), as defined in Exhibit E. 

5.02 Continuing Obligations. The Certificate relates only to the respective performance of the 
work associated with the Project improvements. After the issuance of the Certificate, however, all 
executory terms and conditions of this Agreement and all representations and covenants contained herein 
unrelated to such work will remain in effect throughout the Term of the Agreement as to the parties 
described in the following paragraph, and the issuance of the Certificate shall not be construed as a waiver 
by the City of any of its rights and remedies pursuant to such executory terms. 

Those covenants specifically described at Sections 6.02. 6.03. 6.04, 6.05 and 6.06 as covenants 
that run with the land will bind any transferee of the Property throughout the Term of the Agreement or 
such shorter period as may be explicitly provided for therein. The other executory terms of this 
Agreement shall be binding only upon the Developer or a permitted assignee of this Agreement. 

5.03 Failure to Complete. lfthe Developerfails to complete the Project in accordance with the 
terms of this Agreement, the Certificate will not be issued, and the City will have the right to pursue any 
available legal remedies. 

5.04 Notice of Expiration of Term of Agreement. Upon the expiration of the Term of the 
Agreement, DPD shall provide the Developer, at the Developer's written request, with a written notice in 
recordable form stating that the Term of the Agreement has expired. 

SECTION 6. COVENANTS/REPRESENTATIONS/WARRANTIES OF DEVELOPER 

6.01 General. Developer represents, warrants and covenants, as of the date of this Agreement 
hereunder that: 
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(a) Developer is a corporation or limited liability company duly incorporated or organized, 
validly existing, qualified to do business in Illinois, and licensed to do business in any other state where, 
due to the nature of its activities or properties, such qualification or license is required; 

(b} Developer has the right, power and authority to enter into, execute, deliver and perform 
this Agreement; 

(c) the execution, delivery and performance by Developer of this Agreement has been duly 
authorized by all necessary action, and does not and will not violate its certificate or articles of 
incorporation or organization, bylaws or operating agreement as amended and supplemented, any 
applicable provision of law, or constitute a breach of, default under or require any consent under any 
agreement, instrument or document to which Developer is now a party or by which Developer is now or 
may become bound; 

(d) except as otherwise provided herein, including without limitation as set forth in Section 
6.0l(i), during the Term of the Agreement, the Developer will continue to own good, indefeasible and 
merchantable fee simple title to the Property (and all improvements thereon), or a leasehold interest 
therein; 

(e) Developer is now and for the Term of the Agreement shall remain solvent and able to pay 
its debts as they mature; 

(f) there are no actions or proceedings by or before any court, governmental commission, 
board, bureau or any other administrative agency pending, threatened or affecting Developer which 
would impair its ability to perform under this Agreement; 

(g) Developer has and shall maintain all government permits, certificates and consents 
necessary to conduct its business and to construct, complete and operate the Project; 

(h) Developer is not in default with respect to any indenture, loan agreement, mortgage, 
deed, note or any other agreement or instrument related ta the borrowing of money to which Developer 
is a party or by which Developer is bound; 

(i) Developer shall not, except in the ordinary course of business, do any of the following 
without prior written consent of DPD for the Term of the Agreement: (1) be a party to any merger, 
liquidation or consolidation; (2) sell, transfer, convey, lease or otherwise dispose of all or substantially all 
of its assets or any portion of the Property (including but not limited to any fixtures or equipment now or 
hereafter attached thereto) except in the ordinary course of Developer's business; (3) enter into any 
transaction outside the ordinary course of Developer's business; (4) assume, guarantee, endorse, or 
otherwise become liable in connection with the obligations of any other person or entity; or (5) enter into 
any transaction that would cause a material and detrimental change to Develc;,per's financial condition; 

(j) has not made or caused to be made, directly or indirectly, any payment, gratuity or offer 
of employment in connection with the Agreement or any contract paid from the City treasury or pursuant 
to City ordinance, for services to any City agency ("City Contract") as an inducement for the City to enter 
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into the Agree mentor any City Contract with Developer in violation of Chapter 2-156-120 of the Municipal 
Code; 

6.02 Covenant to Redevelop. Developer shall redevelop the Property in accordance with this 
Agreement and all Exhibits attached hereto and all federal, state and local laws, ordinances (including the 
City Ordinance), rules, regulations, executive orders and codes applicable to the Project, the Property 
and/or Developer. The covenants set forth in this Section shall run with the land and be binding upon any 
transferee but shall be deemed satisfied upon issuance by the City of a Certificate with respect thereto. 

6.03 • Operations Covenant. The Developer hereby covenants and agrees, throughout the Term 
of the Agreement, to operate, or cause any Tenant to operate, the Project for industrial purposes, such 
as warehousing, distributioh, manufacturing, etc., in a manner consistent with the Tax Incentive 
requirements (the "Operations Covenant"). The covenants set forth in this Section shall,run with the land 
and be binding upon any transferee. 

6.04 OccupancyCovenant. The Developer hereby covenants and agrees, throughout the Term 
of the Agreement, to maintain, or to cause any Tenant to maintain, that not less than fifty percent (50%) 
of the Project shall remain open, occupied, and otherwise open for business (the "Occupancy Covenant"). 
The covenants set forth in this Section shall run with the land and be binding upon any transferee. 

6.05 Jobs Covenant. Not less than 20 full-time equivalent (minimum of 35 hours per week), 
permanent jobs shall be created by Developer or Tenant within two (2) years of completion of the Project 
to be retained at the Facility through the Term of the Agreement. In addition, the Developer aspires to 
create at least 180 full-time equivalent construction jobs within six (6) months of the Commencement 
Date, but failure to create construction jobs shall not be considered an event of default. 

6.06 Annual Compliance Report. Each year throughout the Term of the Agreement, the 
Developer shall submit to DPD by August 1st the Annual Compliance Report itemizing each of Developer's 
obligations under this Agreement during the preceding year. If the Annual Compliance Report is not 
received within this timeframe, the City will notify Developer in writing of such deficiency. Thereafter, 
Developer shall have ten (10) days to file the Annual Compliance Report with DPD. Developer's failure to 
timely submit the Annual Compliance Report will constitute an event of default. 

6.07 Conflict of Interest. Developer represents, warrants and covenants that, to the best of its 
knowledge, no member, official, or employee of the City, or of any commission or committee exercising 
authority over the Project or any consultant hired by the City or Developer with respect thereto, owns or 
controls, has owned or controlled or will own or control any interest, and no such person shall represent 
any person, as agent or otherwise, who owns or controls~ has owned or controlled, or will own or control 
any interest, direct or indirect, in Developer's business, the Property, the F.acility or any other property 
located in the Property. 

6.08 Disclosure of Interest. Developer's counsel has no direct or indirect financial ownership 
interest in Developer, the Property or any other aspect of the Project. 
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6.09 Insurance. The Developer shall provide and maintain during the Term of the Agreement, 
and cause other applicable parties to provide and maintain, the insurance coverages specified in Exhibit 

~-
6.10 Compliance with Laws. To the best of Developer's knowledge, after diligent inquiry, the 

Property and the Project are and shall be in compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, 
statutes, ordinances {including the City Ordinance), rules, regulations, executive orders and codes 
pertaining to or affecting the Project and the Property. Upon the City's request, Developer shall provide 
evid~nce satisfactory to the City of such compliance. 

6.11 Recording and Filing. The Developer shall cause this Agreement, certain exhibits (as 
specified by Corporation Counsel), all amendments and supplements hereto to be recorded and filed 
against the Property in the Recorder's Office of Cook County. 

6.12 Inspector General. It is the duty of Developer and the duty of any bidder, proposer, 
contractor, subcontractor, and every applicant for certification of eligibility for a City contract or program, 
and all of Developer's officers, directors, agents, partners, and employees and any such bidder, proposer, 
contractor, subcontractor or such applicant to cooperate with the Inspector General in any investigation 
or hearing undertaken pursuant to Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal Code. Developer represents that it 
understands and will abide by all provisions of Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal Code and that it will inform 
subcontractors of this provision and require their compliance. 

6.13 Non-Governmental Charges. The Developer agrees to pay or cause to be paid when due 
any Non-Governmental Charges. The Developer has the right, before any delinquency occurs, to contest 
any Non-Governmental Charge by appropriate legal proceedings properly and diligently prosecuted, so 
long as such proceedings serve to prevent any sale or forfeiture of the Property. 

6.14 Governmental Charges. 

(a) Payment of Governmental Charges. Developer agrees to pay or cause to be paid when 
due all Governmental Charges (as defined below) which are assessed or imposed upon Developer, the 
Property or the Project, or become due and payable, and which create, may create, a lien upon Developer 
or all or any portion of the Property or the Project. "Governmental Charge" shall mean all federal, State, 
county, the City, or other governmental (or any instrumentality, division, agency, body, or department 
thereof) taxes, levies, assessments, charges, liens, claims or encumbrances (except for those assessed by 
foreign nations, states other than the State of Illinois, counties of the State other than Cook County, and 
municipalities other than the City) relating to Developer, the Property or the Project including but not 
limited to real estate taxes; 

(b) Right to Contest. Developer has the right before any delinquency occurs to contest or 
object in good faith to the amount or validity of any Governmental Charge by appropriate legal 
proceedings properly and diligently instituted and prosecuted in such manner as shall stay the collection 
of the contested Governmental Charge and prevent the imposition of a lien or the sale or forfeiture of the 
Property. No such contest or objection shall be deemed or construed in any way as relieving, modifying 
or extending Developer's covenants to pay any such Governmental Charge at the time and in the manner 
provided in this Agreement unless Developer has given prior written notice to DPD of Developer's intent 
to contest or object to a Governmental Charge and, unless, at DPD's sole option: 
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(i) Developer shall demonstrate to DPD's satisfaction that legal proceedings 
instituted by Developer contesting or objecting to a Governmental Charge shall conclusively 
operate to prevent or remove a lien against, or the sale or forfeiture of, all or any part of the 
Property to satisfy such Governmental Charge prior to final determination of such proceedings; 
and/or 

(ii) Developer shall furnish a good and sufficient bond or other security satisfactory 
to DPD in such form and amounts as DPO shall require, or a good and sufficient undertaking as 
may be required or permitted by law to accomplish a stay of any such sale or forfeiture of the 
Property during the pendency of such contest, adequate to pay fully any such contested 
Governmental Charge and all interest and penalties upon the adverse determination of such 
contest. 

6.15 Developer's Failure To Pay Or Discharge Lien. If Developer fails to pay any Governmental 
Charge or to obtain discharge of the same, Developer shall advise DPD thereof in writing, at which time 
DPD may, but shall not be obligated to, and without waiving or releasing any obligation or liability of 
Developer under this Agreement, in DPD's sole discretion, make such payment, or any part thereof, or 
obtain such discharge and take any other action with respect thereto which DPD deems advisable. All 
sums so paid by DPD, if any, and any expenses, if any, including reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs, 
expenses and other charges relating thereto, shall be promptly disbursed to DPD by Developer. 
Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, this paragraph shall not be construed to 
obligate the City to pay any such Governmental Charge. Additionally, if Developer fails to pay any 
Governmental Charge, the City, in its sole discretion, may require Developer to submit to the City audited 
Financial Statements at Developer's own expense. 

6.16 FOIA and Local Records Act Compliance. 

(a) FOIA. The Developer acknowledges that the City is subject to the Illinois Freedom of 
Information Act, 5 ILCS 140/1 et. seq., as amended ("FOIA"). The FOIA requires the City to produce records 
(very broadly defined in FOIA) in response to a FOIA request in a very short period of time, unless the 
records requested are exempt under the FOIA. If the Developer receives a request from the City to 
produce records within the scope of FOIA, then the Developer covenants to comply. with such request 
within 48 hours of the date of such request. Failure by the Developer to timely comply with such request 
shall be an Event of Default. 

(b) Exempt Information. Documents that the Developer submits to the City with the Annual 
Compliance Report or otherwise during the Term of the Agreement that contain trade secrets and 
commercial or financial information may be exempt if disclosure would result in competitive harm. 
However, for documents submitted by the Developer to be treated as a trade secret or information that 
would cause competitive harm, FOIA requires that Developer mark any such documents as "proprietary, 
privileged or confidential." If the Developer marks a document as "proprietary, privileged and 
confidential", then DPD will evaluate whether such document may be withheld under the FOIA. DPD, in 
its discretion, will determine whether a document will be exempted from disclosure, and that 
determination is subject to review by the Illinois Attorney General's Office and/or the courts. 
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(c} Local Records Act. The Developer acknowledges that the City is ·subject to the Local. 
Records Act, 50 ILCS 205/1 et. seq, as amended (the "Local Records Act"). The Local Records Act provides 
that public records may only be disposed ofas provided in the Local Records Act. If requested by the City, 
the Developer covenants to use its best efforts consistently applied to assist the City in its compl iance 
with the Local Records Act 

SECTION 7. MAINTAINING RECORDS AND RIGHTTO INSPECT 

7.01 Books and Records. The Developer, the general contractor and each subcontractor shall 
keep and maintain books and records that fully disclose the total actual cost of the Project and the 
disposition of all funds from whatever source allocated thereto and as otherwise necessary to evidence 
the Developer's compliance with its obligations under this Agreement, including, but not limited to, 
payroll records, general contractor's and subcontractors' sworn statements, general contracts, 
subcontracts, purchase orders, waivers of lien, paid receipts and invoices and the like. Such books and 
records shall be available at the applicable party's offices for inspection, copying, audit and examination 
by an authorized representative of the City, at the Developer:'s expense. 

7.02 Inspection Rights. Upon three (3) business days' notice, any authorized representative of 
the City has access to all portions of the Project and the Property during normal business hours for the 
Term of the Agreement. 

SECTION 8. ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS 

The Developer hereby represents and warrants to the City that it has conducted environmental 
studies sufficient to concl~de that the Project may be constructed, completed and operated in accordance 
with the requirements of all Environmental Laws and this Agreement. The Developer agrees to indemnify, 
defend and hold the City harmless from and against any and all losses, liabilities, damages, injuries, costs, 
expenses or claims of any kind ·whatsoever including, without limitation, any losses, liabilities, damages, 
injuries, costs, expenses or claims asserted or arising under any Environmental Laws incurred, suffered by 
or asserted against the City and relating to the Project or the Property. 

SECTION 9. INDEMNIFICATION 

Developer agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the City, its officers, officials, members, agents 
and employees harmless from and against any and all losses, costs, damages, liabilities, claims, suits, 
judgments, demands, actions, causes of action of every kind or nature and expenses (including, without 
limitation, attorneys' fees and court costs) arising out of or incidental to the failure of Developer to 
perform its obligations under this Agreement. Upon reasonable notice from the City of any claim which 
the City believes to be covered hereunder, Developer shall timely appear in and defend all suits brought 
upon such claim and shall pay all costs and expenses incidental thereto, but the City shall have the right, 
at its option and at its own expense, to participate in the defense of any suit, without relieving Developer 
of any of its obligations hereunder. The obligations set forth in this section shall survive any termination 
or expiration of this Agreement. 
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SECTION 10. DEFAULT AND·REMEDIES 

10.01 Events of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events, subject to 
the provisions of Section 6 (Covenants, Representations, and Warranties of Developer-), shall constitute 
an "Event of Default" by the Developer hereunder: 

(a) the failure of Developer to complete the Project in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement; 

{b) the failure of the Developer to comply with any covenant or obligation, or the breach by 
the Developer of any representation or warranty, under this Agreement or any related agreement; 

(c) the making or furnishing by Developer to the City of any representation, warranty, 
.certificate, schedule, report or other communication within or in connection with this Agreement or any 
related agreement which is untrue or misleading in any material respect; 

(d) the commencement of any bankruptcy, insolvency, liquidation or reorganization 
proceedings under any applicable state or federal law, or the commencement of any analogous statutory 
or non-statutory proceedings involving the Developer; provided. however, that if such commencement of 
proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an Event of Default unless such proceedings 
are not dismissed within sixty (60) days after the commencement of such proceedings; 

(e) the appointment of a receiver or trustee for the Developer, for any substantial part of the 
Developer's assets or the institution of any proceedings for the dissolution, or the full or partial liquidation, 
or the merger or consolidation, of the Developer; provided, however, that if such appointment or 
commencement of pro~eedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an Event of Oefault unless 
such appointment is not revoked or such proceedings are not dismissed within sixty (60) days after the 
commencement thereof; 

(f) the entry of any judgment or order against the Developer or the Property which remains 
unsatisfied or undischarged and in effect for sixty (60) days after such entry without a stay of enforcement 
or execution; or 

{g) the dissolution of the Developer or the death of any natural person who owns a 50% or 
more ownership interest in the Developer, unless, in the case of a death, the Developer establishes to the 
DPO's satisfaction that such death shall not impair the Developer's ability to perform its executory 
obligations under this Agreement. 

10.02 Remedies. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, the City may seek revocation of 
the Tax Incentive pursuant to the County Tax Incentive Ordinance, terminate this Agreement and all 
related agreements, and/or, in any court of competent jurisdiction by any action or proceeding at law or• 
in equity, pursue and secure any other available remedy. 

10.03 Cure Period. (a) In the event Developer shall fail to perform a monetary covenant which 
Developer is required to perform under this Agreement, notwithstanding any other provision of this 
Agreement to the contrary, an Event of Default shall not .be deemed to have occurred unless Developer 
has failed to perform such monetary covenant withinten (10) days of its receipt of a written notice from 
the City specifying that it has failed to perform such monetary covenant. 
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(b) Developer shall be entitled to one 18-month cure period, which can be extended an additional 
six (6) months in the reasonable discretion of the Commissioner of DPD (for a total of 24 months), 
commencing on the date of issuance of the Certificate for failure to perform under Section 6.04 
(Occupancy Covenant) and Section 6.05 (Jobs Covenant). Any cure period under this Section 10.03(b) shall 
not count toward the Compliance Period of this Agreement. If one failure to perform under either Section 
6.04 or Section 6.05 has occurred and been cured as set forth in this Section 10.03(b), then any subsequent 
failure to perform under either Section 6.04 or Section 6.05 shall constitute an Event of Default. 

(c) In the event Developer shall fail to perform any other non-monetary covenant which Developer 
is required to perform under this Agreement, notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to 
the contrary, an Event of Default shall not be deemed to have occurred unless Developer has failed to 
cure such default within thirty (30) days of its receipt of a written notice from the City specifying the 
nature of the default; provided. however. with respect to those non-monetary defaults which are not 
capable of being cured withil"! such thirty {30) day period, Developer shall not be deemed to have 
committed an Event of Default under this Agreement If it has commenced to cure the alleged default 
within such thirty {30) day period and thereafter diligently and continuously prosecutes the cure of such 
default until the same has been cured; provided, further. that there shall be no cure period under this 
Section 10.03 with respect to Developer's failure to comply with Section 6.03 (Operations Covenant). 

SECTION 11. MORTGAGING OF THE PROJECT 

If a mortgagee succeeds to Developer's interest in the Property or any portion thereof by 
exercising remedies under such mortgage, whether by foreclosure or deed in lieu of foreclosure, and in 
conjunction therewith accepts a written assignment of Developer's interest under this Agreement, the 
City agrees to attorn to and recognize such party as the successor in interest to Developer for all purposes 
under this Agreement so long as such party accepts all of the obligations and liabilities of Developer under 
this Agreement. 

SECTION 12. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

12.01 Amendment. This Agreement and the Exhibits attached hereto may not be amended or 
modified without the prior written consent of the parties hereto. It is agreed that no material amendment 
or change to this Agreement shall be made or be effective unless ratified or authorized by an ordinance 
duly adopted by the City Council. The term "material" for the purpose of this Section 12.01 shall be 
defined as any deviation from the terms of the Agreement which (i) operates to cancel or otherwise 
reduce any developmental or construction obligations of Developer by more than ten percent (10%); (ii) 
materially changes the Project site or character of the Project or any activities undertaken by Developer 
affecting the Project site, the Project, or both; (iii) increases any time agreed for performance by 
Developer by more than one-hundred and eighty {180) days; (iv) decreases the Minimum Project 
Investment by five percent {5%) or more; or (v) decreases the MBE/WBE Budget by ten percent (10%) or 

more. 

12.02 Entire Agreement. This Agreement (including each Exhibit attached hereto, which is 
hereby incorporated herein by reference) constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties hereto 
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and it supersedes all prior agreements, negotiations and discussions between the parties relative to the 
subject matter hereof. 

12.03 Limitation of Liability. No member, official or employee of the City shall be personally 
liable to Developer or any successor in interest in the event of any default or breach by the City or for any 
amount which may become due to Developer from the City or any successor in interest or on any 
obligation under the terms of this Agreement. 

12.04 Further Assurances. The Developer agrees to take such actions, including the execution 
and delivery of such documents, instruments, petitions and certifications as may become necessary or 
appropriate to carry out the terms, provisions and intent of this Agreement. 

12.05 No Implied Waivers. No waiver by either Party of any breach of any provision of this 
Agreement will be a waiver of any continuing or succeeding breach of the breached provision, a waiver of 
the breached provision itself, or a waiver of any right, power or remedy under this Agreement. No notice 
to, or demand on, either Party in any case will, of itself, entitle that Party to any further notice or demand 
in similar or other circumstances. 

12.06 Titles and Headings. Titles and headings to paragraphs contained in this Agreement are 
for convenience only and are not intended to limit, vary, define or expand the content of this Agreement. 

12.07 Remedies Cumulative. The remedies of a Party hereunder are cumulative and the 
exercise of any one or more of the remedies provided for herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any 
other remedies of such Party unless specifically so provided herein. 

12.08 Disclaimer. Nothing contained in this Agreement nor any act of the City shall be deemed 
or construed by any of the parties, or by any third person, to create or imply any relationship of third­
party beneficiary, principal or agent, limited or general partnership or joint venture, or to create or imply 
any association or relationship involving the City. 

12.09. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in ·several counterparts, each of which 
shall be deemed an original and all of which shall constitute one and the same agreement. 

12.10 Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement will be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the internal laws of the State of Illinois, without regard to the principles of conflicts of 
law thereof. If there is a lawsuit under this Agreement, each Party hereto agrees to submit to the 
jurisdiction of the courts of Cook County, the State of Illinois. 

12.11 Approval. Wherever this Agreement provides for the approval or consent of the qty, DPD 
or the Commissioner, or any matter is to be to the City's, DPD's or the Commissioner's satisfaction, unless 
specifically stated to the contrary, such approval, consent or satisfaction shall be made, given or 
determined by the City, DPD or the Commissioner in writing and in the reasonable discretion thereof. The 
Commissioner or other person designated by the Mayor of the City shall act for the City or DPD in making 
all approvals, consents and determinations of satisfaction, granting the Certificate or otherwise 
administering this Agreement for the City. 
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12.12 Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon Developer, the City and their 
respective successors and permitted assigns (as provided herein) and shall inure to the benefit of 
Developer, the City and their respective successors and permitted assigns (as provided herein). Except as 
otherwise provided herein, this Agreement shall not run to the benefit of, or be enforceable by, any 
person or entity other than a Party to this Agreement and its successors and permitted assigns. This 
Agreement should not be deemed to confer upon third parties any remedy, claim, right of reimbursement 
or other right. 

12.13 Force Majeure. Neither the City nor the Developer nor any successor in interest to either 
of them shall be considered in breach of or in default of its obligations under this Agreement in the event 
of any delay caused by damage or destruction by fire or other casualty, civil unrest which may render the 
Property or surrounding area unsafe, pandemic, strike, shortage of material, unusually adverse weather 
conditions such as, by way of illustration and not limitation, severe rain storms or below freezing 
temperatures of abnormal degree or for an abnormal duration, tornadoes or cyclones, and other events 
or conditions beyond the reasonable control of the Party affected which in fact interferes with the ability 
of such Party to discharge its obligations hereunder. The individual or entity relying on this section with 
respect to any such delay shall, upon the occurrence of the event causing such delay, immediately give 
written notice to the other parties to this Agreement. The individual or entity relying on this section with 
respect to any such delay may rely on this section only to the extent of the actual number of days of delay 
effected by any such events described above. 

12.14. Notices. Unless otherwise specified, any notice, demand or request required hereunder 
shall be given in writing at the Notice Address, by any of the following means: (a) personal service; (b) 
overnight courier, or (c) registered or certified mail, return receipt requested. 

12.15. Severabi!ity. If any provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof, to any person, 
place or circumstance, shall be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unenforceable or 
void, the remainder of this Agreement and such provisions as applied to other persons, places and 
circumstances shall remain in full force and effect only if, after excluding the portion deemed to be 
unenforceable, the remaining terms shall provide for the consummation of the transactions contemplated 
hereby in substantially the same manner as originally set forth herein. 

12.16. Survival of Agreements. All warranties, representations, covenants and agreements of 
this Agreement shall be true, accurate and complete at the time of the execution of this Agreement, and 
shall survive the execution, delivery and acceptance hereof by the parties hereto and shall be in effect 
throughout the Term of the Agreement. 

12.17. Exhibits. All of the exhibits attached to this Agreement are incorporated into this 
Agreement by reference. 

12.18. Business Relationships. The Developer acknowledges (A) receipt of a copy of Section 2-
156-030 (b) of the Municipal Code, (B) that Developer has read such provision and understands that 
pursuant to such Section 2-156-030 (b}, it is illegal for any elected official of the City, or any person acting 
at .the direction of such official, to contact, either orally or in writing, any other City official or employee 
with respect to any matter involving any person with whom the elected City official or employee has a 
11 Business Relationship" (as defined in Section 2-156-080 of the Municipal Code), or to participate in any 
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[(Sub)Exhibit "A" referred to in this Tax Incentive Classification Redevelopment 
Agreement with Pullman Industrial LLC constitutes Exhibit "A" to 

ordinance and printed on page 11786 of this Journal.] 

(Sub)Exhibits "B", "C", "D" and "E" referred to in this Tax Incentive Classification

1. Bid Requirement For General Contractor And Subcontractors. Prior to entering into an 
agreement with a General Contractor or any subcontractor for construction of the Project, 
Developer shall solicit, or shall cause the General Contractor to solicit, bids from qualified 
contractors eligible to do business with, and having an office located in, the City of Chicago, 
and shall submit all bids received to DPD, if requested, for its inspection and written 
approval. (i) Developer shall select the General Contractor (or shall cause the General 
Contractor to select the subcontractor) submitting the lowest responsible bid who can 
complete the Project in a timely manner. 

2. Construction Contract. Prior to the Closing Date, the Developer must provide DPD with 
a certified copy of the construction contract, together with any modifications, amendments, 
or supplements thereto, and upon DPD's request, a copy of any subcontracts. Photocopies 
of all contracts or subcontracts entered or to be entered into in connection with the Project 
shall be provided to DPD within five (5) business days of the execution thereof. 

3. Performance And Payment Bonds. Prior to the commencement of any portion of the 
Project which includes work on the public way, the Developer must require the General 
Contractor to be bonded for its payment by sureties having an AA rating or better using a 
bond in a form acceptable to the City. The City shall be named as obligee or co-obligee on 
any such bonds. 

4. Employment Profile. Upon DPD's request, the Developer, the General Contractor, and 
all subcontractors must submit to DPD statements of their respective employment profiles. 
Developer shall contractually obligate and cause the General Contractor and each 
subcontractor to agree to the Construction Hiring Requirements. 

5. Other Provisions. In addition to the requirements of Agreements with Contractors, the 
Construction Contract and each contract with any subcontractor shall contain provisions 
required pursuant to Section 3.05 (Change Orders), (Sub)Exhibit E Construction Hiring 
Requirements, and Section 9.01 (Books and Records) of the RDA. 

Construction Hiring Requirements. 

1. Employment Opportunity. The Developer shall contractually obligate its or their various 
contractors, subcontractors or any Affiliate of the Developer operating on the Property 
(collectively, with the Developer, the "Employers" and individually an "Employer") to agree, 
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that for the Term of this Agreement with respect to Developer and during the period of any 
other party's provision of services in connection with the construction of the Project or 
occupation of the Property: 

(a) No Employer shall discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment 
based upon race, religion, color, sex, national origin or ancestry, age, handicap or 
disability, sexual orientation, military discharge status, marital status, parental status or 
source of income as defined in the City of Chicago Human Rights Ordinance, 
Chapter 2-160, Section 2-160-010, et seq., Municipal Code, except as otherwise provided 
by said ordinance and as amended from time to time (the "Human Rights Ordinance"). 
Each Employer shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are hired and 
employed without discrimination based upon race, religion, color, sex, national origin or 
ancestry, age, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, military discharge status, marital 
status, parental status or source of income and are treated in a non-discriminatory manner 
with regard to all job-related matters, including without limitation: employment, upgrading, 
demotion or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of 
pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. 
Each Employer agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and 
applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the City setting forth the provisions 
of this nondiscrimination clause. In addition, the Employers, in all solicitations or 
advertisements for employees, shall state that all qualified applicants shall receive 
consideration for employment without discrimination based upon race, religion, color, sex, 
national origin or ancestry, age, handicap or disability, sexual orientation, military 
discharge status, marital status, parental status or source of income. 

(b) To the greatest extent feasible, each Employer is required to present opportunities 
for training and employment of low- and moderate-income residents of the City and 
preferably of the Area; and to provide those contracts for work in connection with the 
construction of the Project be awarded to business concerns that are located in, or owned 
in substantial part by persons residing in, the City and preferably in the Area. 

(c) Each Employer shall comply with all federal, state, and local equal employment and 
affirmative action statutes, rules, and regulations, including but not limited to the 
City's Human Rights Ordinance and the Illinois Human Rights Act, 775 ILCS 5/1-101, 
et seq. (1993), and any subsequent amendments and regulations promulgated thereto. 

(d) Each Employer, in order to demonstrate compliance with the terms of this paragraph, 
shall cooperate with and promptly and accurately respond to inquiries by the City, which 
has the responsibility to observe and report compliance with equal employment 
opportunity regulations of federal, state and municipal agencies. 

(e) Each Employer shall include the foregoing provisions of subparagraphs (a) through 
(d) in every contract entered into in connection with the Project and shall require inclusion 
of these provisions in every subcontract entered into by any subcontractors, and every 
agreement with any Affiliate operating on the Property, so that each such provision shall 
be binding upon each contractor, subcontractor or Affiliate, as the case may be. 
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(f) Failure to comply with the employment obligations described in this paragraph shall 
be a basis for the City to pursue its remedies under the Redevelopment Agreement. 

2. Prevailing Wage. The Developer, the General Contractor and all subcontractors must 
pay the prevailing wage rate as ascertained by the Illinois Department of Labor (the 
"Department"), to all persons working on the Project. All such contracts shall list the specified 
rates to be paid to all laborers, workers and mechanics for each craft or type of worker or 
mechanic employed pursuant to such contract. If the Department revises such prevailing 
wage rates, the revised rates shall apply to all such contracts. Upon the City's request, the 
Developer shall provide the City with copies of all such contracts entered into by the 
Developer or the General Contractor to evidence compliance with this Prevailing Wage. 

3. City Resident Construction Worker Employment Requirement. The Developer agrees 
for itself and its successors and assigns, and shall contractually obligate its General 
Contractor and shall cause the General Contractor to contractually obligate its 
subcontractors, as applicable, to agree, that during the construction of the Project they shall 
comply with the minimum percentage of total worker hours performed by actual residents of 
the City as specified in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code of Chicago (at least 
50 percent of the total worker hours worked by persons on the site of the Project shall be 
performed by actual residents of the City); provided, however, that in addition to complying 
with this percentage, the Developer, its General Contractor and each subcontractor shall be 
required to make good faith efforts to utilize qualified residents of the City in both unskilled 
and skilled labor positions. 

The Developer may request a reduction or waiver of this minimum percentage level of 
Chicagoans as provided for in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code of Chicago in 
accordance with standards and procedures developed by the Chief Procurement Officer of 
the City. 

"Actual residents of the City" shall mean persons domiciled within the City. The domicile 
is an individual's one and only true, fixed, and permanent home and principal establishment. 

The Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall provide for the 
maintenance of adequate employee residency records to show that actual Chicago 
residents are employed on the Project. Each Employer shall maintain copies of personal 
documents supportive of every Chicago employee's actual record of residence. 

Weekly certified payroll reports (U.S. Department of Labor Form WH-347 or equivalent) 
shall be submitted to the Commissioner of DPD in triplicate, which shall clearly identify the 
actual residence of every employee on each submitted certified payroll. The first time that 
an employee's name appears on a payroll, the date that the Employer hired the employee 
should be written in after the employee's name. 

The Developer, the General Contractor and each subcontractor shall provide full access 
to their employment records to the Chief Procurement Officer, the Commissioner of DPD, 
the Superintendent of the Chicago Police Department, the Inspector General or any duly 
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authorized representative of any of them. The Developer, the General Contractor and each 
subcontractor shall maintain all relevant personnel data and records for a period of at least 
three (3) years after final acceptance of the work constituting the Project. 

At the direction of DPD, affidavits and other supporting documentation will be required of 
the Developer, the General Contractor, and each subcontractor to verify or clarify an 
employee's actual address when doubt or lack of clarity has arisen. 

Good faith efforts on the part of the Developer, the General Contractor, and each 
subcontractor to provide utilization of actual Chicago residents (but not sufficient for the 
granting of a waiver request as provided for in the standards and procedures developed by 
the Chief Procurement Officer) shall not suffice to replace the actual, verified achievement 
of the requirements of this paragraph concerning the worker hours performed by actual 
Chicago residents. 

When work at the Project is completed, in the event that the City has determined that the 
Developer has failed to ensure the fulfillment of the requirement of this paragraph 
concerning the worker hours performed by actual Chicago residents or failed to report in the 
manner as indicated above, the City will thereby be damaged in the failure to provide the 
benefit of demonstrable employment to Chicagoans to the degree stipulated in this 
paragraph. Therefore, in such a case of noncompliance, it is agreed that ½o of 1 percent 
(0.0005) of the aggregate hard construction costs set forth in the Project budget (the product 
of .0005 x such aggregate hard construction costs) (as the same shall be evidenced by 
approved contract value for the actual contracts) shall be surrendered by the Developer to 
the City in payment for each percentage of shortfall toward the stipulated residency 
requirement. Failure to report the residency of employees entirely and correctly shall result 
in the surrender of the entire liquidated damages as if no Chicago residents were employed 
in either of the categories. The willful falsification of statements and the certification of payroll 
data may subject the Developer, the General Contractor and/or the subcontractors to 
prosecution. Any retainage to cover contract performance that may become due to the 
Developer pursuant to Section 2-92-250 of the Municipal Code of Chicago may be withheld 
by the City pending the Chief Procurement Officer's determination as to whether the 
Developer must surrender damages as provided in this paragraph. 

Nothing herein provided shall be construed to be a limitation upon the "Notice of 
Requirements for Affirmative Action to Ensure Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive 
Order 11246" and "Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive 
Order 11246", or other affirmative action required for equal opportunity under the provisions 
of this Agreement or related documents. 

The Developer shall cause or require the provisions of this paragraph to be included in all 
construction contracts and subcontracts related to the Project. 

4. MBE/WBE Commitment. The Developer agrees for itself and its successors and 
assigns, and, if necessary to meet the requirements set forth herein, shall contractually 
obligate the General Contractor to agree that, during the Project: 
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(a) Consistent with the findings which support the Minority-Owned and Women-Owned 
Business Enterprise Procurement Program (the "MBE/WBE Program"), Section 2-92-420, 
et seq. , Municipal Code of Chicago, and in reliance upon the provisions of the 
MBE/WBE Program to the extent contained in, and as qualified by, the provisions of this 
paragraph 4, during the course of the Project, at least the following percentages of the 
MBE/WBE Budget attached hereto as (Sub)Exhibit B (as these budgeted amounts may 
be reduced to reflect decreased actual costs) shall be expended for contract participation 
by MBEs or WBEs: 

i. At least 26 percent by MBEs; and 

ii. At least 6 percent by WBEs. 

(b) For purposes of MBE/WBE Commitment only, the Developer (and any party to 
whom a contract is let by the Developer in connection with the Project) shall be deemed 
a "contractor'' and this Agreement (and any contract let by the Developer in connection 
with the Project) shall be deemed a "contract" as such terms are defined in Section 2-92-
420, Municipal Code of Chicago. 

(c) Consistent with Section 2-92-440, Municipal Code of Chicago, the Developer's 
MBE/WBE Commitment may be achieved in part by the Developer's status as an MBE or 
WBE (but only to the extent of any actual work performed on the Project by the Developer) , 
or by a joint venture with one or more MBEs or WBEs (but only to the extent of the lesser 
of: (i) the MBE or WBE participation in such joint venture; or (ii) the amount of any actual 
work performed on the Project by the MBE or WBE), by the Developer utilizing an MBE or 
a WBE as a General Contractor (but only to the extent of any actual work performed on 
the Project by the General Contractor) , by subcontracting or causing the General 
Contractor to subcontract a portion of the Project to one or more MBEs or WBEs, or by 
the purchase of materials used in the Project from one or more MBEs or WBEs, or by any 
combination of the foregoing. Those entities which constitute both an MBE and a WBE 
shall not be credited more than once with regard to the Developer's MBE/WBE 
Commitment as described in this paragraph 4. The Developer or the General Contractor 
may meet all or part of this commitment through credits received pursuant to Section 2-
92-530 of the Municipal Code of Chicago for the voluntary use of MBEs or WBEs in its 
activities and operations other than the Project. 

(d) Prior to the City's issuance of a Final Certificate, the Developer shall provide to DPD 
a final report describing its efforts to achieve compliance with this MBE/WBE Commitment. 
Such report shall include inter alia the name and business address of each MBE and WBE 
solicited by the Developer or the General Contractor to work on the Project, and the 
responses received from such solicitation, the name and business address of each MBE 
or WBE actually involved in the Project, a description of the work performed or products 
or services supplied, the date and amount of such work, product or service, and such other 
information as may assist DPD in determining the Developer's compliance with 
this MBE/WBE Commitment. DPD has access to the Developer's books and records, 
including, without limitation, payroll records, books of account and tax returns, and records 
and books of account in accordance with the Redevelopment Agreement, on five (5) 
business days' notice, to allow the City to review the Developer's compliance with its 
commitment to MBE/WBE participation and the status of any MBE or WBE performing any 
portion of the Project. 
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(e) Upon the disqualification of any MBE or WBE General Contractor or subcontractor, 
if such status was misrepresented by the disqualified party, the Developer shall be 
obligated to discharge or cause to be discharged the disqualified General Contractor or 
subcontractor and, if possible, identify and engage a qualified MBE or WBE as a 
replacement. For purposes of this subsection (e), the disqualification procedures are 
further described in Section 2-92-540, Municipal Code of Chicago. 

(f) Any reduction or waiver of the Developer's MBE/WBE Commitment as described in 
this paragraph 4 shall be undertaken in accordance with Section 2-92-450, Municipal 
Code of Chicago. 

(g) Prior to the commencement of the Project, the Developer, the General Contractor, 
and all major subcontractors shall be required to meet with the monitoring staff of DPD 
with regard to the Developer's compliance with its obligations under this Agreement. 
During this meeting, the Developer shall demonstrate to DPD its plan to achieve its 
obligations under this Agreement, the sufficiency of which shall be approved by DPD. 
During the Project, the Developer shall, upon the request of the monitoring staff of DPD, 
such interim reports as the monitoring staff may require. Failure to submit such 
documentation on a timely basis, or a determination by DPD, upon analysis of the 
documentation, that the Developer is not complying with its obligations hereunder shall, 
upon the delivery of written notice to the Developer, be deemed an Event of Default 
hereunder.

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City") is a home rule unit of government under 
Section 6(a), Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois authorized to exercise 
any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The Cook County Board of Commissioners has enacted the Cook County

Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-1, et seq., finding, among 
other things, that 51 s1/Archer Redevelopment Project Area is a depressed area; and

WHEREAS, TVB LLC, an Illinois limited liability company ("Applicant") in 2017 acquired 
certain real estate generally located at 5214 -- 5232 South Archer Avenue, Chicago, Illinois 
60632, as further described on Exhibit A attached hereto (the "Subject Property"), which is 
located within the boundaries of 51 st/Archer Redevelopment Project Area; and 

WHEREAS, The City's Department of Planning and Development ("DPD") determined 
that the Subject Property was last occupied in 2014; and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant proposed to rehabilitate the approximately 6,953-square-foot 
abandoned Subject Property and redevelop it into commercial space including a restaurant 
and banquet hall (the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, On July 25, 2018, the City Council of the City adopted an ordinance 
supporting and consenting to the 7(c) classification of the Subject Property by the Office of 
the Assessor of Cook County, Illinois (the "Assessor"); and 

WHEREAS, The Assessor granted the Class 7(c) tax incentive in connection with the 
Subject Property effective August 3, 2018; and 

WHEREAS, The Applicant has filed an application for renewal of the Class 7(c) 
classification with the Assessor pursuant to the County Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, It is the responsibility of the Assessor to determine that an application for a 
Class 7(c) classification or renewal of a Class 7(c) classification is eligible pursuant to the 
County Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, The County Ordinance provides that, in connection with the filing of a 
Class 7(c) renewal application with the Assessor, the applicant must obtain from the 
municipality in which such real estate that is proposed for Class 7(c) designation or renewal 
is located, an ordinance expressly stating that, among other things, (a) the commercial use 
of the Subject Property is necessary and beneficial to the local economy in which the Subject 
Property is located, and (b) the municipality supports and consents to the Class 7(c)

The following is said ordinance as passed: 

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City") is a home rule unit of government under 
Section 6(a), Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois authorized to exercise 
any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The Cook County Board of Commissioners has enacted the Tax Incentive 
Ordinance, Classification System for Assessment, as amended from time to time (the 
"County Ordinance"), which establishes the Class L property tax classification to encourage 
the preservation and rehabilitation of certain historically and architecturally significant 
buildings, which will enhance the general character of real estate in the county and 
contribute to the economic well-being of the county by increasing the level of economic 
activity, increasing employment opportunities and contributing to the long-term growth of the 
real property tax base; and 

WHEREAS, ECG Madison LLC, all Illinois limited liability company (the "Owner"), is the 
owner of the historic building (the "Building") located at 801 West Madison Street in Chicago, 
Illinois, as more precisely described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and hereby made a part 
hereof (the land and improvements thereon being herein referred to as the "Project Real 
Estate"); and 

WHEREAS, The City Council of the City (the "City Council") adopted an ordinance on 
April 24, 2012, designating the area encompassing the Building as a Chicago Landmark 
pursuant to the criteria established in Section 2-120-580, et seq. of the Municipal Code of 
Chicago, and such designation as a Chicago landmark meets the definition of a landmark 
pursuant to the County Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, The Owner proposes to rehabilitate the Building thereby preserving the 
historic building, increasing employment opportunities in the area and contributing to the 
long-term growth of the real property tax base (the "Project"); and 
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WHEREAS, The redevelopment objective of the City in connection with the Project Real 
Estate is to enhance the character of real estate in the City and Cook County; contribute to 
the long-term growth in the level of economic activity and employment opportunities in the 
City and Cook County; contribute to the long-term growth of Cook County's tax base; provide 
greater tax revenues to the City and Cook County by increasing economic activity at the 
Building; and facilitate the preservation of a historically significant building; and 

WHEREAS, The Owner intends to use the Building for commercial purposes after the 
Project is completed by operating the Building as a hotel with approximately 76 rooms, a 
lobby on the first floor, and ground floor retail (the "Intended Use"); and 

WHEREAS, It is anticipated that the Project may require a transfer of a beneficial interest 
in the Owner to one or more entities who will receive an allocation of federal historic 
rehabilitation tax credits ("Tax Credit Investors"); and 

WHEREAS, The Owner has applied to the Office of the Assessor of Cook County, Illinois 
(the "Assessor"), for designation of the Project Real Estate as a Class L classification eligible 
for certain real estate tax incentives pursuant to the County Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the County Ordinance, the Class L classification is available to 
real estate which is to be used for commercial or industrial purposes and which : (1) is a 
Landmark (as defined in the County Ordinance); and (2) has undergone Substantial 
Rehabilitation (as defined in the County Ordinance), which constitutes an investment by the 
owner of at least 50 percent of the building's full market value as determined by the Assessor 
in the assessment year prior to the commencement of the Substantial Rehabilitation; and 
the Class L incentive shall apply to the building only, except that if the entire building has 
been vacant and unused for at least 24 continuous months prior to the filing of the eligibility 
application with the Assessor, the land upon which the building is situated shall be eligible 
for the incentive; and 

WHEREAS, The County Ordinance requires that, in connection with the filing of a 
Class L eligibility application with the Assessor, an applicant must obtain from the unit of 
local government in which the real estate is located, an ordinance or resolution which 
expressly states, among other things, that the local government: 1) has determined that the 
incentive provided by Class L is necessary for the Substantial Rehabilitation of the property; 
2) supports and consents to the granting of the incentive; and 3) has reviewed and 
accepted its Preservation Commission's (as defined in the County Ordinance) written 
recommendation of the project for the Class L incentive, specifying the project budget and 
proposed scope of the work, which meets or exceeds the Standards of the United States 
Department of the Interior for Rehabilitation, Preservation, Restoration, and Reconstruction 
of historic properties; and 

WHEREAS, The City is a Certified Local Government as defined in the County Ordinance 
and has established the City of Chicago Commission on Chicago Landmarks (the 
"Landmarks Commission"), and such Landmarks Commission is a Preservation 
Commission (as defined in the County Ordinance); and 
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WHEREAS, On January 11, 2024, the Landmarks Commission issued a written 
recommendation of the Project to the City Council recommending that the Project be 
approved by the Assessor for the Class L incentive, a copy of which is attached hereto as 
Exhibit 2 and hereby made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, The Project Real Estate has been vacant and has not been occupied and 
used for the 24-month period prior to the filing of the Class L eligibility application with the 
Assessor, making the land upon which the Building is situated also eligible for the Class L 
incentive; and 

WHEREAS, The City encourages goals of: (i) in accordance with Section 2-92-420, 
et seq. of the MCC, 26 percent Minority-owned Business Enterprises and 6 percent 
Women-owned Business Enterprises participation (measured against the total construction 
budget for the Project or any phase thereof); and (ii) in accordance with Section 2-92-330 
of the MCC, 50 percent City resident hiring (measured against the total construction work 
hours for the Project or any phase thereof), where possible, and the Owner has 
acknowledged that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities for Minority- and 
Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and City residents to compete for 
contracts and jobs on construction projects approved by the City; and 

WHEREAS, The Department of Planning and Development of the City ("DPD") has 
reviewed the proposed Project, has determined that it meets the necessary eligibility 
requirements for Class L designation, and hereby recommends to the City Council that the 
City expressly determine by ordinance, among other things, that: 1) the incentive provided 
by Class L is necessary for the Substantial Rehabilitation of the Project Real Estate; 2) the 
City supports and consents to the granting of the incentive; and 3) the City has reviewed 
and accepted the Landmarks Commission's written recommendation of the Project for the 
Class L incentive, specifying the Project budget and proposed scope of the work, and 
specifying that the Project meets or exceeds the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for 
the Treatment of Historic Properties; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago:

SECTION 2. The City hereby determines that the incentive provided by Class L is 
necessary for the Substantial Rehabilitation of the Project Real Estate. 

SECTION 3. The City hereby expressly supports and consents to the granting of the 
Class L incentive. The City's support and consent to the grant of certification for the 
Class L incentive for the Project Real Estate is expressly conditioned upon the substantial 
completion of the Project as proposed by the Owner and approved by the City, both upon 
completion of the Substantial Rehabilitation of the Project Real Estate and during the term 
of the Class L incentive. 
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SECTION 4. The Project is anticipated to be completed by December 31, 2025, The 
Commissioner of DPD (the "Commissioner") or a designee of the Commissioner (together 
with the Commissioner, an "Authorized Officer") shall have discretion to extend the 
construction completion date by issuing a written extension letter in response to a written 
request from the Owner. To the extent that the Project Real Estate is not rehabilitated, used 
or maintained during the term of the Class L incentive in a manner which is substantially 
consistent with the approved Project or Intended Use, as determined by the Authorized 
Officer, the Authorized Officer is hereby authorized to take such steps as may be necessary 
and appropriate to withdraw the City's support and consent to the Class L incentive, which 
may cause the Class L certification to be terminated or revoked. 

SECTION 5. The City has reviewed and hereby accepts the Landmarks Commission's 
written recommendation of the Project for the Class L incentive, a copy of which is attached 
hereto as Exhibit 2 and made a part hereof, which specifies the Project budget and proposed 
scope of the work, and which specifies that the Project meets or exceeds the Secretary of 
the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties. 

SECTION 6. The Economic Disclosure Statement, as defined in the County Ordinance, 
has been received and filed by the City. 

SECTION 7. The Authorized Officer is hereby authorized to deliver a certified copy of this 
ordinance to the Assessor and to furnish such additional information as may be required in 
connection with the filing of the application by the Owner with the Assessor for Class L 
designation of the Project Real Estate. 

SECTION 8. The Authorized Officer is hereby authorized to enter into and execute such 
instruments and agreements and perform any and all acts as shall be necessary or 
advisable in connection with the Project which reflect the terms and conditions as may be 
imposed or approved in connection with the Project by the Authorized Officer. 

SECTION 9. The Authorized Officer is hereby authorized to approve minor changes in the 
scope of work and budget delineated on (Sub)Exhibits A and B to Exhibit 2 hereof, provided 
that changes in the Building conditions warrant such changes and will not change the 
suitability of the Project Real Estate for the Intended Use (all as determined in the sole 
discretion of the Authorized Officer). Changes to the Project budget delineated on 
(Sub)Exhibit A to Exhibit 2 shall not require prior City approval provided that the Project is 
substantially completed in accordance with the scope of work defined in (Sub)Exhibit B to 
Exhibit 2 and achieves the minimum investment required for Class L eligibility. 

SECTION 10. Upon request by the Owner for a final determination of the eligibility of the 
Project Real Estate for the Class L incentive by the Landmarks Commission pursuant to the 
County Ordinance upon completion of the Substantial Rehabilitation of the Project Real 
Estate, the Authorized Officer shall verify that the work performed substantially conforms to 
the Project approved by the City and that the Project Real Estate is eligible for the Class L 
incentive (the "Final Determination"). 
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SECTION 11 . Any conveyance of all or a portion of the Project Real Estate by the Owner 
before the Final Determination shall render the support and consent of the City for the 
Class L incentive set forth hereunder in connection with the Project null and void . Any 
renewed support and consent of the City for the Class L incentive contemplated in 
connection with the Project undertaken by a successor in interest to the Owner of the Project 
Real Estate prior to the Final Determination shall require additional authorization by the City 
Council. Any change prior to the Final Determination in the direct owners in excess of 7.5 
percent of the Owner or who constitutes the direct or indirect controlling parties of the 
Owner, as determined by the Corporation Counsel (an "Ownership Change"), shall render 
the support and consent of the City for the Class L incentive set forth hereunder in 
connection with the Project null and void , unless such Ownership Change is approved by 
the Authorized Officer in his or her discretion. This section shall not apply to the transfer of 
a beneficial interest in the Owner to Tax Credit Investors with respect to the Project, or to 
the transfer of a leasehold interest in the Project Real Estate to a master tenant entity owned 
in whole or in part by one or more Tax Credit Investors, provided that such transfers do not 
involve a change to the direct or indirect controlling parties of the Owner. 

SECTION 12. No permit fee waiver(s) pursuant to Section 2-120-815 of the Municipal 
Code of Chicago from the City related to the Project Real Estate shall be granted to the 
Owner during the rehabilitation of the Project and prior to the expiration of the Class L 
incentive related to the Project Real Estate. 

SECTION 13. To the extent that any ordinance, resrnution, order or provision of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago, or part thereof, is in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance, 
the provisions of this ordinance shall be controlling. If any section, paragraph, clause or 
provision shall be held invalid, the invalidity of such section , paragraph, clause or provision 
shall not affect any of the other provisions of this ordinance. 

SECTION 14. To assist the City in promoting and tracking M/WBE and City resident 
participation, the Owners shall provide information to the City's Committee on Economic, 
Capital and Technology Development (the "Committee") at two points in the City approval 
process for the Project. First, the Owners shall submit to the Committee an M/WBE 
Participation Proposal ("Participation Proposal") prior to commencement of construction of 
the Project. The Participation Proposal shall identify the Owners' goals for participation of 
certified M/WBE firms in the design, engineering, and construction of the Project, and of City 
residents in the construction work. The Participation Proposal shall include a description of 
the Owners' proposed outreach plan designed to inform M/WBEs and City residents of job 
and contracting opportunities. Second, prior to issuance of a Final Determination for the 
Project or any phase thereof, the Owners shall provide the Committee with the actual level 
of M/WBE and City resident participation in the Project or any phase thereof, and evidence 
of such participation. In addition to the foregoing, the Committee may request such 
additional information as the Committee determines may be necessary or useful in 
evaluating the extent to which M/WBEs and City residents are informed of and utilized in 
projects that seek the Class L classification.

WHEREAS, The exclusion of MENA Americans from the United States Census Bureau 
has led to the inability for MENA Americans to obtain affirmative action resources provided 
to other historically disadvantaged groups; and 

WHEREAS, The American Community Survey ("ACS") revealed that MENA Americans 
have suffered pervasive society-wide prejudice and discrimination or practices, and that 
over time those conditions have resulted in economic deprivation; and 

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago is home to the fourth largest urban concentration of 
MENA American population in the United States, and according to the Illinois Advisory 
Committee to the United States Commission on Civil Rights, the Arab population in Chicago 
as of 2020 was around 150,000; and 

WHEREAS, Recently, the State has amended the Uniform Racial Classification Act and 
the Data Governance and Organization to Support Equity and Racial Justice Act to require

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago ("City") is a home rule unit of government by virtue of the 
provisions of the Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970 and, as such, may exercise any 
power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The City, through the foreclosure of demolition liens, tax sales and other 
methods of acquisition, has acquired title to numerous parcels of real property which are of 
minimal value and are costly to clean up and maintain, and because title to such properties 
is vested in the City, the properties are exempt from real estate taxes, thus not generating 
property taxes; and 

WHEREAS, The City has traditionally sold much of its land directly to purchasers after 
receiving property inquiries, a method which is inefficient, labor-intensive and also lacks 
transparency; and 

WHEREAS, In an effort to attract and reach potential buyers and create a more 
competitive process, the Department of Planning and Development (the "Department") 
created chiblockbuilder.com ("ChiBlockBuilder"), a website-based platform for selling vacant 
City-owned property with predetermined purchase prices and online application materials; 
and 

WHEREAS, ChiBlockBuilder allows prospective buyers to view a map of available 
properties online, and apply to purchase lots for targeted purposes; and 

WHEREAS, The Department retained the services of CBRE Group, Inc. to provide market 
value assessments of the available City-owned properties based on comparable sales, and 
these market value assessments are posted on the ChiBlockBuilder website to establish 
purchase prices for all properties marketed for sale; and 

WHEREAS, The Department advertised more than 2,000 City-owned lots for sale on the 
ChiBlockBuilder website in its first round of bidding, which began on November 17, 2022 
and ended on February 3, 2023 (the "First Application Period"); and 

WHEREAS, The Department hosted three virtual information webinars for the public on 
December 8, 2022 (English), December 16, 2022 (Spanish) and January 12, 2023 (English) 
to walk prospective applicants through the ChiBlockBuilder process, and help prospective 
applicants identify available City-owned property and submit online applications for the 
purchase of such City-owned property; and 

WHEREAS, ChiBlockBuilder provided local real estate brokers support, in English and 
Spanish, to respond to inquiries from prospective applicants and help prospective applicants 
identify available City-owned property and submit online applications for the purchase of 
such City-owned property; and 

WHEREAS, A public notice directing prospective applicants to ChiBlockBuilder for 
listings of City-owned properties for sale was published in the Chicago Tribune on 
January 20, January 27 and February 3, 2023; and 
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WHEREAS, City lots sold through the ChiBlockBuilder platform are required to conform 
with their current zoning; and 

WHEREAS, The Department accepted applications in five categories: affordable housing, 
market rate housing, side yards, open space, and commercial development; and 

WHEREAS, This ordinance authorizes the sale of City lots in the open space category; 
and 

WHEREAS, Eligible open space buyers had to meet the following qualifications: 
(1) be residents, nonprofit organizations, or next-door business owners; (2) submit a site 
plan, budget, and program for the project; (3) have support from the nearby community for 
the project; (4) be able to maintain and care for the lot; (5) be able to pay property taxes on 
the land; and (6) complete projects within one year from closing; and 

WHEREAS, Specific evaluation criteria for open space projects included: the detail and 
quality of the project description and site plan, the project budget, the impact on next door 
neighbors and the surrounding community, and proof of support for the project from 
neighbors, such as letters of support, presentations at community meetings, or consistency 
with neighborhood plans; and 

WHEREAS, The Department selected three buyers (each, a "Buyer") for three City lots 
(each, a "City Lot") in the open space category in the First Application Period, as identified 
on Exhibit A attached hereto; and 

WHEREAS, The names of all applicants for each City Lot, the names of the finalists, and 
a summary of the finalist proposals are set forth on Exhibit B attached hereto; and 

WHEREAS, The Department desires to convey each City Lot to the respective Buyer as 
identified on Exhibit A hereto; and 

WHEREAS, The Buyers have agreed to purchase the City Lots for the purchase prices 
listed on Exhibit A (each, a "Purchase Price"), which represent 10 percent of the market 
value assessment for the applicable City Lots; and 

WHEREAS, By resolution adopted on December 21, 2023, the Chicago Plan Commission 
approved the disposition of the City Lots identified as City Lot 1, City Lot 2 and City Lot 3 to 
the Buyers identified on Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, City Lots 1, 2 and 3 are located in the Midwest Tax Increment Financing 
Redevelopment Project Area, approved by City Council on May 17, 2000 and the 
Department has determined that the sale is consistent with the redevelopment plan and 
project for the redevelopment area; and 
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WHEREAS, By resolution adopted on March 5, 2024, the Community Development 
Commission recommended the sale of City Lots 1, 2 and 3 to the Buyers identified on 
Exhibit A; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The foregoing recitals, findings and statements of fact are incorporated 
herein and made a material part of this ordinance. 

SECTION 2. The City Council hereby approves the sale of each City Lot to the respective 
Buyer identified on Exhibit A hereto in its "As Is" condition for the Purchase Prices listed on 
Exhibit A. 

SECTION 3. The Mayor or the Mayor's proxy is authorized to execute, and the City Clerk 
or the Deputy City Clerk is authorized to attest, quitclaim deeds (each, a "Deed") conveying 
the City Lots to the respective Buyers, or to a land trust of which the Buyer is the sole 
beneficiary, or to an entity of which the Buyer is the sole controlling party which is comprised 
of the same principal parties. Without limiting the quitclaim nature of each Deed, the 
conveyance of each City Lot shall be subject to the following : the standard exceptions in an 
AL TA title insurance policy; general real estate taxes and any special assessments or other 
taxes; easements, encroachments, covenants, restrictions and liens of record and not 
shown of record ; such other title defects as may exist; and any and all exceptions caused 
by the acts of the Buyer or the Buyer's agents. In addition, the Deed shall include the 
following terms, covenants and conditions, in substantially the form set forth below, which 
are a part of the consideration for each City Lot and which shall run with the land and be 
binding upon and enforceable against the Buyer and the Buyer's heirs, successors and 
assigns, in perpetuity (unless a shorter period is expressly stated below) : 

1. Covenant To Improve City Lot With Open Space. Buyer shall improve the City Lot with 
the open space project described in Buyer's ChiBlockBuilder application and approved 
by the City's Department of Planning and Development within one (1) year from the 
date of this Deed. If this condition is not met, the City may record a notice of default 
against the City Lot and shall have the right to exercise any and all remedies available 
to it at law or in equity, including the right to re-enter the City Lot and revest title in the 
City.

The following is said ordinance as passed: 

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City") is a home rule unit of government pursuant 
to Article VII, Section 6(a) of the 1970 State of Illinois Constitution and, as such, may 
exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The City, in recognition of the shortage of decent housing affordable to 
working families within the City, encourages the use of vacant land for the development of 
new owner-occupied homes; and 

WHEREAS, The City, through the foreclosure of demolition liens, tax sales and other 
methods of acquisition, has acquired title to numerous parcels of vacant land that are 
suitable for the construction of new owner-occupied housing affordable to working families; 
and 
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WHEREAS, The City also has a goal of creating communities of opportunity to replace 
vacancy, violence, and decades of disinvestment with affordable homes and opportunities 
for families to build generational wealth and equity; and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to an ordinance (the "Program Ordinance") adopted by the City 
Council of the City (the "City Council") on November 8, 2017 and published at pages 59287 
through 59295 in the Journal of the Proceedings of the City Council of the City of Chicago 
(the "Journaf') for such date, the City established a program for the sale of City-owned 
vacant land to developers for the construction of affordable single-family homes and 
two-flats (the "City Lots for Working Families Program" or "Program"); and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the City Lots for Working Families Program, the Department of 
Housing ("DOH"), as successor to the Department of Planning and Development for the 
administration and implementation of this Program, is authorized to evaluate proposals for 
the construction of new single-family homes and/or two-flats (each such single-family home 
or two-flat, a "Home") on City-owned vacant land; and 

WHEREAS, The Program Ordinance authorizes DOH to: (a) sell City-owned vacant 
zoning lots (each such vacant zoning lot, a "City Lot") with an appraised value of 
$175,000.00 or less for $1 .00 per City Lot for projects approved under the City Lots for 
Working Families Program ("CL4WF Projects"); (b) exempt CL4WF Projects from 
MBE/WBE Requirements and City Residency Hiring Requirements (as those terms are 
defined in the Program Ordinance) if all City Lots within the CL4WF Project have an 
appraised value of $125,000.00 or less; and (c) waive certain City fees for CL4WF Projects; 
and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the City Lots for Working Families Program, up to 
twenty-five percent (25%) of the Homes in a CL4WF Project may be sold at 
market-rate prices (the "Market Rate Homes") and the rest must be sold at an 
Affordable Price (as defined in the Program Ordinance); and 

WHEREAS, The City is the owner of the City Lots identified on Exhibit A attached hereto, 
each of which has an appraised value of less than $175,000; and 

WHEREAS, United Power for Action and Justice ("United Power") is a not-for-profit, non­
partisan community organization composed of 40 religious congregations, not-for-profit 
groups, hospitals, health centers and civic organizations from across Cook County; and 

WHEREAS, United Power has submitted a proposal to the Department of Housing 
("DOH") on behalf of the following member organizations or affiliated business entities of 
which the applicable member is the sole controlling party (each, a "Developer") to construct 
Homes on the City Lots: 

The Resurrection Project, an Illinois not-for-profit corporation ; 
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Precious Blood Ministry of Reconciliation, an Illinois not-for-profit corporation; 

Sunshine Gospel Ministries, an Illinois not-for-profit corporation; 
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Lawndale Christian Development Corporation, an Illinois not-for-profit corporation; 

IFF, an Illinois not-for-profit corporation; and 

WHEREAS, DOH has agreed to sell up to 500 City Lots in increments of 125 or less to 
the Developers under the City Lots for Working Families Program (the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, DOH wishes to modify the City Lots for Working Families Program for the 
Project to allow each Developer to construct more than twenty (20) Homes; and 

WHEREAS, DOH further wishes to modify the City Lots for Working Families Program 
for the Project by changing all references to the term "Appraised Value" in the Project 
Ordinance to "Market Valuation", and defining Market Valuation to mean the value of a City 
Lot as determined by an independent market value assessment of lots in neighborhood 
subareas; and 

WHEREAS, The Developers have agreed to undertake the Project in accordance with the 
Program Ordinance (except as modified herein), and pursuant to the conditions of a 
redevelopment agreement, which shall, among other things, reduce or waive certain fees 
as set forth on Exhibit B attached hereto, waive MBE/WBE Requirements (as defined in the 
Program Ordinance) and waive City Residency Hiring Requirements (as defined in the 
Program Ordinance); and 

WHEREAS, Consistent with the City Lots for Working Families Program, the Project 
qualifies as "Affordable Housing" for purposes of Chapter 16-18 (the Open Space Impact 
Fee Ordinance) of the Municipal Code of Chicago (the "Municipal Code"); and 

WHEREAS, Section 2-44-085 of the Municipal Code (the 2021 Affordable Requirements 
Ordinance) shall not apply to the Project; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The foregoing recitals are expressly adopted as the legislative findings of the 
City Council and incorporated herein and made a part of this ordinance. 

SECTION 2. Each Developer is hereby designated a developer and the Project is hereby 
designated a project pursuant to the City Lots for Working Families Program. 
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SECTION 3. The modifications to the City Lots for Working Families Program as set forth 
in the recitals are hereby approved for the Project. 

SECTION 4. The sale of the City Lots to the Developers for $1.00 per City Lot is 
hereby approved. This approval is expressly conditioned upon the City entering into a 
redevelopment agreement with each Developer. The Commissioner of DOH (the 
"Commissioner"), or a designee of the Commissioner, is each hereby authorized, with the 
approval of the City's Corporation Counsel as to form and legality, to negotiate, execute and 
deliver the redevelopment agreement and such other documents as may be necessary or 
appropriate to carry out and comply with the provisions of this ordinance, including releases, 
affidavits and other documents as may be necessary to remove exceptions from title or that 
are otherwise reasonably necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions 
contemplated hereby. Such documents may contain terms and provisions that the 
Commissioner or the Commissioner's designee deems appropriate, including 
indemnification. 

SECTION 5. The Mayor is authorized to execute, and the City Clerk or the Deputy City 
Clerk is each hereby authorized to attest, quitclaim deeds conveying the City Lots to the 
Developers, subject to those covenants, conditions and restrictions set forth in the 
redevelopment agreement. 

SECTION 6. The reduction and waiver of the fees described on Exhibit B attached hereto 
is hereby authorized. 

SECTION 7. The Project is hereby designated as "Affordable Housing" for purposes of 
Chapter 16-18 of the Municipal Code, and Section 2-44-085 of the Municipal Code shall not 
apply to the Project. 

SECTION 8. If any provision of this ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable 
for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such provision shall not affect any of the 
other provisions of this ordinance. 

SECTION 9. All ordinances, resolutions, motions or orders in conflict with this ordinance 
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

SECTION 10. This ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and approval.

Plan review fees, permit fees and field inspection fees are to be paid in full for the first 
Home of each Home type (i.e., Single-Family Home or Two-Flat) . The fees paid for each 
successive Home type would be reduced by fifty percent (50%). This fee reduction is not 
applicable to electrical permits. 

Department Of Planning And Development. 

Open Space Impact Fees are not waived. For the City Lots for Working Families Program, 
an Open Space Impact Fee of One Hundred Dollars ($100) per Home shall be assessed to 
the Developer to be paid to the City as a condition of issuance of a building permit. 

Zoning approval is required as part of the building permit process and is covered under 
the building permit fee schedule. However, any private legal work, such as giving notice to 
nearby property owners if a zoning change is requested, is not waived .

against any and all losses, damages, obligations, claims, actions, suits, demands, 
liabilities , judgments, fines, penalties, costs, expenses and disbursements of any kind 
or nature whatsoever (collectively, "Losses"), which Grantee Parties ever had, now 
have, or hereafter may have, whether grounded in tort or contract or otherwise, in any 
and all courts or other forums, of whatever kind or nature, whether known or unknown, 
foreseen or unforeseen, now existing or occurring after the date of this Deed, based 
upon, arising out of or in any way connected with , directly or indirectly: (i) any 
environmental contamination, pollution or hazards associated with the Property or any 
improvements, facilities or operations located or formerly located thereon, including, 
without limitation, any release, emission, discharge, generation, transportation , 
treatment, storage or disposal of hazardous substances, or threatened release, 
emission or discharge of hazardous substances; (ii) the structural , physical or 
environmental condition of the Property, including, without limitation, the presence or 
suspected presence of hazardous substances in , on, under or about the Property 
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or the migration of hazardous substances from or to other property; (iii) any violation 
of, compliance with, enforcement of or liability under any environmental laws, 
including, without limitation, any governmental or regulatory body response costs,

If Grantee fails to close on the acquisition of the Property within six (6) months of the date 
of passage and approval of this ordinance, then this ordinance will be rendered null and void 
and of no further effect, unless the Commissioner of the Department (the "Commissioner"), 
in the Commissioner's sole discretion, upon a request from Grantee, extends the closing 
date. Grantee shall pay all escrow fees and other title insurance fees and closing costs. 
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SECTION 3. The Mayor is authorized to execute, and the City Clerk or the 
Deputy City Clerk is authorized to attest, a quitclaim deed ("Deed") conveying the 
Property to Grantee, or to a land trust of which Grantee is the sole beneficiary, or to a 
business entity of which Grantee is the sole controlling party or which is comprised of the 
same principal parties, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit C. 

SECTION 4. The Commissioner, or a designee of the Commissioner, is each hereby 
authorized, subject to the review and approval of the City's Corporation Counsel as to form 
and legality, to negotiate, execute and deliver such other documents and take such other 
actions as may be necessary or appropriate to carry out and comply with the provisions of 
this ordinance. Such documents may contain terms and provisions that the Commissioner 
or the Commissioner's designee deems appropriate, including indemnification, releases, 
affidavits and other documents as may be reasonably necessary to remove exceptions from 
title or otherwise may be reasonably necessary or appropriate to consummate the 
transaction contemplated hereby.

(c) Health And Safety Plan. The environmental investigation of the Property 
identified concentrations of contaminants exceeding the construction worker 
inhalation exposure route.

WHEREAS, the City has agreed to lease to Tenant, and Tenant has agreed to lease 
from the City, the Premises for the purpose of allowing Tenant's contractors to park their 
personal vehicles on the Premises while Tenant's Bronzeville Advanced Outpatient Care Center 
is under construction (the "Perrnjtted Use"), upon the terms and conditions set forth herein; 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and agreements contained herein 
and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby 
acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows: 

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS, The recitals set forth above constitute 
an integral part of this Lease and are incorporated herein by this reference with the same force 
and effect as if set forth herein as agreements of the Parties. 

SECTION 2. LEASE OF PREMISES. The City hereby leases to Tenant, and Tenant 
hereby leases from the City, the Premises, upon the terms and conditions hereinafter provided. 
This Lease is subject to all easements, encroachments, covenants and restrictions of record 
and not shown of record and such other title defects as may exist on the Commencement Date. 
Any rights not specifically granted to Tenant by and through this Lease are reserved exclusively 
to the City. 

SECTION 3. ll.B.M, 

3.1 Term. The term of this Lease /"Term") shall commence on the Commencement 
Date, and shall end on the earlier of (a) the date on which Tenant no longer uses the Premises 
for the Permitted Use or (b) the date that is twelve (12) months after the Commencement Date 
(i.e., _____ , 2025), unless sooner terminated as set forth in this Lease. 
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3.2 Early Termination . The City may terminate this Lease for any reason without 
penalty by providing Tenant with prior written notice of at least thirty (30) days at any time after 
the Commencement Date. 

3.3 Extension Option. Prior to the expiration or termination of the Term, whichever is 
earlier, upon Tenant's written request, the City, in its sole discretion, may elect to extend the 
initial Term by up to six (6) months, in which case "Term" shall include such extension period. 

SECTION 4. RENT, TAXES, UTILITIES, NET LEASE. 

4.1 Rent. The consideration for this Lease is: (a) base monthly rent in the amount of 
Two Thousand Seven Hundred Twenty-Eight and 00/100 Dollars ($2,728.00) for the Term; (b) 
Tenant's promise to remediate the Property in accordance with Sectjon 5 2; (c) Tenant's promise 
to use, operate and maintain the Premises at no expense to the City for the Permitted Use; and 
(d) Tenant's promise to abide by and fully comply with the other provisions and conditions of this 
Lease. The term "B.e.nt" as used herein means the base rent of $2,728.00 per month plus all 
other payments due under this Lease of any kind or nature; provided , however, if the initial Term 
is extended, the Rent for such extension period shall automatically increase to $2,809.84 per 
month plus all other payments due under this Lease of any kind or nature. 

4.2 Utilities. Tenant shall be responsible for supplying and paying for all utility 
services to the Premises. Tenant shall pay when due all charges for gas, electricity, light, heat, 
water, sewer, power, telephone or other communication service, and all other utility services 
used in, or supplied to, the Premises, and shall contract for the same in its own name. City shall 
have no responsibility for providing or paying for any utilities supplied to the Premises, and shall 
not be liable for any interruption or failure in the supply of any such utility services . The City 
makes no representations or warranties with respect to the capacity of the current utility facilities 
for Tenant's intended use of the Premises. Tenant will also procure, or cause to be procured , 
without cost to the City, any and all necessary permits, licenses, or other authorizations required 
for the lawful and proper installation and maintenance upon the Premises of wires, pipes, 
conduits , tubes, and other equipment and appliances for use in supplying any such service to 
and upon the Premises. The provisions of this Section 4.2 shall survive the expiration or earlier 
termination of this Lease 

4.3 Taxes and Other Levies. Tenant acknowledges that the Premises are exempt 
from property taxes. Tenant shall pay when due any leasehold, real estate and other property 
taxes assessed or levied on the Premises where attributable to Tenant's use of the Premises. 
Tenant shall notify the appropriate taxing body that Tenant is occupying the Premises. The 
appropriate taxing body shall determine the appropriate taxes, if any, that are to be assessed on 
the Premises as a result of Tenant's occupancy. Tenant shall thereafter contact the appropriate 
taxing body to ascertain the tax amount, if any, assessed on the Premises. Tenant shall pay 
such amounts and Tenant shall provide City with proof of such payment within ten (10) days of 
such payment. Tenant further acknowledges that real estate taxes are one (1) year in arrears in 
Cook County and that as a result Tenant shall be responsible for satisfaction of leasehold, real 
estate and other property taxes assessed or levied on the Premises on account of Tenant's use 
for at least one year after Tenant vacates the Premises. Tenant's failure to pay any such taxes 
shall constitute an Event of Default under this Lease. Notwithstanding the foregoing , nothing 
herein shall preclude Tenant from contesting any charge or tax levied against the Premises. The 
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failure of Tenant to pay such taxes during the pendency of the contest shall not constitute a 
default under this Lease. Tenant's tax responsibilities under this section shall survive the 
expiration , cancellation , or termination of this Lease. 

4.4 Net Lease. This is a completely net lease. Except as may be otherwise 
specifically provided in this Lease to the contrary, Tenant shall pay any and all costs and 
expenses of any kind relating to the Premises or arising from Tenant's use or operation of the 
Premises. 

SECTION 5. CONDITION OF PREMISES. 

5.1 Satisfaction with Condition . Tenant acknowledges that it is fully familiar with the 
condition of the Premises and has, prior to the Commencement Date, made such inspections as 
it desires of the Premises and all factors relevant to its use. Tenant accepts the risk that any 
inspection may not disclose all material matters affecting the Premises. Tenant agrees to 
accept the Premises in their "as is," "where is" and "with all faults" condition on the 
Commencement Date without any covenant, representation or warranty, express or implied, of 
any kind , as to any matters concerning the Premises, including, without limitation: (a) the 
structural , physical or environmental condition of the Premises; (b) the suitability of the Premises 
for any purpose whatsoever; (c) the state of repair of the Premises or the condition of soil, 
groundwater, or any other physical characteristic of the Premises; and (d) compliance of the 
Premises with any applicable Laws, including, without limitation, zoning and building codes and 
Environmental Laws. Tenant acknowledges that it is relying solely upon its own inspection and 
due diligence activities and not upon any information provided by or on behalf of the City or its 
agents or employees with respect thereto. The City is not responsible for any patent or latent 
defects and has no obligation to perform any alterations, repairs or improvements to the 
Premises. Tenant agrees that it is Tenant's sole responsibility and obligation to perform any 
remedial activities and take such other action as is necessary to put the Premises in a condition 
suitable for its intended use. Tenant's taking possession of the Premises shall be conclusive 
evidence that the Premises were suitable for Tenant's intended purposes as of the date thereof. 

5.2 Tenant's Environmental Remediation Obligations. Previous soil and groundwater 
sampling on the Premises has identified contamination. Additional sampling may be necessary 
during the Term. Tenant must allow access to all areas of the Premises within 14 days of 
receiving notice from the City, even if vehicles or equipment must be relocated. Prior to the 
termination of this Lease, Tenant shall conduct a Phase II Environmental Site Assessment 
(ESA) to investigate if the activities on the Premises have caused additional soil or groundwater 
contamination. The scope of work for the Phase II ESA must be approved in advance by the 
Department. If additional soil or groundwater contamination is identified on the Premises when 
compared to the September 2022 Phase II (baseline condition) , Tenant shall , at its sole 
expense, conduct any necessary remediation and restore the Premises to the baseline. Subject 
to the City's written approval, which shall be at the City's sole discretion, Tenant may assign its 
obligation to remediate and restore the Premises to an entity selected by the City. 

5.3 Preparation of Premises for Permitted Use. Tenant shall be responsible , at its 
own cost and expense, for any Alterations (as defined in Section 8) that are needed to bring the 
Premises to a condition that is suitable for the Permitted Use. Tenant shall obtain the City's 
approval for any Alterations as required by Section 8 of this Lease and shall comply with 
Sectjon 6 5 of this Lease regarding permitting for any Alterations. 
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5.4 Siqnaqe. Tenant may not place any signage on the exterior of the Building 
without the Department's prior written approval . 

SECTION 6. USE OF THE PREMISES. 

6.1 Permitted Use. Tenant covenants that Tenant shall use the Premises for the 
Permitted Use, and for no other purpose. 

6.2 Nonprofit Status. Tenant shall retain its nonprofit status during the Term of this 
Lease. 

6.3 Compliance with Laws. Tenant shall not use or occupy the Premises, or permit 
any portion of the Premises to be used or occupied, in a manner that would violate any Laws 
that may be applicable to the Premises or to the use, occupancy, repair, rehabilitation or 
improvement of the Premises. Contract provisions that are required to be included in this Lease 
by any such Laws shall be deemed included. As used in this Lease, the term "~" means all 
applicable federal , state, local or other laws (including common law), statutes, codes, 
ordinances, rules, regulations, certificate of occupancy or other governmental requirements , 
now or hereafter in effect, as amended or supplemented from time to time, including without 
limitation, all applicable provisions of the Municipal Code of Chicago (the "Municipal Code"), 
and any applicable judicial or administrative interpretation thereof, including any applicable 
judicial or administrative orders, consent decrees or judgments. 

6.4 Non-Discrimination. Tenant shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, sex, 
gender identity, age, religion, disability, national origin, ancestry, sexual orientation , marital 
status, parental status, military discharge status, or source of i_ncome in the use or occupancy of 
the Premises or any part thereof. 

6.5 Permits and Licenses. Tenant shall obtain, at its sole expense, any and all 
permits or licenses that may be required in connection with its operations. Tenant shall notify 
the Department of any such permits or licenses. Failure to obtain a required license or permit 
shall constitute an Event of Default under this Lease. Tenant understands that this Lease shall 
in no way act as a substitute for any other permitting or approvals that may be required to 
undertake any activities on the Premises. 

6.6 Prohjbjted Uses Generally. Tenant shall not use the Premises in any manner that 
would create excessive noise or disturb neighboring properties or otherwise constitute a public 
or private nuisance, (a) damage or waste the Premises or appurtenances thereto, (b) give rise 
to a claim of adverse possession or usage by any third party, and (c) cause a fire or safety 
hazard or increase the rate of insurance on the Premises. Tenant shall comply with reasonable 
requirements of City's risk management department as may be requested from time to time. 

6.7 No Religious or Political Use. Tenant shall not use or permit the Premises to be 
used for any religious or political purposes. 

6.8 No Alcohol or Illegal Drugs. Without exception , Tenant shall not permit the 
consumption of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs of any kind on the Premises. 
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6.9 Competing Parking Facility. Tenant shall not operate the Premises for parking 
purposes or in a manner that would cause the Premises to be deemed a "Competing Parking 
Facility" under the Chicago Metered Parking System Agreement dated December 4, 2008, as 
amended on June 5, 2013, by and between the City of Chicago and Chicago Parking Meters, 
LLC. 

6.10 No Tailgating. Tenant shall not permit tailgating on the Premises. 

6.11 Hazardous Materials. Tenant shall not permit any Hazardous Materials on the 
Premises, except those that are used, stored or otherwise maintained for cleaning , along with 
other supplies ordinarily used in the operation of Tenant's programs, so long as Tenant's use, 
storage and maintenance of such Hazardous Materials is in compliance with all applicable 
Environmental Laws and manufacturer's recommended standards and procedures, and such 
Hazardous Materials are present only in such quantities as are reasonably required by Tenant 
for operations conducted on the Premises. Tenant shall be solely responsible for any 
Hazardous Materials used, stored, or released in, on or about the Premises, and shall 
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the City from and against any Claims arising from such 
use, storage, disposal or release of Hazardous Materials. 

As used in this Lease, the following terms shall have the following meanings: 

(a) "Claims" means any and all claims, suits, causes of action , demands, 
complaints, legal or administrative proceedings, losses, damages, obligations, liabilities, 
judgments, sums paid in settlement of claims, arbitration or mediation awards, interest, fines , 
penalties, debts , liens, costs and expenses, including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys' 
fees and expenses, and costs of litigation (including costs of experts and consultants and court 
costs) . 

(b) "Environmental Laws" means any and all Laws relating to any Hazardous 
Materials and to the regulation and protection of human health, safety, the environment and 
natural resources, now or hereafter in effect, as amended or supplemented from time to time, 
including, without limitation, the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and 
Liability Act, 42 U.S.C. § 9601 et seq. ("CERCLA"), as amended by the Superfund Amendments 
and Reauthorization Act of 1986 ("SARA"); the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 
1980, 42 U.S.C. § 6901 et seq., as amended by the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments 
of 1984; the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, 49 U.S.C. § 1801 et seq., the Federal 
Water Pollution Control Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1251 et seq. , the Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. § 7401 et 
seq., the Toxic Substances Control Act, 15 U.S.C. § 2601 et seq., the Federal Insecticide, 
Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act, 7 U.S.C. § 136 et seq. , the Occupational Safety and Health Act, 
29 U.S.C. § 651 et seq., any and all rules, regulations, orders and decrees now or hereafter 
promulgated under any of such Laws, and all analogous state and local counterparts or 
equivalents of such Laws, including, without limitation, the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 
415 ILCS 5/1 et seq. 

(c) "Hazardous Materials" means any substance, whether solid, liquid or gaseous, 
which is listed, defined or regulated as a "hazardous substance," "hazardous waste" or "solid 
waste, " or otherwise classified as hazardous or toxic, in or pursuant to any Environmental Laws; 
or which is or contains asbestos, radon, any polychlorinated biphenyl , urea formaldehyde foam 
insulation, explosive or radioactive material, or motor fuel or other petroleum hydrocarbons; or is 
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a hazard to the environment or to the health or safety of persons. 

6.12 Compliance wjth Cjty Agreements. If the City and Tenant enter into any 
agreements in the future funding of Tenant's operations, or if any such agreements currently 
exist, Tenant's default under such agreements then in effect beyond any applicable notice and 
cure periods contained therein shall constitute an Event of Default under this Lease. In addition 
to any rights and remedies available to the City under such other agreements, the City may 
pursue any rights and remedies available under this Lease. 

6.13 Compliance with City Requirements. Tenant covenants and agrees to abide by, 
and contractually obligate and cause its contractors to abide by, the terms set forth in Exhibit B 
hereto. 

6.14 Economic Djsdosure Statement Updates. Upon the City's request throughout 
the Term, Tenant shall provide the City with any material updates to the information previously 
submitted in Tenant's Economic Disclosure Statement. Failure to provide such information on a 
timely basis shall constitute an Event of Default under this Lease. 

SECTION 7. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR: CITY'S RIGHT TO INSPECT. 

7.1 Tenant's Duty to Maintain Premises. Tenant shall, at its sole expense, operate 
and maintain or cause others to operate and maintain the Premises in a state of good order, 
condition and repair and in compliance with all applicable Laws during the Term of this Lease. 
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Tenant shall , at its sole expense: 

(a) make all repairs necessitated by vandalism or misuse of the Premises, 
equipment therein and appurtenances thereto; 

(b) promptly remove all snow, ice, litter, debris and weeds from the Premises 
and any and all sidewalks abutting the Premises and entrances; 

(c) remove graffiti, and keep all portions of the Premises in a clean, orderly 
and lawful condition; 

(d) at all times exercise due diligence in protecting the Premises against 
damage or destruction by fire and other causes; 

(e) provide all security for the Premises; 

(f) provide for all custodial service, scavenger service, and grounds 
maintenance for the Premises; 

(g) provide for exterminator service whenever necessary; 

(h) provide and maintain adequate first aid equipment to serve the potential 
needs of Tenant's employees, invitees, visitors, agents and contractors in their use of the 
Premises; 
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(i) provide and maintain portable fire extinguishers of appropriate size, type, 
and distribution to adequately protect the Premises, and, if applicable, smoke detectors, 
and carbon monoxide detectors; and 

U) perform preventive maintenance as is customarily performed by prudent 
property owners. 

7 .2 Right of Access. Without limiting any other rights reserved or available to the City 
under this Lease, at law or in equity, the City reserves for itself and its agents, representatives 
and employees, the right to enter upon the Premises for the purpose of: (a) inspecting the 
Premises, provided that the City shall give Tenant prior written notice of at least two (2) days 
(except in the case of emergency, where no notice is required} , and (b) curing any failure by 
Tenant to perform under this Lease. Whenever the City exercises its cure rights , Tenant shall 
reimburse the City for all reasonable costs and expenses thereof, including, without limitation, 
reasonable attorney's fees, within fifteen (15) days after delivery of a written demand. If Tenant 
fails to pay the City any sum within fifteen (15) days after written demand therefor, such amount 
shall bear interest at the rate of twelve percent (12%) per annum from the date due until the 
date paid. Nothing herein shall imply any duty on the part of the City to do any such work, and 
performance thereof by the City shall not constitute a waiver of Tenant's default in failing to 
perform the same. 

SECTION 8. ALTERATIONS. Tenant shall not make any alterations, additions and/or 
improvements ("Alterations") , including any fencing or land grading, in or to the Premises 
without the prior written consent of the commissioner of the Department, which consent may be 
granted or withheld in the commissioner's sole discretion. Prior to commencement of 
construction of any Alterations, Tenant shall deliver to the City evidence that it has funding to 
complete all Alterations and any required building permits and other governmental 
authorizations covering the Alterations. Tenant shall make all Alterations at its sole cost and 
expense and shall promptly pay for any work done (or materials furnished therefor) in, on or 
about the Premises. During construction of the Alterations, Tenant shall require its contractors to 
maintain insurance in accordance with the insurance requirements set forth in Exhjbjt C 
attached hereto. All Alterations shall (a) be completed in accordance with plans approved by the 
City, subject to a firm outside date for completion which shall be reasonably determined by the 
City, based on the extent and nature of the Alterations, at the time the City consents to the 
same, (b) be carried out in a good, workmanlike and prompt manner, (c) comply with all 
applicable Laws, (d) be performed only by bendable, licensed contractors, and (e) be subject to 
monitoring and inspection by the City or its employees, agents or contractors. Upon completion 
of any Alterations, Tenant shall deliver to the City a reproducible copy of the "as built" drawings 
of the Alterations and, if applicable, CAD files. All Alterations, except Tenant's equipment and 
other personal property (collectively, "Personal Property"}, shall become the property of the 
City at the expiration or termination of this Lease without any obligation on the City's part to pay 
for any of the same. At the City's request, Tenant shall execute a deed or bill of sale in favor of 
the City, with respect to such Alterations. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Tenant shall remove all 
or any portion of such Alterations on the expiration or termination of this Lease if the City 
specifically so directs in writing.

SECTION 9. ASSIGNMENT, SUBLEASE, AND LIENS 

9.1 , Assjqnment and Sublease. Tenant may not assign this Lease in whole or in part 
by operation of law or by any process or proceeding of any court or otherwise, nor sublease all 
or any part of the Premises, without the City's prior written ·consent, which the City may grant or 
withhold in its sole and absolute discretion. Any assignment or sublease, without the City's prior 
written consent, at the City's option, shall be void. No assignment or sublease shall release 
Tenant from primary liability hereunder. Each assignment and sublease shall be by an 
instrument in writing in form satisfactory to the City. 

9.2 Tenant's covenant against Uens and other Encumbrances. Tenant shall not 
cause or permit any lien or encumbrance, whether created by act of Tenant, operation of law or 
otherwise, to attach to or be placed upon City's title or iri.terest in the Premises. All liens and 
encumbrances created by Tenant shall attach to Tenant's interest only. In case of any such lien 
attaching, Tenant shall immediately pay and remove such lien or furnish security or indemnify 
City in a manner satisfactory to the City in its sole discretion to protect City against any defense 
or expense arising from such lien. Except during any period in which Tenant appeals any 
judgment or obtains a rehearing of any such lien, or in the event judgment is stayed, Tenant 
shall immediately pay any judgment rendered against Tenant, with all proper costs and charges, 
and shall have the lien released and any judgment satisfied. If Tenant fails to pay and remove 
any lien or contest such lien in accordance herewith, the City, at its election, may pay and satisfy 
same, and all sums so paid by the City, with interest from the date of payment at the rate set at 
12% per annum. 

SECTION 10. INSURANCE. At all times during the Term, Tenant and its contractors (as 
applicable) shall maintain coverage that meets the minimum requirements as set forth in Exhibit 
~ hereto. 

SECTION 11. FULL LIABILITY: INDEMNIFICATION. 

11.1 full Ljabjljty. Tenant assumes full legal and financial responsibility and liability for 
any and all use of the Premises by Tenant, Tenant's officers, agents, employees, contractors, 
subcontractors, licensees, invitees, and any other person entering the Premises during the 
Term. 

11.2 lodemnjficatjon. Tenant agrees to indemnify, defend (with counsel reasonably 
acceptable to the City) and hold the City, its officers, officials, agents and employees, completely 
harmless from and against any and all Claims for death or injury to any person, including 
Tenant's employees and agents, or damage or destruction of any property of either Party hereto 
or of third parties, arising out of or incidental to Tenant's performance or non-performance of this 
Lease, or the acts or omissions of Tenant's officers, agents, employees, contractors, 
subcontractors, licensees, invitees, and any other person entering the Premises, except to the 
extent caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of City, its agents and employees. Upon 
notice from the City of any Claims which the City believes to be covered hereunder, Tenant shall 
timely appear in and defend all suits brought upon such Claims and shall pay all costs and 
expenses incidental thereto, but City shall have the right, at its option and at its own expense, to 
participate in the defense of any suit, without relieving Tenant of any of its obligations hereunder. 
Rights and remedies available to the City under this provision are cumulative of those provided 
for elsewhere in this Lease and those allowed under applicable Laws. This Section shall survive 
the expiration or earlier termination of this Lease. 
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SECTION 12. DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION. 

12.1 If the Premises are rendered substantially untenantable by fire or other casualty, 
and if such damage cannot, in the City's sole judgment, be materially restored within ninety (90) 
days after the date of such damage (taking into account the time necessary to effectuate a 
satisfactory settlement with any insurance company and using normal construction methods 
without overtime or other premium), then the City or Tenant may terminate this Lease, by notice 
given to the other within sixty (60) days after the date of the damage. Any termination hereunder 
by reason of damage to the Premises shall be effective as of the date of the damage. The term 
"untenantable" includes any material adverse effect on the Premises and Tenant's use thereof or 
access thereto, including the inability of Tenant to lawfully occupy or use any part of the 
Premises by reason of any order of any governmental authority, whether or not the Premises 
are physically damaged. For purposes hereof, the Premises shall be deemed "materially 
restored" if they are in such condition as would not prevent or materially interfere with Tenant's 
use of the same. 

12.2 If this Lease is not terminated pursuant to Sectjon 12 1, then Tenant shall 
proceed with all due diligence to repair and restore the Premises. If Tenant fails to complete 
such repairs and material restoration within ninety (90) days after the date of such fire or other 
casualty, the City may, at its option and as its sole remedy, terminate this Lease by delivering 
written notice to Tenant, whereupon this Lease shall end on the date of such notice as if the 
date of such notice were the date originally fixed in this Lease for the expiration of the Term; 
provided , however, that if construction is delayed because of changes in construction requested 
by the City or other causes beyond the reasonable control of Tenant, the period for restoration , 
repair or rebuilding shall be extended for the amount of time Tenant is so delayed. Tenant shall 
be solely responsible for and shall pay the amount of any deductible or self-insured retention 
under all applicable insurance policies and any underinsured amounts. The entire insurance 
award shall be held in escrow but available to Tenant to use for the repair and restoration of the 
Premises. If this Lease is terminated pursuant to Section 12 1, then the entire insurance award 
shall be paid to the City, except Tenant shall receive the portion of the insurance proceeds 
payable with respect to Tenant's Personal Property. 

SECTION 13. CONDEMNATION. If the whole or any part of the Premises are taken or 
condemned or purchased under threat of condemnation by any governmental authority, the 
Term of this Lease shall cease and terminate as of the date when the condemning authority 
takes possession of the Premises, and the City shall be entitled to receive the entire award, 
except Tenant shall receive the portion of the award payable with respect to Tenant's Personal 
Property. 

SECTION 14. PERFORMANCE AND BREACH. 

14.1 Event of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following shall 
constitute an "Eyent of Default" under this Lease: 

(a) the failure of Tenant to perform, keep or observe any of the covenants, 
conditions, promises, agreements or obligations of Tenant under this Lease, including without 
limitation, failure to maintain required insurance coverage(s) , failure to maintain and operate the 
Premises in accordance with the terms of this Lease, failure to use the Premises for the 
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Permitted Use, failure to comply with the provisions of Exhibit B (City Requirements) , or failure 
to maintain its nonprofit corporate status; 

(b) the making or furnishing by Tenant of any warranty, representation, statement, 
certification, schedule or report to the City (whether in this Lease, an Economic Disclosure 
Statement or another document) which is untrue or misleading in any material respect as of the 
date made; 

(c) except as otherwise permitted hereunder, the creation (whether voluntary or 
involuntary) of, or any attempt to create, any mechanic's, laborer's, material supplier's, or any 
other lien or encumbrance unauthorized by this Lease (unless bonded or insured over) upon the 
Premises, including any fixtures now or hereafter attached thereto, or the making or any attempt 
to make any levy, seizure or attachment thereof; 

(d) the commencement of any proceedings in bankruptcy by or against Tenant or for 
the liquidation or reorganization of Tenant, or alleging that Tenant is insolvent or unable to pay 
its debts as they mature, or for the readjustment or arrangement of Tenant's debts, whether 
under the United States Bankruptcy Code or under any other state or federal law, now or 
hereafter existing, for the relief of debtors, or the commencement of any analogous statutory or 
non-statutory proceedings involving Tenant; provided, however, that if such commencement of 
proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an Event of Default unless such 
proceedings are not dismissed within one hundred eighty (180) days after the commencement 
of such proceedings; 

(e) the appointment of a receiver or trustee for Tenant, for any substantial part of 
Tenant's assets or the institution of any proceedings for the dissolution, or the full or partial 
liquidation, or the merger or consolidation , of Tenant; proyjded, however, that if such 
appointment or commencement of proceedings is involuntary, such action shall not constitute an 
Event of Default unless such appointment is not revoked or such proceedings are not dismissed 
within one hundred eighty (180) days after the commencement thereof; and 

(t) the dissolution of Tenant. 

14.2 Cure. If Tenant defaults in the performance of its obligations under this Lease, 
Tenant shall have ten (10) business days after written notice of default from the City to cure the 
default, or forthwith for a default involving sanitary or safety conditions and maintaining 
insurance required under this Lease, or such longer period as is reasonably necessary to 
remedy such default provided Tenant promptly commences such cure and thereafter 
continuously and diligently pursues such remedy to completion , and so long as continuation of 
the default does not create material risk to the Premises or to persons using the Premises. 

14.3 Remedies. If an Event of Default occurs, and is not cured in the time period 
provided for in Section 14.2 above, the City, in addition to any other rights and remedies 
available to it at law or in equity, shall have the right, without any further notice to Tenant, to 
terminate this Lease. Upon termination of this Lease, Tenant shall peaceably surrender 
possession and vacate the Premises immediately, and deliver possession thereof to the City in 
accordance with all of the requirements of this Lease with regard to termination , and Tenant 
hereby grants to the City the full and free right to enter into and upon the Premises and to 
repossess the Premises as the City's former estate and to expel or remove Tenant and any 
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others who may be occupying the Premises, without being deemed in any manner guilty of 
trespass, eviction, or forcible entry or detainer, without incurring any liability for any damage 
resulting therefrom and without relinquishing any right given the City hereunder or by operation 
of law. Tenant shall pay on demand all costs and expenses, including attorneys' fees and costs, 
incurred by the City in recovering sums due hereunder, recovering possession of the Premises, 
or pursuing the City's rights and remedies against Tenant or any assignee, sublessee or other 
transferee. 

14.4 Remedies Cumulative. All remedies contained in Section 14 3 shall be 
cumulative, and every remedy contained in Section 14.3 may be exercised by the City from time 
to time and so often as occasion may arise or as may be deemed expedient. 

14.5 No Waiver. No waiver by the City with respect to any specific default by Tenant 
shall be deemed to be a waiver of the rights of the City with respect to any other defaults of 
Tenant, nor shall any forbearance by the City to seek a remedy for any breach or default be 
deemed a waiver of its rights and remedies with respect to such breach or default, nor shall the 
City be deemed to have waived any of its rights and remedies unless such waiver is in writing. 
The acceptance by the City of any payment due hereunder after the termination by the City of 
this Lease, shall not, in the absence of agreement in writing to the contrary by the City, be 
deemed to restore this Lease or Tenant's rights hereunder, as the case may be, but shall be 
construed as a payment on account, and not in satisfaction of damages due from Tenant to the 
City. 

SECTION 15. COVENANT OF QUIET ENJOYMENT. The City covenants and agrees 
that Tenant, upon paying the Rent and upon observing and keeping the covenants, agreements 
and conditions of this Lease on its part to be kept, observed and performed, shall peaceably 
and quietly hold, occupy and enjoy the Premises (subject to the provisions of this Lease) during 
the Term. 

SECTION 16. SURRENDER OF PREMISES. 

16.1 Condition on Surrender. Upon completion of the Permitted Use, Tenant shall 
promptly restore the Property to the condition existing as of the Commencement Date, and shall 
remove all materials, equipment, tools, vehicles, supplies, and other personal property owned, 
rented or used by Tenant or its contractors, and any trash, wastes and debris placed on the 
Premises by Tenant or its contractors. Tenant shall dispose of all trash , wastes and debris in 
accordance with all applicable Laws, including without limitation, all applicable Environmental 
Laws. Any Personal Property, trash or debris left by Tenant on or about the Property shall be 
considered abandoned and may be disposed of in the City's sole discretion. Tenant agrees to 
pay for any removal or disposal costs the City may incur. The City shall be reimbursed for all 
sums it pays in connection with enforcing this Lease. Such reimbursement shall occur within 
fifteen (15) days of such City payment, with interest accruing from the date of such City payment 
at the rate of 12% per annum. Tenant shall be responsible for any damage to the Property or 
any surrounding property, structures, utility lines or subsurface lines or cables caused by the 
acts or omissions of Tenant, or its employees, representatives, invitees or contractors, including 
but not limited to, vandalism or misuse of the Property, and shall undertake any repairs 
necessitated by such acts or omissions. 
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16.2 Holding Over. Tenant shall have no right to occupy the Premises or any portion 
thereof after the expiration or earlier termination of this Lease, except in connection with the 
removal of Tenant's Personal Property under Sectjon 16 1. Any such holding over by Tenant 
shall be construed to be a tenancy from month to month, and Tenant shall be liable for all 
damages, direct and consequential, incurred by the City as a result of such holdover. For each 
month or portion thereof Tenant retains possession of the Premises, or any portion thereof, after 
the expiration or termination of this Lease, Tenant shall pay the City an amount equal to the fair 
market rental value of the Premises at that time, as reasonably determined by the City. 
Acceptance of said rent shall not constitute a waiver by the City of any re-entry or other rights 
provided for under this Lease or by Law nor shall it be deemed an extension or renewal of the 
Term without a written election thereof by the City. During such holding over all provisions of 
this Lease shall remain in full force and effect. 

SECTION 17. MISCELLANEOUS. 

17.1 Notice. Any notice, request, demand or communication required or permitted to 
be given hereunder shall be sent in writing to the addresses set forth below by any of the 
following means: (a) personal service; (b) electronic mail; (c) overnight courier with electronic 
tracking ; or (d) registered or certified U.S. Mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested:

Upon execution , such amendment(s) shall become a part of this Lease and all 
other provisions of this Lease shall otherwise remain in full force and effect. 

1 7 .3 Authorjzatjon to Execute Lease. The Parties executing this Lease hereby 
represent and warrant that they are duly authorized and acting representatives of City and 
Tenant respectively and that by their execution of this Lease, it became the binding obl igation of 
City and Tenant respectively, subject to no contingencies or conditions except as specifically 
provided herein. 

17.4 Binding Effect of Lease. This Lease and all terms, provisions, covenants and 
conditions contained in this Lease shall apply to, be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit 
of and be enforceable by each of the Parties and the respective successors and permitted 
assigns of the Parties. 

17.5 Captions and Section Numbers. The titles of the sections, paragraphs and 
subparagraphs of this Lease are for convenience of reference only and are not to be considered 
in construing this Lease. 

17.6 Confirmation of Dates. Promptly after the occurrence of any date relevant to the 
Parties ' rights or obligations under this Lease, the Parties shall enter into a memorandum 
reasonably satisfactory to each of them (and in recordable form , if appropriate) , memorializing 
such date. The failure of the Parties to enter into any such memorandum shall not invalidate or 
in any way diminish the effectiveness of the actual date(s) to be set forth in the memorandum. 

17.7 Constructjon. This Lease shall be subject to the following rules of construction, 
unless the context clearly indicates to the contrary: 

(a) The term "including" or "include" means "including, but not limited to ." 

(b) All pronouns and any variations thereof shall be deemed to refer to the 
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masculine, feminine, singular or plural as the context may require.

Each Party hereby consents to 
the jurisdiction of any local , state or federal court located within Chicago, Illinois, and hereby 
waives any objections each Party may have based on improper venue or forum non conveniens 
to the conduct of any proceeding instituted hereunder. Neither Party waives any right to seek a 
jury trial , if such right is available. 

17.14 Limitation of Liability. No official or employee of the City shall be personally liable 
to Tenant or any successor in interest in the event of any default or breach by the City or for any 
amount which may become due to Tenant from the City or any successor in interest or on any 
obligation under the terms of this Lease.

17 .18 No Principal/Agent or Partnership Relationship. Nothing in this Lease shall be 
deemed or construed by the Parties, nor by any third party, as creating a relationship of principal 
and agent or of partnership or of joint venture between the Parties or otherwise, it being 
understood and agreed that no provision contained herein, nor any acts of the Parties, shall be 
deemed to create any relationship between the Parties other than the relationship of 
independent contracting parties. Nothing in this Lease is intended nor shall be deemed to grant 
to either Party any power, right or authority to bind or otherwise contractually obligate the other 
Party. 

17 .19 Provisions Subject to Applicable Law. All rights , powers and remedies provided 
herein may be exercised only to the extent that the exercise thereof does not violate any 
applicable Laws, and all such rights, powers and remedies are intended to be limited to the 
extent necessary so that they shall not render this Lease invalid or unenforceable under any 
applicable Laws.

1. Conflict Of Interest And Governmental Ethics.

(a) Conflict Of Interest. No official or employee of the City of Chicago, nor any member 
of any board, commission or agency of the City of Chicago, shall have any financial 
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interest (as defined in Chapter 2-156 of the Municipal Code), either direct or indirect, in 
the Premises; nor shall any such official , employee, or member participate in making or in 
any way attempt to use his or her position to influence any City governmental decision or 
action with respect to this Lease. 

(b) Duty To Comply With Governmental Ethics Ordinance. The City and Tenant shall 
comply with Chapter 2-156 of the Municipal Code, "Governmental Ethics" , including but 
not limited to Section 2-156-120, which states that no payment, gratuity, or offer of 
employment shall be made in connection with any City of Chicago contract as an 
inducement for the award of that contract or order. Any contract negotiated, entered into, 
or performed in violation of any of the provisions of Chapter 2-156 shall be voidable as to 
the City of Chicago. 

2. Business Relationships. Tenant acknowledges: (a) receipt of a copy of 
Section 2-156-030(b) of the Municipal Code; (b) that it has read such provision 
and understands that pursuant to such Section 2-156-030(b) it is illegal for any 
elected official of the City, or any person acting at the direction of such official, to 
contact, either orally or in writing, any other City official or employee with respect to 
any matter involving any person with whom the elected City official or employee has a 
"Business Relationship" (as described in Section 2-156-080 of the Municipal Code), or to 
participate in any discussion in any City Council committee hearing or in any City Council 
meeting or to vote on any matter involving the person with whom an elected official has a 
Business Relationship; and (c) notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this 
Lease, that a violation of Section 2-156-030(b) by an elected official , or any person acting 
at the direction of such official, with respect to any transaction contemplated by this Lease 
shall be grounds for termination of this Lease and the transactions contemplated hereby. 
Tenant hereby represents and warrants that no violation of Section 2-145-030(b) has 
occurred with respect to this Lease or the transactions contemplated hereby. 

3. Patriot Act Certification. Tenant represents and warrants that neither Tenant nor any 
Affiliate (as hereafter defined) thereof is listed on any of the following lists maintained by the 
Office of Foreign Assets Control of the U.S. Department of the Treasury, the Bureau of 
Industry and Security of the U.S. Department of Commerce or their successors, or on any 
other list of persons or entities with which the City may not do business under any applicable 
Laws: the Specially Designated Nationals List, the Denied Persons List, the Unverified List, 
the Entity List and the Debarred List. As used in this section, an "Affiliate" shall be deemed 
to be a person or entity related to Tenant that, directly or indirectly, through one or more 
intermediaries, controls, is controlled by or is under common control with Tenant, and a 
person or entity shall be deemed to be controlled by another person or entity, if controlled 
in any manner whatsoever that results in control in fact by that other person or entity (or that 
other person or entity and any persons or entities with whom that other person or entity is 
acting jointly or in concert), whether directly or indirectly and whether through share 
ownership, a trust, a contract or otherwise. 
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4. Prohibition On Certain Contributions -- Mayoral Executive Order Number 2011-4. 
Tenant agrees that Tenant, any person or entity who directly or indirectly has an ownership 
or beneficial interest in Tenant of more than 7.5 percent ("Owners"), spouses 
and domestic partners of such Owners, Tenant's contractors (i.e., any person or entity in 
direct contractual privity with Tenant regarding the subject matter of this Lease) 
("Contractors"), any person or entity who directly or indirectly has an ownership or beneficial 
interest in any Contractor of more than 7.5 percent ("Subowners") and spouses and 
domestic partners of such Sub-owners (Tenant and all the other preceding classes of 
persons and entities are together the "Identified Parties"), shall not make a contribution of 
any amount to the Mayor of the City of Chicago (the "Mayor") or to his political fundraising 
committee (a) after execution of this Lease by Tenant, (b) while this Lease or any 
Other Contract (as hereinafter defined) is executory, (c) during the term of this Lease or 
any Other Contract, or (d) during any period while an extension of this Lease or any 
Other Contract is being sought or negotiated. This provision shall not apply to contributions 
made prior to May 16, 2011 , the effective date of Executive Order 2011-4. 

Tenant represents and warrants that from the later of (a) May 16, 2011 , or (b) the date the 
City approached Tenant, or the date Tenant approached the City, as applicable, regarding 
the formulation of this Lease, no Identified Parties have made a contribution of any amount 
to the Mayor or to his political fundraising committee. 

Tenant agrees that it shall not: (a) coerce, compel or intimidate its employees to make a 
contribution of any amount to the Mayor or to the Mayor's political fundraising committee; 
(b) reimburse its employees for a contribution of any amount made to the Mayor or to the 
Mayor's political fundrais ing committee; or (c) bundle or solicit others to bundle contributions 
to the Mayor or to his political fundraising committee. 

Tenant agrees that the Identified Parties must not engage in any conduct 
whatsoever designed to intentionally violate this provision or Mayoral Executive Order 
Number 2011-4 or to entice, direct or solicit others to intentionally violate this provision or 
Mayoral Executive Order Number 2011-4. 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, Tenant agrees that a violation 
of, noncompliance with, misrepresentation with respect to, or breach of any covenant or 
warranty under this Lease or violation of Mayoral Executive Order Number 2011-4 
constitutes a breach and default under this Lease, and under any Other Contract for which 
no opportunity to cure will be granted, unless the City, in its sole discretion, elects to grant 
such an opportunity to cure. Such breach and default entitles the City to all remedies 
(including, without limitation, termination for default) under this Lease, and under any Other 
Contract, at law and in equity. This provision amends any Other Contract and supersedes 
any inconsistent provision contained therein. 

If Tenant intentionally violates this provision or Mayoral Executive Order No. 2011-4 prior 
to the execution of this Lease, the City may elect to decline to execute this Lease. 
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For purposes of this provision: 

(a) "Bundle" means to collect contributions from more than one source, which 
contributions are then delivered by one person to the Mayor or to his political fundraising 
committee. 

(b) "Other Contract" means any other agreement with the City to which Tenant is a party 
that is: (i) formed under the authority of Chapter 2-92 of the Municipal Code; (ii) entered 
into for the purchase or lease of real or personal property; or (iii) for materials, supplies, 
equipment or services which are approved or authorized by the City Council. 

(c) "Contribution" means a "political contribution" as defined in Chapter 2-156 of the 
Municipal Code, as amended. 

(d) Individuals are "domestic partners" if they satisfy the following criteria: 

(i) they are each other's sole domestic partner, responsible for each other's 
common welfare; and 

(ii) neither party is married; and 

(iii) the partners are not related by blood closer than would bar marriage in the 
State of Illinois; and 

(iv) each partner is at least 18 years of age, and the partners are the same sex, 
and the partners reside at the same residence; and 

(v) two of the following four conditions exist for the partners: 

(1) The partners have been residing together for at least 12 months. 

(2) The partners have common or joint ownership of a residence. 

(3) The partners have at least two of the following arrangements: 

(A) joint ownership of a motor vehicle; 

(B) joint credit account; 

(C) a joint checking account; 

(D) a lease for a residence identifying both domestic partners as 
tenants. 

(4) Each partner identifies the other partner as a primary beneficiary in a will. 
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(e) "Political fundraising committee" means a "political fundraising committee" as 
defined in Chapter 2-156 of the Municipal Code, as amended. 

5. Waste Ordinance Provisions. In accordance with Section 11-4-1600(e) of the 
Municipal Code, Tenant warrants and represents that it, and to the best of its knowledge, its 
contractors and subcontractors, have not violated and are not in violation of any 
provisions of Chapter 7-28 or Chapter 11-4 of the Municipal Code (the "Waste Sections") . 
During the period while this Lease is executory, Tenant's, any general contractor's or any 
subcontractor's violation of the Waste Sections, whether or not relating to the performance 
of this Lease, constitutes a breach of and an event of default under this Lease, for which 
the opportunity to cure, if curable, will be granted only at the sole designation of the 
Chief Procurement Officer. Such breach and default entitles the City to all remedies under 
the Lease, at law or in equity. This section does not limit Tenant's, general contractor's and 
its subcontractors' duty to comply with all applicable federal state, county and municipal 
laws, statutes, ordinances and executive orders, in effect now or later, and whether or not 
they appear in this Lease. Noncompliance with these terms and conditions may be used by 
the City as grounds for the termination of this Lease and may further affect Tenant's eligibility 
for future contract awards. 

6. Failure To Maintain Eligibility To Do Business With The City. Failure by Tenant or any 
controlling person (as defined in Section 1-23-010 of the Municipal Code) thereof 
to maintain eligibility to do business with the City of Chicago as required by 
Section 1-23-030 of the Municipal Code shall be grounds for termination of this 
Lease and the transactions contemplated thereby. Tenant shall at all times comply with 
Section 2-154-020 of the Municipal Code. 

7. Cooperation With Office Of Inspector General. It is the duty of Tenant and any bidder, 
proposer, contractor, subcontractor, and every applicant for certification of eligibility for a 
City contract or program, and all officers, directors, agents, partners, and employees of any 
such grantee, subgrantee, bidder, proposer, contractor, subcontractor or such applicant to 
cooperate with the Inspector General in any investigation or hearing undertaken pursuant 
to Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal Code. Tenant represents and warrants that it understands 
and will abide by all provisions of Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal Code and that Tenant will 
inform its contractors and subcontractors of this provision and require their compliance. 

8. 2014 Hiring Plan Prohibitions. 

(a) The City is subject to the June 16, 2014 "City of Chicago Hiring Plan", as 
amended (the "2014 City Hiring Plan") entered in Shakman v. Democratic Organization 
of Cook County, Case Number 69 C 2145 (United States District Court for the 
Northern District of Illinois). Among other things, the 2014 City Hiring Plan prohibits the 
City from hiring persons as governmental employees in non-exempt positions on the basis 
of political reasons or factors.

(b) Tenant is aware that City policy prohibits City employees from directing any individual 
to apply for a position with Tenant, either as an employee or as a subcontractor, and from 
directing Tenant to hire any individual as an employee or as a subcontractor. Accordingly, 
Tenant must follow its own hiring and contracting procedures, without being influenced by 
the City or City employees. Any and all personnel provided by Tenant under this Lease 
are employees or subcontractors of Tenant, not employees of the City. This Lease is not 
intended to and does not constitute, create, give rise to, or otherwise recognize an 
employer-employee relationship of any kind between the City and any personnel provided 
by Tenant. 

(c) Tenant will not condition, base, or knowingly prejudice or affect any term or aspect 
of the employment of any personnel provided under this Lease, or offer employment to 
any individual to provide services under this Lease, based upon or because of any political 
reason or factor, including, without limitation, any individual's political affiliation, 
membership in a political organization or party, political support or activity, political 
financial contributions, promises of such political support, activity or financial contributions, 
or such individual's political sponsorship or recommendation . For purposes of this Lease, 
a political organization or party is an identifiable group or entity that has as its primary 
purpose the support of or opposition to candidates for elected public office. Individual 
political activities are the activities of individual persons in support of or in opposition to 
political organizations or parties or candidates for elected public office. 

(d) In the event of any communication to Tenant by a City employee or City official 
in violation of paragraph (ii) above, or advocating a violation of paragraph (iii) above, 
Tenant will, as soon as is reasonably practicable, report such communication 
to the Hiring Oversight Section of the City's Office of the Inspector General 
("OIG Hiring Oversight"), and also to the head of the relevant City department utilizing 
services provided under this Lease. Tenant will also cooperate with any inquiries by 
OIG Hiring Oversight.

Insurance Requirements. 

Tenant shall, at its sole expense, procure and maintain, or cause to be procured and 
maintained, during the Term of this Lease and on any earlier date Tenant or its contractors 
are permitted to enter onto the Premises, and until each and every obligation of Tenant 
contained in this Lease has been fully performed (including any time period following the 
expiration or termination date if Tenant is required to return to the Premises and perform 
any additional work), the following coverages and minimum limits of insurance, 
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insuring all operations under this Lease, with insurance companies authorized to do 
business in the State of Illinois; provided, however, Tenant's coverage may be provided 
through its captive insurance company, Northwestern Medicine Insurance Company. For 
the purpose of this (Sub)Exhibit C, the term "contractors" shall also include licensees 
occupying the Premises: 

(a) Workers' Compensation And Employer's Liability Insurance. 

Tenant shall be insured (and shall require that each of its contractors and 
subcontractors are insured) against liability for workers' compensation and 
employers' risk as prescribed by applicable Law before commencing the performance 
of any Work on or about the Premises or otherwise in relation to this Lease. A waiver 
of subrogation in favor of City is required. 

(b) Commercial General Liability Insurance (Primary And Umbrella). 

Commercial General Liability Insurance, insuring against any and all liability of the 
City and Tenant including, without limitation, coverage for Premises and Operations, 
Products and Completed Operations, Blanket Contractual Liability, Broad Form 
Property Damage, and Personal Injury, with limits of not less than $5,000,000 
Combined Single Limit for bodily injury and property damage. Umbrella or Excess 
Liability coverages may be used to supplement primary coverages to meet required 
limits. Such insurance will insure the performance by Tenant of the indemnity 
agreement as to liability for injury to or death of persons and damage to property set 
forth in Section 11 of this Lease. Such insurance will be noncontributing with any 
insurance which may be carried by the City and will contain a provision that City, 
although named as an insured, will nevertheless be entitled to recover under the 
policy for any loss, injury, or damage to the City, its agents, and employees, or the 
property of such persons. Such insurance policy shall include a Severability of 
Interest or Cross Liability clause such as "The policy to which this endorsement is 
attached shall apply separately to each insured against whom a claim is brought, 
except with respect to the limits of the company's liability" . The City of Chicago, its 
employees, elected officials, agents, and representatives are to be named as 
additional insureds on a primary, noncontributory basis for any liability arising directly 
or indirectly from this Lease. 

(c) Automobile Liability Insurance (Primary And Umbrella). 

When any motor vehicles (owned, non-owned and hired) are used in connection with 
Work to be performed, Tenant shall provide Comprehensive Automobile Liability 
Insurance with limits of not less than $1 ,000,000 per occurrence, for bodily injury and 
property damage. 
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(d) Coverage Of The Premises. 

Insurance policies insuring against loss or damage to the Premises, in an amount 
consistent with what a prudent operator of a comparable property would carry 
providing replacement cost coverage for perils typically insured against in an Illinois 
standard form fire insurance policy, which in no event shall be less than those perils 
covered by ISO Causes of Loss-Special Form property insurance (formerly known as 
"All-Risk"). The replacement cost of the Premises shall be determined in accordance 
with the standard practices of the insurance industry and evidenced by the certificate 
of the insurance company or companies issuing such insurance at the time the policy 
or policies are obtained. The policy shall list the City of Chicago as an additional 
insured and loss payee. 

(e) All Risk Builder's Risk Insurance. 

Before commencing any construction, including improvements, betterments or 
repairs, Tenant shall provide All Risk Builder's Risk Insurance, at replacement cost, 
for all materials, supplies, equipment, machinery and fixtures that are or will be part 
of the Building. Coverage shall include but not be limited to the following : right to 
partial occupancy, earth movement, flood including surface water backup and sewer 
backup and seepage, vandalism and malicious mischief. The City of Chicago shall 
be named as an additional insured and loss payee. Said insurance shall remain in full 
force and effect until the improvements shall have been completed and fully insured 
as provided in this (Sub)Exhibit C. For the avoidance of doubt, Tenant shall have no 
obl igation to maintain All Risk Builders Risk Insurance during any period which there 
is no construction being performed on the Premises. 

Other Terms Of Insurance. 

(a) Tenant will furnish the City of Chicago, Department of Fleet and Facility 
Management, Bureau of Asset Management, 2 North LaSalle Street, Suite 200, Chicago, 
Illinois 60602, original Certificates of Insurance evidencing the required coverage to be in 
force on the date of this Lease, and Renewal Certificates of Insurance, or such similar 
evidence, if the coverages have an expiration or renewal date occurring during the Term 
of this Lease. Tenant shall submit evidence on insurance prior to occupancy of the 
Premises. The receipt of any certificates does not constitute agreement by the City that 
the insurance requirements in this Lease have been fully met or that the insurance policies 
indicated on the certificate are in compliance with all Lease requirements. The failure of 
City to obtain certificates or other evidence of insurance from Tenant shall not be deemed 
to be a waiver by the City. Tenant shall advise all insurers of the provisions in this Lease 
regarding insurance. Nonconforming insurance shall not relieve Tenant of its obligation to 
provide insurance as specified herein. 
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(b) The insurer shall provide the City prior written notice of at least sixty (60) days if the 
insurer elects to cancel insurance before the stated expiration date, or declines to renew 
in the case of a continuous policy, or materially reduces the coverage period by changing 
the retroactive date (if any), or the extended discovery period (if any), or reduces the stated 
limits other than by impairment of an aggregate limit, or materially reduces the scope of 
coverage. 

(c) Any and all deductibles or self-insured retentions on referenced insurance 
coverages shall be borne by Tenant. 

(d) To the maximum extent permitted by Law, and notwithstanding anything to the 
contrary contained in this Lease, Tenant hereby releases the City and its officers, 
employees and agents from any and all liability or responsibility (to Tenant or anyone 
claiming through or under Tenant by way of subrogation or otherwise) for any loss or 
damage to the extent that such loss or damage is covered, or is required to be covered 
under this Lease, even if such loss or damage is caused by the fault or negligence of the 
City or anyone for whom the City may be responsible. Tenant will notify its insurers of this 
Lease. For clarity, and without limiting the foregoing, all loss or damage resulting from 
risks that Tenant is required or has elected to insure shall be subject to this waiver of 
subrogation. 

(e) Tenant expressly understands and agrees that any coverages and limits furnished 
by Tenant shall in no way limit Tenant's liabilities and responsibilities specified within this 
Lease or by Law. 

(f) Tenant expressly understands and agrees that any insurance or self-insurance 
programs maintained by the City shall apply in excess of and not contribute with insurance 
provided by Tenant under this Lease. 

(g) The required insurance shall not be limited by any limitations expressed in the 
indemnification language herein or any limitation placed on the indemnity therein given as 
a matter of Law. 

(h) The City of Chicago, Department of Finance, Office of Risk Management, maintains 
the right at any time during the Term of this Lease to change the amounts and types of 
insurance required hereunder. 

(i) If any of the required insurance coverages contain aggregate limits or apply to other 
operations or tenancies outside this Lease, Tenant shall give the City prompt, written 
notice of any incident, occurrence, claim, settlement, or judgment against such insurance 
which in Tenant's best judgment may diminish the protection such insurance affords the 
City. Tenant shall further take immediate steps to restore such aggregate limits or shall 
provide other insurance protection for such aggregate limits. 
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*(f) Tenant shall be responsible for all loss or damage to Tenant's Personal Property 
(including but not limited to materials, equipment, tools and supplies). 

U) Tenant's failure to procure or maintain required insurance shall constitute a material 
breach of this Lease under which the City may immediately terminate this Lease, or, at its 
discretion, procure or renew such insurance to protect its interest and pay any and all 
premiums in connection therewith, and recover all monies so paid from Tenant. If the City 
elects to terminate this Lease, Tenant agrees to promptly cease all operations and 
activities under this Lease and to peacefully surrender the Premises.

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago (the "City") is a home rule unit of government under 
Article VII, Section 6(a) of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois and, as such, may 
exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and 

WHEREAS, The Chicago Park District (the "Park District") is a body politic and corporate 
unit of local government organized and existing under the Chicago Park District Act, 
70 ILCS 1505, et seq ., with authority to exercise control over and supervise the operation 
of all parks within the City of Chicago and to enter into intergovernmental agreements; and 

WHEREAS, The City is the owner of the real property located at 5801 North Pulaski Road , 
partial PIN 13-02-300-010-0000, known as North Park Village (depicted in Exhibit A 
attached hereto and incorporated herein), which comprises approximately 151 acres 
of land bounded by Peterson Avenue on the north, Central Park Avenue on the east, 
Bryn Mawr Avenue on the south , and Pulaski Road on the west; and 

WHEREAS, The City and Park District previously entered into an intergovernmental lease 
agreement dated May 1, 2010 (the "Lease") for the lease of certain premises (the 
"Premises") within the North Park Village described as follows: 
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The Nature Preserve measuring approximately 40.0 acres (including the 
3,200-square-foot Nature Center), the Nature Study measuring approximately 
11.3 acres; Peterson Park measuring approximately 24.0 acres; the first floor of 
Building J; and the Expansion Parcel measuring approximately 4.0 acres of vacant 
unimproved land immediately south of the Nature Preserve 

; and 

WHEREAS, The Lease expired on June 30, 2015 and the Park District continues its 
occupancy as a holdover tenant on a month-to-month basis; and 

WHEREAS, The City acknowledges that the Park District has been using the following 
areas in the North Park Village without a lease and the City desires to approve such use: 
the basement and 2nd floor of Building J (the "Fieldhouse Expansion") for field house 
purposes, a shed located behind the Nature Center (the "Shed") for storage purposes, 
approximately 3900 square feet located entirely within the north wing of the first floor of the 
administration building located in Building C (the "Administration Building") for office 
purposes and conference room 101 located in the south wing of the administration building 
located in Building C (together with the Administration Building, the "Administration Building 
Office Space") for office purposes, and a 13,500-square-foot parking lot lying west of 
Building K and depicted as "Parking Lot" on Exhibit A (the "Building K Parking Lot", and 
together with the Fieldhouse Expansion, the Shed, the Administration Building Office Space, 
the "Expansion of Premises"), for parking; and 

WHEREAS, The City acknowledges that the Park District altered, added, and improved 
the Administration Building Office Space and the Fieldhouse Expansion without the City's 
prior written consent, and the City desires to give its consent; and 

WHEREAS, The Park District desires to amend the Lease to include the Expansion of 
Premises for the purposes set forth above and obtain the City's consent for the ongoing use 
of, alteration, addition, and improvement to the Expansion of Premises, and the City has 
determined these uses, alterations, additions, and improvements are acceptable; and 

WHEREAS, The Illinois Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 ILCS 220, et seq.) 
authorizes municipalities and other branches of government to collaborate jointly in the 
efficient and cost-effective delivery of public services; and 

WHEREAS, City and Park District wish to renew and amend the Lease to extend the term 
of the Lease until December 31, 2030 and add the Expansion of Premises to the grant, and 
for other purposes as more fully set forth herein; and 
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WHEREAS, On April 10, 2019, the Park District's Board of Commissioners approved the 
extension of the Lease and Expansion of Premises in the North Park Village; and 

WHEREAS, The cooperation contemplated herein between the City and Park District is 
related to the government and affairs of the City; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated by reference and made a part 
hereof. 

SECTION 2. The Commissioner of the Department of Fleet and Facility Management 
("Commissioner of 2FM"), or a designee of the Commissioner of 2FM, is hereby authorized, 
with the approval of the City's Corporation Counsel as to form and legality, to execute an 
amendment to the Lease with the Park District substantially in the form of Exhibit B, which 
is attached hereto and incorporated herein ("First Amendment to the Intergovernmental 
Lease Agreement") . 

SECTION 3. The Commissioner of 2FM, or a designee of the Commissioner of 2FM, is 
authorized to take such actions and, subject to the approval of the Corporation Counsel, 
make such agreements as may be necessary and appropriate to implement the intention of 
this ordinance. 

SECTION 4. If any provision of this ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable 
for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such provision shall not affect any of the 
other provisions of this ordinance. 

SECTION 5. All ordinances, resolutions, motions, or orders in conflict with this ordinance 
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

SECTION 6. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage 
and approval.

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges that the Park District has been occupying a shed 
located behind the Nature Center (the "Shed") for storage purposes without the Department's prior 
written consent, and City desires to give its consent to such use; and 

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges that the Park District made alterations, additions and 
improvements to and has been occupying approximately 3,990 square feet located entirely within 
the north wing of the 1st floor of that certain administration building located within North Park 
Village depicted as Building C on the Site Plan (the "Administration Building") for office 
purposes without the Department's prior written consent, and City desires to give its consent to 
such use, alteration, improvements, and additions; and 

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges that the Park District also made alterations, additions 
and improvements to and has been occupying that certain conference room in the south wing of 
the Administration Building known as Room 101 for office purposes without the Department's 
prior written consent, and City desires to give its consent to such use, alteration, improvements, 
and additions; and 

WHEREAS, the 3,990 square feet located entirely within the north wing of the 1st floor 
of the Administration Building and the conference room in the south wing of the Administration 
Building known as Room l 01 shall be referred to herein as the "Administration Building Office 
Space"; and 

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges that Park District has been using that certain 13,500 
square foot parking lot depicted as Parking Lot on the Site Map and lying west of that certain 
engineering/boiler plant depicted as Building K on the Site Plan (the "Building K Parking Lot") 
for parking purposes without the Department's prior written consent, and City desires to give its 
consent to such use; and 

WHEREAS, the Park District desires to amend the Agreement to include the Fieldhouse 
Expansion, the Shed, the Administration Building Office Space, and the Building K Parking Lot 
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for the purposes set forth above, and the City has determined those proposed purposes are 
acceptable; and 

WHEREAS, the Illinois Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 ILCS 220 et. seq.) 
authorizes municipalities and other branches of government to collaborate jointly in the efficient 
and cost-effective delivery of public services; and 

WHEREAS, the City and the Park District wish to renew and amend the Agreement to 
extend the Term of the Agreement, allow the Park District to lease the Fieldhouse Expansion, the 
Shed, the Administration Building Office Space, and the Building K Parking Lot, approve prior 
use, alterations, additions and improvements to the Premises (as defined in Section 2(c)(i) herein) 
and for other purposes as more fully set forth below; and 

WHEREAS, on April 10, 2019, the Park District's Board of Commissioners approved an 
ordinance authorizing the Park District to enter into this First Amendment; and 

WHEREAS, on __ , 2024, the City Council of the City (the "City Council") approved 
an ordinance published at page __ to ___ of the Journal of Proceedings of the City Council 
authorizing the City to enter into this First Amendment. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants, terms, and conditions set forth 
herein, the parties agree and covenant as follows: 

1. Incorporation of Recitals. The foregoing recitals constitute an integral part of this First 
Amendment and are incorporated herein by this reference with the same force and effect as if 
set forth herein as agreements of the Parties. All capitalized terms used but not otherwise 
defined herein shall have the same meanings given to said terms in the Agreement. 

2. Amendment of Agreement. The City and the Park District hereby agree to amend the 
Agreement as follows: 

a. Department of Fleet and Facilities Management. All references to the Department of 
General Services in the Agreement shall mean the Department. 

b. Exhibits. The Agreement is hereby amended by deleting Exhibit A attached thereto, 
and replacing it with Exhibit A (Site Plan) attached hereto and incorporated herein, and 
adding Exhibit B (Legal Description of Peterson Park), Exhibit C (Legal Description 
of Nature Preserve), and Exhibit D (Legal Description of Nature Study) each attached 
hereto and incorporated herein. 

1. Section 1.1 is hereby amended by deleting it in its entirety and replacing it 
with the following: 
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The City hereby authorizes the Park District to use the following premises 
as situated in North Park Village: (1) Peterson Park; (2) the Peterson Park 
Fieldhouse; (3) the Nature Preserve; (4) the Nature Center; (5) the Nature 
Study; (6) the Nature Preserve Expansion; (7) the Shed; (8) the 
Administration Building Office Space; and (9) the Building K Parking Lot 
( collectively, the "Premises"), and Park District hereby accepts use of the 
Premises. 

ii. Section 1.2 is hereby added and reads as follows: 

The City hereby grants its consent to the Park District's prior use and 
occupation of and the Park District's prior alterations, additions and 
improvements to the Fieldhouse Expansion, the Shed, the Administration 
Building Office Space and the Building K Parking Lot. Such consent is 
retroactively effective with the same force and effect as if such consent was 
granted on the Effective Date and, therefore, subject to the terms of the 
Agreement, as amended herein. 

d. Term. Section 2 is hereby amended by removing the stricken language and by adding 
the following underlined language: 

The term of this Agreement ("Term") shall commence on the Effective Date and 
shall terminate on JtiRC 3G, 2G l 5December 31. 2030, unless sooner terminated as 
set forth in this Agreement. 

e. Leasehold Taxes. Section 4.3 is hereby amended by adding the following underlined 
language: 

Park District shall pay when due any and all leasehold taxes or other taxes assessed 
or levied on the Premises on account of this Agreement or Park District's use of the 
Premises. Park District shall cooperate with City in resolving any leasehold or 
other tax issues that may arise. Notwithstanding the foregoing. nothing contained 
herein shall preclude Park District from contesting any charge or tax levied against 
the Premises. The failure of Park District to pay such taxes. interest. and penalties 
during the pendency of the contest shall not constitute a default under this 
Agreement. If the Park District's contest is unsuccessful, the Park District shall 
promptly pay any such taxes assessed or levied on the Premises. 

f. Park District's Ethics Ordinance. Section 8.3 is hereby added and reads as follows : 

The Park District's Ethics Code, Chapter III of the Code of the Chicago Park 
District, as may be amended from time to time, shall be incorporated into and made 
part of this Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in Chapter III of 
the Park District's Ethics Code is intended to repeal or is to be construed as 
repealing in any way the provisions of any other law or ordinance. 
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g. Public Officers Prohibited Activities Act. Section 8.4 is hereby added and reads as 
follows : 

This Agreement shall not be legally binding on either Party if entered into in 
violation of the Public Officer Prohibited Activities Act, 50 ILCS 105/.01 et seq. 
(the "Act"), as the Act may be amended from time to time. 

h. Notices. Section 10.1 is hereby deleted in its entirety and the following substituted: 

All notices, demands or requests which may be or are required to be given, 
demanded or requested by either Party to the other shall be in writing and addressed 
to the Parties at their respective addresses set forth below by any of the following 
means: ( a) personal service, (b) email, or ( c) registered or certified first class mail, 
postage prepaid, return receipt requested. Any communication given pursuant to 
either clause (a) or (b) hereof shall be deemed received upon such personal service 
or upon transmission by email, respectively, provided that such email transmission 
occurs prior to or at 5:00 p.m. on a business day. If such email transmission occurs 
after 5:00 p.m. on a business day or on a non-business day, it shall be deemed to 
have been given on the next business day. Any communication given pursuant to 
clause (c) shall be deemed received two (2) business days after mailing. The 
Parties, by notice given hereunder, may designate any further or different addresses 
to which subsequent notices, demands or communications shall be given.

1. Amendments. Section 10.12 is hereby amended by adding the underlined language as 
follows: 

From time to time, the Parties hereto may administratively amend this Agreement 
with respect to any provisions reasonably related to Park District's use of the 
Premises and/or City's administration of this Agreement. Provided, however, that 
such amendrnent(s) shall not serve to extend the Term hereof nor serve to otherwise 
materially alter the essential provisions contained herein, unless so approved by the 
City Council. Such amendment(s) shall be in writing, shall establish the factual 
background necessitating such alteration, shall set forth the terms and conditions of 
such modification, and shall be duly executed by both City and Park District. Such 
amendment(s) shall only take effect upon execution by both Parties. Upon 
execution, such amendrnent(s) shall become a part of this Agreement and all other 
non-impacted provisions of this Agreement shall otherwise remain in full force and 
effect. 

j . Grant of Conservation Right in Form of Easement. Section 10.15 is hereby amended 
by adding the following underlined language and removing the stricken language: 

Park District has received a copy of the Grant of Conservation Right in the Form 
of an Easement dated February 16, 1989. and recorded in the Office of the Clerk 
of Cook County as document number 89235785, as amended by that certain 
Amended and Restated Grant of Conservation Right in the Form of an Easement 
dated October 22. 2020, and recorded in the Office of the Clerk of Cook County 
as document number 2108934027, and as may be amended thereafter. +eflaflt 
Park District acknowledges that the Park District's use of the Premises is currently 
subject to such agreement's Zeae l , 2, 3, 4, and 7 restrictions, as currently 
amended. and as may be amended from time to time. 

k. Contingent Liability. Section 10.21 is hereby added and reads as follows: 

The Parties agree that, in accordance with 70 ILCS 1505/17(i) et seq., any 
expenditure, but not any performance obligation, beyond the Park District's current 
fiscal year shall be deemed a contingent liability, subject to appropriation in the 
subsequent fiscal year budget(s). 

3. Conflict. In case of a conflict between the terms and conditions of the Agreement and this 
First Amendment, the terms and conditions of this First Amendment shall govern and control. 

4. Ratification and Binding Effect of the Agreement. Except as provided in this First Amendment, 
the terms of the Agreement are hereby ratified and confirmed and the provisions contained 
therein are in full force and effect, as amended hereby, as of the date hereof.

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago ("City") is a home rule unit of government under 
Article VII, Section 6(a) of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois and, as such, may 
exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs, 
including, but not limited to, the power to regulate for the protection of the public health, 
safety, and welfare; and 
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WHEREAS, People in need of health and social services are often in need of quiet, as 
their conditions make them sensitive to noise, and loud and unwanted noise can impair their 
ability to communicate with service providers; and 

WHEREAS, The City Council has already found that noise sensitive activities include, but 
are not limited to, operations of hospitals and nursing homes (Section 8-32-060 of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago); and 

WHEREAS, Because health care is a noise sensitive activity, the area around where the 
health care is taking place should be designated a noise sensitive zone; and 

WHEREAS, According to the Department of Public Health, research has found that high 
levels of unwanted or intrusive noise are associated with negative impacts on surgical 
provider performance and patient outcomes; and that exposure to loud and unwanted noise 
can contribute to stress, which negatively impacts stress hormone levels, blood pressure 
and heart rate, which in turn contributes to negative cardiovascular health outcomes; and 

WHEREAS, The Department of Public Health and the Chicago Police Department 
have found that noise sensitive activities take place at Family Planning Associates, 
which provides comprehensive women's health care and is located at 659 West 
Washington Boulevard; and 

WHEREAS, The Department of Public Health has found that outpatient surgeries are 
performed at Family Planning Associates, and that some of the services and procedures 
provided at the facility are the same as those provided at hospitals; and 

WHEREAS, Loud, amplified noise is generated from West Washington Boulevard, 
between North Desplaines Street and the easternmost off-ramp from Interstate 90/94, 
North Desplaines Street, between West Court Place and West Warren Avenue, and West 
Warren Avenue, between North Desplaines Street and the easternmost offramp from 
Interstate 90/94; and 

WHEREAS, Noise from the above referenced area can and has permeated walls at Family 
Planning Associates, interfering with the functions of Family Planning Associates; and 

WHEREAS, The medical director at Family Planning Associates testified that both 
providers and patients at the facility are exposed to high levels of unwanted or harmful noise 
originating outside the facility that impairs the provision of medical services by making it 
difficult to communicate; and 

WHEREAS, Since May 15, 2023, the 34th Ward office has received complaints from 
residents who live near Family Planning Associates regarding loud, amplified noise being 
generated from outside the clinic and the surrounding streets, and complaints from clinic 
staff and volunteers, who have explained the noise is interfering with their ability to provide 
medical care; and 

WHEREAS, The Chicago Police Department regularly receives complaints of loud, 
amplified noise outside of Family Planning Associates, including receiving at least 
1 0 complaints of loud, amplified noise consisting of bull horns, megaphones, and amplified 
music in 2023; now, therefore, 
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Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. Section 8-32-065 of the Municipal Code of Chicago is hereby amended by 
adding the language underscored, as follows: 

8-32-065 Designated Noise Sensitive Areas.

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of Lots 44, 45 and 46, according to the plat thereof recorded May 3, 1985, as Document 
Number 2212180, in said east half of the northwest quarter of Section 11; and lying north of 
and adjoining the easterly extension of the south line of said Lot 5 in Merriman's Subdivision, 
all in Cook County, Illinois, said above described parcel containing 1,255 square feet, or 
0.029 acre, more or less; as shaded and legally described by the words "Hereby Vacated"

the alley herein vacated, with the right of ingress and egress. The grade of the vacated 
public way shall not be altered in a manner so as to interfere with the operation and 
maintenance of Commonwealth Edison or AT&T/SBC facilities. No construction, buildings, 
permanent structures, or obstructions shall occur or be placed over the area herein 
vacated without express written release of easement by the involved utilities. Any future 
Assignee-prompted relocation of facilities lying within the area being vacated will be 
accomplished by the respective utility, at the expense of the Assignee or its successors. 

SECTION 3. The dedication for public way is accepted upon the express condition that 
the Assignee shall deposit, or cause to be deposited in the City Treasury of the City, a

NHS and Assignee acknowledge financial responsibility for certain 
development-related work to be completed on Department of Water Management ("DWM") 
facilities within the Dedication Area and the Vacation Area, as set forth in Exhibit D attached 
hereto and incorporated herein, as an express condition of the City's acceptance of the 
Dedication Area and City's vacation of the Vacation Area. Specifically, NHS and Assignee 
acknowledge the presence of an eight inch (8") DWM public sewer within the Vacation Area, 
and their responsibility to relocate said sewer at their sole expense into the Dedication 
Area as ultimately connected to the existing fifteen inch (15") public sewer in North Central 
Park Avenue, all in accordance and further detailed in DWM correspondence dated 
April 24, 2024, hereto attached as Exhibit E, and incorporated herein. No private sewers or 
water services may remain in the Dedication Area. Final acceptance of the new sewer is 
subject to as-built drawing approval, video approval and City Council action. After sewer 
relocation, NHS or Assignee may opt to abandon remaining appurtenances within the 
Vacation Area. All remaining structures in the Vacation Area shall become NHS's or 
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Assignee's private property and maintenance responsibility. All work must be reviewed, 
approved, and permitted by the Department of Water Management, Sewer Design Section, 
prior commencement. The Developer shall provide the Department of Water Management, 
Sewer Design Section with as-built drawings submitted within 30 days of completion. 

SECTION 5. The vacation herein provided for is made under the condition that NHS, 
Assignee, and each of their successors and assigns, shall hold harmless, indemnify and 
defend the City from all claims related to the vacation herein contemplated.

streets and alleys in the area bounded by East 26th Street, South Lake Park Avenue, 
East 31 st Street and South Dr. Martin Luther King , Jr. Drive ("Subject Property") for the 
benefit of Micheal Reese Hospital; and 

WHEREAS, The Recorded Vacation Ordinances provided that the vacations contained 
within the boundaries of the Subject Property were conditioned upon certain easement 
reservations for various utility service providers, including Commonwealth Edison Company 
("ComEd") and Illinois Bell Telephone Company LLC ("Illinois Bell") (such easements 
reserved for Com Ed and Illinois Bell , the "Utility Easements"); and 

WHEREAS, The City Council has long sought to encourage the revitalization of the 
Subject Property with commercial redevelopment; and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to deed dated February 28, 2023, and recorded with the 
Cook County Clerk on March 2, 2023, as Document Number 2306122000, the City 
conveyed a portion of the Subject Property to GRIT Chicago LLC, in furtherance of the City's 
redevelopment objectives for the Subject Property, and the City currently owns the 
remainder of the Subject Property; and

WHEREAS, The Bonus Payment is deposited into three funds: (i) the Neighborhood 
Opportunity Fund; (ii) the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund (which receives 10 percent of 
each Bonus Payment); and (iii) the Local Impact Fund; and 

WHEREAS, The purpose of the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund is to finance landmark 
restoration projects; and 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Section 17-4-1006-C-4 of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the 
City Department of Planning and Development (the "Department") developed a list of 
funding priorities for the award of grants under the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund 
("Funding Priorities"); and 

WHEREAS, On March 17, 2023, the Department announced that it was accepting 
applications for landmark restoration projects; and 

WHEREAS, The Department received 31 applications, four of which were eliminated 
because they did not satisfy the eligibility criteria (for example, the subject building is not a

WHEREAS, The Department evaluated the applications based on the Funding Priorities, 
and determined that the application submitted by ECG Madison LLC, an Illinois limited 
liability company (the "Landmark Owner") was one of the applications that best satisfied the 
Funding Priorities; and 

WHEREAS, By ordinance adopted on April 24, 2012, the City Council of the City (the "City 
Council") designated the (Former) Mid-City Trust and Savings Bank Building (the "Landmark 
Building") a Chicago Landmark; and 

WHEREAS, The Landmark Building is located at 801 West Madison Street/ 
2 South Halsted Street in Chicago (the "Landmark Property"); and 

WHEREAS, The Landmark Building requires certain preservation work, including exterior 
masonry, roofing and window work and certain interior work (the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, On March 7, 2024, the Commission on Chicago Landmarks ("CCL") approved 
the Project, subject to certain "Conditions of Approval," and recommended the use of bonus 
funds for the Project; and 

WHEREAS, The Project satisfies the requirements of Section 17-4-1006-C of the Chicago 
Zoning Ordinance with respect to authorized uses of the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund; 
and 
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WHEREAS, The Department wishes to award the Landmark Owner a grant in the amount 
of $1,300,000 from funds deposited in the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund (the "Grant 
Funds') to undertake the Project; and

This approval is expressly conditioned upon the City entering into an Adopt-a-Landmark 
Floor Area Bonus Agreement with the Landmark Owner substantially in the form 
attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and made a part hereof (the "AAL Agreement") . The

Adopt-A-Landmark Floor Area Bonus Agreement. 

This ADOPT-A-LANDMARK FLOOR AREA BONt:S AGREE'1ENT 
("Agreement") is made on or as of the __ day of _____ , 20 _ (the "Effective Date'l by 
and between the CITY OF CHICAGO, an Illinois municipal corporal!on and home rule unit of 
government ("City"), acting by and through its Department of Plannmg and Development 
(togetherw Ith any successor department thereto, the "Department"), having its principal offices at 
City Hall, 121 \iorth LaSalle Street, Chicago, Illinois 60602, the COMMISSION ON CHICAGO 
LANDMARKS {"CCL"), having its principal offices at 121 Norrh LaSalle Street, Room l lOl, 
Chicago, Illmois 60602, and ECG MADISON, LLC, an Illinois limited liability company (the 
"Landmark Owner"), whose pnncipal place of business 1s located at 167 N . Green, 4 th Floor 
Chicago, lllmois 60607. 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, Section 17-4-1000 of the Chicago Zonmg Ord mance (the "Downtown Bonus 
Ordmance") authorizes the City to award floor area bonuses to proJects located m "D" districts in 
return for a financial contribution to the C!ly ("Bonus Payment''); and 

WHEREAS, the Bonus Payment 1s deposited into three funds: (i) the Neighborhocx:l 
Opporturnty Fund, (ii) the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund (which receives I 0% of each Bonus 
Payment), and (iii) the Local [mpact Fund: and 

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund is to finance landmark 
restoration projects; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 17-4-1006-C-4 of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the 
Department developed a list of funding priorities for the award of grants under the Citywide Adopt­
a-Landmark Fund ("Funding Priorities"); and 

WHEREAS, on March 17, 2023, the Department announced that 11 was accepting 
applical!ons for landmark restoration projects; and 

WHEREAS, the Department received 31 applications, four of which were eliminated 
because they did not satisfy the eligibility criteria (for example, the subJect building is not a 
designated landmark); and 

WHEREAS, the Department evaluated the applications based on the Fund mg Pnorities, 
and determined that the Landmark Owner's application was one of the applications that best 
satisfied the Funding Priorities; and 

WHEREAS, by ordinance adopted on April 24, 2012, the City Council of the City (the 
"City Council") designated the (Former) Mid-City Trust and Savmgs Bank (the "Landmark 
Building") a Chicago Landmark; and 

WHEREAS, the Landmark Building 1s located at 80 I W. :vladison Street/2 S. Halsted 
Street in Chicago (the "Land mark Property," as described on Exhibit A hereto); and 
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WHEREAS, the Landmark Building requires certain preservation work, as described in 
the scope of work ("Project Scope of Work") and budget ("Project Budget") attached hereto as 
part of Exhibit B (such work, the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, on March 7, 2024, the Commission on Chicago Landmarks ("CCL") 
approved the Project subject to the "Conditions of Approval" attached hereto as part of Exhibit B, 
and recommended the use of bonus funds for the Project (the " Pro ject Resolution"); and 

WHEREAS, the Project satisfies the requirements of Sec. 17-4-1006-C of the Chicago 
Zoning Ordinance with respect to authorized uses of the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund; and 

WHEREAS, the Department wishes to award the Landmark Owner a grant in the amount 
of $1 ,300,000 from funds deposited in the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark Fund (the "Grant Funds") 
to undertake the Project; and 

WHEREAS, Landmark Owner desires to accept the Grant Funds and perform the Project 
in accordance with this Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements 
contained herein , and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of 
which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows : 

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION OF RECJT ALS AND DEFINITIONS. 

The recitals set forth above constitute an integral part of this Agreement and are 
incorporated herein by this reference with the same force and effect as if set fo1th herein as 
agreements of the parties. 

"Advance" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 4.5(a) below. 

"Applicable Laws" means all federal, state and local laws, statutes, ordinances, rules, 
regulations, codes and executive orders, as well as all policies, programs and procedures of the 
CCL, as may be in effect from time to time, pertaining to or affecting the Landmark Building, the 
Land mark Property and the Project. 

"Commissioner" means the Commissioner of the Department of Planning and 
Development . 

"Construction Contract" is defined in Section 2. 

"Contractor" means Bulley and Andrews, LLC. 

"Escrow Agent" means - - --- ----- ---

"Governmental Approvals" means all necessary building permits and other governmental 
approvals for the Project. 

"Project Budget" means the budget for the Project attached hereto as part of Exhibit B . 
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"Project Construction Schedule" means the construction schedule attached hereto as 
Exhibit C . 

SECTION 2. PERFORMANCE OF THE PROJECT . 

2.1 Landmark Owner shall complete the Project in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement, all Applicable Laws, the Project Scope of Work, the Project Budget 
and Conditions of Approval all attached hereto as Exhibit B. Landmark Owner shall timely pay 
any and all invoices for the performance of the Project. 

2 .2 No material deviation from the Project Scope of Work, Project Budget and 
Conditions of Approval may be made without the prior written consent of the Department . 

2.3 Landmark Owner represents and warrants that Contractor is the general contractor 
for the Project. Landmark Owner shall enter into a contract with the general contractor for the 
Project (the ' 'Construction Contract") which provides for the completion of the work in accordance 
with the Project Construction Schedule. Landmark Owner may not modify or amend the 
Construction Contract including, but not limited to change orders, without providing Notice to 
the Department. Landmark Owner shall be permitted to allocate any contingency amounts 
contained in the Project Budget to various other line items in such budget. 

2.4 In all contracts relating to the Project, the Landmark Owner shall require the general 
contractor and any subcontractors to name the City as an additional insured on insurance coverages 
and to require the general contractor and any subcontractors to indemnify the City from all claims, 
damages, demands, losses, suits, actions, judgments and expenses including but not limited to 
attorney's fees arising out of or resulting from work on the Project by the general contractor or the 
general contractor's subcontractors, suppliers, employees, or agents . 

2.5 Landmark Owner has engaged, to be paid out of the Project Budget at Landmark 
Owner' s sole cost and expense, an independent third-party inspecting architect or engineer, 
_ _ ___ ____ (the "Third-Party Architect/Engineer"), who or which is hereby approved 
by the Department , to ensure on behalf of the City that the Scope of Work is completed as 
scheduled . The Third-Party Architect/Engineer shall have extensive experience with historic 
rehabilitation projects and shall act on behalf of the Department to monitor the progress of the 
construction of the Project. The Third-Party Architect/Engineer and Landmark Owner shall enter 
into an agreement (the "Project Engineer Agreement"), satisfactory to the Department, which shall 
require the Third-Party Architect/Engineer or its agent to provide the following services for the 
Department at Landmark Owner's sole cost and expense: 

(a) inspection of all construction work performed by Landmark Owner and its general 
contractor and any subcontractors , without causing unreasonable interference with or delays in 
construction, to assure the Department that the Project is being/has been constructed in compliance 
with the Project Scope of Work, the final working draw in gs and specifications for the Project and 
the terms and provisions of this Agreement; 

(b) preparation of monthly field reports on progress of construction; 

(c) determination of the adequacy of the funds in escrow or otherwise to pay for the 
Project; and 
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( d) providing a certification for the benefit of the City on the form attached hereto as 
Exhibit F that the construction of the Project complies with the Project Scope of Work and is 
substantially complete, subject only to the completion of punch list items ("Conditional 
Certificate"). The Third-Party Architect/Engineer shall notify the Department of any 
discrepancies between the Project Scope of Work and the actual construction of the Project. The 
Department's receipt of the Conditional Certificate shall be a condition precedent to the final 
disbursement of the Grant Funds to Landmark Owner. A representative of the Department shall 
have the right, but not the obligation , to accompany the Third-Party Architect/Engineer during his 
or her inspection of the Project. 

SECTION 3. BUILDING PERMITS AND OTHER GOVERNMENT AL APPROVALS. 

Landmark Owner shall apply for all Governmental Approvals in accordance with the 
Project Construction Schedule, and covenants and agrees to pursue the Governmental Approvals 
in good faith and with all due diligence. 

SECTION 4. PROJECT BUDGET. 

4 .1 The current estimate of the cost of the Project is $53 ,000,000. The Landmark 
Owner has delivered to the Commissioner, and the Commissioner hereby approves, a detailed 
budget for the Project, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit E (the "Final 
Project Budget"), and which is materially consistent with the Project Budget approved by the CCL 
and attached hereto as part of Exhibit B. The Landmark Owner certifies that it has identified 
sources of funds (including the Grant Funds) sufficient to complete the Project. The Landmark 
Owner understands and agrees that the City will only contribute the Grant Funds to the Project and 
that all costs of completing the Project in excess of the Grant Funds shall be the sole responsibility 
of the Landmark Owner. If the Landmark Owner at any point does not have sufficient funds to 
complete the Project, the Landmark Owner shall so notify the City in writing, and the Landmark 
Owner may narrow the scope of the Project as agreed with the City in order to complete the Project. 

4.2 If Landmark Owner completes the Project with Grant Funds still remaining in the 
Escrow Account (as defined in Section 4.5(a) below), the Landmark Owner shall have no claim to 
such remainder, and such remainder shall be returned to the City; provided , however, in the City ' s 
sole discretion, the Landmark Owner may submit plans and specifications for additional landmark 
work to the Commissioner for review and approval, and , if approved, shall perform such additional 
work to be funded in part by such remainder (pursuant to Section 4.5(a) below). 

4.3 If requested by the City , the Landmark Owner shall provide to the City quarterly 
reports on the progress of the Project and reasonable access to its books and records relating to the 
Project. 

4.4 From the Effective Date through the date of the Certificate of Completion (as 
hereinafter defined )(such tirnefrarne, the "Terrn of this A greernent ") During the term hereof the 
Landmark Owner shall not sell, transfer, convey or otherwise dispose of all or any portion of the 
Landmark Property or any interest therein, or otherwise effect or consent to a transfer, without the 
prior written consent of the City. 
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4.5 Joint Order Construction Escrow. 

(a) Landmark Owner shall set up a construction escrow account (the "Escrow 
Account") with the Escrow Agent for the City 's deposit of the Grant Funds. The disbursement of 
funds from the Escrow Account shall be governed by a construction escrow agreement among the 
City, the Landmark Owner, and the Escrow Agent, in substantially the form attached hereto as 
Exhibit G (the "Constrnction Escrow Agreement"). The Constmction Escrow Agreement shall 
provide, among other things: first, that the Grant Funds shall be deposited in full upon opening of 
the Escrow Account; and, second, that after the City's issuance of the Certificate of Completion 
Landmark Owner shall promptly deliver to Escrow Agent and the Third-Party Architect/Engineer 
an AIA Application and Certificate for payment (each, a "Draw") completed by or on behalf of 
Landmark Owner (or other statement in a form reasonably satisfactory to the City) setting forth, 
among other things, the amount of the funds (such funds being ref erred to herein as an "Advance") 
requested in each instance and also including: 

(i) the hard and soft cost statements; 

(ii) a cost certification from the Contractor in a form reasonably satisfactory to 
the Third-Party Architect/Engineer regarding the work or materials covered by the Draw; 

(iii) full or conditional, as applicable , lien waivers from all contractors, 
subcontractors or suppliers who supplied materials or pe1f ormed work covered by the Draw 
in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to the Third-Party Architect/Engineer; and 

(iv) proof of payment of soft costs covered by the previous Draw, in a form 
reasonably satisfactory to the Third-Party Architect/Engineer. 

(b) The Third-Party Architect/Engineer shall review each Draw to confirm work 
included in such Draw is part of the Project . 

(c) Draws must be received by the Third-Party Architect/Engineer at least fifteen (15) 
business days prior to the date of the requested disbursement of the Advance from the Escrow 
Account and, if approved, the Third-Party Architect/Engineer will provide written notice to the 
Escrow Agent to disburse an amount equal to the Advance from the Escrow Account pursuant to 
the Draw. The failure of the Third-Party Architect/Engineer to approve or disapprove a Draw 
request within fifteen ( 15) business days of submission by Landmark Owner shall be deemed a 
disapproval of such draw request. 

( d) The Construction Escrow Agreement shall provide that an interim mechanic's lien 
endorsement to Landmark Owner's title insurance policy shall be issued with respect to each Draw 

SECTION 5. CONDITIONS TO CITY'S DISBURSEMENT OF GRANT FUNDS. 

The obligation of the City to disburse the Grant Funds to the Landmark Owner is contingent 
upon each of the following conditions being satisfied as of the Effective Date, or on such other 
date as may be specified below, unless waived in writing by the Commissioner: 
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5.1 Escrow Account. Landmark Owner shall have established the Escrow Account, 
and the Construction Escrow Agreement shall be in full force and effect. 

5 .2 Governmental Approvals. Landmark Owner shall have obtained all Governmental 
Approvals. 

5 .3 Construction Contract. Landmark Owner shall have delivered , and the City shall 
have approved, a true and complete copy of the Construction Contract to the City. 

5.4 Insurance. Landmark Owner shall have submitted to the City, and the City shall 
have approved , evidence of insurance required pursuant to Exhibit D. 

5.5 Representations and Warranties. Each of the representations and warranties of 
Landmark Owner in this Agreement shall be true and correct. 

5.6 Resolutions Authorizing Transaction. Landmark Owner shall have delivered to the 
City resolutions authmizing Landmark Owner to execute and deliver this Agreement , the 
Construction Escrow Agreement, and any other documents required to complete the transaction 
contemplated by this Agreement and to perform its obligations under this Agreement , and such 
other corporate authority and organizational documents as the City may reasonably request. 

5.7 Proof of Financing . Not less than three (3) months after the Effective Date, 
Landmark Owner shall have submitted to the Department, and the Department shall have 
approved, proof reasonably acceptable to the Department that Landmark Owner has equity and /or 
lender financing in amounts adequate to complete the construction of the Project and satisfy its 
obligations under this Agreement. 

5 .8 Title. Landmark Owner shall have delivered to the Department a copy of the title 
insurance policy ( or a title report) for the Property, showing Landmark Owner as the named insured 
(or as the owner of the Property). 

5 .9 Economic Disclosure Statement. Landmark Owner shall have delivered to the 
Department an Economic Disclosure Statement and Affidavit in the City's then current form, dated 
as of the Effective Date. 

5 . l O Debt and Scofflaw Check. Landmark Owner shall have submitted to the 
Department a completed "Principal Profile Form" in the City's then current form for any person 
holding a direct or indirect ownership interest of more than 7.5% Landmark Owner (or, if 
Landmark Owner is a not-for-profit entity, any person who is a director or trustee of Landmark 
Owner), and the City has confirmed that no such person either (a) has any outstanding debt to the 
City, or if there is any outstanding debt, that all such outstanding obligations have been satisfied, 
or (b) has been identified as a building code scofflaw or problem landlord pursuant to Section 2-
92-416 of the Municipal Code. 

If any of the conditions in this Section 5 have not been satisfied to the Department ' s reasonable 
satisfaction within the time periods provided for herein, or waived by the Department, the 
Department may, at its option, upon thirty (30) days' prior written notice to Landmark Owner, 
terminate this Agreement at any time after the expiration of the applicable time period, in which 
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event this Agreement shall be null and void and, except as otherwise specifically provided, neither 
party shall have any further right, duty or obligation hereunder; provided, however, that if within 
said thirty (30) day notice period Landmark Owner satisfies said condition(s) , then the termination 
notice shall be deemed to have been withdrawn. Any forbearance by the Department in exercising 
its right to terminate this Agreement upon a default hereunder shall not be construed as a waiver 
of such right. 

SECTION 6. CITY'S RIGHT TO INSPECT LANDMARK PROPERTY. 

For the period commencing on the Effective Date and continuing through the date the City 
issues the Certificate of Completion, any duly authorized representative of the City shall have 
access to the Landmark Property at all reasonable times Monday through Friday during regular 
construction hours after 48-hours' notice to Landmark Owner for the purpose of determining 
whether Landmark Owner is constructing the Project in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement. 

SECTION 7. LIMITED APPLICABILITY. 

Any approval given by the Department or CCL pursuant to this Agreement is for the 
purpose of this Agreement only and does not constitute the approval required by the City's 
Department of Buildings or any other City department , nor does such Department or CCL approval 
constitute an approval of the quality, structural soundness or safety of any improvements located 
or to be located on the Landmark Building, or the compliance of said improvements with any laws, 
private covenants, restrictions of record, or any agreement affecting the Landmark Building . 

SECTION 8. COMMENCEMENT AND COMPLETION OF PROJECT. 

Subject to the receipt of all applicable Government Approvals, Landmark Owner shall 
complete the Project in accordance with the Project Construction Schedule. The Commissioner 
shall have discretion to extend any of the construction commencement and completion dates for 
good cause shown by issuing a written extension letter. Landmark Owner shall give written notice 
confirming the construction commencement date to the City within five (5) days after it 
commences the Project . 

SECTION 9. CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION. 

Upon the completion of the Project in accordance with this Agreement, Landmark Owner 
shall request from the Department a certificate of completion ("Certificate of Completion"). Such 
request shall include: a summary of the final Project costs, (iii) a then-current summary of Draws 
and Advances from the Escrow Account for the Project, (iv) photos of the completed Project, (v) 
copies of all permits, (vi) a letter from the architect of record certifying the Project Scope of Work 
is complete, and (vii) the Third-Party Architect/Engineer's Conditional Certificate pursuant to 
Section 2.5{0. 

Within thirty (30) days after receipt of a written request for a Certificate of Completion, 
the Department shall provide Landmark Owner with either the Certificate of Completion or a 
written statement indicating in adequate detail how Landmark Owner has failed to complete the 
Project in conformity with this Agreement , or is otherwise in default, and what measures or acts 
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will be necessary for Landmark Owner to take or perform in order to obtain the Certificate of 
Completion . If the Department requires additional measures or acts to assure compliance, 
Landmark Owner shall resubmit a written request for the Certificate of Completion upon 
compliance with the Department's response . The Certificate of Completion shall not constitute 
evidence that Landmark Owner has complied with any laws relating to the construction of the 
Project and shall not serve as any "guaranty" as to the quality of the construction. 

The Department ' s issuance of the Certificate of Completion shall be a condition precedent 
to the final disbursement of the Grant Funds to Landmark Owner. 

SECTION 10. PERFORMANCE AND BREACH. 

10.1 Time of the Essence. Time is of the essence in Landmark Owner' s performance of 
its obligations under this Agreement. 

10.2 Pennitted Delays. Landmark Owner shall not be considered in breach of its 
obligations under this Agreement in the event of a delay due to unforeseeable causes beyond 
Landmark Owner's control, and without Landmark Owner's fault or negligence, including, 
without limitation , acts of God , acts of the public enemy, acts of the United States government , 
significant supply chain disruptions, port closures, fires , floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, 
strikes, embargoes and unusually severe weather or delays of subcontractors due to such causes. 
The time for the performance of the obligations shall be extended only for the period of the delay 
and only if Landmark Owner, within thirty (30) days after the beginning of any such delay, submits 
to the Commissioner a written request for an extension . As referenced in Section 8, the 
Commissioner shall have discretion to extend any of the construction commencement and 
completion dates for good cause shown and shall issue a w1itten extension letter within ten (l 0) 
days of receipt of a request for extension. 

I 0 .3 Cure. If Landmark Owner defaults in the performance of its obligations under this 
Agreement, Landmark Owner shall have thirty (30) days after written notice of default from the 
City to cure the default, or such longer period as shall be reasonably necessary (in the sole 
detennination of the Commissioner) to cure such default provided Landmark Owner promptly 
commences such cure and thereafter diligently pursues such cure to completion (so long as 
continuation of the default does not create material risk to the Project or to persons using the 
Project). 

l 0.4 Events of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following shall 
constitute an "Event of Defau]t" under this Agreement: 

(a) Landmark Owner makes or furnishes a warranty , representation , statement or 
certification to the City (whether in this Agreement , an Economic Disclosure Statement and 
Affidavit , or another document) that is not true and correct. 

(b) Landmark Owner fails to commence or complete the Project in accordance with the 
Project Construction Schedule (unless such dates are amended pursuant to the procedures set forth 
in Section 8 herein), or Landmark Owner abandons or substantially suspends construction of the 
Project. 
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(c) Landmark Owner fails to perform, keep or observe any of the other covenants, 
conditions, promises, agreements or obligations under this Agreement or any other written 
agreement entered into with the City with respect to the Project. 

10.5 City Remedies. If an Event of Default occurs and the default is not cured in the 
time period provided for in Section 10.3 above, the City may terminate this Agreement, and 
institute any action or proceeding at law or in equity against Landmark Owner. 

SECTIO~ 11. CONFLICT OF INTEREST; CITY'S REPRESENT A TTVES NOT 
INDIVIDUALLY LIABLE. 

Landmark Owner represents and warrants that no agent , official or employee of the City 
shall have any personal interest, direct or indirect, in Landmark Owner, this Agreement , the 
Landmark Property or the Project, nor shall any such agent , official or employee participate in any 
decision relating to this Agreement which affects his or her personal interests or the interests of 
any corporation, partnership, association or other entity in which he or she is directly or indirectly 
interested. No agent, official or employee of the City shall be personally liable to Landmark Owner 
or any successor in interest in the event of any default or breach by the City or with respect to any 
commitment or obligation of the City under the terms of this Agreement. 

SECTION 12. INDEMNIFICATION. 

Landmark Owner agrees to indemnify , defend and hold the City harmless from and against 
any losses, costs, damages, liabilities , claims, suits, actions, causes of action and expenses 
(including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees and court costs) (collectively, " Losses") 
suffered or incurred by the City arising from or in connection with: (a) the failure of Landmark 
Owner to perform its obligations underthis Agreement; (b) the failure of Landmark Owner or any 
contractor or other agent , entity or individual acting under the control or at the request of Landmark 
Owner ("Agent") to pay contractors, subcontractors or material suppliers in connection with the 
construction and management of the Project ; (c) any misrepresentation or omission made by 
Landmark Owner or any Agent of Landmark Owner; (d) the failure of Landmark Owner to redress 
any misrepresentations or omissions in this Agreement or any other agreement relating hereto; and 
(e) any activity undertaken by Landmark Owner or any Agent of Landmark Owner on the 
Landmark Property prior to or after the Effective Date. This indemnification shall survive the 
expiration or any termination of this Agreement (regardless of the reason for such termination) . 
Landmark Owner acknowledge that the requirements set forth in this Section 12 to indemnify, 
keep and save harmless and defend the City are apart from and not limited by the insurance 
requirements under Section 5. 

SECTION 13. LANDMARK OWNER'S EMPLOYMENT OBLIGATIONS. 

I 3. I Landmark Owner agrees, and shall contractually obligate its contractors, 
subcontractors and any Affiliate (as defined in Section 17) of Landmark Owner (collectively, 
"Employers" and each individually, an "Employer") to agree, that with respect to the provision of 
services in connection with the Project: 

(a) Neither Landmark Owner nor any Employer shall discriminate against any 
employee or applicant for employment based upon race, religion , color, sex, gender identity, 
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national origin or ancestry , age, handicap or disability , sexual oriental ion , military discharge stat us, 
marital status, parental status or source of income as defined in the City of Chicago Human Rights 
Ordinance, Section 2-160-010 ~~- of the Municipal Code of Chicago, as amended from time to 
time (the "Human Rights Ordinance"). Landmark Owner and each Employer shall take 
affirmative action to ensure that applicants are hired and employed without disc1imination based 
upon the foregoing grounds, and are treated in a non-discriminatory manner with regard to all 
job-related matters, including, without limitation: employment , upgrading, demotion or transfer; 
recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of 
compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. Landmark Owner and each 
Employer agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for 
employment , notices to be provided by the City setting forth the provisions of this 
nondiscrimination clause. In addition, Landmark Owner and each Employer, in all print 
solicitations or advertisements for employees, shall state that all qualified applicants shall receive 
consideration for employment without discrimination based upon the foregoing grounds. 

(b) Landmark Owner and each Employer shall comply with all federal , state and local 
equal employment and affirmative action statutes, mies and regulations, including, without 
limitation , the Human Rights Ordinance, and the Illinois Human Rights Act, 775 lLCS 5/1-101 et 
~ - (1993), and any subsequent amendments and regulations promulgated thereto. 

(c) Landmark Owner and each Employer shall include the foregoing provisions of 
subparagraphs (a) and (b) in every contract entered into in connection with the Project , and shall 
require inclusion of these provisions in every subcontract entered into by any subcontractors, and 
every agreement with any Affiliate operating on the Landmark Property , so that each such 
provision shall be binding upon each contractor, subcontractor or Affiliate, as the case may be. 

(d ) Failure to comply with the employment obligations described in this Section 13 
shall be a basi s for the City to pursue remedies under the provisions of Section 10. 

13 .2 City Resident Construction Worker Employment Requirement. Landmark Owner 
agrees for itself and its successors and assigns, and shall contractually obligate its general 
contractor and shall cause the general contractor to contractually obligate its subcontractors, as 
applicable, to agree, that during the construction of the Project they shall comply with the 
minimum percentage of total worker hours performed by actual residents of the City as specified 
in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code (at least 50 percent of the total worker hours worked 
by persons on the site of the Project shall be performed by actual residents of the City); provided, 
however, that in addition to complying with this percentage, Landmark Owner, its general 
contractor and each subcontractor shall be required to make good faith efforts to utilize qualified 
residents of the City in both unskilled and skilled labor positions. 

Landmark Owner may request a reduction or waiver of this minimum percentage level of 
Chicagoans as provided for in Section 2-92-330 of the Municipal Code in accordance with 
standard s and procedures developed by the Chief Procurement Officer of the City. 

"Actual residents of the City" shall mean persons domiciled within the City. The domicile 
is an individual's one and only tme, fixed and permanent home and principal establishment. 
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Landmark Owner, the general contractor and each subcontractor shall provide for the 
maintenance of adequate employee residency records to show that actual Chicago residents are 
employed on the Project. Each Employer shall maintain copies of personal documents supportive 
of every Chicago employee's actual record of residence. 

Weekly certified payroll reports (U.S. Department of Labor Form WH-347 or equivalent) 
shall be submitted to the Commissioner of DPD in triplicate, which shall identify clearly the actual 
residence of every employee on each submitted certified payroll. The first time that an employee's 
name appears on a payroll, the date that the Employer hired the employee should be written in 
after the employee's name. 

Landmark Owner, the general contractor and each subcontractor shall provide full access 
to their employment records to the Chief Procurement Officer, the Commissioner of DPD , the 
Superintendent of the Chicago Police Department , the Inspector General or any duly authorized 
representative of any of them. Landmark Owner, the general contractor and each subcontractor 
shall maintain all relevant personnel data and records for a period of at least three (3) years after 
final acceptance of the work constituting the Project. 

At the direction of DPD, affidavits and other supporting documentation will be required of 
Landmark Owner, the general contractor and each subcontractor to verify or clarify an employee's 
actual address when doubt or lack of clarity has arisen. 

Good faith efforts on the part of Landmark Owner, the general contractor and each 
subcontractor to provide utilization of actual Chicago residents (but not sufficient for the granting 
of a waiver request as provided for in the standards and procedures developed by the Chief 
Procurement Officer) shall not suffice to replace the actual , verified achievement of the 
requirements of this Section concerning the worker hours performed by actual Chicago residents . 

When work at the Project is completed , in the event that the City has determined that 
Landmark Owner has failed to ensure the fulfillment of the requirement of this Section concerning 
the worker hours performed by actual Chicago residents or failed to report in the manner as 
indicated above, the City will thereby be damaged in the failure to provide the benefit of 
demonstrable employment to Chicagoans to the degree stipulated in this Section . Therefore, in 
such a case of non-compliance, it is agreed that l /20 of l percent (0.0005) of the aggregate hard 
construction costs set forth in the Project budget (the product of .0005 x such aggregate hard 
construction costs) (as the same shall be evidenced by approved contract value for the actual 
contracts) shall be surrendered by Landmark Owner to the City in payment for each percentage of 
shortfall toward the stipulated residency requirement . Failure to report the residency of employees 
entirely and correctly shall result in the surrender of the entire liquidated damages as if no Chicago 
residents were employed in either of the categories. The willful falsification of statements and the 
certification of payroll data may subject Landmark Owner, the general contractor and /or the 
subcontractors to prosecution. Any retainage to cover contract performance that may become due 
to Landmark Owner pursuant to Section 2-92-250 of the Municipal Code may be withheld by the 
City pending the Chief Procurement Officer's determination as to whether Landmark Owner must 
surrender damages as provided in this paragraph. 

Nothing herein provided shall be construed to be a limitation upon the Notice of 
Requirements for Affirmative Action to Ensure Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive Order

11246" and Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity, Executive Order 11246 ," or other 
affirmative action required for equal opportunity under the provisions of this Agreement or related 
documents. 

Landmark Owner shall cause or require the provisions of this Section 13.2 to be included 
in all construction contracts and subcontracts related to the Project. 

13 .3 MBE/WBE Commitment. Landmark Owner agrees for itself and its successors 
and assigns, and , if necessary to meet the requirements set forth herein, shall contractually obligate 
the general contractor to agree that during the Project : 

(a) Consistent with the findings which support, as applicable, (i) the Minority-Owned and 
Women-Owned Business Enterprise Procurement Program, Section 2-92-420 et~-, Municipal 
Code (the "Procurement Program"), and (ii) the Minority- and Women-Owned Business 
Enterprise Construction Program, Section 2-92-650 et ~ -, Municipal Code (the "Construction 
Program," and collectively with the Procurement Program, the " MBE/WBE Program"), and in 
reliance upon the provisions of the MBE/WBE Program to the extent contained in, and as qualified 
by, the provisions of this Section 13 .3, during the course of the Project , at least the following 
percentages of the MBE/WBE Budget (as set forth in Exhibit H hereto) shall be expended for 
contract participation by MBEs and by WBEs: 

(I) At least 26 percent by MBEs. 
(2) At least six percent by WBEs. 

(b) For purposes of this Section 13 .3 only , Landmark Owner (and any party to whom a 
contract is let by Landmark Owner in connection with the Project) shall be deemed a "contractor" 
and this Agreement (and any contract let by Land mark Owner in connection with the Project) shall 
be deemed a "contract" or a "constmction contract" as such terms are defined in Sections 2-92-
420 and 2-92-670, Municipal Code, as applicable. 

(c) Consistent with Sections 2-92-440 and 2-92-720. Municipal Code, Landmark Owner's 
MBE/WBE commitment may be achieved in part by Landmark Owner's status as an MBE or WBE 
(but only to the extent of any actual work performed on the Project by Landmark Owner) or by a 
joint venture with one or more MB Es or WBEs (but only to the extent of the lesser of (i) the MBE 
or WBE participation in such joint venture or (ii) the amount of any actual work performed on the 
Project by the MBE or WBE), by Landmark Owner utilizing a MBE or a WBE as the general 
contractor (but only to the extent of any actual work perf01med on the Project by the general 
contractor), by subcontracting or causing the general contractor to subcontract a portion of the 
Project to one or more MBEs or WBEs, or by the purchase of materials or services used in the 
Project from one or more MB Es or WBEs, or by any combination of the foregoing . Those entities 
which constitute both an MBE and a WBE shall not be credited more than once with regard to 
Landmark Owner's MBE/WBE commitment as described in this Section 13 .3. In accordance with 
Section 2-92-730, Municipal Code, Landmark Owner shall not substitute any MBE or WBE 
general contractor or subcontractor without the prior written approval of DPD. 

(d) Landmark Owner shall deliver quarterly reports to the City 's monitoring staff during 
the Project describing its efforts to achieve compliance with this MBE/WBE commitment. Such 
rep011s shall include, inter alia, the name and business address of each MBE and WBE solicited 
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by Land mark Owner or the general contractor to work on the Project , and the responses received 
from such solicitation , the name and business address of each MBE or WBE actually involved in 
the Project , a description of the work performed or products or services supplied , the date and 
amount of such work, product or service, and such other information as may assist the City 's 
monitoring staff in determining Landmark Owner's compliance with this MBE/WBE commitment. 
Landmark Owner shall maintain records of all relevant data with respect to the utilization of MB Es 
and WBEs in connection with the Project for at least five years after completion of the Project , 
and the City ' s monitoring staff shall have access to all such records maintained by Landmark 
Owner, on five Business Days' notice, to allow the City to review Landmark Owner's compliance 
with its commitment to MBE/WBE participation and the status of any MBE or WBE performing 
any portion of the Project. 

(e) Upon the disqualification of any MBE or WBE general contractor or subcontractor, if 
such status was misrepresented by the disqualified party, Landmark Owner shall be obligated to 
discharge or cause to be discharged the disqualified general contractor or subcontractor, and , if 
possible, identify and engage a qualified MBE or WBE as a replacement. For purposes of this 
subsection (e), the disqualification procedures are further described in Sections 2-92-540 and 2-
92-730, Municipal Code, as applicable. 

(f) Any reduction or waiver of Landmark Owner's MBE/WBE commitment as described 
m this Section 13.3 shall be unde11aken in accordance with Sections 2-92-450 and 2-92-730, 
Municipal Code, as applicable. 

(g) Prior to the commencement of the Project , Landmark Owner shall be required to meet 
with the City ' s monitoring staff with regard to Landmark Owner's compliance with its obligations 
under this Section 13 .3. The general contractor and all major subcontractors shall be required to 
attend this pre-construction meeting. During said meeting, Landmark Owner shall demonstrate to 
the City's monitoring staff its plan to achieve its obligations under this Section 13 .3, the sufficiency 
of which shall be approved by the City's monitoring staff. During the Project, Landmark Owner 
shall submit the documentation required by this Section 13 .3 to the City ' s monitoring staff, 
including the following : (i) subcontractor' s activity report ; (ii) contractor' s certification 
concerning labor standards and prevailing wage requirements ; (iii) contractor letter of 
understanding; (iv) monthly utilization report ; (v) authorization for payroll agent ; (vi) certified 
payroll ; (vii) evidence that MBE/WBE contractor associations have been informed of the Project 
via written notice and hearings; and (viii) evidence of compliance with job creation/job retention 
requirements. Failure to submit such documentation on a timely basis, or a determination by the 
City's monitoring staff, upon analysis of the documentation , that Landmark Owner is not 
complying with its obligations under this Section 13 .3, shall, upon the delivery of written notice 
to Landmark Owner, be deemed an Event of Default . Upon the occurrence of any such Event of 
Default , in addition to any other remedies provided in this Agreement , the City may: (1) issue a 
written demand to Landmark Owner to halt the Project , (2) withhold any further payment of any 
City Funds to Landmark Owner or the general contractor, or (3) seek any other remedies against 
Landmark Owner available at law or in equity. 

13.4 Prevailing Wage Rates. The Landmark Owner and its general contractor and all 
subcontractors must pay the prevailing wage rate as ascertained by the Illinois Department of 
Labor ("IDOL") to all persons working on the Project. All such contracts shall list the specified 
rates to be paid to all laborers, workers and mechanics for each craft or type of worker or mechanic 
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employed pursuant to such contract. 1 flDOL revises such prevailing wage rates, the revised rates 
shall apply to all such contracts. Upon the City's request , the Landmark Owner shall provide the 
City with copies of all such contracts entered into by the Landmark Owner or its general contractor 
to evidence compliance with this Section 13.4. 

SECTION 14. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. 

14.1 Representations and Warranties of the City. To induce Landmark Owner to execute 
this Agreement and perform its obligations hereunder, the City hereby represents and warrants to 
Landmark Owner that the City has authority under its home rule powers to execute and deliver 
this Agreement and perform the terms and obligations contained herein. 

14.2 Representations and Warranties of Landmark Owner. To induce the City to execute 
this Agreement and perform its obligations hereunder, Landmark Owner hereby represents and 
warrants to the City that as of the Effective Date the following shall be true and correct in all 
respects : 

(a) Landmark Owner is a limited liability company duly organized under the 
laws of the State oflllinois and validly existing and in good standing under the laws of the 
State of Illinois with full power and authority to perform the Project, and that the person 
signing this Agreement on behalf of Landmark Owner has the authority to do so. 

(b) A II certifications and statements contained in the Economic Disclosure 
Statements last submitted to the City by Landmark Owner (and any legal entity holding an 
interest in Landmark Owner) are true, accurate, and complete. 

(c) Landmark Owner' s execution, delivery and performance of this Agreement 
and all instruments and agreements contemplated hereby will not , upon the giving of notice 
or lapse of time, or both, result in a breach or violation of, or constitute a default under 
Landmark Owner's articles of incorporation or by-laws or any agreement to which 
Landmark Owner, or any Affiliate (as defined in Section 17), is a party or by which 
Landmark Owner, the Landmark Building, or the Landmark Prope1iy is bound. 

(d) To the best of Landmark Owner's knowledge, no action, litigation, 
investigation or proceeding of any kind is pending orthreatened against Landmark Owner, 
or any Affiliate, and Landmark Owner knows of no facts which could give rise to any such 
action , litigation , investigation or proceeding, which could: (i) affect the ability of 
Landmark Owner to perform its obligations hereunder; or (ii) materially affect the 
operation or financial condition of Landmark Owner. 

(e) To the best of Landmark Owner's knowledge, the Project will not violate: 
(i) any laws, including, without limitation, any zoning and building codes and 
environmental regulations ; or (ii) any building permit , restriction of record or other 
agreement affecting the Landmark Building or the Landmark Property. 

14.3 Survival of Representations and Warranties. Each of the parties agrees that all of 
its representations and warranties set forth in this Section 14 or elsewhere in this Agreement are 
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true as of the Effective Date and will be true in all naterial respects at all times thereafter, except 
with respect to matters which have been disclosed in writing and approved by the other pa1ty. 

SECTION 15. NOTICES. 

Any notice, demand or communication reqt:.ired or permitted to be given hereunder shall 
be given in writing by electronic mail and at the ad cresses set forth below by any of the following 
means: (a) personal service; (b) [intentionally omit1ed] ; (c) overnight courier; or (d) registered or 
certified first class mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested:

Any notice, demand or communication given pursuant to clause (a) hereof shall be deemed 
received upon such personal service. Any notice, demand or communication given pursuant to 
clause (c) shall be deemed received on the business day immediately following deposit with the 
overnight cowier. Any notice, demand or communication sent pursuant to clause (d) shall be 
deemed received three (3) business days after mailing. The parties, by notice given hereunder, 
may designate any further or different addresses to which subsequent notices, demands or 
communications shall be given. The refusal to accept delivery by any party or the inability to 
deliver any communication because of a changed address of which no notice has been given in 
accordance with this Section 15 shall constitute delivery 

SECTION 16. BUSINESS RELATIONSHIPS. 

Landmark Owner acknowledges (a) receipt of a copy of Section 2-156-030 (b) of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago, (b) that it has read such provision and understands that pursuant to 
Section 2-156-030 (b) it is illegal for any elected official of the City, or any person acting at the 
direction of such official, to contact, either orally or in writing, any other City official or employee 
with respect to any matter involving any person with whom the elected City official or employee 
has a "Business Relationship" (as described in Section 2-156-080 of the Municipal Code of 
Chicago), or to participate in any discussion in any City Council committee hearing or in any City 
Council meeting or to vote on any matter involving the person with whom an elected official has 
a Business Relationship , and (c) notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this 
Agreement , that a violation of Section 2-156-030 (b) by an elected official, or any person acting 
at the direction of such official, with respect to any transaction contemplated by this Agreement 
shall be grounds for termination of this Agreement and the transactions contemplated hereby. 
Landmark Owner represents and warrants that no violation of Section 2-156-030 (b) has occurred 
with respect to this Agreement or the transactions contemplated hereby. 

SECTION 17. PATRIOT ACT CERTIFICATION. 

Landmark Owner represents and warrants that neither Landmark Owner nor any Affiliate 
(as defined below) of Landmark Owner is listed on any of the following lists maintained by the 
Office of Foreign Assets Control of the U.S. Department of the Treasury, the Bureau of Industry 
and Security of the U.S. Department of Commerce or their successors, or on any other list of 
persons or entities with which the City may not do business under any applicable laws: the 
Specially Designated Nationals List, the Denied Persons List , the Unverified List , the Entity List 
and the Debarred List . As used in this Section 17, an "Affiliate" shall be deemed to be a person 
or entity related to Landmark Owner that , directly or indirectly , through one or more 
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intennediaries, controls, is controlled by or is under common control with Landmark Owner, and 
a person or entity shall be deemed to be controlled by another person or entity, if controlled in any 
manner whatsoeverthat results in control in fact by that other person or entity ( or that other person 
or entity and any persons or entities with whom that other person or entity is acting jointly or in 
concert), whether directly or indirectly and whether through share ownership, a trust , a contract or 
otherwise. 

SECTION 18. PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN CONTRIBUTIONS - MAYORAL 
EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 2011-4. 

18.1 Landmark Owner agrees that any person or entity who directly or indirectly has an 
ownership or beneficial interest in Landmark Owner of more than 7.5 percent ("Owners"), spouses 
and domestic partners of such Owners or Landmark Owner's contractors (i .e. , any person or entity 
in direct contractual privity with Landmark Owner regarding the subject matter of this Agreement) 
("Contractors") , any person or entity who directly or indirectly has an ownership or beneficial 
interest in any Contractor of more than 7.5 percent (" Sub-owners") and spouses and domestic 
partners of such Sub-owners (Landmark Owner and all the other preceding classes of persons and 
entities are together the "Identified Parties"), shall not make a contribution of any amount to the 
Mayor of the City of Chicago (the "Mayor") or to her political fundraising committee (a) after 
execution of this Agreement by Landmark Owner, (b) while this Agreement or any Other Contract 
(as hereinafter defined) is executory, (c) during the Tenn of this Agreement or any Other Contract, 
or (d) during any period while an extension of this Agreement or any Other Contract is being 
sought or negotiated. This provision shall not apply to contributions made prior to May 16, 2011 , 
the effective date of Executive Ord er 2011 -4. 

18.2 Landmark Owner represents and warrants that from the later of (a) May 16, 2011 , 
or (b) the date the City approached Landmark Owner, or the date Landmark Owner approached 
the City , as applicable, regarding the formulation of this Agreement , no Identified Parties have 
made a contribution of any amount to the Mayor or to the Mayor's political fund raising committee. 

1 8.3 Landmark Owner agrees that it shall not: (a) coerce, compel or intimidate its 
employees to make a contribution of any amount to the Mayor or to the Mayor's political 
fund raising committee; (b) reimburse its employees for a contribution of any amount made to the 
Mayor or to the Mayor's political fundraising committee; or (c) bundle or solicit others to bundle 
contributions to the Mayor or to her political fund raising committee. 

18.4 Landmark Owner agrees that the Identified Parties must not engage in any conduct 
whatsoever designed to intentionally violate this provision or Mayoral Executive Order No. 2011-
4 or to entice, direct or solicit others to intentionally violate this provision or Mayoral Executive 
Order No. 2011 -4. 

18.5 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, Landmark Owner 
agrees that a violation of, non-compliance with , misrepresentation with respect to, or breach of 
any covenant or warranty under this Section 18 or violation of Mayoral Executive Order No. 2011 -
4 constitutes a breach and default under this Agreement , and under any Other Contract for which 
no opportunity to cure will be granted , unless the City , in its sole discretion, elects to grant such 
an opportunity to cure. Such breach and default entitles the City to all remedies (including, without 
limitation, termination for default) under this Agreement , and under any Other Contract, at law 
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and in equity. This provision amends any Other Contract (defined below) and supersedes any 
inconsistent provision contained therein. 

18.6 If Landmark Owner intentionally violates this provision or Mayoral Executive 
Order No . 2011-4 p1ior to the Effective Date, the City may elect to decline to close the transaction 
contemplated by this Agreement. 

18 .7 For purposes of this provision : 

(a) "Bundle" means to collect contributions from more than one source, which 
contributions are then delivered by one person to the Mayor or to her political fundraising 
committee. 

(b) "Other Contract" means any other agreement with the City to which 
Landmark Owner is a party that is (i) formed under the authority of Chapter 2-92 of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago; (ii) entered into for the purchase or lease of real or personal 
property; or (iii) for materials, supplies, equipment or services which are approved or 
authorized by the City Council. 

( c) "Contribution" means a "political contribution" as defined in Chapter 2-156 
of the Municipal Code of Chicago, as amended. 

(d ) Individuals are "domestic partners" if they satisfy the following criteria: 

(i) they are each other's sole domestic partner, responsible for each 
other's common welfare; and 

(ii) neither party is married ; and 

(iii) the partners are not related by blood closer than would bar marriage 
in the State of Illinois; and 

(iv) each partner is at least 18 years of age, and the partners are the same 
sex, and the partners reside at the same residence ; and 

(v) two of the following four conditions exist for the partners: 

(1) The partners have been residing together for at least 12 months. 

(2) The partners have common or joint ownership of a residence. 

(3) The partners have at least two of the following arrangements: 

(A) joint ownership of a motor vehicle; 
(B) joint credit account; 
(C) a joint checking account ; 
(D) a lease for a residence identifying both domestic 
partners as tenants. 
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( 4) Each partner identifies the other partner as a primary beneficiary 
in a will. 

(e) "Political fundraising committee" means a "political fundraising 
committee" as defined in Chapter 2-156 of the Municipal Code of Chicago, as amended. 

SECTION 19. MISCELLA~EOUS. 

The following general provisions govern this Agreement : 

19.1 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, 
each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which , taken together, shall constitute a single, 
integrated instrument. 

19.2 Cumulative Remedies . The remedies of any party hereunder are cumulative and 
the exercise of any one or more of such remedies shall not be construed as a waiver of any other 
remedy herein conferred upon such party or hereafter existing at law or in equity, unless 
specifically so provided herein . 

19.3 Date for Performance. If the final date of any time period set forth herein falls on 
a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday under the laws of Illinois or the United States of America, 
then such time period shall be automatically extended to the next business day. 

19.4 Entire Agreement; Modification. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement 
between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes any prior agreements , 
negotiations and discussions. This Agreement may not be modified or amended in any manner 
without the prior written consent of the parties hereto . No term of this Agreement may be waived 
or discharged orally or by any course of dealing, but only by an instrument in writing signed by 
the party benefitted by such term 

19.5 Exhibits. All exhibits referred to herein and attached hereto shall be deemed part 
of this Agreement. 

19.6 Governing Law . This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance 
with the laws of the State of J llinois, without regard to its conflict of laws provisions. 

19.7 Headings. The headings of the various sections and subsections of this Agreement 
have been inserted for convenience of reference only and shall not in any manner be construed as 
modifying, amending or affecting in any way the express terms and provisions hereof. 

19.8 No Waiver. No waiver by the City with respect to any specific default by Landmark 
Owner shall be deemed to be a waiver of the rights of the City with respect to any other defaults 
of Land mark Owner, nor shall any forbearance by the City to seek a remedy for any breach or 
default be deemed a waiver of its rights and remedies with respect to such breach or default , nor 
shall the City be deemed to have waived any of its rights and rerned ies unless such waiver is in 
writing.

19.9 Severability. If any tenn of this Agreement or any application thereof is held 
invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid part 
were never included herein and this Agreement shall be and remain valid and enforceable to the 
fullest extent permitted by law . 

19.10 Successors and Assigns . Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, the terms 
and conditions of this Agreement shall apply to and bind the successors and assigns of the patties . 

SECTION 20. COMPLIA~CE WITH "WASTE" PROVISIONS. 

Any duly authorized representative of the City shall have access to the Landmark Property 
at all reasonable times for the purpose of determining whether Landmark Owner is constructing 
the Project in accordance with the terms of this Agreement and all applicable federal , state and 
local statutes, laws, ordinances, codes, rules, regulations, orders and judgments, including, without 
limitation, Sections 7-28 and 11 -4 of the Municipal Code of Chicago relating to waste disposal 
(collectively, the "Waste Sections"). Landmark Owner's violation of the Waste Sections 
(including, but not limited to, Sections 7-28-390 Dumping on public way; 7-28-440 Dumping on 
real estate without permit ; 11-4-1410 Disposal in waters prohibited ; 11-4-1420 Ballast tank, bilge 
tank or other discharge; 1 1-4-1450 Gas manufacturing residue ; 1 1-4-1500 Treatment and disposal 
of solid or liquid waste; 11-4-1530 Compliance with rules and regulations required; 11-4-1550 
Operational requirements; and 11-4-1560 Screening requirements), whether or not relating to the 
performance of this Agreement, constitutes a breach of and an event of default under this 
Agreement and entitles the City to all remedies under the Agreement , at law or in equity. This 
section does not limit Landmark Owner's, its general contractor's and its subcontractors' duty to 
comply with all applicable federal , state, county and municipal laws, statutes, ordinances and 
executive orders, in effect now or later, and whether or not they appear in this Agreement. 

SECTION 21. INSPECTOR GENERAL. 

It is the duty of every officer, employee, department, agency, contractor, subcontractor, 
developer and licensee of the City, and every applicant for certification of eligibility for a City 
contract or program, to cooperate with the City's Inspector General in any investigation or hearing 
undertaken pursuant to Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal Code of Chicago. Landmark Owner 
understands and will abide by all provisions of Chapter 2-56 of the Municipal Code of Chicago. 

SECTION 22. 2014 CITY IDRING PLAN PROHIBITIONS. 

22.1 The City is subject to the June 16, 2014 "City of Chicago Hiring Plan" (the "2014 
City Hiring Plan") entered in Shakman v. Democratic Organization of Cook County, Case No 69 
C 2145 (United States District Court for the Northern District of Illinois). Among other things, 
the 2014 City Hiring Plan prohibits the City from hiring persons as governmental employees m 
non-exempt positions on the basis of political reasons or factors . 

22.2 Landmark Owner is aware that City policy prohibits City employees from directing 
any individual to apply for a position with Landmark Owner, either as an employee or as a 
subcontractor, and from directing Landmark Owner to hire an individual as an employee or as a 
subcontractor. Accordingly, Landmark Owner must follow its own hiring and contracting 
procedures, without being influenced by City employees. Any and all personnel provided by 
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Landmark Owner under this Agreement are employees or subcontractors of Landmark Owner, not 
employees of the City of Chicago. This Agreement is not intended to and does not constitute, 
create, give rise to, or otherwise recognize an employer-employee relationship ofany kind between 
the City and any personnel provided by Landmark Owner. 

22.3 Land mark Owner will not condition, base, or knowingly prejudice or affect any 
tenn or aspect of the employment of any personnel provided under this Agreement, or offer 
employment to any individual to provide services under this Agreement , based upon or because of 
any political reason or factor, including, without limitation, any individual's political affiliation, 
membership in a political organization or party, political support or activity, political financial 
contributions, promises of such political support , activity or financial contributions, or such 
individual 's political sponsorship or recommendation. For purposes of this Agreement , a political 
organization or party is an identifiable group or entity that has as its primary purpose the support 
of or opposition to candidates for elected public office. Individual political activities are the 
activities of individual persons in support of or in opposition to political organizations or parties 
or candidates for elected public office. 

22.4 In the even t of any communication to Landmark Owner by a City employee or City 
official in violation of Section 23 .2 above, or advocating a violation of Section 23.3 above, 
Landmark Owner will , as soon as is reasonably practicable , report such communication to the 
Hiring Oversight Section of the City's Office of the Inspector General ("OI G Hiring Oversight"), 
and also to the Commissioner of the Department. Landmark Owner will also cooperate with any 
inquiries by O I G Hiring Oversight.

The Landmark Project will not have an adverse effect on the significant histoncal and 
architectural features of the Landmark Building and 1s approved, subJect to the following 
conditions: 

1. All work must be submitted to the Historic Preservation Division of the Department for 
prior review and approval as part of one or more building permit applications. The 
Historic Preservation Division may require, as part of its review, material samples, pamt 
colors and finishes, shop drawings, specifications, mock-ups, test patches, and/or 
control samples as applicable. Wbere new mortar is required, the new mortar is to 
match the historic mortar in color, texture, strength/type, and profile.

Final payment from AAL Funds 
is subject to certification by the Commissioner of the Department that the Project was 
completed in accordance with the requirements of the AAL Funds, the Project Scope of 
Work and Budget, the Agreement, and the Landmark Guidelines.

Insurance Requirements. 

A. INSURANCE REQUIRED OF LANDMARK OWNER ("Owner") 
Owner must provide and maintain at Owner's own expense, during the Term of this Agreement 
and during the time period following expiration if Owner is required to return and perform any 
work, services or operations, the insurance coverages and requirements specified below, insuring 
all work, services, or operations related to the Agreement. 

1) Workers Compensation and Employers Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 
Workers Compensation Insurance, as prescribed by applicable law covering all 
employees who are to provide a work, services or operations under this Agreement and 
Employers Liability coverage with limits of not less than $1,000,000 each acciden~ 
$1,000,000 disease-policy limit, and $1,000,000 disease-each employee, or the full per 
occurrence limits of the policy, whichever is greater. 

Owner may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policy/policies to satisfy 
the limits of liability required herein. The excess/umbrella policy/policies must provide the 
same coverages/follow form as the underlying policy/policies. 

2) Commercial General Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 
Commercial General Liability Insurance or equivalent must be maintained with limits of not 
less than $1,000,000 per occurrence, or the full per occurrence limits of the policy, 
whichever is greater, for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage liability. 
Coverages must include but not be limited to the following: All premises and operations, 
products/completed operations, separation of insureds, defense, professional services 
exclusion deleted, and contractual liability (not to include Endorsement CG 21 39 or 
equivalent). 

The City and other entities as required by City must be provided additional insured status 
with respect to liability arising out of Owner's work, services or operations performed on 
behalf of the City. The City's additional insured status must apply to liability and defense 
of suits arising out of Owner's acts or omissions, whether such liability is attributable to 
the Owneror to the City on an additional insured endorsement form acceptable to the City. 
The full policy limits and scope of protection also will apply to the City as an additional 
insured, even if they exceed the City's minimum limits required herein. Owner's liability 
insurance must be primary without right of contribution by any other insurance or self­
insurance maintained by or available to the City. 

Owner may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policy/policies to satisfy 
the limits of liability required herein. The excess/umbrella policy/policies must provide the 
same coverages/follow form as the underlying policy/policies. 

3) Automobile Liability {Primary and Umbrella) 
When any motor vehicles (owned, non-owned and hired) are used in connection with work, 
services, or operations to be performed, Automobile Liability Insurance must be 
maintained by the Owner with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or the fuH 
per occurrence limits of the policy, whichever is greater, for bodily injury and property 
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damage. The City is to be added as an additional insured on a primary , non-contributory 
basis. 

Owner may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policy/policies to satisfy 
the limits of liability required herein. The excess/umbrella policy/policies must provide the 
same coverages/follow form as the underlying policy/policies. 

4) Excess/Umbrella 
If the landmark is unoccupied during the work under the Agreement, Excess/Umbrella 
Liability Insurance must be maintained with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per 
occurrence, or the full per occurrence limits of the policy, whichever is greater. If the 
landmark is occupied during the work under the Agreement, Excess/Umbrella Liability 
Insurance must be maintained with limits of not less than $4,000,000 per occurrence, or 
the full per occurrence limits of the policy, whichever is greater. The policy/policies must 
provide the same coverages/follow form as the underlying Commercial General Liability, 
Automobile Liability, Employers Liability and Completed Operations coverage required 
herein and expressly provide that the excess or umbrella policy/policies will drop down 
over reduced and/or exhausted aggregate limit, if any, of the underlying insurance. The 
Excess/Umbrella policy/policies must be primary without right of contribution by any other 
insurance or self-insurance maintained by or available to the City. 

Owner may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policies to satisfy the limits 
of liability required in sections A.1 , A.2, A.3 and A.4 herein. 

5) All Risk Property 
When Owner performs a repair or replacement of the landmark, the Owner must provide 
All Risk Property/Installation Insurance, at replacement cost, for loss or damage to 
equipment, machinery , materials or supplies that are part of the Agreement. Coverages 
must include in-transit, off-site, faulty workmanship or materials, testing and mechanical­
electrical breakdown. The City is to be named as additional insured and loss payee as 
it's interest may appear. 

B. INSURANCE REQUIRED OF PRIME CONTRACTOR ("Contractor") DURING 
CONSTRUCTION 

Contractor must provide and maintain at Contractor's own expense, during the Term of this 
Agreement and during the time period following expiration if Contractor is required to return and 
perform any work, services or operations, the insurance coverages and requirements specified 
below, insuring all work, services, or operations related to the Agreement. 

1) Workers Compensation and Employers Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 
Workers Compensation Insurance, as prescribed by applicable law covering all 
employees who are to provide a work , services or operations under this Agreement and 
Employers Liability coverage with limits of not less than $1,000,000 each acciden~ 
$1,000,000 disease-policy limit, and $1,000,0000 disease-each employee, or the full per 
occurrence limits of the policy, whichever is greater. Coverage must include but not be 
limited to, the following: other states endorsement, alternate employer and voluntary 
compensation endorsement, when applicable. 

Contractor may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policy/policies to 
satisfy the limits of liability required herein. The excess/umbrella policy/policies must 
provide the same coverages/follow form as the underlying policy/policies. 
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2) Commercial General Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 
Commercial General Liability Insurance or equivalent must be maintained with limits of not 
less than $1,000,000 per occurrence, or the full per occurrence limits of the policy, 
whichever is greater, for bodily injury , personal injury, and property damage liability. 
Coverages must include but not be limited to, the following: All premises and operations, 
products/completed operations for a minimum of two (2) years following project 
completion, explosion , collapse, underground, separation of insureds, mobile equipment, 
defense, contractual liability (not to include endorsement CG 21 39 or equivalent), no 
exclusion for damage to work performed by Subcontractors, any limitation of coverage for 
designated premises or project is not permitted (not to include endorsement CG 21 44 or 
equivalent) and any endorsement modifying or deleting the exception to the Employer's 
Liability exclusion is not permitted. If a general aggregate limit applies, the general 
aggregate must apply per project/location and once per policy period if applicable, or 
Contractor may obtain separate insurance to provide the required limits which will not be 
subject to depletion because of claims arising out of any other work or activity of 
Contractor. If a general aggregate applies to products/completed operations, the general 
aggregate limits must apply per project and once per policy period . 

The City must be provided additional insured status with respect to liability arising out of 
Contractor's work , services or operations and completed operations performed on behalf 
of the City. Such additional insured coverage must be provided on ISO form CG 2010 10 
01 and CG 2037 10 01 or on an endorsement form at least as broad for ongoing 
operations and completed operations. The City 's additional insured status must apply to 
liability and defense of suits arising out of Contractor's acts or omissions, whether such 
liability is attributable to the Contactor or to the City . The full policy limits and scope of 
protection also will apply to the City as an additional insured, even if they exceed the City 's 
minimum limits required herein. Contractor's liability insurance must be primary without 
right of contribution by any other insurance or self -insurance maintained by or available to 
the City . 

Contractor may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policy/policies to 
satisfy the limits of liability required herein. The excess/umbrella policy/policies must 
provide the same coverages/follow form as the underlying policy/policies. 

3) Automobile Liability (Primary and Umbrella) 
Contractor must maintain Automobile Liability Insurance with limits of not less than 
$1,000,000 per occurrence, or the full per occurrence limits of the policy, whichever is 
greater, for bodily injury and property damage. Coverage must include but not be limited 
to, the following: ownership, maintenance, or use of any auto whether owned, leased, 
non-owned or hired used in the performance of the work or devices, both on and off the 
Project site including loading and unloading. If applicable, coverage extension must 
include an MCS-90 endorsement where required by the Motor Carrier Act of 1980. The 
City is to be named as an additional insured on a primary , non-contributory basis. 

Contractor may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policy/policies to 
satisfy the limits of liability required herein. The excess/umbrella policy/policies must 
provide the same coverages/follow form as the underlying policy/policies. 

4) Excess/Umbrella 
If the landmark is unoccupied during the work under the Agreement, Excess/Umbrella 
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5) 

Liability Insurance must be maintained with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per 
occurrence, or the full per occurrence limits of the policy , whichever is greater. If the 
landmark is occupied during the work under the Agreement, Excess/Umbrella Liability 
Insurance must be maintained with lim its of not less than $4,000,000 per occurrence, or 
the full per occurrence limits of the policy , whichever is greater. The policy/policies must 
provide the same coverages/follow form as the underlying Commercial General Liability , 
Automobile Liability , Employers Liability and Completed Operations coverage required 
herein and expressly provide that the excess or umbrella policy/policies will drop down 
over reduced and/or exhausted aggregate limit, if any , of the underlying insurance. If a 
general aggregate lim it applies the general aggregate must apply per project/location. The 
Excess/Umbrella policy/policies must be primary without right of contribution by any other 
insurance or self-insurance maintained by or available to the City . 

Contractor may use a combination of primary and excess/umbrella policies to satisfy the 
limits of liability required in sections A.1 , A.2, A.3 and A.4 herein . 

Builders Risk 
When Contractor undertakes any construction, including improvements, betterments, 
and/or repairs, the Contractor must provide All Risk Builders Risk Insurance at 
replacement cost for materials, supplies, equipment, machinery and fixtures that are or 
will be part of the permanent project. Coverages must include, but are not limited to, the 
following: material stored off-site and in-transit, equipment breakdown, earth movement, 
flood , water including overflow, leakage, sewer backup or seepage, utility services, 
damage to adjoining and existing property, scaffolding, false work , fences, and temporary 
structures, collapse, debris removal , faulty workmanship or materials, testing, mechanical­
electrical breakdown, changes in temperature, extra expense, ordinance or law for 
increased cost of construction. The City is to be named as an additional insured and loss 
payee as it's interest may appear. 

The Contractor is responsible for all loss or damage to personal property (including 
materials, equipment, tools and supplies) owned, rented or used by Contractor. 

6) Professional Liability 
When any architects, engineers, construction managers or other professional consultants 
perform work , services, or operations in connection with this Agreement, Professional 
Liability Insurance covering acts, errors, or omissions must be maintained with limits of 
not less than $2,000,000 Coverage must include, but not be limited to, technology errors 
and omissions and pollution liability if environmental site assessments are conducted . 
When policies are renewed or replaced , the policy retroactive date must coincide with, or 
precede, start of work on the Agreement. A claims-made policy which is not renewed or 
replaced must have an extended reporting period of two (2) years. 

7) Railroad Protective Liability 
When any work , services, or operations is to be done adjacent to or on railroad or transit 
property , Contractor must provide, with respect to the operations that Contractor or 
subcontractors perform, Railroad Protective Liability Insurance in the name of railroad or 
transit entity. The policy must have limits of not less than the requirement of the operating 
railroad for losses arising out of injuries to or death of all persons, and for damage to or 
destruction of property , including the loss of use thereof. 

If applicable, a certified copy of the Railroad Protective policy is to be submitted to the 
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Chicago Transit Authority (CTA), ATTN: Manager of Benefits Compliance, 567 West Lake 
Street, 3rd Floor, Chicago, IL 60661 . METRA, ATTN: Risk Management, 547 West 
Jackson Blvd, Chicago, IL 60661 . An Insurance binder will be accepted until such time 
the policy is submitted. 

8) Contractors Pollution Liability 
When any work, services, or operations performed involves a potential pollution risk that 
may arise from the operations of Contractor's scope of services, Contractors Pollution 
Liability must be provided or caused to be provided, covering bodily injury , property 
damage and other losses caused by pollution conditions with limits of not less than 
$5,000,000 per occurrence. Coverage must include but not be limited to completed 
operations, contractual liability, defense, excavation, environmental cleanup, remediation 
and disposal and if applicable, include transportation and non-owned disposal coverage. 
When policies are renewed or replaced, the policy retroactive date must coincide with or 
precede, start of work on the Agreement. A claims-made policy which is not renewed or 
replaced must have an extended reporting period of two (2) years. The City is to be 
named as an additional insured. 

9) Environmental and Asbestos Abatement Liability 
If the Contractor's scope of work involves the removal of asbestos, the 
removal/replacement of underground tanks, or the removal of toxic chemicals and 
substances, the Contractor will be required to provide the following minimum limits 
of liability, for such exposures subject to requirements and approval of the City: 
$10,000,000 per Claim/Aggregate. 

B. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS 
Evidence of Insurance. Owner and Contractor must furnish the City, Department of Planning and 
Development, 121 N. LaSalle Street, 10th Floor, Chicago, IL 60602, original certificates of 
insurance and additional insured endorsement, or other evidence of insurance, to be in force on 
the date of this Agreement, and renewal certificates of Insurance and endorsement, or such 
similar evidence, if the coverages have an expiration or renewal date occurring during the Term 
of this Agreement. Owner and Contractor must submit evidence of insurance prior to execution 
of Agreement. The receipt of any certificate does not constitute agreement by the City that the 
insurance requirements in the Agreement have been fully met or that the insurance policies 
indicated on the certificate are in compliance with all requirements of Agreement. The failure of 
the City to obtain, nor the City's receipt of, or failure to object to a non-complying insurance 
certificate, endorsement or other insurance evidence from Owner and Contractor, its insurance 
broker(s) and/or insurer(s) will not be construed as a waiver by the City of any of the required 
insurance provisions. Owner and Contractor must advise all insurers of the Agreement provisions 
regarding insurance. The City in no way warrants that the insurance required herein is sufficient 
to protect Owner and Contractor for liabilities which may arise from or relate to the Agreement. 
The City reserves the right to obtain complete, certified copies of any required insurance policies 
at any time. 

Failure to Maintain Insurance. Failure of the Owner and Contractor to comply with required 
coverage and terms and conditions outlined herein will not limit Owner and Contractor's liability 
or responsibility nor does it relieve Owner and Contractor of its obligation to provide insurance as 
specified in this Agreement. Nonfulfillment of the insurance conditions may constitute a violation 
of the Agreement, and the City retains the right to suspend this Agreement until proper evidence 
of insurance is provided, or the Agreement may be terminated. 
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Notice of Material Change, Cancellation or Non-Renewal. Owner and Contractor must provide 
for sixty (60) days prior written notice to be given to the City in the event coverage is substantially 
changed, canceled or non-renewed and ten (10) days prior written notice for non-payment of 
premium . 

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions. Any deductibles or self-insured retentions on 
referenced insurance coverages must be borne by Owner and Contractor. 

Waiver of Subrogation. Owner and Contractor hereby waives its rights and agrees to require their 
insurers to waive their rights of subrogation against the City under all required insurance herein 
for any loss arising from or relating to th is Agreement. Owner and Contractor agrees to obtain any 
endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver of subrogation , but this provision applies 
regardless of whether or not the City received a waiver of subrogation endorsement for Owner 
and Contractor's insurer(s). 

Contractors Insurance Primary . All insurance required of Owner and Contractor under this 
Agreement must be endorsed to state that Owner and Contractor's insurance policy is primary 
and not contributory with any insurance procured or maintained by the City. 

No Limitation as to Contractor's Liabilities. The coverages and limits furnished by Owner and 
Contractor in no way limit or restricts the Owner and Contractor's liabilities and responsibilities 
specified within the Agreement or by law. 

No Contribution by City. Any insurance or self-insurance programs maintained by the City do not 
contribute with insurance provided by Owner and Contractor under this Agreement. 

Insurance not Limited by Indemnification . The required insurance to be carried is not limited by 
any limitations expressed in the indemnification language in this Agreement or any limitation 
placed on the indemnity in this Agreement given as a matter of law. 

Insurance and Limits Maintained. If Owner and Contractor maintains higher limits and/or broader 
coverage than the minimums shown herein, the City requ ires and must be entitled the higher 
limits and/or broader coverage maintained by Owner and Contractor. Any available insurance 
proceeds in excess of the specified minimum limits of insurance and coverage must be available 
to the City . 

Joint Venture or Limited Liability Company . If Owner and Contractor is a joint venture or limited 
liability company, the insurance policies must name the joint venture or limited liability company 
as a Named Insured. 

Other Insurance obtained by Owner and Contractor. If Owner and Contractor desires additional 
coverages, the Owner and Contractor will be responsible for the acquisition and cost. 

Insurance required of Subcontractors. Owner and/or Contractor must name Subcontractor(s) as 
a named insured(s) under Contractor's insurance or Owner and Contractor will require each 
Subcontractor(s) to provide and maintain Commercial General Liability, Commercial Automobile 
Liability , Worker's Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance and when applicable 
Excess/Umbrella Liability Insurance with coverage at least as broad as in outlined in Section A , 
Insurance Required. The limits of coverage will be determined by Owner or Contractor and may 
be subject to approval by the City . Owner or Contractor must determine if Subcontractor(s) must 
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also provide any additional coverage or other coverage outlined in Section A, Insurance Required . 
Owner or Contractor is responsible for ensuring that each Subcontractor has named the City as 
an additional insured where required and name the City as an additional insured under the 
Commercial General Liability on ISO form CG 2010 10 01 and CG 2037 10 01 for ongoing 
operation and completed operations on an endorsement form at least as broad and acceptable 
to the City . Owner or Contractor is also responsible for ensuring that each Subcontractor has 
complied with the required coverage and terms and conditions outlined in this Section B, 
Additional Requirements. When requested by the City, Owner or Contractor must provide to the 
City certificates of insurance and additional insured endorsements or other evidence of insurance. 
The City reserves the right to obtain complete, certified copies of any required insurance policies 
at any time. Failure of the Subcontractors to comply with required coverage and terms and 
conditions outlined herein will not limit Contractor's liability or responsibility. 

City's Right to Modify . Notwithstanding any provisions in the Agreement to the contrary, the City, 
Department of Finance, Risk Management Office maintains the right to modify, delete, alter or 
change these requirements.

Work," as defined in that certain Adopt a Landmark Floor Area Bonus Agreement, between 
Landmark Owner and the City of Chicago, dated-=---~-=-~' 20_ (the "AAL Agreement"), 
relating to the property located at 801 W. Madison Street/ 2 S. Halsted Street, Chicago, Illinois, 
and commonly known as the (Former) Mid-City Trust and Savings Bank Building . 

2. The funds shall be disbursed by Escrowee only upon the written joint order of (1)

3. The undersigned authorize and direct the Escrowee to disregard any and all notices, 
warnings or demands given or made by the undersigned (other than Jointly) or by any other 
person. The said undersigned also hereby authorize and direct the Escrowee to accept, compy 
with, and obey any and all writs, orders, judgments or decrees entered or issued by any court with 
or without jurisdiction; and in case the said Escrowee obeys or complies with any such writ, order, 
judgment or decree of any court, it shall not be liable to any of the parties hereto or any other 
person, by reason of such compliance, notwithstanding any such writ, order, judgment or decree 
be entered without jurisdiction or be subsequently reversed, modified, annulled, set aside or 
vacated. In case the Escrowee is made a party defendant to any suit or proceedings regarding 
this escrow trust, the undersigned, for themselves, their heirs, personal representatives, 
successors, and assigns, jointly and severally, agree to pay to said Escrowee, upon written 
demand, all costs, attorney's fees, and expenses incurred with respect thereto.

If Escrowee is required to respond to any legal 
summons or proceedings, or if any action of interpleader or declaratory relief is brought by 
Escrowee, or if conflicting demands or notice by parties to this Agreement or by others are served 
upon Escrowee, the parties jointly and severally agree to pay escrow fees and all costs, expenses, 
and attorneys' fees expended or incurred by Escrowee as a result of any of the above described 
events. The undersigned parties further agree to save Escrowee harmless from all losses and 
expenses, including reasonable attorneys' fees and court costs incurred by reason of any claim, 
demand, or action filed with respect to this Agreement. The undersigned jointly and severally 
agree to pay the fees of Escrowee and reimburse Escrowee for all expenses incurred in 
connection with this Agreement and direct that all sums due to Escrowee pursuant to this 
Agreement be deducted from the escrow funds.

In the absence 
of an authorized direction to invest funds, the parties hereto agree that the Escrowee shall be 
under no duty to invest or reinvest any such funds at any time held by it hereunder; and, further, 
that Escrowee may commingle such funds with other deposits or with its own funds in the manne­
provided for the administration of funds under said Section 2--8 and may use any part or all d 
such funds for its own benefit without obligation to any party for interest or earnings derived 
thereby, if any. Further, even with appropriate instructions to invest Escrow Deposits, Escrowee 
may commingle the Escrow Deposits with other funds in a tn.Jst accoun~ in order to facilitate 
placing the Escrow Deposits into a segregated interest bearing account and to disburse the 
Escrow Deposits once they have been removed from such segregated interest bearing account 
as required by the terms of this Agreement.

Repair and refinishing of existing historic windows at ground and 2nd floors 
including installation of an additional layer of glazing to the inside face of the 
windows. 

Repair and re-installation of historic doors at all building entries. 

Modification of select ground floor windows to accommodate new tenant doors. 

Installation of exterior architectural illumination. 

Rebuilding of damaged areas of roof parapet. 

Interior: 

Roof work includes removal of old layers of roofing, installation of new layer of 
roofing and insulation over existing deck and perimeter flashing. 

Installation of vegetative 'green' roof. 

Installation of mechanical equipment serving hotel suites on the roof. 

Work Shall Include: 

Installation of new mechanical electrical, plumbing and fire protection systems to 
replace existing obsolete systems. 

Replacement and modernization of two existing elevators in existing locations and 
construction of two (2) new elevators from bank hall to basement.

Buildout of vestibule and hotel lobby within historic bank hall with historically 
sensitive finishes and fixtures. 

Repair and renovation of bank hall skylights. 

Full buildout of twelve new hotel suites on the 2nd floor mezzanine, including 
repairs and renovation of historic office/conference room . Full buildout of 
sixteen new hotel suites per floor on floors 3 through 6. Hotel suites include full 
bathroom with shower, toilet and lavatory, small kitchenette and living/sleeping 
rooms. 

Installation of fire separations at mezzanine openings to ensure conformance with 
Chicago Codes.

SECTION 1. That the Chicago Zoning Ordinance be amended by changing all of the 
M2-3 Light Industry District symbols and indications as shown on Map Number 1-G in the 
area bounded by: 

North Carpenter Street; West Kinzie Street; North Aberdeen Street; and a line 
133. 79 feet south of and parallel to North Carpenter Street, 

to those of the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District. 

SECTION 2. That the Chicago Zoning Ordinance be amended by changing all 
of the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District symbols and indications as shown on 
Map Number 1-G in the area bounded by:

Planned Development Statements. 

1. The area delineated herein as Planned Development Number, to be determined 
("Planned Development") consists of approximately 33,721 square feet of 
property which is depicted on the attached Planned Development Boundary and 
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Property Line Map ("Property"). 370 North Carpenter LLC is the "Applicant" for this 
Planned Development and owner of the Property. 

2. The requirements, obligations and conditions contained within this Planned 
Development shall be binding upon the Applicant, its successors and assigns and, if 
different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and any ground lessors. All rights 
granted hereunder to the Applicant shall inure to the benefit of the Applicant's 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholder and 
any ground lessors. Furthermore, pursuant to the requirements of Section 17-8-0400 
of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the Property, at the time of application for 
amendments, modifications or changes (administrative, legislative or otherwise) to this 
Planned Development are made, shall be under single ownership or designated 
control. Single designated control is defined in Section 17-8-0400. 

3. All applicable official reviews, approvals or permits are required to be obtained by the 
Applicant or its successors, assignees or grantees. Any dedication or vacation of 
streets or alleys or grants of easements or any adjustment of the right-of-way shall 
require a separate submittal to the Department of Transportation on behalf of the 
Applicant or its successors, assigns or grantees. 

Any requests for grants of privilege, or any items encroaching on the public way, shall 
be in compliance with the Planned Development. 

Ingress or egress shall be pursuant to the Planned Development and may be subject 
to the review and approval of the Departments of Planning and Development and 
Transportation. Closure of all or any public street or alley during demolition or 
construction shall be subject to the review and approval of the Department of 
Transportation . 

All work proposed in the public way must be designed and constructed in accordance 
with the Department of Transportation Construction Standards for Work in the 
Public Way and in compliance with the Municipal Code of Chicago. Prior to the 
issuance of any Part II approval, the submitted plans must be approved by the 
Department of Transportation. 

Pursuant to a negotiated and executed Perimeter Restoration Agreement 
("Agreement") by and between the Department of Transportation's Division of 
Infrastructure Management and the Applicant, the Applicant shall provide 
improvements and restoration of all public way adjacent to the Property, which may 
include, but not be limited to, the following as shall be reviewed and determined by the 
Department of Transportation's Division of Infrastructure Management: 

-- Full width of streets 

Full width of alleys 
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Curb and gutter 

-- Pavement markings 

-- Sidewalks 

ADA crosswalk ramps 

Parkway and landscaping 
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The Perimeter Restoration Agreement must be executed prior to any Department of 
Transportation and Planned Development Part II review permitting. The Agreement 
shall reflect that all work must comply with current Rules and Regulations and must 
be designed and constructed in accordance with the Department of Transportation 's 
Construction Standards for Work in the Public Way and in compliance with the 
Municipal Code of Chicago Chapter 10-20. Design of said improvements should follow 
the Department of Transportation's Rules and Regulations for Construction in the 
Public Way as well as The Street and Site Plan Design Guidelines. Any variation in 
scope or design of public way improvements and restoration must be approved by the 
Department of Transportation. 

As part of this project, the Applicant agrees to contribute $500,000 to COOT toward 
the cost of railroad crossing upgrades and signal improvements upon issuance of a 
Certificate of Occupancy. 

The Applicant shall contribute funds toward the burial of utility lines currently located 
on ComEd poles in the south alley within the boundary of the Planned Development, 
should a cost sharing agreement among the neighboring property owners be reached . 

4. This plan of development consists of 18 Statements: a Bulk Regulations Table; 
an Existing Zoning Map; an Existing Land-Use Map; a Planned Development 
Boundary, Property Line and Site Map; a Green Roof Plan; a Site/Ground Floor Plan ; 
Building Elevations (North , South, East and West) ; and Axonometric Diagrams 
(Base, Middle, Top) prepared by Hartshorne Plunkard Architects and dated 
September 13, 2023; and the ARO Profile Form submitted herein. In any instance 
where a provision of this Planned Development conflicts with the Chicago Building 
Code, the Building Code shall control. This Planned Development conforms to the 
intent and purpose of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, and all requirements thereto, 
and satisfies the established criteria for approval as a Planned Development. In case 
of a conflict between the terms of this Planned Development ordinance and the 
Chicago Zoning Ordinance, this Planned Development shall control. 

5. The following uses are permitted in the area delineated herein as a Planned 
Development: residential above the ground floor; office; lodging; animal services 
(excluding overnight boarding and kennels) ; business equipment sales and service; 
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business support services; communication service establishments; eating and drinking 
establishments (all, including taverns); financial services (excluding payday loan and 
pawn shops); food and beverage retail sales; medical service; personal service; 
general retail sales; participant sports and recreation; artisan manufacturing, 
production and industrial services (only as an accessory use to a principal retail use); 
co-located wireless communication facilities, accessory parking and non-accessory 
parking (subject to Section 17-10-0503), and incidental and accessory uses. 

6. On-premises signs and temporary signs, such as construction and marketing signs, 
shall be permitted within the Planned Development, subject to the review and approval 
of the Department of Planning and Development. Off-premises signs are prohibited 
within the boundary of the Planned Development. 

7. For purposes of height measurement, the definitions in the Chicago Zoning Ordinance 
shall apply. The height of any building shall also be subject to height limitations, if any, 
established by the Federal Aviation Administration. 

8. The maximum permitted floor area ratio (FAR) for the Property shall be in accordance 
with the attached Bulk Regulations and Data Table. For the purpose of FAR 
calculations and measurements, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall apply. 
The permitted FAR identified in the Bulk Regulations and Data Table has been 
determined using a net site area of 33,721 square feet and a base FAR of 7.0. 

The Applicant acknowledges that the project has received a bonus FAR of 4.2, 
pursuant to Section 17-4-1000 of the Zoning Ordinance. With this bonus FAR, the 
total FAR for the Planned Development is 11.2. In exchange for the bonus FAR, 
the Applicant is required to make a corresponding payment, pursuant to 
Sections 17-4-1003-B and C, prior to the issuance of the first building permit for any 
building in the Planned Development; provided, however, if the Planned Development 
is constructed in phases, the bonus payment may be paid on a pro rata basis as the 
first building permit for each subsequent new building or phase of construction is 
issued. The bonus payment will be recalculated at the time of payment (including 
partial payments for phased developments) and may be adjusted based on changes 
in median land values in accordance with Section 17-4-1003-C.3. 

The bonus payment will be split between three separate funds, as follows: 
80 percent to the Neighborhoods Opportunity Fund, 10 percent to the Citywide 
Adopt-a-Landmark Fund and 10 percent to the Local Impact Fund. In lieu of paying 
the City directly, the department may: (a) direct developers to deposit a portion of the 
funds with a sister agency to finance specific local improvement projects; (b) direct 
developers to deposit a portion of the funds with a landmark property owner to 
finance specific landmark restoration projects; or (c) approve proposals for in-kind 
improvements to satisfy the Local Impact portion of the payment. 

9. Upon review and determination, Part II review, pursuant to Section 17-13-0610, a 
Part II review fee shall be assessed by the Department of Planning and Development. 
The fee, as determined by staff at the time, is final and binding on the Applicant and 
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must be paid to the Department of Revenue prior to the issuance of any Part II 
approval. 

10. The Site and Landscape Plans shall be in substantial conformance with the 
Landscape Ordinance and any other corresponding regulations and guidelines, 
including Section 17-13-0800. Final landscape plan review and approval will be by the 
Department of Planning and Development. Any interim reviews associated with site 
plan review or Part II reviews, are conditional until final Part II approval. 

11. The Applicant shall comply with Rules and Regulations for the Maintenance of 
Stockpiles promulgated by the Commissioners of the Departments of Streets and 
Sanitation, Fleet and Facility Management and Buildings, under Section 13-32-085, or 
any other provision of the Municipal Code of Chicago. 

12. The terms and conditions of development under this Planned Development ordinance 
may be modified administratively, pursuant to Section 17-13-0611-A, by the 
Zoning Administrator upon the application for such a modification by the Applicant, its 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and 
any ground lessors. 

13. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct and 
maintain the project in a manner which promotes, enables and maximizes universal 
access throughout the Property. Plans for all buildings and improvements on the 
Property shall be reviewed and approved by the Mayor's Office for People with 
Disabilities to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and regulations related to 
access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, 
renovate and maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor 
environments, reduces operating costs and conserves energy and natural resources. 
The Applicant shall obtain the number of points necessary to meet the requirements 
of the Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the time the Part II review 
process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the aforementioned policy 
and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 

15. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities 
for Minority- and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents 
to compete for contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the 
planned development process. To assist the City in promoting and tracking such 
M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development approval 
shall provide information at three points in the city approval process. First, the 
applicant must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development 
approval, an M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
identify the applicant's goals for participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, 
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engineering and construction of the project, and of city residents in the construction 
work. The City encourages goals of 26 percent MBE and 6 percent WBE participation 
(measured against the total construction budget for the project or any phase thereof) , 
and *(ii) 50 percent city resident hiring (measured against the total construction work 
hours for the project or any phase thereof). The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
include a description of the applicant's proposed outreach plan designed to inform 
M/WBEs and city residents of job and contracting opportunities. Second, at the time 
of the applicant's submission for Part II permit review for the project or any phase 
thereof, the applicant must submit to DPD: (a) updates (if any) to the applicant's 
preliminary outreach plan; (b) a description of the applicant's outreach efforts and 
evidence of such outreach, including, without limitation, copies of certified letters to 
M/WBE contractor associations and the ward office of the alderperson in which the 
project is located and receipts thereof; (c) responses to the applicant's outreach 
efforts; and (d) updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident participation 
goals. Third, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the project or any 
phase thereof, the applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE and city 
resident participation in the project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such 
participation. In addition to the foregoing, DPD may request such additional 
information as the department determines may be necessary or useful in evaluating 
the extent to which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned 
development projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the 
Zoning Administrator. DPD will report the data it collects regarding projected and 
actual employment of M/WBEs and city residents in planned development projects 
twice yearly to the Chicago Plan Commission and annually to the Chicago City Council 
and the Mayor. 

16. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees that the rezoning of the Property from the 
M2-3 Light Industry District to the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District and then to this 
Residential-Business Planned Development ("P.D.") is an "entitlement" that triggers 
the requirements of Section 2-44-085 of the Municipal Code of Chicago (the "ARO"). 
The P.D. is located in a "downtown district" within the meaning of the ARO and 
permits the construction of 390 dwelling units. The Applicant intends to construct a 
390-unit rental building (the "Project"). 

Developers of rental projects in downtown districts with 30 or more units must provide 
between 10 percent and 20 percent of the units in the residential development as 
affordable units, depending on the average depth of affordability provided, as 
described in subsection (F)(2) of the ARO. Regardless of the applicable percentage of 
affordable units in the rental project, developers must construct at least 25 percent of 
the affordable units on-site and another 25 percent on-site or off-site (collectively, the 
"Required Units"), and may satisfy the balance of their affordable housing obligation 
through: (a) the establishment of additional on-site or off-site affordable units; 

* Editor's Note: Numbering sequence error; (i) missing in original document. 
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(b) payment of a fee in lieu of the establishment of on-site or off-site affordable units; 
or (c) any combination thereof. All on-site affordable units must be accessible dwelling 
units, as required under subsection (W)(10) of the ARO, and developers must give 
preference in leasing accessible units to people with disabilities, as specified in the 
ARO rules. All off-site affordable units must have at least two bedrooms and must be 
located in a downtown district, inclusionary housing area, or community preservation 
area. Whether on-site or off-site, developers must give preference in leasing affordable 
units of two bedrooms or more to multi-person households, as specified in the 
ARO rules. If a residential project is located in a transit-served location, off-site units 
must be located in a substantially comparable transit-served location. 

The Applicant has elected the 20 percent option as set forth in the chart in 
subsection (F)(2) of the ARO. As a result, the Applicant's affordable housing obligation 
is 78 affordable units (20 percent of 390) and half of those affordable units are 
Required Units. The Applicant has agreed to satisfy its affordable housing obligation 
by providing all 78 affordable units in the rental building in the P.D., as set forth in the 
Affordable Housing Profile (AHP) attached hereto. The Applicant agrees that the 
affordable rental units must be affordable to households with a range of incomes 
averaging 60 percent of the Chicago Primary Metropolitan Statistical Area Median 
Income (AMI), as updated annually, provided that (x) the maximum income level for 
any affordable unit may not exceed 80 percent of the AMI , (y) at least one-third 
(or 26 units) must be affordable to households at or below 50 percent of the AMI , of 
which one-sixth (or 4 of the 26 units) must be affordable to households at or below 
40 percent of the AMI, and (z) all income levels must be multiples of 10 percent of 
the AMI . 

This P.D is located in the Fulton Market Innovation District (the "FMID"). The 
Chicago Plan Commission adopted a plan for the FMID in July 2014, and approved 
an update to the plan (the "FMID Plan Update") in February 2021. The FMID Plan 
Update allows residential uses north of Lake Street in the FMID and establishes a 
30 percent affordability goal for new residential projects in that area. In order to achieve 
that goal, the City's Department of Housing ("DOH") is committed to offering 
developers financial assistance (the "FMID Funds") to provide the additional affordable 
units. Subject to the City's approval of the FMID Funds in an amount and on terms 
described below, the Applicant has agreed to explore the provision of up to an 
additional 39 affordable units (10 percent of 390) either on-site or in an off-site location 
within the boundaries of the FMID, in accordance with the FMID Plan Update (the 
"FMID Units"). The Applicant and DOH have begun and will continue to collaborate to 
determine the amount of FMID Funds necessary to create the FMID Units, which 
amount shall account for such factors as the change in projected net operating income 
during the period of affordability and based on commercially reasonable investment 
criteria and empirical data. DOH has previously reviewed detailed pro formas at 
20 percent and 30 percent affordability along with a market rent study provided by the 
Applicant, and preliminarily determined the amount of funds necessary to compensate 
for the loss of market rate rent for the FMID Units. The Applicant and DOH have not 
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agreed on the amount of FMID Funds or whether the receipt of any FMID Funds can 
be borne by the Project. The Applicant and DOH will continue to collaborate to 
determine whether the Project can accept FMID Funds and, if so, the amount of 
FMID Funds necessary to create the FMID Units in accordance with this Statement 
16. At least six (6) months prior to the issuance by the Department of Buildings of any 
permits for the construction of vertical improvements, the Applicant shall notify the City 
of the Applicant's intent to proceed with construction of the Project ("Applicant's Notice 
to Proceed"). The Applicant's Notice to Proceed must include an updated and detailed 
budget for the Project, updated proformas at 20 percent and 30 percent affordability 
based on commercially reasonable investment criteria and empirical data, an updated 
rent market study from a reputable firm with established expertise with valuations of 
similar properties, its calculation of the amount of FMID Funds necessary to create the 
FMID Units ("FMID Funding Determination") and a detailed explanation of its 
FMID Funding Determination, or, if applicable, a detailed explanation as to why the 
Project cannot accept FMID Funds (the foregoing referred to as the "Supporting 
Documents"). The Applicant shall concurrently deliver a copy of the Applicant's Notice 
to Proceed and associated documentation to the alderperson in whose ward the 
Project is located. Within 30 days after delivery of the Applicant's Notice to Proceed 
and all associated documentation to DOH, the City will either: (1) accept the 
Applicant's FMID Funding Determination and agree to provide the amount of 
FMID Funds identified by the Applicant, subject to City Council approval of the 
FMID Funds and the Applicant's execution of a TIF RDA (defined below); (2) reject the 
Applicant's FMID Funding Determination and request additional information and 
discussion; or (3) accept a determination by the Applicant that it is not fiscally possible, 
based on commercially reasonable investment criteria and empirical data, to accept 
FMID Funds. Furthermore, if the City fails to respond within the 30-day period following 
the delivery of the Applicant's Notice to Proceed (which will not be considered 
delivered unless each of the Supporting Documents are delivered), the Applicant may 
proceed with development of the Project without providing the FMID Units. If the City 
rejects the Applicant's FMID Funding Determination, the City and the Applicant must 
confer and negotiate in good faith and with due diligence to determine the amount of 
FMID Funds necessary to create the FMID Units. If the City and the Applicant are 
unable to reach agreement regarding such amount on terms acceptable to the 
Applicant and the City within ninety (90) days after delivery of the Applicant's Notice 
to Proceed, the Applicant may proceed with development of the Project without 
providing the FMID Units. The City intends to provide the FMID Funds from available 
incremental property taxes on deposit in the special tax allocation fund for the 
Kinzie Industrial Conservation Area Tax Increment Redevelopment Project Area, 
within whose boundaries the Property is located. The Applicant understands and 
agrees that the award of the FMID Funds is expressly conditioned on the City and the 
Applicant entering into a TIF Redevelopment Agreement (the "TIF RDA"), which will 
be approved pursuant to a separate ordinance (the "TIF Ordinance"), and the Applicant 
agrees to negotiate the TIF RDA in good faith and with due diligence and to execute 
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the TIF RDA in order to receive the FMID Funds. Among other conditions, the 
Applicant shall not be required to provide the FMID Units and accept FMID Funds if a 
lender providing construction financing does not approve the TIF RDA as a condition 
to providing such construction financing . 

If, following the passage of this P.O., the Applicant requests any material change to its 
method of compliance with the ARO, such as locating affordable units off-site instead 
of on-site or changing the target affordability level, or chooses to decrease the number 
of dwelling units in the Project or pursue uses allowed by this P.O. other than 
residential , DOH may adjust the AHP as requested without amending th is P.O., 
provided however, the Applicant must update and resubmit the revised AHP to DOH 
for review and, at DOH's request, provide an informational presentation to the Plan 
Commission regarding such change. Prior to the issuance of any building permits for 
the Project, including, without limitation, excavation or foundation permits, the 
Applicant must execute and record an lnclusionary Housing Agreement ("IHA") in 
accordance with subsection (N) of the ARO. The terms of the IHA and any 
amendments thereto are incorporated herein by this reference. The Applicant 
acknowledges and agrees that the IHA will be recorded with the Cook County Clerk 
and will constitute a lien against the Project in the P.O. If the IHA is executed before 
the Applicant and DOH complete negotiations regarding the FMID Units, the Applicant 
agrees to update and amend the IHA, and to record such amended IHA, as necessary 
to incorporate the FMID Units. The Commissioner of DOH may enforce remedies for 
any breach of this Statement 16, including any breach of any IHA, and enter into 
settlement agreements with respect to any such breach, subject to the approval of the 
Corporation Counsel, without amending the P.O. 

This statement does not include all ARO requirements and options. It is intended to 
provide an overview of the application of the ARO to this P.O. In the event of any 
conflict between this statement and the terms and conditions of the ARO, the ARO 
shall govern. 

17. The Applicant acknowledges that the Property is located in the Kinzie Industrial 
Corridor Conversion Area, and has undergone a "rezoning" within the meaning of 
Chapter 16-8 of the Municipal Code (the "Industrial Corridor System Fund Ordinance"). 
As a result of this rezoning, the Planned Development is subject to the conversion fee 
provisions of the Industrial Corridor System Fund Ordinance. The purpose of the 
conversion fee is to mitigate the loss of industrial land and facilities in conversion areas 
by generating funds for investment in receiving industrial corridors in order to preserve 
and enhance the City's industrial base, support new and expanding industrial uses, 
and ensure a stable future for manufacturing and industrial employment in Chicago. 
The Applicant is required to pay the conversion fee in full prior to the issuance of the 
first building permit for any building in the Planned Development; provided, however, 
if the Planned Development is constructed in phases, the conversion fee may be paid 
on a pro rata basis as the first building permit for each subsequent new building or 
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phase of construction is issued . The amount of the conversion fee due prior to the 
issuance of a building permit shall be calculated based on the fee rate in effect at the 
time of payment. 

18. This Planned Development shall be governed by Section 17-13-0612. Should this 
Planned Development ordinance lapse, the Commissioner of the Department of 
Planning and Development shall initiate a zoning map amendment to rezone the 
Property to the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District.

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. That the Chicago Zoning Ordinance be amended by changing all of the 
Business Planned Development Number 1528 symbols and indications as shown on 
Map Number 1-G in the area bounded by: 

North Ogden Avenue; Union Pacific Railroad; North Elizabeth Street; and the south line 
of vacated West Kinzie Street, 

to those of the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District. 

SECTION 2. That the Chicago Zoning Ordinance be amended by changing all of 
the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District symbols and indications as shown on 
Map Number 1-G in the area bounded by: 

North Ogden Avenue; Union Pacific Railroad ; North Elizabeth Street; and the south line 
of vacated West Kinzie Street, 

to those of Residential-Business Planned Development Number 1528, as amended. 

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage and 
publication. 

Plan of Development Statements referred to in this ordinance read as follows: 

Residential-Business Planned Development No. 1528, As Amended. 

Planned Development Statements. 

1. The area delineated herein as Residential-Business Planned Development Number 
1528, ("Planned Development") consists of approximately 62,169 square feet of 
property which is depicted on the attached Planned Development Boundary and 
Property Line Map ("Property"). 400 N Elizabeth Land LLC is the "Applicant" for this 
Planned Development and the owner of the Property. 

2. The requirements, obligations and conditions contained within this Planned 
Development shall be binding upon the Applicant, its successors and assigns and, if 
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different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and any ground lessors. All rights 
granted hereunder to the Applicant shall inure to the benefit of the Applicant's 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholder and 
any ground lessors. Furthermore, pursuant to the requirements of Section 17-8-0400 
of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance (the "Zoning Ordinance"), the Property, at the time 
of application for amendments, modifications or changes (administrative, legislative or 
otherwise) to this Planned Development, shall be under single ownership or 
designated control. Single designated control is defined in Section 17-8-0400 of the 
Zoning Ordinance. 

3. All applicable official reviews, approvals or permits are required to be obtained by the 
Applicant or its successors, assignees or grantees. Any dedication or vacation of 
streets or alleys or grants of easements or any adjustment of the right-of-way shall 
require a separate submittal to the Chicago Department of Transportation ("COOT") 
on behalf of the Applicant or its successors, assigns or grantees. 

Any requests for grants of privilege, or any items encroaching on the public way, shall 
be in compliance with the Planned Development. 

Ingress or egress shall be pursuant to the Planned Development and may be subject 
to the review and approval of the Departments of Planning and Development and 
Transportation. Closure of all or any public street or alley during demolition or 
construction shall be subject to the review and approval of the Department of 
Transportation. 

Pursuant to a negotiated and executed Perimeter Restoration Agreement 
("Agreement") by and between the Department of Transportation's Division of 
Infrastructure Management and the Applicant, the Applicant shall provide 
improvements and restoration of all public way adjacent to the Property, which may 
include, but not be limited to, the following as shall be reviewed and determined by the 
Department of Transportation's Division of Infrastructure Management: 

-- Full width of streets 

-- Full width of alleys 

-- Curb and gutter 

-- Pavement markings 

Sidewalks 

ADA crosswalk ramps 

-- Parkway and landscaping 
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The Perimeter Restoration Agreement must be executed prior to any Department of 
Transportation and Planned Development Part II review permitting. The Agreement 
shall reflect that all work must comply with current Rules and Regulations and must 
be designed and constructed in accordance with the Department of Transportation's 
Construction Standards for Work in the Public Way and in compliance with the 
Municipal Code of Chicago Chapter 10-20. Design of said improvements should follow 
the Department of Transportation's Rules and Regulations for Construction in the 
Public Way as well as The Street and Site Plan Design Guidelines. Any variation in 
scope or design of public way improvements and restoration must be approved by the 
Department of Transportation. 

The Applicant shall make the following improvements prior to the issuance of a 
Certificate of Occupancy: 

Creation of a northbound left turn lane from Ogden Avenue onto Hubbard Street. 

-- Creation of the pedestrian walkway further described in Statement 16 and 
indicated on the Plans (as hereinafter defined). 

-- Installation of left turn signals for the north and south approaches of 
Ogden Avenue at Hubbard Street and of equipment necessary to provide the 
same, including supporting controller, cabinet, and foundations. 

Ogden and Hubbard intersection incandescent signal heads and countdown 
pedestrian signals to be replaced with LED signal heads. 

In addition, owing to the unique infrastructure challenges in the adjacent area, the 
Applicant has agreed to establish and fund an escrow in the amount of $600,000 (the 
"Escrow Amount") prior to the issuance of any building permits (the "Traffic Mitigation 
and Neighborhood Beautification Fund"). The Traffic Mitigation and Neighborhood 
Beautification Fund will fund work to be performed by CDOT or, with the approval of 
COOT, by the Applicant. These improvements will be determined by COOT and could 
include the following in the discretion of COOT and to the extent that required 
approvals can be obtained and that funds allow: 

Conversion of southbound Racine Avenue to one way or elimination of one leg 
of Racine at Kinzie Street. 

Creation of a pedestrian park at Racine Avenue and Kinzie Avenue. 

Increased visibility of the stop sign(s) at Grand Avenue and Racine Avenue such 
as flashing or one or double-sided stops. 

If and when warranted, installation of a traffic signal at the intersection of 
Racine Avenue and Hubbard Street. 
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Signal modification from eastbound and westbound approaches to northbound 
and southbound approaches during weekday morning peak hours at intersection 
of Ogden Avenue and Grand Avenue. 

Landscaping along north side of Kinzie Street between Elizabeth Street and 
Racine Avenue. 

-- Landscaping to the north of the Union Pacific tracks adjacent to Hubbard Street 
between Ogden Avenue and Elizabeth Street. 

-- Installation of lighting and public art at Elizabeth Street viaduct. 

The Applicant's responsibility shall be limited to the Escrow Amount and any 
sums remaining in the Traffic Mitigation and Neighborhood Beautification Fund 
sixty (60) months following the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy shall be remitted 
to the Applicant. 

4. This plan of development consists of these 18 Statements; a Bulk Regulations and 
Data Table and the following exhibits and plans attached hereto prepared by 
Archeo Design Studio, Inc. and dated November 17, 2023 (the "Plans"): an 
Existing Land-Use Map; a Planned Development Property Line and Boundary Map; 
an Existing Zoning Map; a Site Plan/Landscape Plan; Base, Middle and Top Details; 
Building Elevations (North, South, East and West); and an ARO Affordable Housing 
Profile Form ("AHP"). In any instance where a provision of this Planned Development 
conflicts with the Chicago Building Code or AHP, the Building Code or AHP, as 
applicable, shall control. 

This Planned Development conforms to the intent and purpose of the Zoning 
Ordinance, and all requirements thereof, and satisfies the established criteria for 
approval as a Planned Development. In case of a conflict between the terms of this 
Planned Development ordinance and the Zoning Ordinance, this Planned 
Development ordinance shall control. 

5. The following uses are permitted in the area delineated herein as 
Residential-Business Planned Development Number 1528, as amended: 
dwelling units above the ground floor, vacation rental, shared housing units, 
day care (subject to future site plan review); animal services (sales and grooming, 
veterinary, excluding kenneling and boarding); artist work or sales space; business 
support services (except day labor employment agency); eating and drinking 
establishments (all); financial services (all, excluding payday/title secured loan store 
and pawn shop); food and beverage retail sales (except as more specifically 
regulated); lodging (all, subject to site plan approval); liquor sales (as accessory use); 
medical service; office; personal service (all); retail sales; indoor participant sports and 
recreation; entertainment and spectator sports (Subarea B only; all, except wagering 
facility); co-located wireless communication facilities; accessory parking; and 
accessory and incidental uses. 
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6. On-premises signs and temporary signs, such as construction and marketing signs, 
shall be permitted within the Planned Development, subject to the review and 
approval of DPD. Off-premises signs are prohibited within the boundary of the 
Planned Development. 

7. For purposes of height measurement, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall 
apply. The height of any building shall also be subject to height limitations, if any, 
established by the Federal Aviation Administration. 

8. The maximum permitted floor area ratio (FAR) for the Property shall be in accordance 
with the attached Bulk Regulations and Data Table. For the purpose of FAR 
calculations and measurements, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall apply. 
The permitted FAR identified in the Bulk Regulations and Data Table has been 
determined using a net site area of 62,169 square feet and a base FAR of 7.0. 

The Applicant acknowledges that the project has received a bonus FAR of 4.5, 
pursuant to Section 17-4-1000 of the Zoning Ordinance. With this bonus FAR, 
the total FAR for the Planned Development is 11 .5. In exchange for the bonus FAR, 
the Applicant is required to make a corresponding payment, pursuant to 
Sections 17.4-1003-B and C, prior to the issuance of the first building permit for any 
building in the Planned Development; provided, however, if the Planned Development 
is constructed in phases, the bonus payment may be paid on a pro rata basis as the 
first building permit which includes permanent structural elements (excluding 
geothermal system well and boring permit(s)) for each subsequent new building or 
phase of construction is issued. The bonus payment will be recalculated at the time of 
payment (including partial payments for phased developments) and may be adjusted 
based on changes in median land values in accordance with Section 17-4-1003-C.3. 

The bonus payment will be split between three separate funds, as follows: 
80 percent to the Neighborhoods Opportunity Fund, 10 percent to the Citywide 
Adopt-a-Landmark Fund and 10 percent to the Local Impact Fund. In lieu of paying 
the City directly, the Department may: (a) direct developers to deposit a portion of the 
funds with a sister agency to finance specific local improvement projects; 
(b) direct developers to deposit a portion of the funds with a landmark property owner 
to finance specific landmark restoration projects; or (c) approve proposals for in-kind 
improvements to satisfy the Local Impact portion of the payment. 

9. Upon review and determination, "Part II review" , pursuant to Section 17-13-0610 of 
the Zoning Ordinance, a Part II review fee shall be assessed by DPD. The fee, as 
determined by staff at the time, is final and binding on the Applicant and must be paid 
to the Department of Revenue prior to the issuance of any Part II approval. 

10. The Site and Landscape Plans shall be in substantial conformance with the Landscape 
Ordinance and any other corresponding regulations and guidelines. Final landscape 
plan review and approval will be by DPD. Any interim reviews associated with site plan 
review or Part II reviews, are conditional until final Part II approval. 
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11 . The Applicant shall comply with Rules and Regulations for the Maintenance of 
Stockpiles promulgated by the Commissioners of the Departments of Streets and 
Sanitation, Fleet and Facility Management and Buildings, under Section 13-32-125 of 
the Municipal Code, or any other provision of that code. 

12. The terms and conditions of development under this Planned Development 
ordinance may be modified administratively, pursuant to Section 17-13-0611-A of the 
Zoning Ordinance by the Zoning Administrator upon the application for such a 
modification by the Applicant, its successors and assigns and, if different than the 
Applicant, the legal title holders and any ground lessors. 

13. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct and 
maintain the project in a manner which promotes, enables and maximizes universal 
access throughout the Property. Plans for all buildings and improvements on the 
Property shall be reviewed and approved by the Mayor's Office for People with 
Disabilities to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and regulations related to 
access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, 
renovate and maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor 
environments, reduces operating costs and conserves energy and natural resources. 
The Applicant shall obtain the number of points necessary to meet the requirements 
of the Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the time the 
Part II review process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the 
aforementioned policy and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 

15. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities 
for Minority- and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents 
to compete for contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the 
planned development process. To assist the City in promoting and tracking such 
M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development approval 
shall provide information at three points in the City approval process. First, the 
applicant must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development 
approval, an M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
identify the applicant's goals for participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, 
engineering and construction of the project, and of city residents in the construction 
work. The City encourages goals of 26 percent MBE and 6 percent WBE participation 
(measured against the total construction budget for the project or any phase thereof), 
and *(ii) 50 percent city resident hiring (measured against the total construction work 
hours for the project or any phase thereof). The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
include a description of the applicant's proposed outreach plan designed to inform

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M/WBEs and city residents of job and contracting opportunities. Second, at the time 
of the applicant's submission for Part II permit review for the project or any phase 
thereof, the applicant must submit to DPD: (a) updates (if any) to the applicant's 
preliminary outreach plan; (b) a description of the applicant's outreach efforts and 
evidence of such outreach, including, without limitation, copies of certified letters to 
M/WBE contractor associations and the ward office of the alderman in which the 
project is located and receipts thereof; (c) responses to the applicant's outreach 
efforts; and (d) updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident participation 
goals. Third, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the project or any 
phase thereof, the applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE and city 
resident participation in the project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such 
participation. In addition to the foregoing, DPD may request such additional 
information as the department determines may be necessary or useful in evaluating 
the extent to which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned 
development projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the 
Zoning Administrator. DPD will report the data it collects regarding projected and 
actual employment of M/WBEs and city residents in planned development projects 
twice yearly to the Chicago Plan Commission and annually to the Chicago City Council 
and the Mayor. 

16. Prior to issuance of building permits, the Applicant will enter into a development and 
maintenance agreement (the "DEMA") with the City for the construction, maintenance, 
and management of the pedestrian walkway and all public open space indicated on 
the Plans. The DEMA obligations shall be binding upon the Applicant, its successors 
and assigns. The Commissioner is hereby authorized to enter into the DEMA and all 
other documents contemplated by this Statement 16 and, in his/her sole discretion, 
may modify by minor change the foregoing requirements, without further City Council 
approval, for the DEMA(s) so as to permit alternate forms of achieving compliance with 
the Applicant's construction, maintenance and management obligations such as, by 
means of example and not limitation, one or more restrictive covenants or owners' 
reciprocal easement and operation agreements in form and substance acceptable to 
the City which expressly grant the City necessary enforcement, self-help and lien rights 
as may be necessary to assure compliance with this statement. 

17. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees that the rezoning of the Property from 
Business Planned Development Number 1528 to the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use 
District, and then to this Residential-Business Planned Development Number 1528, 
as amended, is an "entitlement" that triggers the requirements of Section 2-44-085 of 
the Municipal Code of Chicago (the "ARO"). The P.D. is located in a "downtown district" 
within the meaning of the ARO and permits the construction of 383 dwelling units in 
Subarea A, and 341 dwelling units in Subarea B. This statement addresses the 
compliance with ARO for Subarea A and Subarea B, where the Applicant intends to 
construct a 724-unit rental development in multiple buildings (the "Project"). 

Developers of rental projects in downtown districts with 30 or more units must provide 
between 10 percent and 20 percent of the units in the residential development as 
affordable units, depending on the average depth of affordability provided, as 
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described in subsection (F)(2) of the ARO. Regardless of the applicable percentage of 
affordable units in the rental project, developers must construct at least 25 percent of 
the affordable units on-site and another 25 percent on-site or off-site (collectively, the 
"Required Units"), and may satisfy the balance of their affordable housing obligation 
through : (a) the establishment of additional on-site or off-site affordable units; 
(b) payment of a fee in lieu of the establishment of on-site or off-site affordable units; 
or (c) any combination thereof. All on-site affordable units must be accessible dwelling 
units, as required under subsection (W)(10) of the ARO, and developers must give 
preference in leasing accessible units to people with disabilities, as specified in the 
ARO rules. All off-site affordable units must have at least two bedrooms and must be 
located in a downtown district, inclusionary housing area, or community preservation 
area. Whether on-site or off-site, developers must give preference in leasing affordable 
units of two bedrooms or more to multi-person households, as specified in the ARO 
rules. If a residential project is located in a transit-served location, off-site units must 
be located in a substantially comparable transit-served location. 

The Applicant has elected the 20 percent option as set forth in the chart in subsection 
(F)(2) of the ARO. As a result, the Applicant's affordable housing obligation is 
144.8 affordable units (20 percent of 724) half of which (50 percent of 144.8 or 72.4) 
are Required Units. Pursuant to subsection (T) of the ARO, the Applicant must either 
pay a fractional in lieu fee or provide an additional unit on-site or off-site to satisfy the 
fractional obligation. The Applicant has agreed to satisfy its affordable housing 
obligation by providing an additional unit for its fractional obligation for a total of 
146 affordable units in the Project, as set forth in the Affordable Housing Profile (AHP) 
attached hereto. The Applicant agrees that the affordable rental units must be 
affordable to households with a range of incomes averaging 60 percent of the 
Chicago Primary Metropolitan Statistical Area Median Income (AMI), as updated 
annually, provided that: (x) the maximum income level for any affordable unit may not 
exceed 80 percent of the AMI; (y) at least one-third (or 49 units) must be affordable to 
households at or below 50 percent of the AMI, one-sixth of which (or 8 of the 49 units) 
must be affordable to households at or below 40 percent of the AMI; and (z) all income 
levels must be multiples of 10 percent of the AMI. 

This P.O. is located in the Fulton Market Innovation District (the "FMID"). The 
Chicago Plan Commission adopted a plan for the FMID in July 2014, and approved 
an update to the plan (the "FMID Plan Update") in February 2021. The FMID Plan 
Update allows residential uses north of Lake Street in the FMID and establishes a 
30 percent affordability goal for new residential projects in that area. In order to achieve 
that goal, the City's Department of Housing ("DOH") is committed to offering 
developers financial assistance (the "FMID Funds") to provide additional affordable 
units. Subject to the City's approval of the FMID Funds in an amount and on terms 
described below, the Applicant has agreed to explore the provision of up to an 
additional 72 affordable units (10 percent of 724) either on-site or in an off-site location 
within the boundaries of the FMID, in accordance with the FMID Plan Update (the 
"FMID Units"). The Applicant and DOH have begun and will continue to collaborate to 
determine the amount of FMID Funds necessary to create the FMID Units, which 
amount shall account for such factors as the change in projected net operating income 
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during the period of affordability and based on commercially reasonable investment 
criteria and empirical data. DOH has previously reviewed detailed pro formas at 
20 percent and 30 percent affordability along with a market rent study provided by the 
Applicant, and preliminarily determined the amount of funds necessary to compensate 
for the loss of market rate rent for the FMID Units. The Applicant and DOH have not 
agreed on the amount of FMID Funds or whether the receipt of any FMID Funds can 
be borne by the Project. The Applicant and DOH will continue to collaborate to 
determine whether the Project can accept FMID Funds and, if so, the amount of 
FMID Funds necessary to create the FMID Units in accordance with this Statement 
17. At least six (6) months prior to the issuance by the Department of Buildings of any 
permits for the construction of vertical improvements, the Applicant shall notify the City 
of the Applicant's intent to proceed with construction of the Project ("Applicant's Notice 
to Proceed"). The Applicant's Notice to Proceed must include an updated and detailed 
budget for the Project, updated pro formas at 20 percent and 30 percent affordability 
based on commercially reasonable investment criteria and empirical data, an updated 
rent market study from a reputable firm with established expertise with valuations of 
similar properties, its calculation of the amount of FMID Funds necessary to create the 
FMID Units ("FMID Funding Determination") and a detailed explanation of its 
FMID Funding Determination, or, if applicable, a detailed explanation as to why 
the Project cannot accept FMID Funds (the foregoing referred to as the 
"Supporting Documents"). The Applicant shall concurrently deliver a copy of the 
Applicant's Notice to Proceed and associated documentation to the alderman in whose 
ward the Project is located. Within 30 days after delivery of the Applicant's Notice to 
Proceed and all associated documentation to DOH, the City will either: (1) accept the 
Applicant's FMID Funding Determination and agree to provide the amount of 
FMID Funds identified by the Applicant, subject to city council approval of the FMID 
Funds and the Applicant's execution of a TIF RDA (defined below); (2) reject the 
Applicant's FMID Funding Determination and request additional information and 
discussion; or, (3) accept a determination by the Applicant that it is not fiscally possible, 
based on commercially reasonable investment criteria and empirical data, to accept 
FMID Funds. Furthermore, if the City fails to respond within the 30-day period following 
the delivery of the Applicant's Notice to Proceed (which will not be considered 
delivered unless each of the Supporting Documents are delivered), the Applicant may 
proceed with development of the Project without providing the FMID Units. If the City 
rejects the Applicant's FMID Funding Determination, the City and the Applicant must 
confer and negotiate in good faith and with due diligence to determine the amount of 
FMID Funds necessary to create the FMID Units. If the City and the Applicant are 
unable to reach agreement regarding such amount on terms acceptable to the 
Applicant and the City within ninety (90) days after delivery of the Applicant's Notice 
to Proceed, the Applicant may proceed with development of the Project without 
providing the FMID Units. The City intends to provide the FMID Funds from available 
incremental property taxes on deposit in the special tax allocation fund for the Kinzie 
Industrial Conservation Area Tax Increment Redevelopment Project Area, within 
whose boundaries the Property is located. The Applicant understands and agrees that 
the award of the FMID Funds is expressly conditioned on the City and the Applicant 
entering into a TIF Redevelopment Agreement (the "TIF RDA"), which will be approved 
pursuant to a separate ordinance (the "TIF Ordinance"), and the Applicant agrees to 
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negotiate the TIF RDA in good faith and with due diligence and to execute the TIF 
RDA in order to receive the FMID Funds. Among other conditions, the Applicant shall 
not be required to provide the FMID Units and accept FMID Funds if a lender providing 
construction financing does not approve the TIF RDA as a condition to providing such 
construction financing. 

If, following the passage of this P.O., the Applicant requests any material change to its 
method of compliance with the ARO, such as locating affordable units off-site instead 
of on-site or changing the target affordability level, or chooses to decrease the number 
of dwelling units in the Project or pursue uses allowed by this P.O. other than 
residential, DOH may adjust the AHP as requested without amending this P.O., 
provided, however, the Applicant must update and resubmit the revised AHP to DOH 
for review and, at DOH's request, provide an informational presentation to the Plan 
Commission regarding such change. Prior to the issuance of any building permits for 
the Project, including, without limitation, excavation or foundation permits, the 
Applicant must execute and record an lnclusionary Housing Agreement ("IHA") in 
accordance with subsection (N) of the ARO. The terms of the IHA and any 
amendments thereto are incorporated herein by this reference. The Applicant 
acknowledges and agrees that the IHA will be recorded with the Cook County Clerk 
and will constitute a lien against the Project in the P.O. If the IHA is executed before 
the Applicant and DOH complete negotiations regarding the FMID Units, the Applicant 
agrees to update and amend the IHA, and to record such amended IHA, as necessary 
to incorporate the FMID Units. The Commissioner of DOH may enforce remedies for 
any breach of this Statement 17, including any breach of any IHA, and enter into 
settlement agreements with respect to any such breach, subject to the approval of the 
Corporation Counsel, without amending the P.O. 

This statement does not include all ARO requirements and options. It is intended to 
provide an overview of the application of the ARO to this P.O. In the event of any 
conflict between this statement and the terms and conditions of the ARO, the ARO 
shall govern. 

18. This Planned Development shall be governed by Section 17-13-0612 of the 
Zoning Ordinance. Should this Planned Development ordinance lapse, the 
Commissioner of DPD shall initiate a zoning map amendment to rezone the Property 
to the DX-7 Downtown Mixed-Use District.

SECTION 1. Title 17 of the Municipal Code of Chicago, the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, is 
hereby amended by changing all of the Residential Business Planned Development 
Number 1396 District symbols and indications as shown on Map Number 1-G in the area 
bounded by: 

North Milwaukee Avenue; North Carpenter Street; West Huron Street; North Aberdeen 
Street; and a northeasterly line 120 feet long starting at a point 46 feet northwest of 
the east line of North Aberdeen Street (as measured along the northeast line of 
North Aberdeen Street) and ending at a point 100 feet northwest of the west line of 
North Carpenter Street (as measured along the southwest line of North Milwaukee 
Avenue), 

to those of Residential-Business Planned Development Number 1396, as amended. 

SECTION 2. This ordinance takes effect after its passage and due publication. 

Plan of Development Statements referred to in this ordinance read as follows: 

Residential-Business Planned Development No. 1396, As Amended. 

Planned Development Statements. 

1. The area delineated herein as Residential-Business Planned Development 
Number 1396, as amended ("Planned Development"), consists of approximately 
28,344 square feet of property which is depicted on the attached Planned 
Development Boundary and Property Line Map ("Property") and is owned or controlled 
by the Applicant, 730 N Milwaukee LLC. 

2. The requirements, obligations and conditions contained within this Planned 
Development shall be binding upon the Applicant, its successors and assigns and, if 
different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and any ground lessors. All rights 
granted hereunder to the Applicant shall inure to the benefit of the Applicant's 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholder and 
any ground lessors. Furthermore, pursuant to the requirements of Section 17-8-0400 
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of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the Property, at the time of application for 
amendments, modifications or changes (administrative, legislative or otherwise) to this 
Planned Development are made, shall be under single ownership or designated 
control. Single designated control is defined in Section 17-8-0400. 

3. All applicable official reviews, approvals or permits are required to be obtained by the 
Applicant or its successors, assignees or grantees. Any dedication or vacation of 
streets or alleys or grants of easements or any adjustment of the right-of-way shall 
require a separate submittal to the Department of Transportation on behalf of the 
Applicant or its successors, assigns or grantees. 

Any requests for grants of privilege, or any items encroaching on the public way, shall 
be in compliance with the Plans. 

Ingress or egress shall be pursuant to the Plans and may be subject to the review and 
approval of the Departments of Planning and Development and Transportation. 
Closure of all or any public street or alley during demolition or construction shall be 
subject to the review and approval of the Department of Transportation. 

All work proposed in the public way must be designed and constructed in accordance 
with the Department of Transportation Construction Standards for Work in the Public 
Way and in compliance with the Municipal Code of the City of Chicago . Prior to the 
issuance of any Part II approval, the submitted plans must be approved by the 
Department of Transportation. 

4. This plan of development consists of 17 Statements; a Bulk Regulations Table; an 
Existing Land-Use Map; an existing Zoning Map; a Planned Development Boundary 
and Property Line Map; a Site/Ground Floor Plan; a Landscape/Green Roof Plan; and 
Building Elevations prepared by Tandem Development and dated April 18, 2024, and 
the Affordable Housing Profile form, submitted herein. Full-sized copies of the Site 
Plan, Landscape Plan and Building Elevations are on file with the Department of 
Planning and Development. In any instance where a provision of this Planned 
Development conflicts with the Chicago Building Code, the Building Code shall control. 
This Planned Development conforms to the intent and purpose of the Zoning 
Ordinance, and all requirements thereto, and satisfies the established criteria for 
approval as a Planned Development. In case of a conflict between the terms of 
this Planned Development ordinance and the Zoning Ordinance, this Planned 
Development ordinance shall control. 

5. The following uses are permitted in the area delineated herein as a 
Residential-Business Planned Development: multi-unit residential dwelling 
units, office, eating and drinking establishments (excluding drive through facilities} , 
liquor store (packaged goods), liquor sales (as accessory use}, artist work or sales 
space, dry cleaning drop-off or pickup (no on-premises plant), medical service, 
children's play center, financial services (excluding pawn shops, pay day loan stores, 
and drive through facilities}, vacation rental, food and beverage retail sales, personal 
service, general retail sales, accessory uses, and accessory parking. A daycare use 
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may be permitted subject to site plan approval by the Department of Planning and 
Development and the Department of Transportation. 

The Applicant may lease to members of the public on an hourly, daily, weekly or 
monthly basis up to twenty-five percent (25%) of the minimum requ ired residential 
parking spaces. 

6. On-premises signs and temporary signs, such as construction and marketing signs, 
shall be permitted within the Planned Development, subject to the review and approval 
of the Department of Planning and Development. Off-premises signs are prohibited 
within the boundary of the Planned Development. 

7. For purposes of height measurement, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall 
apply. The height of any building shall also be subject to height limitations, if any, 
established by the Federal Aviation Administration . 

8. The maximum permitted floor area ratio ("FAR") for the site shall be in accordance with 
the attached Bulk Regulations Table. For the purposes of FAR calculations and 
measurements, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall apply. The permitted FAR 
identified in the Bulk Regulations Table has been determined using a net site area of 
28,327 square feet and a base FAR of 5.0. The Applicant acknowledges that the 
project has received a bonus FAR of 2.5, pursuant to Section 17-4-1000 of the Zoning 
Ordinance. With this bonus FAR, the total FAR for the Planned Development is 7 .5. In 
exchange for the bonus FAR, the Applicant has made a corresponding payment, 
pursuant to Sections 17.4-1003-B and C, prior to the issuance of the first building 
permit for any building in the Planned Development; provided, however, if the Planned 
Development is constructed in phases, the bonus payment may be paid on a pro rata 
basis as the first building permit for each subsequent new building or phase of 
construction is issued. The bonus payment will be recalculated at the time of payment 
(including partial payments for phased developments) and may be adjusted based on 
changes in median land values in accordance with Section 17-4-1003-C.3. 

The bonus payment will be split between three separate funds, as follows: 80 percent 
to the Neighborhoods Opportunity Fund, 10 percent to the Citywide Adopt-a-Landmark 
Fund and 10 percent to the Local Impact Fund. In lieu of paying the City directly, the 
Department may: (a) direct developers to deposit a portion of the funds with a sister 
agency to finance specific local improvement projects; (b) direct developers to deposit 
a portion of the funds with a landmark property owner to finance specific landmark 
restoration projects; or (c) approve proposals for in-kind improvements to satisfy the 
Local Impact portion of the payment. 

It is currently anticipated that the 10 percent to the Local Impact Fund shall be utilized 
for the future development of a Chicago Park District open space located at the 
southwest corner of North Milwaukee Avenue and West Erie Street. Any modification 
of the allocation of the Local Impact Fund shall be subject to Section 17-4-1005-G but 
in no event shall such modification cause a delay in the issuance of Part II approval, 
building permit or certificate of occupancy for the Planned Development. 
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9. Upon review and determination, Part II review, pursuant to Section 17-13-0610, a 
Part II review fee shall be assessed by the Department of Planning and Development. 
The fee, as determined by staff at the time, is final and binding on the Applicant and 
must be paid to the Department of Revenue prior to the issuance of any Part II 
approval. 

10. The Site and Landscape Plans shall be in substantial conformance with the Landscape 
Ordinance and any other corresponding regulations and guidelines, including 
Section 17-13-0800. Final landscape plan review and approval will be by the 
Department of Planning and Development. Any interim reviews associated with site 
plan review or Part II reviews, are conditional until final Part II approval. 

11. The Applicant shall comply with Rules and Regulations for the Maintenance of 
Stockpiles promulgated by the Commissioners of the Departments of Streets and 
Sanitation, Fleet and Facility Management and Buildings, under Section 13-32-125 of 
the Municipal Code, or any other provision of that code. 

12. The terms and conditions of development under this Planned Development ordinance 
may be modified administratively, pursuant to Section 17-13-0611-A, by the Zoning 
Administrator upon the application for such a modification by the Applicant, its 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and 
any ground lessors. 

13. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct and 
maintain the project in a manner which promotes, enables and maximizes universal 
access throughout the Property. Plans for all buildings and improvements on the 
Property shall be reviewed and approved by the Mayor's Office for People with 
Disabilities to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and regulations related to 
access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, 
renovate and maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor 
environments, reduces operating costs and conserves energy and natural resources. 
The Applicant shall obtain the number of points necessary to meet the requirements 
of the Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the time the Part II review 
process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the aforementioned policy 
and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 

15. The approval of Planned Development Number 1396 ("P.O. 1396") on 
January 17, 2018, triggered the requirements of Sections 2-44-080 of the 
Municipal Code of Chicago (the "2015 ARO") and 2-44-090 (the "Near North/ 
Near West ARO Pilot Area Ordinance"). Pursuant to the 2015 ARO and the 
Near North/Near West Pilot Area Ordinance, the Applicant provided 39 affordable units 
in the new 196-unit building in P.O. 1396. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees 
that the further rezoning of the Property from P.O. 1396 to P.O. 1396, as amended 
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(the "P.O."), to construct an additional 32 dwelling units (the "Project") is an 
"entitlement" that triggers the requirements of Section 2-44-085 of the Municipal Code 
(the "2021 ARO" or the "ARO"). 

The P.O. is located in a "downtown district" within the meaning of the 2021 ARO. 
Developers of rental projects in downtown districts with 30 or more units must provide 
between 10 percent and 20 percent of the units in the residential development as 
affordable units, depending on the average depth of affordability provided, as 
described in subsection (F)(2) of the ARO. Regardless of the applicable percentage of 
affordable units in the rental project, developers must construct at least 25 percent of 
the affordable units on-site and another 25 percent on-site or off-site (collectively, the 
"Required Units"), and may satisfy the balance of their affordable housing obligation 
through : (a) the establishment of additional on-site or off-site affordable units; 
(b) payment of a fee in lieu of the establishment of on-site or off-site affordable units; 
or (c) any combination thereof. All on-site affordable units must be accessible dwelling 
units, as required under subsection (W)(10) of the ARO, and developers must give 
preference in leasing accessible units to people with disabilities, as specified in the 
ARO rules. All off-site affordable units must have at least two bedrooms and must be 
located in a downtown district, inclusionary housing area, or community preservation 
area. Whether on-site or off-site, developers must give preference in leasing affordable 
units of two bedrooms or more to multi-person households, as specified in the ARO 
rules. If a residential project is located in a transit-served location, off-site units must 
be located in a substantially comparable transit-served location . 

The Applicant has elected the 20 percent option as set forth in the chart in 
subsection (F)(2) of the ARO. As a result, the Applicant's affordable housing obligation 
is 6.4 affordable units (20 percent of 32) and half of those affordable units are Required 
Units. Pursuant to subsection (T) of the ARO, the Applicant must either pay a fractional 
in lieu fee or provide an additional affordable unit on-site or off-site to satisfy the 
fractional obligation. The Applicant has agreed to satisfy its affordable housing 
obligation by providing six (6) affordable units in the Project and making a payment to 
the Affordable Housing Opportunity Fund in the amount of $86,992.80 (.4 x 217,482) 
in lieu of the establishment of an additional affordable unit, as set forth in the Affordable 
Housing Profile (AHP) attached hereto. The Applicant agrees that the affordable rental 
units must be affordable to households with a range of incomes averaging 60 percent 
of the Chicago Primary Metropolitan Statistical Area Median Income (AMI), as updated 
annually, provided that: (x) the maximum income level for any affordable unit may not 
exceed 80 percent of the AMI ; (y) at least one-third (or 2 units) must be affordable to 
households at or below 50 percent of the AMI, of which one-sixth (or 1 of the 2 units) 
must be affordable to households at or below 40 percent of the AMI; and (z) all income 
levels must be multiples of 10 percent of the AMI. 

If the Applicant requests any material change to its method of compliance with the 
ARO, such as locating affordable units off-site instead of on-site or changing the target 
affordability level after the passage of this P.O. amendment, DOH may adjust the AHP 
as requested, in accordance with the ARO, without amending the P.O., provided, 
however, the Applicant must update and resubmit the revised AHP to DOH for review 
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and approval and, at DOH's request, provide an informational presentation to the Plan 
Commission on such change. Prior to the issuance of any building permits for the 
Project, including, without limitation, excavation or foundation permits, the Applicant 
must execute and record an lnclusionary Housing Agreement ("IHA") in accordance 
with subsection (N) of the ARO. The terms of the IHA and any amendments thereto 
are incorporated herein by this reference. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees 
that the IHA will be recorded against the P.O., and will constitute a lien against such 
property. The Commissioner of DOH may enforce remedies for any breach of this 
Statement 15, including any breach of the IHA, and enter into settlement agreements 
with respect to any such breach, subject to the approval of the Corporation Counsel, 
without amending the P.D. 

This statement does not include all ARO requirements and options. It is intended to 
provide an overview of the application of the ARO to this P.D. In the event of any 
conflict between this statement and the terms and conditions of the ARO, the ARO 
shall govern. 

16. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities 
for Minority- and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents 
to compete for contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the 
planned development process. To assist the City in promoting and tracking such 
M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development approval 
shall provide information at three points in the City approval process. First, the 
applicant must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development 
approval, an M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
identify the applicant's goals for participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, 
engineering and construction of the project, and of city residents in the construction 
work. The city encourages goals of: (i) 26 percent MBE and 6 percent WBE 
participation (measured against the total construction budget for the project or any 
phase thereof), and (ii) 50 percent city resident hiring (measured against the total 
construction work hours for the project or any phase thereof). The M/WBE Participation 
Proposal must include a description of the applicant's proposed outreach plan 
designed to inform M/WBEs and city residents of job and contracting opportunities. 
Second, at the time of the applicant's submission for Part II permit review for the 
project or any phase thereof, the applicant must submit to DPD: (a) updates (if any) to 
the applicant's preliminary outreach plan; (b) a description of the applicant's outreach 
efforts and evidence of such outreach, including, without limitation, copies of certified 
letters to M/WBE contractor associations and the ward office of the alderperson in 
which the project is located and receipts thereof; (c) responses to the applicant's 
outreach efforts; and (d) updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident 
participation goals. Third, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the project 
or any phase thereof, the applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE 
and city resident participation in the project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such 
participation. In addition to the forgoing, DPD may request such additional information 
as the department determines may be necessary or useful in evaluating the extent to 
which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned development 
projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the

Zoning Administrator. DPD will report the data it collects regarding projected and 
actual employment of M/WBEs and city residents in planned development projects 
twice yearly to the Chicago Plan Commission and annually to the Chicago City Council 
and the Mayor. 

17. This Planned Development shall be governed by Section 17-13-0612. Should this 
Planned Development ordinance lapse, the Zoning Administrator shall initiate a zoning 
map amendment to rezone the Property to Residential-Business Planned 
Development Number 1396 dated January 17, 2018.

The proposed development is a short walk from both Western Avenue bus line, which is served by the 
Western/49 and the Western Express/X49 routes, and the Western Avenue Metra station, which is served 
by the Milwaukee District North, Milwaukee District West, and North Central Service lines. 

The CT A's Transit Friendly Development Guide ("Development Guide") does not establish a station area 
typology for the CT A bus stops or Metra stations near the proposed development. The Development Guide 
outlines general goals related to bus and Metra access. Specifically, the Development Guide explains that 
vacant parcels "offer an opportunity to reinforce and enhance a neighborhood's character... with transit 
friendly development" and that transit friendly development at bus locations is accomplished, in-part, when: 
( 1) a bus facility facilitates travel throughout the region; (2) bus-served locations are destinations 
themselves, rather than mere transfer stops; and (3) bus service feeds other modes of transit. 

The proposed development satisfies these goals by activating an underutilized site by replacing an existing 
Billboard Sign and otherwise vacant land with residential and active retail uses; facilitating intcrmodal 
travel throughout the Chicagoland region by increasing density and foot traffic near both CT A bus and 
Metra rail stations; and drawing residents and retail customers to a location that is a "destination" in its own 
right given its proximity to rapidly developing sections of the West Town, West Loop, and Ukrainian 
Village neighborhoods. The proposed development confonm to and advances the objectives of the 
Development Guide. 

4. The Applicant will actively promote public transit and alternatives to automobile ownersh1j; 
through car sharing programs or Olher shared modes of transportation: and 

The Applicant proposes to provide approximately 36 secure bicycle parking spaces within the proposed 
building, thereby promoting bicycle use as an alternative to personal vehicle ownership. In addition, the 
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Property is located approximately 550 feet north of a Divvy bike-sharing station near the Western Avenue 
Metra station. The convenience of both secure bicycle storage and access to Divvy bicycle sharing will 
promote alternatives to car ownership. 

5. The requested reduction will be r~/jset by enhancements to the pedestrian environment that are not 
otherwise required, such as wider sidewalk,;, decorative pavement, trees, raised planters, outdoor 
seating, special lighting, bus shelters or other types of weather protection for pedestrians, transit 
information kiosks, or other pedestrian amenities. 

The Applicant proposes to install a decorative planter along, and new trees within, the sidewalks abutting 
the Prope1ty. Furthermore, the Grand and Western Avenue facades of the proposed building will include 
levels of transparency in excess of the requirement under 17-3-0504-C. l, further improving the pedestrian 
experience at the Property. 

Generally, the proposal will redevelop a transit-served and centrally-located site so as to better-facilitate 
pedestrian and transit usage. The site is currently improved with only the Billboard Sign. The development 
will replace the Billboard Sign with a mixed-use building that will increase the diversity of housing options 
near important transit infrastmcture and expanding employment centers in the West Loop, River West, and 
Ukrainian Village. The proposed development will thereby fal:ilitate access to housing within walking 
distance of some of the fastest-growing employment clusters in the City and region. 

Finally, the availability of on-street parking in the vicinity of the project must also be considered when a 
1ransit-served location parking reduction is requested. There is ample street parking available on North 
Western Avenue to the east, on West Hubbard Street to the south, and on North Artesian Avenue to the 
west of the Property.

16. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities 
for Minority- and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents 
to compete for contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the 
planned development process. To assist the City in promoting and tracking such 
M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development approval 
shall provide information at three points in the City approval process. First, the 
applicant must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development 
approval, an M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
identify the applicant's goals for participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, 
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engineering and construction of the project, and of city residents in the construction 
work. The City encourages goals of: (i) 26 percent MBE and 6 percent WBE 
participation (measured against the total construction budget for the project or any 
phase thereof), and (ii) 50 percent city resident hiring (measured against the total 
construction work hours for the project or any phase thereof). The M/WBE Participation 
Proposal must include a description of the applicant's proposed outreach plan 
designed to inform M/WBEs and city residents of job and contracting opportunities. 
Second, at the time of the applicant's submission for Part II permit review for the 
project or any phase thereof, the applicant must submit to DPD: (a) updates (if any) to 
the applicant's preliminary outreach plan; (b) a description of the Applicant's outreach 
efforts and evidence of such outreach, including, without limitation, copies of certified 
letters to M/WBE contractor associations and the ward office of the alderperson in 
which the project is located and receipts thereof; (c) responses to the applicant's 
outreach efforts; and (d) updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident 
participation goals. Third, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the project 
or any phase thereof, the applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE 
and city resident participation in the project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such 
participation. In addition to the foregoing , DPD may request such additional 
information as the department determines may be necessary or useful in evaluating 
the extent to which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned 
development projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the 
Zoning Administrator. DPD will report the data it collects regarding projected and 
actual employment of M/WBEs and city residents in planned development projects 
twice yearly to the Chicago Plan Commission and annually to the Chicago City Council 
and the Mayor. 

17. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees that the rezoning of the Property from the 
C1-3 Neighborhood Commercial District to the 83-5 Community Shopping District and 
then to this Residential-Business Planned Development ("P.D.") is an "entitlement" 
that triggers the requirements of Section 2-44-085 of the Municipal Code of Chicago 
(the "ARO"). The P.O. is located in a "community preservation area" within the meaning 
of the ARO and permits the construction of 76 dwelling units. The Applicant intends to 
construct a 76-unit rental building (the "Project"). 

Developers of rental projects in community preservation areas with 30 or more units 
must provide between 10 percent and 20 percent of the units in the residential 
development as affordable units, depending on the average depth of affordability 
provided, as described in subsection (F)(2) of the ARO. Regardless of the applicable 
percentage of affordable units in the rental project, developers must construct at least 
25 percent of the affordable units on-site and another 25 percent on-site or off-site 
(collectively, the "Required Units"), and may satisfy the balance of their affordable 
housing obligation through: (a) the establishment of additional on-site or off-site 
affordable units; (b) payment of a fee in lieu of the establishment of on-site or off-site 
affordable units; or (c) any combination thereof. All on-site affordable units must be 
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accessible dwelling units, as required under subsection (W)(10) of the ARO, and 
developers must give preference in leasing accessible units to people with disabilities, 
as specified in the ARO rules. All off-site affordable units must have at least two 
bedrooms and must be located in a downtown district, inclusionary housing area, or 
community preservation area. Whether on-site or off-site, developers must give 
preference in leasing affordable units of two bedrooms or more to multi-person 
households, as specified in the ARO rules. If a residential project is located in a 
transit-served location, off-site units must be located in a substantially comparable 
transit-served location. 

The Applicant has elected the 20 percent option as set forth in the chart in subsection 
(F)(2) of the ARO. As a result, the Applicant's affordable housing obligation is 
15.2 affordable units (20 percent of 76) and half of those affordable units are Required 
Units. Pursuant to subsection (T) of the ARO, the Applicant must either pay a fractional 
in lieu fee or provide an additional unit on-site or off-site to satisfy the fractional 
obligation. The Applicant has agreed to satisfy its affordable housing obligation by 
providing 15 affordable units within the rental building to be constructed in the P.O. 
and making a payment to the Affordable Housing Opportunity Fund in lieu of the 
establishment of 0.2 affordable units in the amount of $155,344 per unit for a total 
payment of $31,068.80, as set forth in the Affordable Housing Profile (the "AHP") 
attached hereto. The Applicant agrees that the affordable rental units must be 
affordable to households with a range of incomes averaging 60 percent of the Chicago 
Primary Metropolitan Statistical Area Median Income (AMI), as updated annually, 
provided that (x) the maximum income level for any affordable unit may not exceed 
80 percent of the AMI, (y) at least one-third (or 5 units) must be affordable to 
households at or below 50 percent of the AMI, of which one-sixth (or 1 of the 5 units) 
must be affordable to households at or below 40 percent of the AMI, and (z) all income 
levels must be multiples of 10 percent of the AMI. 

If the Applicant requests any material change to its method of compliance with the 
ARO, such as locating affordable units off-site instead of on-site or changing the target 
affordability level after the passage of this P.D., DOH may adjust the AHP as 
requested, in accordance with the ARO, without amending the P.O., provided 
however, the Applicant must update and resubmit the revised AHP to DOH for review 
and approval and, at DOH's request, provide an informational presentation to Plan 
Commission on such change. Prior to the issuance of any building permits for any 
residential building in the P.O., including, without limitation, excavation or foundation 
permits, the Applicant must execute and record an lnclusionary Housing Agreement 
(the "IHA") in accordance with subsection (N) of the ARO. The terms of the IHA and 
any amendments thereto are incorporated herein by this reference . The Applicant 
acknowledges and agrees that the IHA will be recorded against the P.O. and will 
constitute a lien against such property. The Commissioner of DOH may enforce 
remedies for any breach of this Statement 17, including any breach of any IHA, and 
enter into settlement agreements with respect to any such breach, subject to the 
approval of the Corporation Counsel, without amending the P.O. 
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This statement does not include all ARO requirements and options. It is intended to 
provide an overview of the application of the ARO to this P.O. In the event of any 
conflict between this statement and the terms and conditions of the ARO, the ARO 
shall govern. 

18. This Planned Development shall be governed by Section 17-13-0612 of the 
Zoning Ordinance. Should this Planned Development ordinance lapse, the Zoning 
Administrator of DPD shall initiate a zoning map amendment to rezone the Property to 
83-5 Community Shopping District.

11. The Applicant shall comply with Rules and Regulations for the Maintenance of 
Stockpiles promulgated by the Commissioners of the Departments of Streets and 
Sanitation, Fleet and Facility Management and Buildings, under Section 13-32-085, or 
any other provision of the Municipal Code of Chicago. 

12. The terms and conditions of development under this Planned Development ordinance 
may be modified administratively, pursuant to Section 17-13-0611-A, by the Zoning 
Administrator upon the application for such a modification by the Applicant, its 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and 
any ground lessors. 

13. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct and 
maintain the project in a manner which promotes, enables and maximizes universal 
access throughout the Property. Plans for all buildings and improvements on the 
Property shall be reviewed and approved by the Mayor's Office for People with 
Disabilities to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and regulations related to 
access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, 
renovate and maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor 
environments, reduces operating costs and conserves energy and natural resources. 
The Applicant shall obtain the number of points necessary to meet the requirements 
of the Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the time the Part II review 
process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the aforementioned policy 
and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 
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15. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities 
for Minority- and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents 
to compete for contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the 
planned development process. To assist the City in promoting and tracking such 
M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development approval 
shall provide information at three points in the City approval process. First, the 
applicant must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development 
approval, an M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
identify the applicant's goals for participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, 
engineering and construction of the project, and of city residents in the construction 
work. The City encourages goals of (i) 26 percent M BE and 6 percent WBE 
participation (measured against the total construction budget for the project or any 
phase thereof), and (ii) 50 percent city resident hiring (measured against the total 
construction work hours for the project or any phase thereof). The M/WBE Participation 
Proposal must include a description of the applicant's proposed outreach plan 
designed to inform M/WBEs and city residents of job and contracting opportunities. 
Second, at the time of the applicant's submission for Part II permit review for the

outreach efforts; and (d) updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident 
participation goals. Third, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the project 
or any phase thereof, the applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE 
and city resident participation in the project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such 
participation. In addition to the forgoing, DPD may request such additional information 
as the department determines may be necessary or useful in evaluating the extent to 
which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned development 
projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the Zoning 
Administrator. DPD will report the data it collects regarding projected and actual 
employment of M/WBEs and city residents in planned development projects twice 
yearly to the Chicago Plan Commission and annually to the Chicago City Council and 
the Mayor. 

16. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees that the rezoning of the Property from 
Planned Development Number 136, as amended 1992, to Planned Development 
Number 136 as amended July 25, 2012, for the construction of the Residential Project 
triggers the requirements of Section 2-45-11 O of the Municipal Code ("The Affordable 
Housing Ordinance"). Any developer of a "residential housing project" within the 
meaning of the Affordable Housing Ordinance must: (i) develop affordable housing 
units as part of the residential housing project; (ii) pay a fee in lieu of the development 
of affordable housing units; or (iii) any combination of (i) and (ii). In accordance with

At the time of each Part 11 review for the Residential Project, 
Applicant shall update and resubmit an Affordable Housing Profile Form to the 
Department of Planning and Development for review and approval. If the Applicant 
subsequently reduces the number of dwelling units in the Residential Project, the 
Department of Planning and Development may adjust the requirements of this 
statement (i.e. , number of Affordable Units and/or amount of Cash Payment) 
accordingly without amending this Planned Development. The terms of the Affordable 
Housing Agreement and any amendments thereto are incorporated herein by this 
reference. The Applicant acknowledges and agrees that the Affordable Housing 
Agreement will be recorded against the Property and will constitute a lien against each 
Affordable Unit. The City shall execute partial releases of the Affordable Housing 
Agreement prior to or at the time of the sale of each Affordable Unit to an 
income-eligible buyer at an affordable price, subject to the simultaneous execution 
and recording of a mortgage, restrictive covenant or similar instrument against 
such Affordable Unit. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in

Accordingly, the owner of Subarea B shall provide a landscaped 
pedestrian walkway within the buffer zone between the landmark building and the 
apartment building as a means of increasing visual access to the west and north 
facades of the landmark building. The apartment building shall be set back from the 
southern boundary of Subarea B as depicted on the Subarea B Site Plan.

The ground floor 
of the new proposed development will feature 3,048 square feet of commercial/retail space -
fronting Irving Park Road, along with a residential lobby and related amenity spaces along and 
with access off of Seeley A venue. The programming for the upper (2nd through 5th) floors of the 
new development calls for the establishment of a diverse mix of thirty-seven (3 7) dwelling units 
of varying typology. Rounding out the ground floor is an attached garage that will accommodate 
interior parking for fifteen (15) automobiles and storage for at least thirty-seven (3 7) bicycles, 
access to which will be through the shared Public Alley running along the south end of the site. 
Such proposed parking accommodations represents just about a 60% reduction in the otherwise 
minimum required one-to-one automobile parking ratio for residential uses, and which such 
reduction is encouraged and allowed pursuant to Sections 17-3-0308 and 17-10-0102-B(l) of the 
current Zoning Ordinance. The Bike Storage Room will be for the exclusive use of the residents 
of the building for their personal bicycles and scooters. Additional bicycle racks are also located 
on the public way(s) (sidewalk) in front of and surrounding the subject site.

In doing so, the Applicant will be restoring the pedestrian 
way at these points, and - too, adding new street parking back into the community. 

3. The project complies with the general goals set forth in the Transit Friendly 
Development Guide: Station Area Typology, and any other station-specific plans, 
designs or guidelines adopted by the Chicago Plan Commission. 

The Transit Friendly Development Guide defines ' transit friendly development' as 
[d}evelopment which is oriented towards and integrated with adjacent transit. By way of relevant 
example, the proposed new development incorporates pedestrian accessibility and connectivity 
just over 1,400 linear feet from the entrance to the Irving Park Brown Line CTA Train Station and 
directly on one of the City's most exploited CTA Bus Routes, the future plans for which such 
traditionally automobile-intensive thoroughfare calls for the inclusion of a fully designated and 
functioning "protected bicycle lane" by and through the Chicago Department of Transportation 
(CDOT). The proposed mixed-use development will also be activating 100 feet of significant, 
presently and perpetualJy dormant, street frontage along Irving Park Road and an additional almost 
125 feet of frontage along Seeley A venue, which two public ways serve as the predominant 
transition/pedestrian connection between the lower-density family-oriented residential 
neighborhoods surrounding the subject property and the many retail-commercial-hospitality 
establishments that comprise this stretch of Irving Park Road moving east to the vital Six-Corners 
Retail Corridor - with the potential for a new locally-0\.vned businesses (with special 
accommodations for a restaurant ···· i.e., black iron) that will be intended to service the residents 
of the immediate community and patrons of the same.

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Along these same lines, the new proposed improvements are situated just steps from the 
Six Corners Commercial Corridor that demarks the heart of the neighborhood's most robust retail 
and hospitality area, which extends for at least five blocks to the north and south and connects to 
the same such corridor at and along Lincoln A venue and Darnen Avenue, while - too, providing 
an immediate connection to the other nearby communities via a short bus or train ride, or - weather 
pending, via bicycle (personal or with multiple Divvy Bicycle Stations along the way). 

4. Residential building pro.iects shall not have a number of parking spaces in excess of 
50% of the Minimum Automobile Parking.Ratio for the applicable district listed in 
Section 17-10-0207 with any fractional result rounded up to the next higher whole 
number, unless additional parking spaces are approved as an administrative 
adjustment under the provisions of Section 17-13-1003-EE. 

The project calls for the establishment and occupancy of a new mixed-use development 
that will contain a total of thirty-seven (37) dwelling units and off-street accessory parking for 
fifteen (15) vehicles, which represents just about a 40% Automobile-to-Unit Parking Ratio, as 
mandated and encouraged by the current Zoning Ordinance [Sections l 7-3-0308;17-10-0102-B]. 

5. The project complies with the Travel Demand Study and Management Plan rules of 
the Chicago Department of Transportation.

In a direct and deliberate effort to promote public forms of transportation, and - too, to 
mitigate vehicular congestion and traffic in this pedestrian-oriented neighborhood, while still 
balancing the express interests and demands of the existing residents of the community; the 
proposed new development will provide one ( l) designated off-street parking space for every 2.5 
dwelling units1 with priority being offered to tenants of the larger (two-bedroom and three­
bedroom) units in the building, on a first come basis, and additional conscientious consideration 
being given to the diverse mix of unit types for this development, which include several one­
bedroom units and seven (7) affordable units, the intended beneficiaries/tenants for which will 
likely not have a personal automobile. These fundamental conditions should (and have been shown 
to) inherently dissuade residents who require and/or rely on individual automobile ownership from 
leasing a unit within the proposed new building, thereby attracting those residents who desire to 
rely on public and/or non-vehicular (carbon-neutral) forms of transit. As well, the proposed 
development includes a sizeable Bike Storage Room within the ground floor that can accommodate 
secure interior parking for at least thirty-seven (37) bicycles and/or scooters. Beyond these onsite 
accommodations, there are additional bicycle racks located on the sidewalk in front of and 
surrounding the subject site and the Applicant is committed to working with the local Aldemrnn 
and representatives from the CTA and CDOT, toward providing additional public bicycle racks 
and/or Divvy Stations , should such improvements be desired. In further effort to promote more 
reliance on the City's bountiful public transit, the Applicant is also committed to working with the 
local Alderman and the CTA toward installing electronic CT A trackers within the common areas 
of the development, to allow for more efficient and enjoyable trip planning.

This Planned Development conforms to the 
intent and purpose of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, and all requirements thereto, 
and satisfies the established criteria for approval as a Planned Development. In case 
of a conflict between the terms of this Planned Development ordinance and the 
Chicago Zoning Ordinance, this Planned Development shall control. 

5. The following uses are permitted in the area delineated herein as Industrial Planned 
Development: office; manufacturing, production and industrial service (artisan, limited, 
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and general); warehousing, wholesaling, and freight movement (excluding container 
storage and freight terminal as principal uses, and outdoor storage of raw materials as 
a principal use); vehicle storage; fleet storage; general retail sales (limited to accessory 
sales of goods produced on-site and not exceeding 20 percent of the on-site gross 
floor area); residential storage warehouse; communication service establishments; 
business support services; building maintenance services; animal services; co-located 
and freestanding wireless communication facilities; incidental and accessory uses; 
and accessory parking. 

6. On-premises signs and temporary signs, such as construction and marketing signs, 
shall be permitted within the Planned Development, subject to the review and approval 
of the Department of Planning and Development ("DPD"). Off-premises signs are 
prohibited within the boundary of the Planned Development. 

7. For purposes of height measurement, the definitions in the Chicago Zoning Ordinance 
shall apply. The height of any building shall also be subject to height limitations, if any, 
established by the Federal Aviation Administration. 

8. The maximum permitted floor area ratio (FAR) for the Property shall be in accordance 
with the attached Bulk Regulations and Data Table. For the purpose of FAR 
calculations and measurements, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall apply. 
The permitted FAR identified in the Bulk Regulations and Data Table has been 
determined using a net site area of 387,770 square feet and a base FAR 
of 1.2. 

9. Upon review and determination, Part II review, pursuant to Section 17-13-0610, a 
Part II review fee shall be assessed by DPD. The fee, as determined by staff at the 
time, is final and binding on the Applicant and must be paid to the Department of 
Revenue prior to the issuance of any Part II approval. 

10. The Site and Landscape Plans shall be in substantial conformance with the Landscape 
Ordinance and any other corresponding regulations and guidelines, including 
Section 17-13-0800. Final landscape plan review and approval will be by DPD. Any 
interim reviews associated with site plan review or Part II reviews, are conditional until 
final Part II approval. 

11. The Applicant shall comply with Rules and Regulations for the Maintenance of 
Stockpiles promulgated by the Commissioners of the Departments of Streets and 
Sanitation, Fleet and Facility Management and Buildings, under Section 13-32-085, or 
any other provision of the Municipal Code of Chicago. 

12. The terms and conditions of development under this Planned Development ordinance 
may be modified administratively, pursuant to Section 17-13-0611-A, by the Zoning 
Administrator upon the application for such a modification by the Applicant, its 
successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal titleholders and 
any ground lessors. 

13. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct and 
maintain the project in a manner which promotes, enables and maximizes universal 
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access throughout the Property. Plans for all buildings and improvements on the 
Property shall be reviewed and approved by the Mayor's Office for People with 
Disabilities to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and regulations related to 
access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, 
renovate and maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor 
environments, reduces operating costs and conserves energy and natural resources. 
The Applicant shall obtain the number of points necessary to meet the requirements 
of the Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the time the Part II review 
process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the aforementioned policy 
and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 

15. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy of the City to maximize opportunities 
for Minority- and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents 
to compete for contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the 
planned development process. To assist the City in promoting and tracking such 
M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development approval 
shall provide information at three points in the City approval process. First, the 
applicant must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development 
approval, an M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
identify the applicant's goals for participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, 
engineering and construction of the project, and of city residents in the construction 
work. The City encourages goals of 26 percent MBE and 6 percent WBE participation 
(measured against the total construction budget for the project or any phase thereof), 
and *(ii) 50 percent city resident hiring (measured against the total construction work 
hours for the project or any phase thereof) . The M/WBE Participation Proposal must 
include a description of the applicant's proposed outreach plan designed to inform 
M/WBEs and city residents of job and contracting opportunities. Second, at the time 
of the applicant's submission for Part II permit review for the project or any phase 
thereof, the applicant must submit to DPD: (a) updates (if any) to the applicant's 
preliminary outreach plan; (b) a description of the applicant's outreach efforts and 
evidence of such outreach, including, without limitation, copies of certified letters to 
M/WBE contractor associations and the ward office of the alderperson in which the 
project is located and receipts thereof; (c) responses to the applicant's outreach 
efforts; and (d) updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident participation 
goals. Third, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the project or any 
phase thereof, the applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE and city 
resident participation in the project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such 
participation. In addition to the foregoing, DPD may request such additional 
information as the department determines may be necessary or useful in evaluating 
the extent to which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned 
development projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the procedures set forth in the Municipal Code of Chicago 
(the "Municipal Code"), Sections 2-120-620 through -690, the Commission on Chicago 
Landmarks (the "Commission") has determined that the John B. Murphy Memorial 
(the "Building"), located at 50 East Erie Street, Chicago, Illinois, as more fully described in 
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein, satisfies five criteria for landmark 
designation as set forth in Section 2-120-620 (1 ), (3), (4), (5) and (7) of the Municipal Code; 
and 
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WHEREAS, The Building represents the legacy and lasting ideals of Chicago surgeon 
Dr. John B. Murphy (1857 -- 1916), who reformed surgical practice through the 
establishment of the American College of Surgeons; and 

WHEREAS, The American College of Surgeons occupied the building as an auditorium 
with office and library spaces from its completion in 1926 through the 1930s, and as an 
occasional professional meeting hall until 2003; and 

WHEREAS, The memorial building was built with donations from over 2,000 Chicagoans 
and was transferred as a gift to the American College of Surgeons as part of their permanent 
home and headquarters in Chicago; and 

WHEREAS, Locating the American College of Surgeons in Chicago established Chicago 
as a leader of both surgical research and of the surgical profession; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Murphy and the American College of Surgeons are significant in 
Chicago's medical history for their contributions to the improvement, standardization, 
development, and advancement of surgical technique; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Murphy established a new way to teach surgical methods through 
clinical classroom operations on real patients and by publishing his lectures in his own 
non-commercial journal; and 

WHEREAS, The Building is also significant for its association with Chicago surgeon 
Dr. Franklin H. Martin, a leading force in the establishment of standards in the surgical 
profession and in the founding of the American College of Surgeons; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Martin also was a leading organizer in the construction of the building as 
a memorial to Dr. Murphy and in locating the American College of Surgeons in Chicago 
where it remains today; and 

WHEREAS, The Building's exterior design represents a rare Chicago example of the 
French Renaissance style, a style of Beaux-Arts architecture that was popular in Paris 
during the late-nineteenth and early-twentieth centuries; and 

WHEREAS, The Building's interior is equally opulent in its high level of quality of design, 
its use of materials, and the execution of its finishes and ornament; and 

WHEREAS, The memorial building is finely crafted with traditional building materials. The 
exterior is of Bedford limestone with an exceptional set of bronze doors; and 

WHEREAS, The interior is equally finely crafted with materials that include marble, highly 
ornate plasterwork, carved woodwork, cast and wrought metal, and stained glass; and 
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WHEREAS, The Building was designed by the firm of Marshall & Fox, which is significant 
in Chicago history for its involvement in the design of early apartment and commercial 
buildings that guided the development of Michigan Avenue and Lake Shore Drive in the 
early twentieth century, including 1550 North State Parkway; and 179, 199 and 209 East 
and 999 North Lake Shore Drive among others; and 

WHEREAS, Marshall & Fox also designed theaters, residences, hotels and clubs. The 
firm, but Marshall especially, brought Classical elegance combined with modern luxury to 
these building types. Examples include, the Blackstone Hotel (1908), The South Shore 
Country Club (1908), The Drake Hotel (1920), the demolished Edgewater Beach Hotel 
(1923) and Sheridan Trust and Savings Bank Building (1924 ); and 

WHEREAS, Benjamin Marshall, one of the architects who designed the building, is 
acknowledged as one of the most important and influential architects in Chicago during the 
first decades of the twentieth century. His work in the design of theaters contributed to the 
overall interior design and layout of the Murphy Memorial's main auditorium; and 

WHEREAS, Tiffany Studios, a prominent New York City firm, cast and finished the 
impressive bronze doors on the memorial building's facade, which were sculpted by 
Charles Keck; and 

WHEREAS, Willet Studios, a nationally significant art-glass firm based in Philadelphia, 
designed and built the grand memorial window on the north wall of the main auditorium; and 

WHEREAS, The Building's highly ornamented facade, monumental scale, and slight 
setback from the street make it a visually prominent building that is highly visible along 
Erie Street, between Rush Street and Wabash Avenue; and 

WHEREAS, The Building's form as a memorial to an individual makes it a rare building 
type in Chicago; and 

WHEREAS, The Building's design was modeled after the 1901 Chapelle Notre Dame 
de Consolation in Paris, which itself is a memorial to a fire tragedy in that city; and 

WHEREAS, Consistent with Section 2-120-630 of the Municipal Code, the Building has a 
significant historic, community, architectural, or aesthetic interest or value, the integrity of 
which is preserved in light of its location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, and ability 
to express such historic, community, architectural, or aesthetic interest or value; and 

WHEREAS, On March 7, 2024, the Commission adopted a resolution recommending to 
the City Council of the City of Chicago (the "City Council") that the Building be designated a 
Chicago Landmark; now, therefore, 

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Chicago: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals are hereby adopted as the findings of the City Council. 
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SECTION 2. The Building is hereby designated a Chicago Landmark in accordance with 
Section 2-120-700 of the Municipal Code. 

SECTION 3. For purposes of Sections 2-120-740 and 2-120-770 of the Municipal Code 
governing permit review, the significant historical and architectural features of the Building 
are identified as: 

-- All exterior elevations, including rooflines, of the Building. 

-- The major historic interior spaces of the Building at the piano nobile level above the 
ground floor as delineated in the Exhibit Drawing (attached hereto and incorporated 
herein), including: 

The lobby leading to the auditorium from the bronze doors. 

The anteroom to the west of the auditorium. 

The auditorium. 

Additional Guidelines -- General 

Pursuant to Section 2-120-740 of the Municipal Code, on June 8, 2023, the Permit Review 
Committee of the Commission approved, with conditions, a pre-permit submission, including 
drawings, for exterior and interior rehabilitation of the Building including a new rooftop 
addition (the "P.R.C. Project"). Notwithstanding the foregoing significant historical and 
architectural features listed above, the Building alterations and additions contained in the 
P.R.C. Project shall be permitted. 

SECTION 4. The Commission is hereby directed to create a suitable plaque appropriately 
identifying the Building as a Chicago Landmark. 

SECTION 5. If any provision of this ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable 
for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such provision shall not affect any of the 
other provisions of this ordinance. 

SECTION 6. All ordinances, resolutions, motions or orders in conflict with this ordinance 
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

SECTION 7. This ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and approval.

Jean Baptiste Point du Sable as the city's earliest non-native permanent resident and

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WHEREAS, The City of Chicago is committed to celebrating the Haitian-American 
community, culture, language, experiences and contributions that enrich and strengthen our 
city; and 

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago has a long and rich history of naming many monuments, 
public build ings, points of interests and landmarks honoring the legacy of the city 's founder, 
Jean Baptiste Point du Sable, and the Haitian community such as, in 1934, opening 
DuSable High School in the Bronzeville community; in 1965, constructing Pioneer Court at 
the site of du Sable's homestead and erecting a large bronze bust of du Sable at the site in 
2009; in 1968, the DuSable Museum of African-American History was renamed in honor of 
Point du Sable; Mayor Harold Washington announced plans to create DuSable Park in 
1987; renaming the Michigan Avenue Bridge as the DuSable Bridge in October 201 O; and 
in 2021, Lake Shore Drive was renamed in Point du Sable 's honor; and 

WHEREAS, An estimated 2.5 million people in the United States are of Haitian descent 
and approximately 40,000 of them live in Chicago; and 

WHEREAS, May 18 is Flag Day and is the most celebrated holiday in Haitian culture and 
is celebrated by people of Haitian descent throughout the world ; and 

WHEREAS, May is a time of celebration, cultural awareness and traditional observance 
for Haitian-Americans; and

WHEREAS, In 1967, Roosevelt purchased his first and only home on the South Side of 
Chicago, where he and Mildred raised their family, entertained and met many of their lifelong

WHEREAS, Roosevelt was a dedicated employee of the City of Chicago Department of 
Streets and Sanitation and a distinguished member of Local 1001 as a union steward, where 
he served for 39 years, a career that began in 1954. He was the first Black supervisor 
appointed in the 1st Ward, which is the downtown area of Chicago. In 1983, he completed 
studies in union organizing for county, municipal employees, supervisor and foreman , and 
in 1987, he completed his studies in contract negotiation and labor relations, both at 
Roosevelt University; and 

WHEREAS, In 1993, he was recognized for his years of dedicated service by the City of 
Chicago Department of Streets and Sanitation. During his career, he received numerous 
awards and recognition for his accomplishments, for which he took tremendous pride, as 
they related to the City of Chicago Beautification Program, where he was appointed to 
oversee the city planter box project on the State Street Mall and 95th Street, along with the 
City-wide cart program to remove all the old municipal trash cans and replace them with the 
more mobile containers; and 

WHEREAS, In 1973, Roosevelt started his own business called Morrison & Sons, which 
at its height provided hauling services for a number of celebrities like Muhamed Ali and 
Redd Fox, along with political clients, until a fire destroyed his ability to continue his 
business; and 

WHEREAS, He was a man of deep faith and commitment, with a well-defined philosophy 
on life, relationships and dealing with challenges/disappointment. He would often share 
quotes such as: "this too shall pass", "outlive it", "don't bring me man, bring me giants", 
"keep feeling the need to be number one", and "do the labor great or small but do it right or 
not at all" . His favorite saying was: "the race isn't to the fast or the strong, but to those that 
endure to the end". He was a very approachable and open person, which made him easy 
to talk with and relate to. He had an unconquerable spirit, which allowed him to live his life 
under his own terms, without fear. He boldly pursued his dreams and followed the beat of 
his own drum, which endeared him to friends and family; and 

WHEREAS, He was devoted to God and his church home, St. James AME, which he had 
been a member of for over five decades. He loved being involved in the programs and 
events held by the church and its members. He was proud to be part of the brotherhood, 
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church committees and food pantry program. In his younger days, he had a deep passion 
for boxing and possessed the physical skill, mindset and smooth fighting style which earned 
him the nickname "Sweet Cody" which later was just "Cody"; and 

WHEREAS, Prior to having suffered severe mobility issues, he loved to laugh and spend 
time with family and friends at events and cookouts. He still loved to prepare meals and 
spend time in the kitchen creating recipes and his own signature dishes, which he passed 
down to the entire family. He truly knew how to enjoy himself and have a good time, but 
more than anything, he loved to share knowledge with others to help get them through the 
day and being a "Morrison"; and 

WHEREAS, He was preceded in death by his mother and father, Alex and 
Willie Bell Morrison; wife, Mildred L. Morrison; sons, Rodney G. Morrison and 
Reginald Morrison; daughter, Cathy Y. Morrison; and extended family and household

WHEREAS, Mayor Brandon Johnson needs the consent of the duly elected alderpersons 
to vote and authorize any department head within the Administration, including the 
Superintendent of Police; and 

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago is made up of 50 wards and 22 police districts; and 

WHEREAS, Chicago neighborhoods are plagued with shootings and gun violence; and 

WHEREAS, The current Superintendent of Police, as well as three former City of Chicago 
superintendents, have all stated that Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, is a necessary tool for 
the City of Chicago as it looks to reduce and help combat crime; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Brandon Johnson made a unilateral decision to remove Sound 
Thinking/ShotSpotter; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Brandon Johnson made a unilateral decision without consulting the 
individual alderpersons whose wards currently have Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter being 
utilized; and 

WHEREAS, It is the responsibility of the duly elected alderperson to secure as many 
resources as possible to uplift and protect their community; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Brandon Johnson and his staff have put at risk the communities that 
utilize Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, almost all Black and Brown communities; and 

WHEREAS, The communities that do not want Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter in their wards 
should have the ability to decide whether they want to keep their residents safe; just as the 
wards utilizing Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter should have the same opportunity; and 

WHEREAS, We, the undersigned, believe that Mayor Brandon Johnson has committed a 
serious overreach in his role and usurped the will of the City Council and their ability to 
represent constituents as duly elected alderpersons; and 
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WHEREAS, Mayor Brandon Johnson has removed an important piece of technology 
needed by our police and first responders, and the local communities that currently have 
the technology are begging to not only keep this tool but add more to the toolbox as we 
address gun violence in Black and Brown communities; now, therefore , 

To create more transparency regarding Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter; be Be It Ordered by 
the City Council of Chicago: 

+ The Mayor shall reverse his unilateral decision to remove Sound Thinking/ 
ShotSpotter; and 

2-:- The Superintendent shall have an active role in decisions regarding the removal 
or reallocation of any police resources; and 

1. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data showing ShotSpotter's accuracy or performance against 
their core Service Level Commitments in the Chicago contract; and 

2. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data showing the quantity of ShotSpotter alerts that have no 
corresponding call to 911; and 

3. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data showing the quantity of ShotSpotter alerts that enabled 
officers to render aid to a gunshot victim where there was no corresponding 
call to 911 ; and 

4. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data to compare the average response time for arriving on the 
scene of a shooting when initiated by a citizen call to 911 , versus when initiated by 
a ShotSpotter alert; and 

5. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data on the number of shell casings recovered as a result of a 
ShotSpotter alert; and 

6. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data on the number of weapons recovered by a ShotSpotter 
alert; and 

7. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department collect data on the number of arrests resulting from a ShotSpotter 
alert; and 
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8. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago 
Police Department post the above-requested data on a city portal; and 

9. During the remaining months of Sound Thinking/ShotSpotter, the Chicago Police 
Department produce a monthly report on the above-requested data (by police 
district and/or ward) to be shared with all 50 alderpersons and key people in the 
administration; and 

Be It Further Ordered by the City Council of Chicago: 
4-0-: 

1. No alderperson shall be penalized for standing up and requesting to keep his 
neighborhood safe through the loss of committee or council leadership, loss of 
project funding, or any other punitive measure by the Mayor or his allies; and 

2. Any decisions to remove any violence prevention funding including Sound 
Thinking/ShotSpotter, from any ward shall notify the City Council in advance and 
hold a meeting of the Public Safety Committee prior to removal and with a full vote 
of the council.

Council Rules of Order and Procedure to include the Office of Legislative Counsel and 
to allow members to seek counsel on Rules of Order when another member is speaking 
(Committee on Committees and Rules).

Alderperson Beale then withdrew his motions to discharge.
